A bold-face number preceding a child indicates that a separate entry for that individual appears later (in numerical order) in this work, including marriage information and children of that individual. Otherwise, full information for birth, death, etc., appears following the individual's name under the entry for his/her parents.
In general, in this document names have been normalized, particularly the surnames Barkley and Veazie/Vesey, which appear in references in many forms including: Veasie, Veasy, Vezey, Barclay, Barkly, etc. Surnames may not reflect the spellings most prevalent in references for a particular individual.
NOTE: With respect to surname spelling, there are two primary branches of the descendents of William Veazie of Braintree. For many descendents the spelling most often found in references is VEAZIE. However, for most of the descendents of Ensign William Vesey, the oldest son of William Veazie of Braintree, the most common spelling found is VESEY. There are exceptions, notably the descendents of  Josiah Vesey (1744-1790?), son of Benjamin and Dorothy (Spear) Vesey. Most documents of that line reflect the VEAZIE spelling. In any case, this document uses the two spellings VEAZIE and VESEY. If you don't find an individual under one spelling, try the other.
It appears there are at least three 'major' lines of Veazies (pick your spelling) in the United States. One line, the subject of this document, is through the descendents of William Veazie of Braintree, Massachusetts. Another line appears to have originated from George? Veazie of Maryland in the 1600s. Though not exclusively, those descendents seem to appear primarily through the South with a prevalent spelling of Veasie or similar. A third line, perhaps, are the descendents of Thomas Veazie of New Hampshire. That line emmigrated in similar directions to the descendents of this genealogy, and appear in similar locations with similar spellings of the surname. I have run across 'cousins' whose lineage appears to originate from our neighbor to the north, Canada. These are my personal observations and should not be construed to be anything else.
I have come to the realization that those interested in tracing their family are not particularly interested in having a complete genealogy handed to them. I personally use other published genealogies primarily for hints to solve mysteries such as maiden names, parents for spouses, reasons for migrations, etc. For those using this work for that purpose, i.e., looking for information on spouses encountered in other family lines, I have tried to add, as time permits and interest dictates, information on the families of spouses, and extending the lines through Veazie/Vesey daughters and daughters of daughters, though they didn't carry the Veazie or Vesey surnames with them. They are descendents of the progenitor William Veazie.
This is not, at all, intended as an historical document. It is presented as information as one sees fit and a basis for research by future generations, including references to information which may be used for further work.
The conclusions regarding parentage and marriages are my own, except as noted, and derived from the sources referenced. In a very few instances, I have made use of unreferenced sources - correspondence from individuals, etc. 
NOTE: I have found what I believe to be errors in other genealogies. So few genealogies provide references or source information with which to resolve differences. Hillman's Veazie Genealogy is a notable exception. Ralph's footnoted references are extensive. I have also attempted to provide references for parent-child relationship, dates of birth, etc., or provide an explanation for an assumption, so others can verify my conclusions and/or draw their own, if desired. In conclusion, I state that there are several errors in this work. Unfortunately, they haven't as yet been located.

William Veazie is the progenitor of a major line of Veazies in the United States. He emigrated from England in the mid 1600s to Braintree, Massachusetts. His descendants, until the early 1900s, settled mostly north of the Mason-Dixon line, though there is evidence that one or more Veazies of this line settled in the Deep South - New Orleans and possibly Mississippi - well before the Civil War. However, his descendants are now (2015) spread across the continent, from north to south. According to Miss Elizabeth French2848, William is probably the son of Richard Vesey of Gumley Parish, Co. Leicester, England, citing documents in which William constituted Henry Newbon of Caldecot, Co. Rutland, England, documented as administrator of Richard Vesey's estate, to recover house and lands in Gumley, likely those of Richard Vesey.

William Veazie (French2848 and Sprague841) was a freeman of the (Massachusetts) colony May 10, 1643.

The town records4255 of Braintree, MA, mention William (variously as Veza and Vesey) several times - 1651: regarding the sale of land; 1656: he voted in dissent regarding administration of the Braintree common; 1670, 1672 and 1673: mentioned as a town selectman.

William's birthdate is assumed from his age at death, per his gravestone, which reads: "Here lyes beried ye Body of Mr. William Veazay aged 65, Died ye 16 June, 1681."

The will (Massachusetts Wills and Probate, www.ancestry.com) of William Veezy "of Braintery," written June 3, 1681, less than 2 weeks before his death, is relatively lengthy. It was likely that the text itself was written by someone else, as it is sealed with a mark. Following the specification that all debts and dues be paid by his executor, he willed to his wife Ellen ("Elen"), as long as she "remains a widow bearing my name," one half of his house and barn, orchard, cattle, moveables, lands, and meadow, reserving only "Aldridge's farm," that to be sold to pay his daughters. In case she remarried or "change her condition," as mentioned "in the marriage covenant," she was to have 20 pounds, and son Solomon was to receive her part. She was to return those 20 pounds to any of the children she pleased at her own decease.

His eldest son William is mentioned next - after the death of his mother Ellen, to receive 5 pounds in corn or cattle. Son William's portion was not to be equal "with the rest" because he had already received "considerably of [William's] estate at marriage & sinc[e]."

Son Solomon had been given "sufficient," as expressed in a particular covenent, previously signed and sealed by William.

Son Samuel "Vezy" was to receive the house and land "at Boston." If he were to die unmarried or without issue, then the "rest" should be distributed among William's children, with (specifically) son William to receive a double ("doble") portion.

His daughters, referred to earlier, were mentioned next. They were "Greenleafe" (Hannah, md John Greenleaf) [20 pounds], Abigail Thayer ("Abgaill Tayr") [3 score pounds from the estate she had already received], Ellen ("Elen"), Mehitable "Mahitabell Vezy"), and Mercy "Vezy" [3 score pounds at the day of their marriage, from what wife Ellen could spare from her portion; the remainder to be paid after Ellen's decease.] Daughter Elizabeth isn't mentioned specifically. She may have been left out because she had married (to James Allison.) But it seems more likely she had already died as, with regard to his daughters, William made a specific bequeathal to married daughter (Hannah) Greenleaf.

After his wife's decease or at twenty five years, Christian Allison ("Alison") (his granddaughter by daughter Elizabeth) was to receive 20 pounds, if (Christian) were not deceased.

After his wife's decease, if any of the estate remained after all the above distributions, the remainder was to be equally distributed - with the exceptions that Solomon was exempted, and son William was to receive a double portion. Lastly, his wife Ellen was to be sole executrix.

The will was signed "the 3d day of june 1681," by Wiliam Vezy ("his W mark"), witnessed by D'n Sam'll Tompson and John Bass.

Elinor is identified variously as Hellen2854, Ellin, Ellen, Eleanor and Elinor. Son Samuel Veazie's will841, Suffolk Probate, 11:243, mentions "mother Elinor French." Following William's death, Elinor married John French, concluded from her gravestone in Hancock Cem (Pattee687, p 124) (as well as other documents).: "Here lyes ye Body of Mrs. Elinor French, Wife of Mr. John French, aged 85 Years. Deceased April 23, 1711."

John Marshall842 records in Apr of 1711: "mrs helen french, the mother of willyam veasie : and daughter of the Rev'd mr William Thompson. Deceased dyed april 23 : aged 85 years 1711 : an aged saint."

William2852 "sonne of William Veazie & Elinor His wife was Borne the 6 of the 8 month." (Julian calendar.)

IN GENERAL, THE DESCENDENTS OF ENSIGN WILLIAM VESEY SPELL THE SURNAME "VESEY," others usually Veazie or similar variation. Apochryphally, William Vesey may have intentionally changed the spelling of his name to distinguish himself from others of his family, as he was a staunch supporter of the Church of England (Episcopalian), as opposed to the Puritan form of worship (as espoused by Cotton Mather,) and denied the authority of King William. He had been reported4945 to have stated that King James was his "true prince."

Hillman800, referencing Suffolk County Court Records, relates that, in June, 1696, a "Day of Publick Thanksgiving" had been declared as a day of rest by the Governor and Council for discovering a plot for the assassination of King William III. All servile labor was forbidden on that day. Two men, whose boat had been becalmed off Veazie's land, saw Veazie plowing, and were invited to his house. A libelous conversation ensued, wherein Veazie stated that he knew not "how this King came to the crown," and that "King James was the Royal Prince." The men reported him to the authorities and Veazie was sent to the pillory for his transgression. Mention of that pillory was also made in Trinity Church History4945, referencing Sewall's Diary. "Wm. Veisey" had been bound over for ploughing on Thanksgiving.

Regarding Mary's date of death, Hillman800 references a 1718 deed between William Veazie and his son Benjamin. Mary may died by that time as she did not co-sign the deed.

Elizabeth's death date is assumed from the date of the will4268 of Elizabeth's brother Samuel Veazie. His will mentions "my kinswoman Christian Allison, dau. Of James of New Yorke." Samuel's will also mentions all his sisters (both married and single), except Elizabeth. The implications are that Christian Allison was born and his sister Elizabeth had died before the writing of Samuel's will.

Elizabeth & James' marriage record (src 886 Dorchester V1:23): John "of Boston" & Elizabeth "of Braintry" were joined by William Stoughton Assistant.

The marriage record886 for James and Elizabeth has James "of Boston," and Elizabeth "of Braintry." Sprague841 has of James: "of Boston & New York," prob. referring to the will4268 of Elizabeth's brother Samuel Veazie,  which mentions his kinswoman Christian Allison, daughter of "James Allison of New Yorke Mariner."

James (son of James and Christian) was bapt843 19 Jun 1653, First Church, Boston.

A James Allison died938 Nov 28, 1702, Boston, MA. That entry lists "original text: of Jamaica." As James is mentioned as a mariner in Samuel Veazie's will4268, which might explain the reference to "of Jamaica," this may be the same man.

Elizabeth may have died prior to 1690 as she is not mentioned in the will4268 of her uncle Samuel Veazie, which mentions specifically her sibling Christian Allison, dau of James Allision.

Hillman800 identifies Samuel's first wife as Mary Talmage. Sprague841 has "Mary (Talmage ? ...)" Both have Mary Talmage as the daughter of William and Elizabeth (Pierce?) Talmage. Both have the marriage date as about 1686, probably estimating it from the birthdate of their first child.

Samuel and "Mary" Veazie (various spellings of the surname) had children843 born in Boston, MA, prior to Nov 25, 1691, when Samuel married843 (apparently his second wife) Mary Vergoose, so first wife Mary is clearly not Mary Vergoose (Virgoose).

However, neither Hillman nor Sprague provide an indication linking the surname Talmage to the first wife of Samuel Veazie. Arthur White Talmadge4819, describing William Talmage (Talmidge, Talmadge), has Williams second wife Elizabeth Pierce. Talmadge lists two daughters, the second one (Mary), born Jan 13, 1668. Talmadge concludes that those children seem to have died without issue, noting that Ann Flack, neice of William, eventually became his sole hier.

Without further information, the surname of Samuel's first wife Mary appears to be a guess.

Samuel's will4268 mentions his father William, his uncle Dea. Samuel Tompson, son Samuel, mother Elinor French, kinswoman Christian Allison (dau of James of New York), and sisters Hannah Greenleaf, Elnor Paine, Abigail Thayer, Mehitable Veazie & Mercy Veazie alias Ruggles. Neither his daughter Mary nor his sister Elizabeth is mentioned.

The probate of the will4268 of "Samuel Veazie late of Boston Mariner dece'd" is dated Jan 7, 1696/7. His death843 is listed as "Samuel Vezey dyed Decr." in the (year) 1690 section of that reference. December would appear to be the correct month, but (whatever the reason for the 1690 listing) 1696 is assumed. N.B., as the date of probate was under the Gregorian calendar, Jan 1696/7 was preceded by Dec 1696.

Samuel's will provided that, should his son Samuel die before 21 years of age, Rev Samuel Willard, teacher of the Third Church, Boston, was to receive 10 pounds, and 20 pounds was to go to the maintenance and use of the free school in Braintree. In addition, his mother Elinor French was to receive 20 pounds, and property on Atkinson's lane was to go to Christian Allison; property at the south end of Boston, an orchard and 3 acres, and all remainder to go to his sisters: Hannah Greenleaf, Elinor Paine, Abigail Thayer, Mehitable Veazie & Mercy Veazie Ruggles, equally. Executors were to be his uncle Dea. Samuel Tompson and friend Samuel Marshall.

Mary Talmage was born843 Jan 13, 1667/8 to William and Eliza Talmage. She was bapt843 31 day 11 mo (Jan 31, 1667/8).

Mary apparently died prior to Nov 25, 1691, the date of Samuel's second marriage (to Mary Virgoose).

Mary is not mentioned in her father's will4268, dated Nov 27, 1690. As her brother Samuel is mentioned, as well as other kin, it is assumed she died prior to that date.

Hillman800 references "Boston Churches" by (Robert J) Dunkle & (Ann Smith) Lainhart for "Saml Veezy died 18 Oct 1691," concluding that entry refers to the first son Samuel of Samuel and Mary (Talmage) Veazie.

There are few records for Mary Vergoose. However, a Mary Vergoose was born843 May 22, 1672, in Boston, MA, to Isaac & Mary Vergoose. A Mary "Veazey" died938 Mar 29, 1701, "wid., dau. Isaac Goose." Boston Inhabitants4502, refcode 21754, has Isaac Vergoose/Virgoose/Goose/Goos (as his surname appears variously in records); his first wife Mary Balston, dau. of Jonathan and Mary Balston; among his children of his first wife: Mary born 1672. From that information, it is assumed that Mary Virgoose/Vergoose, wife of Samuel Veazie, was the daughter of Isaac Vergoose and Mary Balston.

Abigail is assumed to be the daughter of William Veazie & Elinor Thompson, though a record of her birth is not found, based on her surname in the marriage record, approx. birth year (which places well among the other children of William Veazie,) and place of marriage, and place of death.

Hillman800 has Thomas' birth ~1652 in Braintree, unfortunately without reference. The Thayer Memorial4822, also without reference, has Thomas (no birth date given) born in England, listed as the oldest of the children of Thomas and Hannah/Anna Thayer. Elizabeth Thayer, whom Thayer Memorial has as Thomas' younger sister, was born2852 "[1647] 23 of 1 (mo)", i.e., Mar 23, 1647, in Braintree, MA. Thayer Memorial4822 has Elizabeth's birth as Jan 23, 1647, perhaps indicating a lack of recognition that, at that time, March was the first month of the year. Dyer567 has a Thomas Thayer, son of Thomas and Hannah "Thaire," born in Braintree, 1m 28d 1647, referencing p 628 in Bates' Braintree Records2852. However, that appears to be an error as, upon examination, Bates2852, p 628, has "Elisabeth Daghter(sic) of Thomas Thaire & ___ his wife born 23 of 1 (mo.)," as mentioned above. Dyer does not list that birth for Elizabeth Thayer. Records for the birth of other children of Thomas and Hannah Thayer appear in Bates2852. From the above information, and not having found other information regarding Thomas' birth date or place, this author makes a guess that Thomas was born in England, sometime prior to the birth of his sister Elizabeth.

Bates2852 has (p 695) "Thomas Thayer dyed an untimely death 7th December 1705." Regarding that reference to "untimely," Hillman800 provides a reference to Marshall's Diary, p 23, which states that Thomas "laid violent hands on himself," possibly being despondent over the deaths of his sons in 1704.

Information on Rev William Vesey's life in Sibley's Harvard Graduates, Vol IV, is well worth the read.

A well-researched biography for Rev. William Vesey, the first rector of the Trinity Church in New York appears4945 in Chapter VI of the history of that Church. That biography has that William graduated Harvard in 1684 at the age of 19; preached 6 months at Sag, Long Island (near present Sag Harbor); preached 2 years at Hempstead; and preached at Boston. He was then called by a council for the establishment of the Trinity Church, New York City, and, in response, traveled to England. Vesey received a Master of Arts degree at Oxford, July 12, 1696; and ordained Priest Aug 2, following. He then returned to New York where he was installed on Feb 6, 1697, as First Rector of the Trinity Church.

Sprague: William was graduated from Harvard, 1693; Vesey St and Rector St in New York City are named for him.

"Abstracts of will on file in the Surrogate's Office: city of New York" (books.google.com) p 286: Rev William Vesey was inducted into the office Rector of Trinity Church, Dec 25, 1697.

William and Mary Reade Vesey had no children.

The will4047 of William Vesey, "of the City of New York Clerk, Rector of Trinity Church in the said City," was dated May 1, 1746. The will was probated Jul 21, 1746. That will mentions: brother John Vesey of Brantry, sister Mary Green, sister Elinor Turnor, sister Hanah Bracket, brother Benjamin Vesey of Brantry, God son Joseph Reade Jun'r, Joseph Reade the Elder (brother in law), God daughter Mary Braine (dau to Thomas Braine merchant in Flushing), and wife Mary Vesey.

The will4047 of Rector William Vesey mentions his wife Mary Vesey, his brother-in-law Joseph Reade, and Joseph Reade's son Joseph Reade Jun'r.

After William's death, Mary married Judge Danial Horsmanden, who, at the time, was in financial difficulty. "The New York ConspiracyTrials of 1741" (Daniel Horsmanden - Zaben, Ed.) mentions Daniel's marriage to "Mary Reade Vesey, a wealthy widow much older than he." "Patriot-Improvers"844 states "…on 8 May 1748 he married Mrs. Mary Reade Vesey, widow of the Reverend Mr. William Vesey, rector of Trinity Church, who had died in 1746, an advantageous match that restored his fortunes."

Ebenezer Vesey signed his will4942 in Braintree, MA, Feb 10, 1760, before witnesses Ebenezer Miller "Jun'r," Joseph Cleverly and Esther Cleverly. That will, "of Ebenezer Vesey late of Braintree Marriner deceased," was probated in Boston, Apr 17, 1782. He willed his estate to his wife Mary, who, should she remarry, would be entitled to half of his estate, the remainder to go to the upbringing of his "Son or Children." That latter phrase is consistent with his known children, of whom son Ebenezer was his only child at the time.

Sprague has Ebenezer's death date as "about April 1762," apparently assuming that his will was probated soon after his death. As Ebenezer was a mariner, and no specific record or indication of a burial is in evidence, he may have died earlier at sea, and his will probated only after he was known to have died.

Ebenezer's wife Mary is likely the Widow Vesey in the 1790 census for Braintree.

The cemetery of the First Church, Quincy, was, for nearly 200 years, uninclosed and used as a pasture for cattle (Pattee687, p 114.) In 1808, to bring a halt to that usuage, some citizens of the town purchased the right of "herbage and pasturage" in the cemetery from Ebenezer, Mottram and Mary Vesey. In 1809, the cemetery was deeded to the citizens of Quincy.

That appears to be an error, using the baptism date of Joseph's brother, as that same reference989 has, under the reference to original page 137 (page 47 of the reference), individual 737. "Job Coit. 14 April 1717. Job Coit." As mentioned above, individual 1043, page 143 of the original records, has "1043. Joseph Coit. [October 29. 1721] Job Coit." Boston Inhabitants4502 has children of Job Coit and Lydia Amey/Aimee: Nathaniel, Job, John, Joseph, Nanny, Lydia (died young), Elizabeth, and Lydia.

Referencing Suffolk Deeds, Boston Inhabitants4502 has Joseph involved in transactions as late as 1753. Hillman800 mentions a sale of a portion of Joseph's property by father-in-law (Benjamin Vesey), Sept 1762, indicating Joseph's death must have occurred prior to that date.

"Samuel the son of Samuel Veasey and Deborah his wife was born ye 8th. Day of January 1711."2852

Samuel Veazie graduated561 from Harvard College with an A. B. degree in 1736. On Aug 7, 1738, the town of Duxbury, MA, voted4100 to invite Rev Veazie to become their paster. After some lengthy negotiations, he was ordained there over a year later on Oct 31, 1739.

An intention of marriage2898 between Rev Samuel Veazie of "Duxborough," and Mrs Deborah Samson of Kingston was filed Feb 6, 1741/2. On Aug 6, 1742, the couple was married2899 at Kingston, MA.

Starting in 1743, difficulties began arising between the congregation at Duxbury and Rev Veazie., primarily to do with the intensity of the Reverand's convictions. Veazie, during the early part of his ministry, had been a moderate Calvinist. But during this period, an evangelistic movement known as the Great Awakening or Great Revival, pushed through the colonies. In particular, George Whitfield (or Whitefield) converted Mr Veazie into a complete firebrand. According to the notes4100 of Rev Benjamin Kent, librarian of the Roxbury Athenaeum, Rev Veazie became morose and dogmatic, even whipping his own children with severity for the least freedom on the Sabbath, strictly observed from sunrise to midnight. Most of the influential men of Duxbury maintained the old doctrines, and refused to embrace their pastor's new dogmatisms. At one point Veazie, proclaiming that Man was in a state of nature and not with God, was asked by the wife of a prominent citizen what had become of their fathers (their ancestors). Veazie said they are gone to Hell! It should be noted that, in those days, a minister was appointed and could not be fired by the congregation. However, the congregation determined his salary. The controversies continued until, in the summer of 1746, Veazie addressed an ecclesiastical council, stating that he was not able in any good measure to discharge his ministry, and his salary since 1743 had been about 91 pounds. He asked for a dismissal from the church at Duxbury.

Veazie informed the town, Nov 11, 1746, that as a condition for his leaving them, his salary of 170 pounds per annum be brought up to date, or the case should be referred to a committee of five men for settlement. Disputes continued and Rev Veazie even brought a lawsuit for the recovery of his salary, though indications are that nothing resulted from that effort other than repeated votes to pay him "were passed in the negative." He was eventually dismissed388 from the Duxbury church, Apr 8, 1750. He may have been preaching at Hull, MA, during the Duxbury controversy. Eventually letters of recommendation were presented to the church of Hull, MA, and Veazie was installed there, Apr 11, 1753. Veazie was dismissed388 from the church at Hull in 1767, and sold the parsonage lot which he had purchased there.

Winsor4100 states Rev Samuel Veazie died in Hull in 1797, at the age of 86. The death year is correct. However, The History of Brunswick (Maine)179 has Veazie emigrating to Harpswell from Nantasket (a community on the Cape across from the island of Hull) in 1767. Historic Harpswell3399 states the same. Hillman800 found several records indicating Rev Veazie was town clerk in Harpswell and bought and sold land there as late as 1788. Bangor Hist. Mag.388, referencing "Harpswell records," has Rev Samuel Veazie, Clerk, Sep 30, 1768, bought of Alexander Emery, of Harpswell, "Land on Sebascodegan Island, (Harpswell,) being lot No. eleven in the first division joining easterly on the common road … one hundred acres more of less." He cleared and built a house, "in which he lived and died." Veazie bought and sold land in or near Harpswell as late as 1786. I.e., Apr 17, 1786, he sold to Rebecca Holbrook (his daughter) part of lot no. 29 in Harpswell for 50 pounds. His wife did not sign the transaction.

On May 11, 1798, "John Veazie, of Falmouth, hatter, and Deborah Jordan, wife of Robert Jordan, of Brunswick," sold land on Sebasdecogan Island comprising 115 acres, "being the homestead of the late Samuel Veazie, of Harpswell, deceased," which he had bequeathed to his beloved son and daughter.

Hillman also found an obituary for Rev Veazie in the Portland (ME) Oriental Trumpet, published Jan 4, 1798, stating that he died in Brunswick on Dec 2. Bangor Hist. Mag.388 has "died Jan. ---, 1798, aged 88."

The will5522 of Deborah's father, Benjamin Sampson, mentions "my daughter Deborah Veazie wife of Rev'd Mr Sam'l Veazie." He bequethed to her "the sum of One Hundred Thirty three punds six shillings & eight pence," with what she had already received.

Deborah preceded her father in death, and, on 9 Jan 1759, 
A complete genealogy of Deborah Sampson's ancestors can be found elsewhere, notably647 Genealogical Memoirs of the Sampson Family (Vinton) and, of course, Mayflower Families, Gen'l Society of Mayflower Descendants (Henry Samson). Though the name of her headstone is illegible, church records691 provide her death date.

Encyclopedia of Connecticut Biography, which is accurate in other information with regard to the Veazie family (dates, locations, etc.) as compared to other records, has Eleazer moving to Connecticut after wife Anne's death (no reference document for her death or his emigration), and marrying there May Markham. Neither Sprague nor Hillman lists Eleazer's marriage to May Markham. Connecticut Town Birth Records587 has (Middletown Vital Records 1651-1854) Eleazer md 1745/6 Jan 20, Mary Markham. Other records in that collection have their children and their marriages.

The main question is whether this Eleazer emigrated to Connecticut and marry Mary Markham. If his wife Anne died soon after co-signing a deed (Suffolk Deeds, 76:197) with him in 1743 (her last occurrence in the records according to Hillman), Eleazer may well have had reason to leave the area. He had been involved in 1741 and 1742 in (at least) seven cases of actionable behavior, according to Plymouth Co Court records (americanancestors.org), and had been confined in the Boston jail for debt. In addition, on Oct 23, 1741 (per Braintree First Church records), he was suspended from communion for "disorderly unchristian life.."

Further research may uncover more of his story.

Milton (MA) Vital Records2839 mentions Anne's parents as "John and Lidya." Milton church records2838 for Anne's baptism, Jan 17, 1719, mention only her father "Mr John Gulliver (Capt. Gullivers son in law)." Enc. Conn. Bio494 has Ann Gulliver's parents as John and Margaret (Hunt) Gulliver, all of Dorchester. In fact, a John Gulliver married853 Sept 29, 1720, in Dorchester, Margaret Hunt. They were married by Nathaniel Hubbard, Esq., J. P.

On Oct 2, 1769, in Boston, Benjamin, a chairmaker, bought4502 part of a lot of land, with house, from his father Benjamin (Suffolk Deeds 158:246). He deeded land4502, in Boston, to John Veazie (chairmaker), Sep 13, 1779. On Jun 5, 1790, in Boston, Benjamin Jr bought of his father the "middle of his house." On Feb 19, 1794, Benjamin "of Providence, formerly of Boston,"4502 and wife Abigail, deeded, in Boston, house and land to Joshua Frances (hairdresser).

Benjamin is likely the Veazie, Benjamin, Jr., Braintree, mentioned5206 in Mass. Soldiers and Sailors, p 305: private, Capt. John Vinton's (Braintree) co., which assembled Apr 20, 1775; service, 3 days; also, Capt Vinton's (independent) co., enlisted May 3, 1775; service, 8 months, 2 weeks, 4 days.

A death notice4381 for Benjamin mentions him as a native of Boston, and a resident of Providence for 30 years at the time of his death. Per RI VR947, Benjamin died age 72 or 74. Hillman800 has age 70, possibly taken from a memorial840 in the North Burial Ground, Providence, R.I., "Erected by Joseph Veazie. In Memory of His Parents and His Brothers and Sisters. A. D. 1860."

In an affidavit4832 deposed by Benjamin's niece, Mary (Veazie) White (dau. of Silas), Mary stated that her uncle Benjamin went to Providence, R.I., when a young man, about the time of the Revolutionary War, and lived there the remainder of his life.

His will5004 was signed Sep 9, 1808. His will mentions wife Abigail, and children Benjamin Jun'r,  John, Joseph, Samuel, Polly, Sally, and eldest daughter Abigail Palmer, wife of John Palmer of Boston (Mass.), chair maker. The will was probated Feb 22, 1819. Abigail Veazie was appointed executrix Feb 27, 1819.

Benjamin is likely the Benjamin Vezia appearing in the 1790 census for Providence, RI; Benjamin Vezce Providence, RI; 1810 census for West District, Providence, RI.

A death notice4381 for Mrs Abigail Veazie, has her death date as Sept 20. She may be the Abigaile Veazie in the 1820 census for Providence, RI, as she would have been a widow that year.

In 17904491, the household of John Veazie in Adams, Berkshire Co., MA, was comprised of 2 free white males 16 yrs & older, 5 free white males under 16 yrs, and 2 free white females. The 5 younger males may have been John (the second of that name), Thomas, Samuel, Henry and Benjamin. John was certainly one of the two older males. The other male may have been a visiting relative, an employee, or an unidentified son who died young. The two females are likely John's wife, Martha, and their daughter Martha. Daughter Patty may have died prior to 1790.

In 18005455, the household of John "Vizee" in Adams, MA, was comprised of 1 male <10; 1 male 10-15; 2 males 16-25; 1 male 25-44, 1 male 45 & older; 1 female <10; 1 female 16-25; and 1 female 45 & older. Those date ranges fit well with John, wife Martha, and their children living at the time.

Ralph Hillman800 thinks it likely that John is the John Veazie, died February 1813, as transcribed from a headstone in the North Adams (MA) cemetery. Ralph's assumption is confirmed by an 1865 affidavit4513 by John's grandson Samuel (nee Murphy) Veazie [son of John Murphy and John Veazie's daughter Mary]. Samuel relates that his grandfather John Veazie, was "formerly of Braintree, and who came to this place [North Adams] from Boston, Mass, when a young man about the time of the Revolutionary War." Samuel also said that John was a cabinetmaker by trade, a business he pursued until his death, "which occurred here [North Adams] in February A..D. 1813." Although Samuel was young at the time of his grandfather John's death, Samuel had a lasting impression of his grandfather whom he had seen "in his last lickings," as John had rheumatism "from which he suffered so intensely."

Unabashedly, this auther cites Hillman's Veazie Genealogy800 for much of the detail information for John and Martha's children. In particular, Ralph uncovered a document in a Boston Athenaeum collection that might otherwise have remained undiscovered with regard to the Veazie family. Duplication or examination of Hillman's references is difficult, unavailable (due to travel), extensive and expensive. As no discrepancies or significant disagreements have been noted, with the exception of James H Veazie, son of John Veazie and Mindwell Brown, this author includes this information on the family of John and Martha rather than leaving a significant branch of the Veazie family out of this work.

Martha's birth year is a guess based on the 1800 census5455, in which she is likely the female, age 45 & older, in the household of John Veazie.

An 1865 affidavit4513 by grandson Samuel Veazie (nee Murphy) states that, following John Veazie's death in February, 1813, Martha left Massachusetts and went to live with her daughter, Martha, who was then living in Herkimer, NY. Samuel relates that "as I have been informed & believe," his grandmother died there. Martha's granddaughter Frances (Talcott) Richardson stated4514 that her grandmother's maiden name was Martha Hopkins, and, following the death of Frances' grandfather John Veazie, she removed from Adams, Mass, and lived with Frances' mother in Rome, NY, where she died. Herkimer and Rome are ~25 miles apart.

Also, Private, Capt Nathaniel Heath's detachment of Col Craft's regt.; service, 1 month, 8 days, drafted for service around Boston, 1777.

Of Joseph's death859, the church records indicate he died of insanity.

Sprague841 has, under [1150R] Isaac4 Copeland: "Children of Isaac & Lydia [Thayer] bapt. At Middle Parish: … xi. Mary, m. int. Mar. 22, 1791, Joseph Veazie." Under [5211] Joseph4 Veazie, Sprague has "Mary Copeland, born ___, died Jun 22, 1811 (Selectman's Book, 1793-1835), dau. of Isaac & Lydia (Thayer) Copeland." The reference is elsewhere noted as "Braintree Selectman Book['s] 1793-1835."

In church records944 from the Sprague collection is the apparent quotation of someone who attended Joseph Veazie's funeral, Mar 29, 1826. He had been several years blind and supported by the town. From that affidavit information, one finds Betsey Veazie, residing in the household of Philip and Mary Torrey in Weymouth, MA, in 1850 and 1855. She is listed as age 50 in both census records. Though her birth year from age at death doesn't quite fit the children of Joseph and Mary Veazie, it seems likely that Betsy is the Betsy Veazie, born Braintree to unknown/unknown, that died2956 in Weymouth, MA, Aug 19, 1893, at the age of 95, of "intussusaption."

Sprague841 and Bass831 say of Benjamin only: "to Braintree, Vt. in 1785, to the west in 1815." Benjamin Vesey appears as in the list831 of selectmen for Braintree, VT, between the years 1793 and 1811.

Benjamin was married (at least) twice. He married, probably first, Eunice (perhaps) Lamb. The death record1520 for son James Madison Vesey lists his mother as "Eunice Vesey." "Pioneer Women of Perry [Ohio]"828 has "Benjamin and Eunice (Lamb) Vesey" arriving in Perry in 1816. There appears to be no other records for Eunice, either indicating her first name or surname.

Bass831, p 182, regarding sisters of Samuel Spear: "The third m. a Vesey, probably Benjamin; went to Ohio about 1815." Stewart2846 has Dorothy Spear, born "about 1758," a daughter of Samuel Spear and Mary Ford, and brother of the above mentioned Samuel Spear, married (without reference) Benjamin Vesey. Speare5487 also has Dorothy Spear, born "about 1758," a daughter of Samuel Spear and Mary Ford, married (without reference) Benjamin Vesey. Speare has Dorothy came from Braintree, Mass. to Braintree, Vt., perhaps with her other two sisters and her brothers, but "one record gives her coming to Braintree, Vt., as about 1800. She went to Ohio with her sister Hannah in 1815. No record of her family." Regarding Dorothy Spear, it appears that both Stewart and Speare either had the same source, perhaps Bass, or Stewart repeated Speare's information. If Dorothy Spear had married Benjamin Vesey in Vermont, then Dorothy moving to Ohio "with her sister Hannah" is a strange phrase, as is "no record of her family," as many of Benjamin Vesey's children were born2230 in Braintree, Vt., and later appear in other records. Without further information, the marriage of this Dorothy Spear and Benjamin Vesey is doubtful. It may be that Stewart and Speare (and Bass?) confused the marriage2852 of Benjamin's grandfather Benjamin, and Dorothy Spear (born in Braintree, MA), the daughter841 Samuel Spear and Elizabeth Daniel.

Pioneer Women of Perry (OH)" mentions "(Mrs Benjamin) Eunice Lamb Vesey," mother of several sons and five daughters. Four daughters are specifically named: Abigail, Rebecca, Vashtia and Rowena; Elizabeth would be the fifth daughter. The death record1520 for son J M Vesey lists "Eunice Vesey" as his mother.

Benjamin's marriage832 to Rebecca Graham in 1826 is certain. Benjamin later divorced Rebecca ~1828, assumed from notices of divorce in the Painesville (OH) Telegraph830, published Dec 18, 1827, and Jan 4, 1828. As the will5336 of Benjamin Vesey, signed Mar 5, 1828, does not mention his wife, it is assumed they were divorced (or the marriage otherwise considered dissolved) by March, 1828.

Because of the doubt that Benjamin married Dorothy Spear, Eunice is herein listed as the mother of Benjamin's children. As J M Vesey's mother is listed1520 as Eunice, it is all but certain that Eunice was the mother of the children born after ~1810.

The will5336 of Benjamin Vesey mentions "oldest son" Jonathan Vesey; "three youngest sons" Madison, George and Harris Vesey; Betsey Ford, Rebecca Butler, Abigail French, "daughters" Roena Calwell and Vashta Graham. He signed his will Mar 5, 1828. The will was proved and approved Oct 20, 1828.

"Pioneer Woman of Perry [Ohio]"828 has "Mr and Mrs Benjamin Vessey came to Perry in 1816. Eunice Lamb Vesey was the mother of several son and five daughter …" At present, that is the only known reference to her surname.

Child 342. 
Bass831 (Hist. Braintree, VT) has Benjamin, Jr's birthdate Oct 18, 1793. Son Benjamin was not mentioned in his father's will (signed Mar 5, 1828,) and all other known children were specifically named. From that information, it is assumed that son Benjamin died prior to the date of that will. Further, son Benjamin does not appear to be accounted in the 1820 census4646 in the household of Benjamin Vesey, Perry, OH, indicating he may have died prior to 1820.

As Benjamin Vesey was about 62 years of age when he married Rebecca Graham, it seems likely she was a widower, and Graham was not her maiden name. Possibly a coincidence, Benjamin Vezey was one of three men directed to appraise a portion of the estate5335 of Hugh Graham, who died between Jan 12, 1825 (when Graham signed his will), and Jun 26, 1826, when his will was entered into probate. The date of probate was just a few months before Benjamin married Rebecca.

Heirs of Hugh Graham mentioned in the probate records5335 were: Rebecca, his wife; children: Hugh W Graham ("eldest son"), David Graham ("second son"), Archer Graham, Alanson Graham, Rebecca Norris (wife of Benjamin Norris), Sally Haskell (wife of Silas Haskell Jr), and Fanny Graham (a minor under the age of 21 years.) A William Graham was another appaiser of Hugh Graham's estate, and that William Graham may be the father of Electa Ann Graham who married Salmon Vesey.

A Rebecca Vesey was deeded5319 land Feb 19, 1831, from Archer Graham, in Perry, OH. That Archer Graham may have been both her son, and the husband of husband Benjamin's daughter Vashtia Vesey. Rebecca also deeded land to Jesse Heartwell (other records AKA Hartwell), Oct 1, 1835, in Perry.

Griswold2253, p 584, in the sketch of William J Vesey, has that his great-grandfather William Vesey and that William's brother Benjamin migrated from Massachusetts to Braintree, Vermont, in 1785, and, the following year (an error?), William married Polly, daughter of John and Polly (Spear) Burridge. William and Polly had five children.  However, Bates2852, p 852, lists the children of John Burridge and Mary his wife "who was Mary Spear daughter of Samuel and Mary Spear born 27th July 1760," and the birth dates of the children. The first child listed is Polly Burridge, born May 28, 1780. That Polly, however, is too young to have married William Vesey in 1786. The oldest child, Polly, of William and Polly Vesey was born in 1799. A marriage date of about 1798 is assumed from that.

Griswold2253, in the sketch mentioned, has some inconsistencies - the marriage date mentioned; this William Vesey born in Braintree in 1768 though he was baptised in 1766. The majority of the information appears to be correct, and William's wife is given herein as Polly Burridge, with parentage and birth date as listed in Braintree (Mass.) records2852.

Bass831 has William Vesey moved to "this town (Braintree, Vermont) in 1785; went West in 1815." The latter seems unlikely as his will and probate were made in Vermont in 1817.

William Vesey's will was dated 8 Jul 1817, in Braintree, Orange Co., Vermont, and probate of the estate of William Vesey, deceased, began Nov 17, 1817, as registered in Randolph, Vermont. His will states he was "weak of body but sound of mind & memory." Witnesses to the will were Jonathan Bass, Ammi Nichols, and Fielder Clark.

The will provided that son William would get farming utensils and wearing apparel, and his "gun bayonet and razor." Rev Ammi Nichols and Elder Elijah Huntington to get $4 each. His real estate was to be sold and "beloved wife Keziah Vesey" to get half. The remainder to go to son William Vesey, and daughters Polly Coapland(sic), Betsey Vesey & Lucy Vesey (the latter two not of age at the time); excepting Polly who was to have $62 directed out of her share as she had already received that sum. All his personal estate to go to wife Keziah.

Polly was born1767 May 28, 1780, in Braintree, MA, to John Burridge and Mary Spear.

Polly is assumed to have died between Mar 12, 1811 (dau Lucy's birthdate), and May, 1812, when William married second Keziah Darby.

Hillman800 states Sally prob died before 1817, date of her father's will, as she is not mentioned therein.

Vermont Vital Records2070 has "Kezia Vezy," died Jan 18, 1826, age 50, in Tunbridge, VT; buried in South View Cem.; attested by D L Loomis and E F Briggs, Randolph, VT.

Hillman has death 28 July 1834. Boston Deaths and Interments1723 may well be recorded date rather than death date.

The Josiah Veazie of this profile is likely the Josiah Veazie appearing in the 18105235, 18204969 and 18305236 census records for Boston, MA. As mentioned by Hillman800, Josiah may have had as many as 9 children, if the children listed in those records are his. However, only a few children can be reasonably identified. Hillman identifies only William F and Jerome B Veazie as Josiah's children. Susan L Veazie is included herein as the death record for Susan L Bacon lists her parents as Josiah Veazie and Susan Bennett. In addition, Susan Veasey, age 75, born N.H., resided487 in 1860 in the household of Hiram and Susan Bacon.

The death record3271 for Susannah (m.n. Bennett) Veazie lists the cause of death as "dis. Of kidney." She resided/died  at 184 Third St; she was born in Exeter, NH; her parents were William (born England) and Susanna (born Execter, NH.) She died at the age of 81.

Son William's death record lists father Josiah, b Quincy, and "Susan," b Exeter, New Hampshire.

In 1850470, Susanna Veazie, age 64, born New Hampshire, was living with her son William F and his wife Mary L M Veazie. She also resided with them in 18555237, listed as age 72, born Massachusetts.

Hillman800, regarding the articles in Bangor Historical Magazine for the family of John Veazie, notes the unusually specific details of dates, locations, etc., and surmises that, perhaps, the author had access to a family bible (1887).

John Veazie was a hatter by trade. He died840 Aug 6, 1806, in5501 Portland, Maine. His death was reported in the Columbian Centinel (Boston, MA), Apr 13, 1906: "In Portland … Mr. John Veazie, Aet. 61 …," and the (Portland, ME) Gazette (genealogybank.com), Aug 11, 1806,  as "In this town … Mr John Veazie, aged 60." A legal notice in the (Portland, ME) Gazette (genealogybank.com), Mon, Sep 15, 1806, regarding debtors to the estate of "John Veazie, late of Portland," indicates that Stephen Veazie and J Quincy were the administrators.

Hillman800 provides many documented details for the life and death of John Veazie. For those interested in the history of Falmouth (Portland) during that era, Hillman is well worth the read.

Bangor Hist Mag388 and Hillman800, referencing same, have Rachel's birthdate as Nov 5, 1747, born "probably" Hull, MA. If that is, instead, the date and place of her baptism, she is, perhaps, the Rachel Jones born854 Boston, Nov 2, 1747, to Isaac and Rachel Jones. Her parents may be the "Rachel [Jouns] and Iseec Jounes" who were married in Hull, Feb 5, 1746/47. Hillman makes a similar comment. Circumstantially, the full name of the youngest son of John and Rachel is Isaac Jones Veazie.

Hillman800 also provides Rachel's death date and place, referencing "Vital Records from Maine Newspapers, 1785-1820," David C Young and Elizabeth Keene Young; Heritage Books, 1993.)

No birth record for Samuel Veazie has been found. His birth date is estimated from the birthdates of his other siblings, assuming their order of birth, viz John, Samuel, Deborah and Rebecca, is as mentioned in a probate receipt5523 in the estate of Benjamin Sampson, signed by Samuel Veazie for the children of Deborah (Sampson) Veazie, deceased; and in the will5524 of Rebeccah Samson, wherein she made bequests (in order) to grandson John Veazie, grandson Samuel Veazie, and grandchildren Deborah Veazie and Rebeccah Veazie.

Samuel's birthplace  is uncertain. His father was minister in Duxbury, MA, in 1742; may have been preaching in Hull between 1750 and 1753, and was in Hull, MA, in 1753. The 1800 census317 for Islesboro indicates Samuel emigrated from "Nantasket." Nantasket is certainly part of modern-day Hull, but it's not clear whether Nantasket was, perhaps at the time of the cited records, a separate community. Both Bangor Hist. Mag. and Farrow have him born Hull.

Hillman mentions that Rev Samuel Veazie sold the north portion of a lot in Harpswell, ME, in 1785, described as bounded on the southern side by that of Samuel Veazie, Jr.

Samuel likely emigrated with his father to Harpswell, ME, ~1767. Some time before 1800, Samuel moved to Islesboro, as the column in the 1800 census317 for Islesboro, ME, "From where emigrated," lists "Harpswell" for Samuel Veazey. Farrow544 has Samuel emigrated to Iselsboro about 1785, and settled on the north-east side of the island.

The town of "Islesborough," Maine, was incorporated5443 Jan 28, 1789, bearing that name rather then "Winchester," as appeared on the original petition. Islesboro was under the jurisdiction of Hancock County from 1789 until the incorporation of Waldo County in 1827. Hillman800, in a particularly well-sourced description, and Groves5443, provide a more detailed history of the island, town and Samuel Veazie's appearances there.

Farrow544, p 290, says that Samuel Veazie, Jr, arrived in Islesboro about 1785. A map of Islesborough, facing p 93, with the legend "As Originaly Surveyed by Warren," and a list of "First Settlers" of the island, puts Samuel Veazie in lot 35, along with 7 others. The lot is on the north-east side of the island, across a finger of the Penobscot Bay from a neck of land south of Castine. Hillman800 provides a plot map (facing p 167) ~1800, from the Waldo County Register of Deeds, which locates Samuel Veazie at the northernmost end of that lot. Samuel is mentioned800 in a 1797 Patent claim, in which he claimed 100 acres on which he was settled.

Treat549 has Lucy born in Wellfleet, Mass. The Eastham and Orleans, Mass., Vital Records389 has "Luse holbrooks," daughter of "Abizer and hana holbroo[ks] was born in Eastham Desembar 4 : 1750," and is preferred.

Bangor Hist. Mag. Lists Lucy as "Phebe." Lucy is chosen to lessen confusion with other "Phebes." In addition, Samuel and Lucy had a daughter Lucy, supporting the choice of the name.

Deborah's birth record691 is torn, and the year does not appear. As Deborah was baptized388 in Hull, MA, 1753 Jul 8, it is assumed that 1753 was her birth year. Also, birth record has mother "Rebecca," an error. Hillman800 provides Deborah's death date/location, referencing transcriptions made by the Maine Old Cemetery Association.
Sinnett697 has marriage date of Robert and Deborah as July 29, 1772. Jordan722 has marriage date 1772.

In 1790, in Brunswick, is a Robert Jordan: 2 males age 16 and over, 2 males under 16, and 4 females. There appears to be no other Robert Jordan in Maine that census. In 1800, the household of Robert Jordan is 2 males 16-25, 1 male 45&up., 1 female 10-15, 2 females 16-25, and 1 female 45&up. In 1810, there doesn't seem to be an appropriate candidate in the census for Robert. The Robert Jordan in Brunswick that census may be his son.

Jordan Memorial722, p 95, family of Robert Jordan and Deborah Veazie, provides much detail of their children, their children's spouses and children. Only portions of that genealogy are herein provided.

Sprague841 has Josiah a Revolutionary soldier 1775; removed to Amherst in 1784; purchased 100 acres there (Old Hampshire Deeds 22:491) Mar 23, 1784.

Josiah Thayer appears in the Mass. And Maine 1798 Direct Tax (AmericanAncestors.org) in Amherst, owner of 1 dwelling (on 1 acre), and two lots, one of 114 acres, another of 28? acres, for which he was assessed $1490.80(!?).

Thayer Mem.4822, p 68, lists 14 children and their birthdates for Josiah and Avis, as does Sprague841, referencing the Thayer Genealogy. Thayer provides no source and Sprague notes that there appears to be no records. Sprague concludes, apparently assuming the birthdates from Thayer, and Josiah's removal to Amherst in 1784, that the oldest 12 of the children were born in Braintree; the youngest 2 in Amherst.

The will of Josiah Thayer (Mass. Wills and Prob. Recs. 1635-1991, www.ancestry.com) "of Amherst," dated Feb 9, 1814, mentions wife Lois; son Sever; daughter Sally Dodge (mentioned elsewhere as Salome, wife of Zebulon Dodge); son Charles; son Hosea's child Susanna; son Josiah; son Stephen; son Nathan; son Zedock; heirs of son Jacob "deceased": Maria, Jacob and Mary; son Joseph; daughter Mary Draper (wife of Frost Draper); son Asahel; son Martin; and son Luther - accounting for the children listed. Son Asahel Thayer was to be appointed executor.

The headstone840 for Avis Thayer reads: "In memory of Avis Thayer wife of Mr Josiah Thayer who died November 29 1795 in the 44. year ---"

As her headstone indicates she was born about 1751, Avis is likely the daughter2852 of Joseph and Sarah Hayward, born in Braintree, MA, November 21, 1752.

Lois' maiden name ("Knights") is as it appears in the transcribed records886 of Hadley, MA.

A headstone840 (N.B. "In memory of") which is shared by "Mr Josiah Thayer" and "Mrs Lois Thayer consort of Mr Josiah Thayer" provides their death dates, and ages at death: Josiah, age 62; Lois, age 61. Lois' birthdate is assumed from that information.

Peter's death date is assumed solely from a Boston City Directory, 1816, which lists Nancy Veazie, living at the end of Union Street, as a widow. In 1820, there was a Nancy Veazie in Boston4969 on Union Street, near Merrimack St. The household consisted on 1 male, under 10 years of age; 3 females, 26 to 45 years of age; and 1 female of age 45 years or older.

The information concerning the family of Peter Veazie is rather circumstantial. He certainly was a son989 of Joseph and Jerusha (Boylston) Veazie. A Peter Vesey married886 Anna Bowman in Havervill, MA. It is only assumed that that Peter Vesey was the son of Joseph and Jerusha due to the lack (perhaps undiscovered) of other candidates. Rebecca and Joseph were children of Peter and Nancy Veazie, according to their death records1781 855. A "Nancy Veazie" died1723 in Boston, "of the family of" Joseph Veazie, possibly her son. That Nancy Veazie was born ~1755, appropriate for the wife of Peter. A Nancy Veazie, widow, resided1735 in Boston in 1816. A genealogy for John Bridge1786 lists Rachel Flagg Bridge married to Joseph, "son of Peter and Nancy (Bowman) Veazie of Boston." As the author provides no references, it may be that author made the same assumptions as this author. With the circumstances as stated above, it is assumed that Peter Veazie married Anna Nancy Bowman and had (at least) 3 children by her.

AVB2786 has Elijah's birthdate as May 31, 1754. Elijah and Beulah were married in Concord, MA (src 886, Concord V1, Registers II, p 241), just to the northwest of Lincoln, where Beulah was born955, and where their first child, Anna, was born. At the time of their marriage, both were "of Watertown," between Braintree and Lincoln. They were married by Thomas Whiting, Esq.  Deacon Veazie owned pew no. 81 (americanancestors.org) in The Old Church, Quincy, MA, (at least) from 1805 to his death. After Deacon Elijah's death, that pew was occupied by his son George, and owned by William Wood. Deacon Elijah's death in Quincy (src 945:3188) was also reported in The Boston Recorder and Telegraph ("Deaths Reported in the Boston Recorder and Telegraph, 1827 and 1828," www.americanancestors.org). Whether a transcription error or merely the date of the report, The Boston Recorder has a deathdate of Mar 16.

Beulah is probably the Beulah "Wesson," daughter955 of Stephen, Jr, and Lydia Wesson, born in Lincoln, Mass., Dec 7, 1764. "Weston" is used herein as her last name as it is more similar to other records implying her maiden name. Her first name appears as "Bulah" in her daughter Anna's birth955 entry.

Adam's birthdate is listed945 in the Quincy Vital Records along with the list of his children with wife "Sarah V." The 1857 death record1774 for Adam Hardwick, a widowed yeoman, lists his parents "Frederick & Eliz'a Hardwick."

In 1850 (age 76) and 1855 (age 82) Adam lived with his daughter Clarissa and her husband Calvin Wilmarth.

Taking an interest in the ministry, he graduated Harvard in 1800. His graduation in 1800 was also noted in the Quinquennial Catalogue of the Officers and Graduates (Harvard, books.google.com), "Catalogus Harvardianus," 1836.

The (Portland, Maine) Gazette, Mon, Dec 22, 1806, Vol: IX, issue: 36, p 3 (genealogybank.com) reported Rev. Veazie's ordination: "Ordination. On the 10th inst. Was ordained to the pastoral charge of the christian society in Freeport, the Rev. Samuel Veazie. The Introductory Prayer was by the Rev. Mr. Weston, of Gray - The Sermon was preached by the Rev Mr. Foster of Cambridge, from I. Thessalonians, 5, 12, 13 - The Ordaining Prayer was by the Rev. Mr. Herrick, of Durham. The Charge was given by the Rev. Mr. Eaton, of Harpswell. The Right Hand of Fellowship, by the Rev. Mr. Jenks, of Bath; and the Concluding Prayer by the Rev. Mr. Miltimore, of Falmouth."

Orcutt continues: Not long thereafter, Samuel's health began to fail and he was confined to the house where he lived. During a particularly fierce snowstorm, the house caughter fire, and he was removed with difficulty to a neighboring house. It appears that event hastened his death, as he died the next day, Feb 6, 1809.

The History of Bowdoin College: With Biographical Sketches .., regarding Charles Soule, notes that Rev Samuel Veazie (Harvard College, 1800) settled in Freeport (Maine), married Miss Bartol, and soon after died. "His young widow" married in 1824 that Charles Soule.

A death notice4225 in the Columbian Centinel (Massachusetts) appear in Feb 18, 1809, for Rev. Samuel Veazie, who died in Freeport, "6th inst.," aged 30. The (Portland, Maine) Weekly Eastern Argus, Thu, Feb 23, 1809, Vol:VI, issue:286, p 3 (genealogybank.com) has "DEATHS. At Freeport, on the 6th inst., the Rev. Samuel Veazie, aged 29, pastor of the first parish in that town." [identical notice: Freeman's Friend (Portland, Maine), Sat, Feb 25, 1809]

His tombstone840 in First Parish Cemetery, Freeport, Maine, reads: "Sacred / to the memory of the / Rev Samuel Veazie / who died Feb. 6, 1809 / in the thirtieth year / of his age."

Hillman800 provides Phebe's birthdate and parents, referencing Freeport VR, 1789-1895, p 7, FHL #10917.

Following Samuel Veazie's death, Phebe Veazie married2317 second Aug 15, 1824, in Freeport, ME, Charles Soule. Their marriage was reported in Zion's Herald (www.genealogybank.com) (Boston, MA), Wed, Oct 6, 1824, p 3: "At Freeport, Rev. Charles Soule, of Belfast, to Mrs. Thebe(sic) Veazie." Charles was, at first, a minister, but, for health reasons, he became a teacher. Phebe and Charles Soule had 2 children: Martha (died young), and Ellen P E Soule, born ~1829. Charles and Phebe resided4587 in 1850 in Portland, ME. In 1860, they are likely the couple who resided4926 in Amherst, ME, enumerated as "Charles Sole," age 65, occ: "clerge c,o,n,g," and "Pheby B Z" Sole, age 73.

The suffix "2d" is of note, as it appears that Thayer4822 assumes that refers not to Elisha's father, but that Elisha is the second of that name born to Zachariah Thayer. Thayer4822 has a son of Zachariah Thayer and Mary Arnold who was born Dec 8, 1776, and died young.

Susanna Thayer died855 May 16, 1857, in Braintree, MA, of consumption. Quincy VR944, a transcription, has May 15. Handwritten record855 is preferred.

Sprague841, stating that the children of Zachariah Thayer and Mary Arnold are "not on record," references Thayer4822 for the parentage of Elisha Thayer.

It should be noted that Thayer appears to have several errors for this lineage. Although some information is corroborated by other records, other information which can, today, be easily checked against birth, death, marriage and census records; Thayer's information for Elisha and his descendants, which may not have been available at the time of that 1874 publication, is found to be inconsistent, or simply in error. Nevertheless, Thayer should've more clearly indicated doubt or assumption for some of the data.

Sprague841 and Thayer4822 both have Elisha's death date as Jan 27, 1857. Sprague refers to Elm St Cem gravestone information, stating "died Jan 27, 1857 a. 77yrs. 6mo, GS, Elm St. Cem. (not in Mass V.R.)." Sprague's Quincy, Mass., VR (death) entry944 has simply “Jan. 27 [1857] Elisha Thayer 78”

Thayer4822 has Erastus Thayer, born 1815; and Danforth Thayer, born 1819, as sons of Elisha and Susan Thayer. Records indicate that both Erastus and Danforth were born in Randolph, MA, and likely the sons of Elisha Thayer (1786 - 1835) and Anna Reed, not Elisha Thayer (1779 - 1857) and Susan Veazie.

Abigail is mentioned in her father's 1808 will5004, wife of John Palmer of Boston, chair maker, to receive $25 as her part of the estate.

The 1808 will5004 of Benjamin Veazie, mentions his eldest daughter, Abigail Palmer, wife of John Palmer of Boston (chair maker.) He may be the John Palmer, chairmaker, Boston, "Water St -- house -- 19 Court St.," died 1810, listed as a U. S. craftperson5304, a card file held by the duPont Winterthur Museum, Winterthur, Delaware.

In 1850 census4379 for Smithfield, RI, lists Dinah Vesey(sic), age 61, in the household of her mother Susanna Mowry.

Sarah Abbott Bartlett, dau. of Adam and Sarah (Veazie) Hardwick, died2916 at "Mul. Pl., Eustis St," Roxbury, MA, at the age of 62y 9d. She was married at the time of her death.

In an 1865 affidavit4521, Sarah's brother Thomas P G Hardwick said Sarah married Daniel Bartlett, and died prior to the year 1868, without issue.

Hillman800 has Martha's birthdate Jan 22. Hillman also states Martha supposedly married800 a Talcott and resided in Rome, NY. In an 1864 affidavit4511 by Provost Veazie, nephew of Martha Veazie, mentions his aunts and uncles. Among them: Martha, wife of "Alpheus Tolcutt."

More complete family information is provided by an 1865 affidavit4514 by Frances (Talcott) Richardson, the daughter of Alpheus and Martha (Veazie) Talcott, wherein she provides the deathplace of her mother, the names of her siblings, several of their spouses names, and the names of their children. Frances' states her mother and father died before 1863.

Martha apparently died before 1855, in which year her husband "A Talcott," age 73, "pauper," is listed5309 as a widower in the Herkimer (NY) Poor House.

An Alpheus Tolcott, as well as a Hezekiah Tolcott, are listed in the 1810 census for Herkimer Co., New York. An Alpheus Talcott is listed in the 1820 census for Rossie, St Lawrence Co., NY.

An article in the "Thousand Islands Sun," Alexandria Bay, NY, Sep 2, 1971 (fultonhistory.com), describes the organization of the First Presbyterian Union Church of Rossie in 1821. Among the 17 charter members is listed Alpheus Talcott.

In 1850, Alpheus resided5308 in the household of Simeon and Maria Simons, his son-in-law and daughter. He is listed as age 68, a farmer, born in "Mass." Earlier that year, Alpheus is listed as a laborer in the household of Thomas Stone, farmer, in Morristown, St Lawrene co., NY.

In 1855, "A Talcott," age 73, a pauper, born Massachusetts, resided in the Herkimer Poor House in Herkimer, NY. He is listed as widowed.

In 1860, Alpheus lived5310 with his son Daniel in German Flatts, NY.

An affadavit4514, deposed by his daughter Frances Richardson, states both Martha (Frances' mother) and Alpheus died prior to 1863.

The family of John Veazie and Mindwell Brown is described in an article "A Life of Ninety-Seven Years" in the Rochester (NY) Daily Union & Advertiser, Feb 24, 1882. That article celebrates Mindwell Veazie's long life and history and provides the names, birth- and death-dates of John and Mindwell's children (as of 1882). Hillman800 refers to a document written by Hattie Davis Veazie, the wife of Clark Henry Veazie, a grand-nephew of this John Veazie, for information regarding John and Mindwell's children. The referenced newspaper article provides more accurate information of the life of John, Mindwell, and their children.

Mt Hope burial records5421 has the death place for John Veazie as "Buffalo." It's not clearly indicated in those records whether that may be the city or the street.

A Mindwell Brown was born5439 Feb 26, 1785, in Charlton, MA, the daughter of Jacob and Mary Brown. Considering the same birth date and location in that record, and references cited below for the birth date and location for Mindwell Brown Veazie, it is highly probable that Mindwell Veazie's parents are Jacob and Mary Brown of Charlton. Further, there was a marriage3202 between Jacob Brown and Mary Weld in Charlton, MA, Oct 14, 1784. It is certainly no unknown for a child to be born less than 9 months following a marriage
In 1864, Mindwell Veazie was deposed4582 to provide information for the probate of the estate of Joseph Veazie "late of Providence Rhode Island." In that affidavit she mentioned the names and residences of the surviving children of her husband John: Martha H Allyn, wife of Cyrus Allyn of Rochester, NY; Maria W Green, wife of Herny S Green of Syracuse, NY; James H Veazie of New Orleans LA; and Althea Lovecraft wife of Aaron Lovecraft of Rochester, NY.

In 1870, daughter Martha and Martha's husband Cyrus Allen were living1824 in her ("Margaret" Veazie) household. In 1880, Mindwell Veasey was living1823 in the household of "Sias" and Martha Allen.

An obituary2807 for Mrs Mindwell Brown Veazie states that she was one of the oldest residents of Rochester, aged ninety-eight years. Further: she was a granddaughter of the "three Browns" who came over in the Mayflower. That obituary2807 mentions that she was born in North Adams, Mass., Feb. 26, 1785, and removed to Rochester in 1816. Another obituary5238 mentions the same birthdate, but has her birthplace as "Chalton," Mass.

Mindwell's life is nicely documented in the referenced article ("A Life of Ninety-Seven Years,") published just one year plus a day before Mindwell passed away. That article, largely narrated by Mindwell herself, and referring to a family Bible in her possession, mentions all seven children and the years of their birth and, for those who died prior to the article's printing, the years of their death. Of primary significance is the mention of son James H Veazie, who emigrated to Mississippi.

Thomas is likely the head of household "Veazie Thomas" in the 1810 census for Adams, Berkshire Co., Mass. Three children, of the right sex and age ranges to be Huldan, Harriet, and Alpheus are listed in that record.

In 18501838 and 18553145, Thomas Veazie was listed as a wagonmaker.

An article5453 in a Rome, NY, newspaper, regarding the history of Liberty Street in that city, relates that, prior to 1835, there was but one dwelling on the whole street. That dwelling was erected by Thomas Veazie about 1820. "Mr. V had a wagon shop on the north end of his lot," and was succeeded in the house and shop by Nathan Lawton. The lot went through several changes, and, later, "in the place of the wagon shop, Cyrus Hayden erected the present dwelling," almost certainly referring to the husband of Thomas' daughter, Mary Jane (Veazie) Hayden.

An 1865 affidavit4515 by Thomas' daughter Mary J (Veazie) Hayden provides information for the family of Thomas Veazie. She stated that her father's children were: Alpheus, Charles, Henry, Thomas, John, Sarah A, Huldah, Harriet, and herself. She further stated: Harriet died childless; Henry died leaving a widow surviving him, Lydia A., then of Rome, NY, and three children, whose full names she supplied. At the time, they were all living, and all except Louise Adelaide were unmarried.

The cemetery project1837 lists "Veazie Mary Havens" as the wife of Thomas Veazie.  In the 1850 census1838 "Polly" Veazie, age 67 [b ~1783] is listed in the household of Thomas Veazie, age 75. The Yates Co. Cemetery project has her death date as Oct 1, 1850. The death notice4481 for Mrs Polly Veazie has Oct 10, reported on Oct 23 in the cited newspaper. In an 1865 affidavit4515, deposed by her daughter, Mary J (Veazie) Hayden, Mary Hayden stated that Thomas Veazie's wife died Oct 10, 1850.

Thomas' wife is not Polly Darling, as some Darling genealogies have her, as Polly (Darling) Veazie was alive well after 1850. Polly (Darling) Veazie was, in fact, the wife of Thomas' brother, Benjamin Veazie, as stated in an 1865 affidavit4508 deposed by Polly Veazie, "widow of Benj Veazie." Other: An 1853 legal notice4476 for David Darling mentions Polly Veazie of Newfane, Niagara Co., NY, in the list of heirs and next-of-kin. The 1853 will4477 of David Darling mentions a sister Polly Veazie. That Polly (Darling) Veazie appears in the census records for Newfane, NY, living with her daughter and son-in-law, in 1850, 1855, and 1860.

In a May 9, 1865 affidavit4515, Harriet's sister Mary J (Veazie) Hayden said of Harriet that she died childless. The date of that affidavit provides an estimate of Harriet's death date. That affidavit statement also implies Harriet had been married, but her spouse's name wasn't mentioned. Hillman800 has Harriet married (Silas?) Hall, and died 1867, referencing a document by Hattie (Davis) Veazie.

The Hattie (Davis) Veazie document, for which several other errors have been found, was (apparently) mistaken regarding the death date, but Hillman mentions a Silas Hall with a wife Harriet of the right age resided in Trenton, Oneida Co., NY, in 1850 and 1860. However, from the census records, that Harriet Hall appears to have had (at least) 2 children. In addition, a headstone in Prospect Cem., Prospect, Oneida Co., NY, for Harriet, "wife of Silas B Hall," lists a death of Aug 5, 1865, age 62 years.

Samuel joined2023 the First Baptist Church of North Adams, MA, in 1808 and left the same year.

Hillman800 has two children of Samuel and Rebecca (Harrington) Veazie: Samuel, born 1808 in Schoharie Co., NY; and possibly a daughter (based on the 1820 census for North Adams, MA), born ~1813, who perhaps died young. Hillman correctly questions the older child Samuel's birth date (1808) and place (Schoharie Co., NY), as the elder Samuel joined the First Baptist Church of North Adams, MA, in 1808, and left the church the same year.

An 1865 deposition4513 by the younger Samuel Veazie clarifies that situation, as it state that his (the younger Samuel) parents were, in fact, Mary Veazie (the elder Samuel's sister) and John Murphy of Schoharie (County), New York. His father died soon thereafter and his mother remarried. Following his mother's second marriage, the younger Samuel was adopted by his uncle Samuel and lived with him in North Adams during his younger years. The younger Samuel also states that his adoptive parents had no children of their own.

North Adams First Baptist Church records2023 list Rebecca's death, Nov 17, 1845, aged 67 yrs. She joined that church in 1809 by letter from Stamford, Vt.

An 1864 affidavit4511 by Henry's son Provost provides his mother's maiden name, as is also indicated in many of the birth records of his siblings. Provost also provides confirmation of many of the names and spouses of Henry's siblings, and of Henry's children.

Ann's maiden name appears in the birth records2522 for several of her children: Henry Augustus, Moses Kenyon, and Edward Alexander Veazie.

Ann died after June, 1860, as she appears in the census for Albany that year as head of household. Residing with her were four of her sons: Provost, Charles, Cornelius and Edward Veazie.

Hillman's description of the marriage date may be based on the 1840 census for Parma, NY, in which Benjamin Veazie has listed in his household 1 female, 10 to 15 years of age. However, Polly Veazie, listed as "mother in law," resided in 1855 in the household of Milo N Smith and his wife Caroline M.  That census lists Caroline as born ~1811 in Ontario Co., NY. The date and location of the marriage of Benjamin and Polly is based on that information.

In 18305454, Benjamin "Vease?" resided in Parma, NY. The family consisted of 1 male 15-20; 1 male 20-30; 1 male 40-50; 1 female 10-15; 1 female 15-20; and 1 female 30-40. With regard to age ranges: the youngest male fits son Henry. The oldest male fits Benjamin. Daughter Martha is likely the 10-15 yr female, daughter Caroline likely the 15-20 yr female, and wife Polly the 30-40 yr female. The 20-30 yr male may have been a hired hand, or a son who died young; Polly Veazie stated later4508 that Henry, Caroline and Martha were "all the children that Benjamin Veazie left surviving him," which allows the latter possibility.

In 18404473, Benjamin Veazie resided in Parma, NY. The family consisted of 1 male 50-60 yrs, 1 female 10-15 yrs, and 1 female 40-50 yrs. The young female is likely dau. Martha.

In an 1865 affidavit4508 by Polly Veazie of Parma, New York, "widow of Benjamin Veazie, dec'd," Polly Veazie stated "Benjamin (my husband) died at this place July 28th, 1844." Information for the transcription1822 of Benjamin's headstone is given as: "d June 28, 1844 aged 56y." His widow's testimony is preferred.

Polly Veazie submitted an affidavit4508 in 1865 for the distribution of the estate of Joseph Veazie, Benjamin's first cousin, who died unmarried, without living siblings, and without a will. Polly's affidavit stated she was the wife of Benjamin Veazie, deceased in 1844, described Benjamin's relationship to Joseph, and named the children of Benjamin and Polly: Caroline (married to Milo N Smith), Henry, and Martha. Polly resided with her daughter Caroline, and her son-in-law Milo N Smith, from 1850 to 1860, in Newfane, NY.

Her parents are indicated by a Polly "Veizie" that is mentioned4478 as the daughter of David Darling in his will, dated Nov 22, 1843, Adams, Mass. That will mentions David's wife Huldah, and various sons, among them, David Darling. The will4477 of that son David Darling, dated July 11, 1853, Parma, NY, bequeaths to his sister Polly Veazie $700, with instructions to the executor that should sister Polly not be living, her heirs and next-of-kin were to receive $250 each, "that is, $500 in all."

A legal notice4476, appearing Oct 1, 1853, notifying heirs and next-of-kin of David Darling, late of Parma, Monroe Co., NY, mentions "Polly Veazie of Newfane, Niagara county" among others who are mentioned in both the Massachusetts will of David Darling (the elder) and the New York will of David Darling (the younger). That is, the David Darling of Parma, NY, is certainly the son of David and Huldah Darling of Massachusetts. As mentioned above, Polly Veazie resided in Newfane, NY, with daughter Caroline and son-in-law Milo N Smith, identifying Polly Veazie, the daughter of David Darling to Polly Veazie, the wife of Benjamin Veazie.

Benjamin Veazie resided4473 in Parma in 1840, died1822 in 1846, and is buried1822 in Parma Corners Cemetery.

Although Huldah is herein indicated as Polly's mother, Polly's father may have married Huldah as a second (or later) wife after Polly's birth.

Martha may be the female, 10-15 years of age in 1840, listed4473 in the household of Benjamin Veazie, Parma, NY, in the 1840 census. However, that would indicate a birth year of abt 1826, which seems late compared with Martha's siblings. Polly Veazie's affidavit4508 states her daughter Martha died "prior to 1860 without issue." The implication of that phrase is that Martha was married. Further, a genealogy chart labeled "Descendants of Benjamin & Mary Veazie" in the probate records5004 of Joseph Veazie, lists the children of Benjamin and Polly Veazie as "Henry", "Martha Warner," and "Caroline Smith," which implies Martha married --- Warner. No further information.

Hillman800 has "Polly" married Ephraim Effner. An affidavit4504 by John V Efner mentions his mother Mary Veazie, daughter of John Veazie of Braintree, his mother's first husband --- Debble; and his mother's second husband, Harvey Efner. An affidavit4508 by Polly Veazie, the wife of Benjamin Veazie, Mary's brother, specifically mentions "Mary (or Polly)" as Benjamin's sibling.

An 1866 affidavit4504 by John V Efner, Samuel Veazie's step-brother named Mary Veazie's first husband as "Debble." However, an 1865 affidavit4513 by Samuel Veazie himself named his mother's first husband, and Samuel's father, as John Murphy, "of Schoharie, N.Y."

It is assumed that John Murphy died sometime before Mar 12, 1813, the date of Mary Veazie's marriage4507 to her second husband, Harvey Efner.

Harvey served4507 in the War of 1812 as a private in Capt. Philip Bartholomew's Co, New York Militia. He enlisted Aug 24, 1812, and was discharged on Decemeber 24 (year not indicated). The Remarks section of that service card states: "Soldier alleges that after about 3 months he was taken sick and furnished a substitute who served the remainder of his term which he paid himself name of principal not shown. That card also provides the date and location of his marriage to Mary "Veagie," his death date and location, and several residences with the year indicated.

Harvey was a shoemaker by trade.

Charles and Mary Ann were married by Rev Sommers. Hillman800 has date 7 March, based on newspaper VRs, 1850. The death notice2861 for Mary Ann Veazie in Troy, NY, has her the wife of Charles Veazie, and the daughter of Platt Titus. That Charles Veazie is the son of John and Martha (Hopkins) Veazie is circumstantial, but considered probable from census records locating Charles in the Albany/Troy, NY, area.

The Albany (NY) Daily Evening Times reported2863 , Jul 5, 1872, the death ("yesterday") of Charles Veazie, in Troy, aged 78, a resident for forty years. Hillman800 has deathdate as July 3. The Troy (NY) Daily Times, in Dec 1872, recapping the news for the year, lists July 3, "Death of Charles Veazie."

Hillman800 has minor differences in the birthdates of Charles' and Mary Ann's children from those given herein. Perhaps using the same original source, this author's reference and Hillman's reference may both be subject to transcription errors.

The publication "Troy's One Hundred Years, 1789-1889" by Arthur James Weise, Troy, NY, 1891, provides an interesting insight into Charles Veazie. In May, 1818, Charles established a coach-factory on the corner of Second and Albany streets, Troy, NY, following the vocation of many of his relatives. In 1830, Charles Veazie and Orsamus Easton turned out fifty post coaches, used on various stage lines in Rensselaer county. In 1832, a franchise was granted and articles of incorporation were written4319 for the Renssellaer & Saratoga railroad. Shortly thereafter, the coach company turned to the manufacture of rail coaches, and the first cars used on the mentioned railroad were made by Gilbert, Veazie & Eaton, "famous Troy car builders." The 24 passenger cars provided were considered "marvels of beauty." The cars were 24 feet long, 8 feet wide and just over 6 feet in height inside. Conveniences included crimson morocco leather seats and moveable panels, affording open or closed carriages. By 1841, the firm was known as Eaton & Gilbert.

In a 1865 affidavit4831, Charles stated he was the son of John Veazie of Braintree and Adams, MA, and listed his siblings, comprised of six sons and two daughters. In that affidavit, he stated that he was the only surviving child of John Veazie.

Mary Ann (Titus) Veazie died2866 at the age of 50y 10m 3d. Her birthdate is calculated from that information.

An 1867 affidavit4832, deposed by Mary (Veazie) White, states that Mary was the daughter of Silas Veazie and Abigail Walker; that her sister Lydia W married Joshua T Ford, of Duxbury; and that Lydia deceased in the year 1866, leaving one son living.

Lydia's gravestone840 reads: ""LYDIA W / WIFE OF JOSHUA T FORD / DIED / SEPT 17 1865 / AGED / -- YEARS 10 MOS / 25 DAYS."

Joshua's birth record886 (Marshfield-V1, p 181, Second Volume), has "Joshua Tilden Ford Jr. the son of Joshua Tildren Ford & Deborah hiss wife was born Apr. 28, 1790."

In 1823, Joshua (of Duxbury) was selected to a jury to determine damages to the petitioner for 13 acres appropriated for a highway without the petitioner's permission. The jury awarded $28 to Barnabas Holmes of Plymouth, petitioner.

Joshua's tombstone840 reads: "JOSHUA T FORD / DIED / JA- 21(?) 1868 / AGED 77(ZZ?) YRS 8 MO / 23 DAYS." If his death date is Jan 21, and his age at death is 77 years, 8 months, 23 days, his birthdate would be calculated to be April 28, 1790, matching his birth record886.

Polly Veazie was born692 Jan 24, 1793, in Pembroke, Mass., to Silas and Abigail.

The 1867 affidavit4832 of Mary (Veazie) White states she was the daughter of Silas Veazie and Abigail Walker, and that she was the wife of Daniel White of Weymouth. The 1850889 and 1860929 censuses for Weymouth, Mass., list a Daniel and Mary White. However, a marriage record for Daniel White to Mary or Polly Veazie doesn't seem to exist. Instead, one finds a marriage record in the Braintree (MA) Vital and Church Records for Daniel White and Polly Lovess, indicating that Polly married first a man named Lovess, and second married Daniel White. That possibility is indicated by Sprague841 who has, of Polly Veazie, daughter of Silas and Abigail (Walker) Veazie: "m. 1st - Lov??s of Boston; m. 2nd Oct. 7, 1822 at Braintree, Daniel White." It's not clear why Sprague had Lovess "of Boston," but Hillman800 mentions that a Thomas Levis appears in the 1821 Boston Tax List, as well as the 1820 census for Ward 9 in Boston. That 1820 census, which this auther finds as Thomas "Lovis," lists 2 males 10-15 yrs, 1 male 26-44 yrs, 2 females less than 10 yrs, and a female 26-44 years. However, the 1810 and 1830 censuses list a Thomas Lovis in Ward 9, Boston, with similar members of his household. If Polly Lovess married Daniel White in October, 1822, it's unlikely she is the oldest female in the households of Thomas Lovis.

"Mary (Vezie) White" died855 Jul 22, 1875, in Weymouth, at the age of 81 years, 6 months, and 10 days, of "old age." Her parents are listed as Silas and Abigail, and her birth date, calculated from that information, matches the birth record for Polly Veazie.

It appears that Daniel and Mary had just a single child.

Abigail Bates died5195, "wife of Or(?)en Bates," died Sep 18, 1852, in Pembroke, Mass. She was married and born in Pembroke. Her gravestone840, which she shares with "Orin G Bates" reads: "Abigail S.  His Wife / 1795 - 1852."

In an affidavit4832 deposed by her sister Mary White, Mary stated that her sister Abigail "married and left three children" then living: Maria Keene, wife of William Keene, of Marshfield; Marsha Parry, wife of John T. Parry, of Pembroke; and Abigail S. Magoon, wife of Martin Magoon, of Pembroke.

Orin appears in records variously as Orin, Orrin and Oren.

In 1850, Orin is listed5196 as "laborer." In 18555197 and 18605198, he was apparently living alone, and is listed as a blacksmith.

Orin married886 3) Harriet (Fish) Studly, Nov 20th or 19th, 1860, in Sandwich, MA. He was age 63 at the time. That record lists his parents as Gamaliel and Betsey Bates.

Oren G Bates died3271 Feb 11, 1872, in Pembroke, MA, of "mortification" at the age of 76y and 2 days. He was married at the time of his death. Though his gravestone840 has his birth year as 1798, most records indicate an earlier year is more likely.

His death record does not list his father's name but indicates his mother was "Betsy Goodwin," born in Pembroke.

At the time of husband Luther's death, Sally was bearing his child, their son Luther, who was born abt April, 1818.

Luther died886 Nov 1, 1817, at the age of 25. His birth year is estimated from that information. The death record1774 for son Luther has his father born in Weymouth.

Regarding Luther Thayer's parents, Hillman800 has Luther Thayer as the son of Luther and Nancy (Stetson) Thayer, referencing "Descendants of Richard Thayer …," by Patricia Thayer Munro, and "Geneal. And Biog. Sketch … Family … Stetson," by John Stetson Barry. Thayer4822,  p 44, has Luther the son of Luther and Naomi Stillman. Weymouth Marriages591 has "Luther [Thayer] and Naomi Studson of Braintree, int. [July] 16 [1791]."

Following wife Sally's death, John married841 Nov 27, 1827, Wealthy Richards, b. Jul 17, 1804, Camden, Maine. Wealthy died Oct 29, 1892, at Braintree, MA. John and Wealthy had 6 children841.

He died841 about 1856, perhaps lost at sea, after? He went to California.

An 1865 affidavit4510 by Lydia's sister Susan provides the name of Lydia's husband and child. Susan states that her sister Lydia died about 1823.

Hillman800 has Lydia mentioned in a deed to her father 1815.

An 1865 affidavit by the sister of Thomas' wife Lydia, Susan (Veazie) Mason, says of Thomas: "formerly of Boston, deceased." Susan Mason states Lydia and Thomas had only one child. A Thomas Lovis resided (1840 census for Boston) in Boston in 1840. That record lists one male, age 15 & <20; one male, 40 & <50; one female 15 & <20; and one female 40 & <50. Perhaps Thomas remarried following Lydia's death and those children represent his son by Lydia, and a daughter by his second wife.

He is perhaps the Francis A Lovis, age 25, no occupation listed, born Massachusetts, residing in the household of Jane Langdon, age 24, in the 1850 census for Boston, Mass., twelfth ward. In 1885 (Mass State Census, Boston, Ward 8,) a Francis Lovis, age 32, lawyer, born Mass., resided in what appears to be a boarding house. A Francis A Lovis applied for a passport (U.S. Passport Applications, 1795-1925; ancestry.com) Feb 11, 1850 (51?), in Boston. He stated he was born in Boston, and his age was 26 years. A Francis Augustine Lovis appears in the Boston Public Latin School catalog (U.S., School Catalogs, 1795-1935; ancestry.com) in the class of 1837, "lawyer." An asterisk precedes his name, possibly indicating that he was deceased. That may be a bit young for the Franics Lovis of this profile. A Francis Lovis (findagrave.com, no image of gravestone) is listed for Holy Cross Catholic Cemetery, Colma, California, with a death or interment date of Feb 3, 1861.

In an 1865 affidavit4510 claiming to be kin to Joseph Veazie [her first cousin - bjv], late of Rhode Island, Susan (Veazie) Mason states her age as 62 years. In that affidavit, deposed in Walpole, NH, June 25, 1965, she states she was the wife of Holland Mason. She stated that, at the age of 10, she went from Braintree to Dorchester, where she remained until her marriage to Holland Mason. A short time after their marriage, they removed to Walpole, NH, where she remained. No mention of children was made in that document.

However, (all? some? of) her children are identified in various other records.

In 1880, Susan Mason, widow, "mother-in-law," resided4838 in the household of John C Emerson and John's wife Urania, Susan's daughter.

Susan Veasie(sic) Mason, widow, died1774 May 8, 1885, in Wakefield, MA, of "exhaustion of brain, ossification of heart."

In 1880, wife Susan Mason is listed4838 as a widow. The image of his gravestone840 reads: "Holland Mason Died Jan 11 1879 AE 77 ys. 3 ms. 11? ds." His birthdate is estimated from that information.

Matthew died age 85y 7m 10d of old age (src886 402:167 Boston Deaths 1889 May 18).

Sarah's death record (src 855 411:59 Boston Deaths) states she died a widow, aged 82y 8m 10d, of "scirrhus of breast 8 years." She died at home at 90 W Newton St (Boston), the daughter of Nathaniel and Sarah R. Given her parent's names, her birth record (src 886 Roxbury V1:122) was located.

Although Hist of Braintree, VT (Bass), under the Vesey family, does not list Elizabeth marrying Elisha Ford, that source does have Elisha Ford, son of William Ford, marrying "Betsey" Vesey. "Pioneer Women of Perry"828 has "The eldest sister [of the daughters of Benjamin and Eunice Vesey], Mrs Betsey Ford, came west with her husband two years later [referring to Benjamin and Eunice Vesey coming to Perry 1816]."

The 1850 Fed Census for Perry lists Elisha and Elizabeth Ford, both born in Vermont. The 1860 Fed Census for Perry, OH, lists Elizabeth Ford, age 69, born Vermont, in the household of Warren (age 50, born Vermont, likely her son) and Sarah Ford. Hillman800 provides her death date, referencing a death record received from Kay Reitberger via rootsweb.ancestry.com.

Hist of Braintree, VT (Bass)831: Elisha is listed as the sixth child of William Ford (b unkn, no spouse indicated.) Elisha married Betsey Vesey and "went West and died there." Elisha's death date is assumed as "before 1860" as he appears in Perry, OH, with Elizabeth in 1850 but Elizabeth is listed in Warren Ford's household in Perry in 1860. Elisha doesn't appear to be listed in the 1860 census. Unsourced information900 has Elisha's parents as William Ford and Sarah Hayden, and Elisha died Dec 4, 1869 in Painseville, OH. Other unsourced information (appears to be from the same person) has Elisha died Dec 3, 1857.

Cone4960 has his birthdate Apr 25, 1797, and death date (in Perry, OH) Apr 6, 1886.

Cone4960 has Sophia's parents as Salmon Cone and Anna Anderson.

In 1859, two years after the death of Sophia's father, Salmon Cone, a petition for partition against the farm of Salmon Cone, Sr., was filed5322 by Uri Seeley, Jonathan Vesey, Sophia Vesey, Isaac Webb and Emeline Webb, against George W Cone, et al. Cone4960 has George W Cone as Sophia's brother.

Sophia's headstone840 has birthdate Dec 12, 1804. Cone4960 has birth (in East Haddam, CT) Dec 10, 1803. Her headstone840 has death date Aug 28, 1887; Cone4960 has (in Perry, OH) Aug 23, 1888.

Rebecca was born2230 Oct 1, 1801, in Braintree (Twp), Vermont, daughter of Benjamin Vesey. "Pioneer Women Of Perry, Lake Co., Ohio"828 mentions, without reference, "Rebecca (Butler)" as one of the daughters of Eunice Lamb Vesey. A gravestone inscription840 in Brigham Cemetery, Monroe Co., MI, reads "Rebecca Wife of Amos Bulter Died Oct 29 1865 Aged 64yrs & 26Ds." Her birthdate, calculated from the gravestone information, matches the birthdate of Rebecca Vesey.

An Amos Butler resided in Perry, OH, in 18204646 and 18304658. An Amos Butler resided4657 in Bedford, MI, in 1840. Those records indicate Amos was likely born in the late 1700s, perhaps with a spouse born in the early 1800s. A "Rebeca" Butler, age 50, born in Vermont,  resided4649 in Bedford, MI, in the household of John and Roana Kinney.

From that information, the coincidence of names, residence, birth and burial places, though not conclusive, provide a compelling indication that Rebecca Vesey's spouse was the Amos Butler of those references.

Determination of the children of Amos and Rebecca (Vesey) Butler is a bit difficult. Estimates from the 1820, 1830 and 1840 censuses for Amos Butler, and the 1860 census4649 in which Rebecca Butler appears in the household of John and Roena Kinney, indicate possibly 7 sons and 2 daughters.

In 1850, Vashti Herrick appears836 as head of household in Mentor, OH, with 4 young children: Ervilla, age 12; Ebenezer, age 12; Alderman, age 5; and William, age 3. In 1860, Vasti Herrick resided2903 in the household of her sister, Roena (Vesey) Caldwell, and Roena's husband, William.

A headstone840 in Noffsinger Cem., Elkhart, IN, reads: "OUR MOTHER / VASHTI / WIFE OF / A.B.HERRICK,Sr. / DIED [covered]" The text for that profile has death: Mar 14, 1875, Elkhart Co., IN.

Archer Graham appears4658 in the 1830 census for Perry, OH, as head of household. Assuming he is one of the 3 males, 20 to 30 years of age, in that record, he was born between 1800 and 1810. Vashtia and Archer may have had several children.

"Roena Calwell" is mentioned in her father's will5336, signed Mar 5, 1828. In 1850, Roena Colwell, b ~1806 in Vermont, is listed2902 with William Colwell and 3 children.

James Madison Vesey was born ~1809 (records have variously ages indicating 1808 ~ 1810), in Vermont, probably Braintree as his parents lived there before and after his birth date.

In the will5336 of Benjamin Vesey, signed Mar 5, 1828, Madison Vesey is named one of Benjamin's "three youngest sons."

It's not clear when he moved to Michigan, but probably in the early 1830s, as son Horace was born in Michigan. Sometime before 1840, he moved to St Joseph Co., Indiana (sons George and William were born in Indiana). Before about 1849 (daughter Harriet born ~1849 in Michigan,) he moved to Michgan.

The 1840 census5281 for St Joseph Co., Indiana, lists a Madison Veasey(?) with 1 male < 5y, 1 male 30-40y, 1 female 5-10, and 1 female 15-20. It is likely that is the family of James Madison Vesey, as he married second abt 1840. I.e., the young male could be son Horace, the younger female could be Elizabeth, the older female could be second wife Betsy. Further, sons George and William, as several records indicate, was born in Indiana.

James Madison Vesey is listed variously as "James M", "J M", "Jas M," "Madison J," and "Madison." His full name is assumed from that information.

In 18602901, Madison Vesey is listed as a mason. In 1880, Madison J Vesey is listed5246 as a stone mason.

Antisell5247 provides Bethiah's parents, birthplace and deathplace.

A headstone840 in Bronson Cem., Bronson, Michigan, reads "BETHIAH / Wife of / Jas M Vesey / Died / Feb 13 1838 / AE 23 Yrs 4 Mos / & 5 Days." Her birthdate calculated from that information matches the information provided by Antisell5247. However, Antisell has Bethiah's deathdate as Feb 18, 1838, which, considering Bethiah's calculated birthdate from headstone information, may be a mistranscription.

Hillman800 has Mrs J M Vesey died in Bronson, Branch Co., Michigan, Mar 27, 1897, at the age of 77, referencing an obituary in the Mishawaka (IN) Daily News, 29 Mar 1897.

A headstone840 in Mishawaka City Cem., Mishawaka, IN, reads: “BETSY RANDALL WIFE OF JAMES M VESEY.” The image of the headstone doesn't show the dates; the accompanying text for that findagrave.com entry has birth 1821, death 1897.

George and Rebecca were married by B H Curtis. Their license was recorded 6 Apr. The month of their date of marriage may be a mistranscription of "Aug" as Rebecca Teele and children resided2905 in the dwelling adjacent to George Veasy and children in 1860; that census record was enumerated 12 June 1860, and there is no indication in that record that George and Rebecca were married.

George is assumed to have been born in Braintree, VT, as Bass831 has his father resident there between 1785 and 1815.

Hillman800 states George W Vesey is listed in the will of Benjamin Vesey (Geauga Co. OH Probate), though George's mother is not identified. Until further information is available, his mother is given herein as Eunice Lamb, Benjamin's second wife.

Among many probate records for George W Vesey is a request4952 by Rebecca Vesey, stating that she is the widow of George W Vesey; that he "departed this life" in Saint Joseph County, Indiana, she believes on the 8th day of May A.D. 1887; that she relinquishes her right to administer his estate; and requests that John Dixon be appointed administrator. Dated 30 May 1887, Rebecca Vesey.

A monument840 in Noffsinger Cem., Elkhart Co., IN, reads "George W Vesey / Died / May 8 1887 / Aged 75 Ys 8M 18Ds." His birth date is calculated from that information.

Memoirs of Indiana5314 states that George Vesey emigrated to Penn township in 1847, buying 160 acres were he established a home.

There appears to be no clear indication of Olive Graham's parents. She may be the daughter of William and Anna Graham, as Anna Vesey, age 14, born Ohio, possibly George and Olive's daughter, appears in the household of William and Anna Graham, in Perry, Ohio,in 1850834 (enumerated Aug 28). Anna also appears that year2902 with her parents, same age and birthplace (enumerated Oct 3).

On Nov 6, 1835, William Graham transferred5319 land registered in Perry, OH, to Olive Vesey.

A monument840 in Noffsinger Cem., Elkhart Co., IN, below "George W Vesey," reads: "Olive / His Wife / Died Feb 22 1859 / Aged 42ys 5ms 7ds." Olive's birth date is calculated from that information.

Horace's headstone reads: “HORACE M VESEY / DIED / OCT 18 1865 / AGED 23? YRS 3M 4D” His birthdate is calculated from that information.

Though the marriage record2072 for George Vesey and Rebecca Teal doesn't indicate that Rebecca had been married previously, Rebecca Teal (head of household) appears2902 in the 1850 census, enumerated Oct 3, two dwellings from George W Veasy in Penn Township. She is listed as age 36 (born ~1814), born in Ohio. In her household are 4 children, the oldest age 12, and the youngest 1 month of age. Also residing in her household are Jacob and Elizabeth "Byrkitt," both born North Carolina. In 1860, Rebecca Teele resided2905 adjacent to George Veazy. Residing with Rebecca were three of the children listed in her 1850 household.

Cemetery records5317 for the Teel/Skinner cemetery in Penn Twp, St Joseph Co., IN, list: Teel, William; born 2 Feb 1808, Ohio, died 23 Mar 1850; married Rebecca Burkit 8 May 1834. The Indiana State Library5318 provides similar marriage information: William Tell (Tell or Teel) and Rebecca Byrkit, marriage 5/8/1834, St Joseph County.

In 1880, George and Rebecca Vesey appear3179 as husband and wife. Rebecca was age 66 (born ~1814), born in Ohio; her parents are listed as both born in North Carolina.

From that information, it is assumed that the second wife of George Vesey was Rebecca Byrkit(t), born about 1814 in Ohio, the daughter of Jacob and Elizabeth Byrkit, both born North Carolina.

The will5336 of Benjamin Vesey, signed Mar 5, 1828, names "Harris" [Horris?] Vesey of one of Benjamin's "three youngest sons."

H M Vesey (as he appears in most references) was an hotel keeper. He removed to Michigan sometime before 1850, perhaps as early as 1833. From the Detroit, MI, Democratic Free Press (newspapers.com): his name appears in the list of left letters, Apr 3, 1833; he may be the "Henry M. Vesey" appointed by the governor as a notary in St. Joseph county, Mar 1, 1845 (Detroit MI Free Press, Mar 1, 1845; newspapers.com); Horace M. Vesey was nominated for St. Joseph county clerk, Oct 3, 1846 (reported Oct 13.) He resided4439 in Sturgis (mistranscibed as "St. Urges") township, St. Joseph Co., in 1845.

Horace was a miller and distiller2906 in 1850 in Michigan. He is likely the "W. M. Vesey" nominated by the Democratic party as a delegate for St. Joseph county in 1851 (Detroit Free Press, Sep 26, 1851; newspapers.com.) Horace then removed to California sometime in the 1850s and ran an hotel2908 in Washington Twp, CA, in 1860. By 1867, he was in Nevada2910, running Vesey's Hotel in Gold Hill. In 1875, he ran an hotel2909 in Douglas County, Nevada. The Daily Nevada State Journal (Reno), Nov 20, 1875, reports that Col. Vesey was having the Lake House (which he had leased) repainted and refitted, and "The Colonel will (soon) have things in apple pie order." His obituary2907 states he was personable and reputatble and a "true and noble gentleman." His body was removed to Virginia City and services were to be held by the Gold Hill Masonic Lodge. The Knight Templars would escort remains to the grave.

The death entry5230 and death certificate5229 for Edwin A Vesey lists his father as H M Vesey, born Vermont, and his mother as Annie Armstrong, born Ohio. The informant for that information isn't indicated.

Several 1897 obituaries5354 5355 5358 provide various pieces of information regarding the death of Mrs Mary A Vesey. A 1897 death notice5354 states: "VESEY - In this city, November 21, Mary A Vesey, a native of Connecticut, aged 75 years."  The obituaries provide that Mary Vesey, "an inmate of the Crocker Home," was found dead "yesterday morning" in her room at the "Old People's Home," corner of Pine and Pierce streets. It was concluded that she had died of asphyxiation, as the gas jet in her room was only partly turned off. Mrs Vesey had been a resident of the home for a number of years. "Mrs Vesey was a widow and has a son who resides some place in the north." The reference to her son is probably Edwin Vesey, who, in 1900, resided in Spokane, WA.

Bass831 states Polly and Orin moved to Randolph, VT, and later moved to Ohio.

In 1842, Polly Copeland, "widow of Orren Copeland, late of Elkhart county, deceased," posted a legal notice4948 in Goshen, Indiana, the notice dated Oct 19, 1842, stating she would make application to the Elkhart Probate court, Nov 14, 1842, to set over to her, her "just third part of" Orren Copeland's estate, legally or equitably belonging to her deceased husband.

A pension application4950 filed by Isabelle Vesey ("Widow"), Dec 26, 1891, in Indiana, lists William service as "M. 2. Ind. Cav."

His obituary4943 in the Goshen (IN) Democrat states Mr William Vesey died at his residence one mile north-east of Goshen on Oct 1, aged about 72 years. Another obituary in The Goshen (IN) Times, Thurs, Oct 3, 1872 reads: "Mr William Vesey, an old and respected citizen of this county, died on Tuesday morning last [Oct 1], and was buried yesterday.." Yet another obituary2060 also states: "In this township, on Tuesday, the first inst., William Vesey aged 72 years."

The histories of Braintree (Vermont)831, Lagrange County2054 Indiana, and Elkhart County2068 Indiana provide much information on William's family. Born in Braintree, Vermont, William married Adaline Copeland there. He and his family (wife and five children), following his uncle Benjamin, went to Cayuga or Lake County, Ohio, in 1834 (Elkhart Hist has 1833 but Horace was born Vermont in 1834.) William's son John was born there in Ohio. In 1838, the family moved west to Indiana and settled in Middlebury Township, Elkhart county. The family soon moved to Goshen, where William bought land, established a brickyard, and maintained a farm. His children married and established their own lives, both in the area and elsewhere, but William ran the brickyard and farm until a short time before his death in 1872.

William was elected sheriff of Elkhart county in 1862. The election, however, was apparently not without some controversy. The (Goshen, Ind.) Times, Oct 9, 1862 (newspaperarchive.com), printed a short piece deriding the Goshen Democrat (Oct 8th issue) for supporting William Vesey.  Vesey is described as "the only returned soldier in Indiana who takes sides with and becomes the candidate of the secession sympathizing Democratic party which is opposed to the confiscation of rebel property by our armies!" That article warned the voters of Elkhart county to "not be deceived by the miserable twaddle of 8th of January Democracy(sic)." Nonetheless, he went on to win that election, and served in that position as late as November, 1864.

He was a Mason and was buried with Masonic honors in Oakridge Cemetery in Goshen. Isabelle Vesey was appointed administratrix for his (insolvent) estate (Goshen (IN) Democrat, Nov 13, 1872.)

Braintree (VT) History831 says Adaline Copeland died in Indiana. Lagrange County history2054, in H. J. Vesey's sketch, states William, after purchasing land in Elkhart co., Indiana, 1835, returned to Ohio. The five children, accompanied by their uncle (grand-uncle Benjamin?) moved to Indiana in the spring of 1836. However, William was detained by his wife's ill health, and she died there. He then joined his family in Indiana.

The marriage record1523 of son Henry C to Fanny Reist lists Henry's mother as "Harper." She married (unkn) Thompson, perhaps !834~, as Wiliam and George Thompson, both born Ohio, are listed in the household of William and Adaline in 1850, apparently her children by a previous marriage.

Hillman lists two additional children of Adeline and William: Orrin and Harper, the latter probably given as his Christian name his mother's maiden name.

The death certificate4633 for son Edgar J Vesey provides Isabelle's maiden name - "Emmerich." Edgar's wife Martha E Vesey was the informant for his particulars.

In 1860, Isabel Vesey, age 22, born in Ohio, resided2043 with William Vesey. William, Isabel (age 30, born "O") and son Edgar J Vesey still resided2044 in Goshen in 1870.

A Notice of Administration was posted in the Goshen (IN) Democrat, Nov 13, 1872, giving notice that Isabelle Vesey had been appointed administratix of the estate of William Vesey, late of Elkhart county; "Said estate is probabl[y] insolvent." On Oct 30 (and perhaps other dates), a notice of administrator's sale was posted in the same publication, stating that Isabelle Vesey, administratrix, will sell the property of the estate of Wm. Vesey, deceased, Sat, Nov 9, 1872, at the last residence of the deceased, one mile north-east of the city of Goshen.

Isabel Vesey and Frederick F Yeoman were married2072 Nov 27, 1879, in Elkhart Co., IN, by Charles Ager, Pastor. The 1880 census for Goshen, IN, lists an Isabel Yeoman, wife of Fred Yeoman, age 40, born in Ohio. Her parents are listed as both born in Pennsylvania. Frederick's son Edward (age 19?) and daughter Eliza (age 14) resided with them.

In 1883, a legal notice4949 announced that Isabelle Yeoman had filed for divorce from Frederick Yeoman, Oct 9, 1883. Perhaps Frederick had abandoned her, as that notice mentions that Frederick Yeoman "is not a resident of the State of Indiana." Assumed to be the Frederick in quesiton, an obituary (Goshen (IN) Weekly News Times, Feb 27, 1903, newspaperarchive.com) for Frederick F Yeoman states he died Feb 20 at his home near Gresham, Nebraska.

It appears Isabelle changed her surname back to Vesey after the divorcem as her obituary4619 states that Isabelle Vesey, "relict of Wm Vesey," died Friday, May 19, 1893, at her home on Middlebury St., in Goshen, IN. Her obit lists her age at death as 53.

At present, her parents are unknown. Considering the age difference between Isabelle and William, and Isabelle, perhaps Emmerich was a surname from a previous marriage. No further information.

As no records for Betsey (Vesey) Copeland are found, following her marriage to Alden Copeland, and it is assumed Alden married second Rachel Flemming5231, her death date is assumed from the birthdate of James Harvey Copeland, the eldest child of Alden and Rebecca (Flemming) Copeland. That date, Jun 17, 1835, is given by Copeland5231 and corroborated by the death certificate (Ohio Deaths, 1908-1953; familysearch.org) of James Harvey Copeland, which lists his parents' names.

Betsey Vesey certainly married2070 Alden Copeland "of Braintree, Vt." However, other information regarding that Alden Copeland is circumstantial. E.g., Copeland5231 (referenced also by Hillman800 has an Alden Copeland, son of Joseph Copeland, born Orange County, Vermont, Aug 23, 1801; Copeland has that Alden Copeland married Rachel Flemming. It may be that Betsey (Vesey) Copeland died following their marriage, and Alden remarried. Several records for the children of Alden and Rachel (Flemming) Copeland (as listed by Copeland) corroborate Copeland's information.

Alden's birthdate and place, and deathdate and place, are taken from Copeland5231 as it seems likely Betsey Vesey's husband was the son of Joseph Copeland, considering the date and place of Betsey's marriage to Alden. That is also apparently assumed by Hillman800.

Hillman800 has Lucy's birthdate Mar 12, 1810, perhaps a typo.

The Lucy Vesey of this profile is assumed to be the Lucy Vesey that married2070 Horatio Winchester due to the similarity of birthdates and proximity of birth and marriage places; corroboration is provided by the probate records5233 for Horatio Winchester. In those records, Zion Copeland is named along with Lucy Winchester providing the bond for Winchester's estate administration. Zion Copeland is likely same as the father of Orin, the husband of Lucy's sister Polly; and of Adeline Copeland, the wife of Lucy's brother William.

Lucy died sometime after Oct, 1832, when she was administratrix5233 of husband Horatio Winchester's estate.

Horatio Winchester's birth data2070 is assumed from the similarity of birthdates with Lucy Vesey, and the proximity of Stafford, VT, to Randolph and Braintree, Vermont.
Little is found of Horatio Winchester as he apparently died less than a year after his marriage to Lucy. I.e., Lucy (principal) and Zion Copeland provided bond for the administration of his estate5233 on Oct 27, 1832.

In the Boston (MA) Morning Post, Apr 7, 1841 (newspaperarchive.com), and similarly on several other dates over several years thereafter, an advertisement appears for "Warm Baths at Warren Bridge" above the name Wm. F. Veazie. The establishment was open every day, from sunrise to 10 P.M. "Person wishing for water to bathe," or for neat and convenient rooms, were invited to call at the establishment. Later that year, assumed to be the same business, was the statement that "Veazie's Bath House, on Trull's wharf" was one of the most comfortable establishments in the city. A bit of research indicates that Trull's wharf was likely near the Warren bridge which connects downtown Boston and Chelsea.

In 1850470 and 18601756, William was listed as the keeper of a bathing house. Hillman has death date 26 Nov. Image of Boston Deaths1755 has 16 Nov, perhaps a transcription error. Birth date is estimated from age at death of 55y 9m, no number of days listed - perhaps unknown.

In the 1880 census770, Adalaide (single, b ~1852), George (married, b ~1858) and William E (married, b ~1844) Veazie are servants in the household of Theo Hobigoud. It seems likely that these are three of the children of William and Louisa. George and William are easily identified. "Adalaide" may be either Anna A or Sarah A.

The 1850 census470 lists William's wife as "Mary L M." The 1860 census1756 lists her as "Louisa M." The marriage record1755 for William and Louisa lists Louisa's maiden name. She is therein listed as "of Gorham, Me."

Louisa's birth record825 lists her born in Gorham, Maine, to Nathan C and Mary Penfield. Her death record1755 lists her father and mother as Nathan and Mary - no last name given.

Jerome was a mason and plasterer.

Mary Ann's birthplace is listed in the birth record for daughter born 1852. Mary ran a boarding house for many years in Boston, as indicated in the censuses. The birth record1767 of their daughter born in 1852 lists the parents' residence as Silver street.

The 1870 census559 listing of Mary Veasey's boarding house is quite interesting. Daughter Susan Veasey is listed, and also Charles Weare, whom Susie will wed several years later. Also: daughter Frances, her husband George Vinal and their daughter Laura. Daughter Mary is not listed but Frank Hanscom, whom daughter Mary will wed several years later, is. Mary's mother Ellen Pennell is also living with her. Interestingly, David Veasey, age 21, listed "at home," just below Susan, isn't (to the best of this author's knowledge) a relation to this line of Veazies.

In 1873, she sold the property2227 on Silver street, land and buildings, 1233 square feet, for $2500 to Wilbur & Lock. In 1880, she was keeping a house at 247 West Broadway, which parallels Silver street, one block apart. That year listed in her household, besides 6 boarders, are her daughter Susie Weare, husband Charles and son Charles Jr Weare; daughter Mary Hanscom and husband Frank; and daughter Frances' husband George H Vinal. Frances doesn't appear in the household.

Maine Genealogy (Little)394 and Bangor Hist. Mag.388 both have Rachel died Nov 10, 1797, clearly an error as other information indicates, for instance, Rachel Hilton married2204 Samuel Shaw in 1803, corroborated by a marriage notice [Gazette (Portland, Maine), Mon., Jun 13, 1803, p 3; genealogybank.com] which reads: "In this town, Capt. Samuel Shaw to Mrs. Rachel Hilton." Further, the gravestone840 for Rachel Shaw, which has, on the same stone, husband Thomas Hilton and husband Samuel Shaw, has "Died Oct 16 1819." The magazine information cited above is probably a confusion with Rachel's mother who died that date. Further corroboration for the 1849 date is provided by an Oct 23, 1849, obituary5994 in the Portland (Maine) Weekly Advertiser (in the "Deaths" column) which reads: "In this city, 16th inst., Mrs Rachel Shaw, widow of the late Capt Samuel Shaw, aged 78 years."

Hillman800, pp 223-228, has much detailed information regarding Rachel, Thomas Hilton and Samuel Shaw.

At the time of his marriage2204 to Rachel Veazie, Thomas was a resident of Portland. The gravestone840 of Rachel Shaw has, below her name, death date and age, and just above "Samuel Shaw," "Thomas Hilton died Dec 1793." That death date coincides with Maine vital records2204.

The death of a Thomas Hilton at Portland, Maine, was reported in the Eastern Herald (Maine Genealogist, v26:113, Probate and Misc. Notices from ---, 1793; James L Hansen,) as "Died last Saturday morning, Mr Thomas Hilton of Portland, age 27, leaving a wife and one child. (31 Aug 1793)." A mortuary notice [Eastern Herald (Portland, Maine), Sat., Aug 31, 1793, p 3; genealogybank.com] reads (from the image, under "Portland"): "Died last Saturday morning, Mr. Thomas Hilton of this town, aged 27 years, a man whose industry and economy were truly exemplary, and whose prospects in life were extremely flattering; but, alas! 'Not all our care eludes the gloomy grave.' He has left a widow and one child to lament their loss." If those notices are the Thomas Hilton herein, it indicates a death date of Aug 24, 1793, and approximate birth date of 1766. The cemetery headstone is preferred, as it indicates a direct connection between Rachel Shaw and Thomas Hilton.

The tombstone840 of Rachel Shaw has, below her and Thomas Hilton, "Samuel Shaw lost at sea June 1818."

Although Bangor Hist Magazine388 (and Maine Marriages809, "Sally") has Sarah Veazie married John Ward, 15 Oct 1806, it appears more likely that Sarah never married. Sarah Veazie appears with Helen L (Hunt) Smith, who would be her grand-niece, in both the 1850 and 1860 censuses. Hillman800 cites several records for Sarah Veazie, from 1813 to her death, none of which imply that she had ever married.

Hillman800 and Bangor Hist Mag388 have Sarah's death date as Oct 17, 1867. Hillman references Portland Vital Records for Sarah's death date, and he references Portland Eastern Cemetery records for her burial there in lot J, grave 105. Maine Maine Deaths2489  has 2 records of interest: 1) Sarah Veazie (not Ward), died Aug 11, 1867 (of old age), age 93, in Portland; and 2) Sarah Veasie, died Aug 11, 1867, no age or cause listed, in Portland, Maine. An image of a headstone840, Eastern Cem., Portland, lot J, grave 105, reads: "SARAH VEAZIE / DIED Aug 11, 1867 / AE 93y." Her headstone (per an image of a group of 4 headstones) is grouped with headstones for Rachel (wife of John Veazie), John Veazie, and Rachel Shaw. Further, The (Portland, Maine) Christian Mirror, Tue, Aug 13, 1867, p 3 [genealogybank.com], in "Deaths" column, has "In this city, Aug. 11th, Miss Sarah Veazie, aged 93 years 6 months." The latter reference, and the mentioned headstone, are preferred for her death date.

From the information above, it's not clear whether or not Sarah Veazie, daughter of John and Rachel (Jones) Veazie, married a John Ward.

A John Ward, age 75, appears in the 1850 census for Bowdoin, Maine, with (assumed) wife Sarah, age 68, and a (assumed) daughter Eliza, age 38. However, Sarah Veazie appears in 1850 in the household of her grand-niece, Helen (Hunt) Smith in Bangor.

Hillman800, pp 228-231, provides detailed information for Stephen Veazie. Hillman lists 3 children of Stephen and Sarah (Beeman) not indexed herein: George Veazie, b Portland, 30 Jul 1805, d 31 Jul 1805; Stephen Veazie (twin), b Portland, 10 Aug 1807, d 3 Sep 1807; and Sally Veazie (twin), b Portland, 10 Aug 1807, d 22 Aug 1807.

This Stephen Veazie may be the Stephen Veazie that advertised (Portland, ME, Gazette, genealogybank.com, Mar 28, 1808) to let "one half of a three story dwelling-house, situated in Middle-street," convenient with water from an aqueduct "and convenient out houses."

Hillman800, referencing Mount Hope Cemetery records, has Sarah "died 30 September 1846, age 62 years, in Bangor." Sally's birthplace is assumed from census records for daughter Adrianna which list Adrianna's mother as born in Maine.

Gen. Samuel Veazie died2988 Mar 12, 1868, at the age of 80y 10m 19d. His birth date is calculated from that information, and is the same as Wheeler179. He was buried in Mt Hope Cem., Bangor, ME, on Mar 15, 1868.

His marriage to Susan Walker was reported in the Freeman's Friend (Portland, ME, genealogybank.com), Jul 15, 1809: "In Topsham, Mr Samuel Veazie, of Portland, to Miss Susan Walker, of the former place."

There are numerous references mentioning Samuel Veazie. Perhaps the easiest and most appropriate read4274 is Hamilton's 'History of Veazie, Maine." The information provided therein regarding Samuel Veazie is easily corroborated and, for simplicity, his story is based primarily on that work.

Samuel Veazie was born Apr 22, 1787, in Portland, Maine, the son of John Veazie and Rachel Jones. Early in life, he became a sailor, and managed to purchase a vessel which he operated for several years. He then settled in Topsham, Maine, where he pursued several vocations such as tobacco manufacturing and store-keeping. He then purchased the Androscoggin boom, which caught logs from upstream logging camps on the river. Logs were then sorted by owner and sold to lumber mills. It was a monopoly but Veazie apparently approached his advantage with moderation, and it became a successful business.

He joined the local militia, and, during the War of 1812, enlisted as an ensign, rising to the rank of general. He used that prefix the rest of his life.

Veazie bought several lumber mills in the area, eventually owning or controlling more than 50 of them. In the middle 1800s, he lived in Bangor and Veazie, a town founded and named for him.

Bangor had become a relatively large city, and had grown by 1853 to a population of 15,000. Veazie, largely to escape the town taxes, managed to get the state legislature to approve a charter, and the town of Veazie was incorporated June 27, 1853.

He continued to buy log booms and became a true lumber baron. He became more dominant in his business, and was taken to court several times for various reasons, mostly regarding his business practices.

General Veazie purchased the Bangor, Old Town and Milford Railroad, soon thereafter the "Veazie" railroad.

Among the more famous (or infamous) of his transactions was the purchase of the Bank of Bangor, soon thereafter the Veazie Bank. He contested provisions of the national bank system, primarily a Congressional Act of July 13, 1866, which imposed a tax on notes issued by private persons and state banks. His court case, Veazie Bank vs Fenno, continued through the system to the Supreme Court, where Chief Justice Salmon P Chase held that Congress had the power to enforce that tax.

Veazie died in 1868 but his children and their spouses inherited his numerous holdings and continued to influence activities in that area of Maine for many years.

The 1850 Census for Bangor lists Lydia Veazie, age 58, with Samuel Veazie, "Bank President."

Mary's maiden name is assumed from the coincidence and corroboration of several references. Bangor Hist Mag388 has Samuel Veazie "He married second, Mrs. Mary C. Blanchard, of Stockton, May 17, 1859." In 1850, Mary C Blanchard resided346 in Bangor, ME. Residing with her were several children named Blanchard, among them were: "Cadelia," age 19; Adalaid B, age 13; and Albert L, age 11. In 1860, Cordelia H Blanchard, age 22, resided516 in the household of Samuel and Mary C Veazie. The presence of Cordelia Blanchard in 1850 and 1860 indicates the probability that Samuel's wife Mary C Blanchard is the Mary Blanchard of the 1850 census. The headstone840 for Mary C Veazie in Mt Hope Cem., Bangor, ME, reads: "Mary C Veazie / Born Jan 10 1807 / Married Capt Loring Blanchard Dec 29? 1825 / Married Gen Samuel Veazie / May 18 1859 / Passed on in --- life / Jan 7, 1886."

The 1909 marriage record4009 of Albert Loring Blanchard, age 70, born Stockton, Me, lists his parents as Loring Blanchard and Mary "Clewly." That marriage record indicates Albert was born ~1839 in Maine, as was the Albert L Blanchard of the 1850 census, apparently the child of Mary C Blanchard.

The 1907 death certificate3271 for Almeda S (Blanchard) Chase lists her parents as Loring Blanchard and (no first name given) Clewley. Almeda was born in Prospect, Maine, and died at age 75y 10m 1d. She was the widow of Benjamin C Chase. In 1870, Mary Veazie resided344 in Bangor, Maine. Residing with her were Almeda Chase, age 41, born Maine, and (apparently) Almeda's children, among them: Benj. C. Chase.

From that information, it is assumed that Mary's maiden name was Clewly or Clewley.

Following Samuel Veazie's death, Mary Veazie resided344 in Bangor, ME, in 1870.

Of Mary's death, Bangor Hist Mag388 has: "She died in Boston at the residence of her son-in-law, John R. Mullen, Jan. 7, 1886." In 1880, John R Mullen and wife Addie B resided770 in Boston. In that record Addie B Mullen is listed as age 37, born Maine. Addie is the Adelaid Blanchard residing346 with her mother in 1850. Further corroboration is indicated by the name of her son listed in the 1880 census: Loring B Mullen, age 12, likely named after Addie's father, and likely the Loring Blanchard Mullen, born 1868 in Massachusetts.

Bangor Hist. Mag.388, p 74, has, among the children of Samuel Veazie and Phebe Holbrook, "probably not in order," listed as child iii.: Martha b ---, married Fields Coombs, of Islesboro, about 1801. His second wife had six children - Lucy, Louisiana, Samson, Thatcher, Hosea and Jairus. The "second wife" reference is due to the prior marriage of Fields Coombs to Phebe Holbrook. Phebe died5443 in 1800.

In a compelling analysis, Hillman800, considering probable age ranges in census records, aprroximate and exact marriage dates for her mother, and children of Samuel Veazie, concludes that Martha must have been the eldest of his daughters, and eldest of all his children. Some of that analysis follows to approximate Martha's birth date.

In 1820, a female 45 and older is listed in Fields Coombs' household and, therefore, 35 or older in 1810. In 1810, a female 26 to 44 yrs of age is listed. If both of these are Martha, she was born between 1766 and 1775. Martha's birthyear is an approximation of this information, and the birthdates of her siblings. Her birthplace is assumed from the likely location of her father in the mid-1770s.

Neither Fields Coombs or Martha Coombs seems to appear in the 1840 census. It is assumed Martha died prior to the census.

Fields Coombs married first549 Phebe Holbrook, the daughter of Capt. Jesse and Ruth (Dyer) Holbrook. Phebe died5443 Jan 9, 1800.

In 1800, Fields Sr was age 26-44, having emigrated317 from Brunswick. Ten years later546, in 1810, he was 45 or older, so he was 35 or older in 1800 for a birthdate range of 1756 to 1765.

Groves5443, p 25, "Field Coombs his children," and "Fields Coombres[sic] Children," lists a total of 14 children. The former list comprises 8 children, apparently by his first wife, Phebe Holbrook.The latter list comprises 6 children, assumed to be by his second wife, Martha Veazie. Only 2 of the children of Fields and Phebe are shown herein (those that married Veazies.)
As Fields Coombs doesn't seem to appear in the 1840 census, though that's not conclusive, he probably died prior to that year.

Stephen was probably born in Harpswell, Maine, the son of Samuel Veazie of Islesboro and Phebe Holbrook. Samuel Veazie was the son of Rev. Samuel Veazie of Hull and Harpswell and Deborah Sampson.

The records for Trenton, Maine, record an intention of marriage, 4 Apr 1800, between Stephen Veazie of Islesboro and Patty Harding of Trenton. In 1800, Stephen Veazie is a resident of Islesboro, with just himself and a female in the household. See below for additional information on the name "Harding."

Stephen may be the "Stephen Phesey" in Greene Plantation, ME, in 1810 as the birthdates ranges for the family are approximately correct.

Stephen may be the 60-70 year old male in the household of Dominicus Sewell (his son-in-law) in Corinna in 1840. He does not otherwise appear in the 1840 or 1850 census records.

Between 1851 and 1852, Stephen, his sons Laban, Stephen Jr, and Alden and their families, and his daughters Martha H and Mary J and their families, all emigrated from Corinna to Caton, NY, where they took up farming. In 1855, Stephen Veazie, age 77, "father-in-law," resided in the household of Dominicus Sewell and his wife Martha H, Stephen's daughter. Stephen died in Caton and is buried in Elmwood Cemetery there. When this author viewed his headstone in 2005 the inscription of his deathdate and age at death were clear.

Regarding the Harding name: in a telephone conversation between Alvin John Veazie of Utah and Bruce J Veazie in Oct 2008, Alvin stated that his own middle name was John, his father's middle name was Harding and his grandfather's middle name was Reynolds. In addition, a legal notice2849, Bangor (ME) Daily News, has, with regard to the estate of Alvin H Veazie (in this genealogy, 1901-1982): "also known as ALVIN HARDING VEAZIE." This supports the assumption that Martha, wife of Stephen, is Patty Harding of Trenton.

Samuel Veazie and Bridget Coombs were probably married about 1802 or 1803, probably in Islesboro, Maine, as their first child was born in August, 1804, and both the Veazie and Coomb families lived in Islesboro up to that time.

Groves5443, pages 1 and 2, lists the names and birth dates for the 12 "Samuel Veze Children," as well as the death dates for "Mr Samuel Veazie" and "Mrs Briget Veazie." Groves is the preferred source for those births and deaths.

Farrow395 lists a gravestone for Samuel Veazie in a cemetery "of the east side, upper end" of the island of Islesboro, death date Dec 2, 1841, aged 62 years. That cemetery is elsewhere identified as "Bay View" cemetery.

In 1850, Bridget was listed in the household of William F. Veazie in Islesboro. Groves5443, p 2, has "Mrs Briget Veazie Died April 28th 1858." Farrow395 lists a gravestone for Bridget, wife of Samuel Veazie, in a cemetery "of the east side, upper end" of the island of Islesboro with the information "died Apr. 28, 1858, aged 69 years, 11 mo., 18 days." In Chapter X of his book, he states Bridget died April 12, 1854 at the same age.

Farrow395 lists a gravestone for John Veazie in a cemetery "of the east side, upper end" of the island of Islesboro, listing a death date of Sept 15, 1841, and an age at death of 55 years, 15 days. Hillman800 viewed that inscription personally. The death record1774 for daughter Clara (Clarinda) Fuller lists her father's birthplace as Islesboro, ME.

John Veazie died intestate [Maine, Wills and Probate Records, 1584-1999; www.ancestry.com]. On Mar 3, 1845, Judge Jonathan Thayer of Waldo Co., ME, appointed James Skinner, of Islesboro, as guardian for Clarinda C Veazie, Jane H Veazie, James H Veazie, & Laurania Veazie, minor, heirs of John Veazie of Islesboro, deceased.

Isleboro VR5443 has child of Field Coombs "Nema Coombes born February 23d 1790."

Naomi is living with her son James in 1860 and 1870.  Farrow394 lists a gravestone for "Naomi, wife of John Veazie" in a cemetery "on the east side, upper end" of the island of Islesboro. Son Samuel M Veazie's death record lists the birthplace of both parents as Islesboro, ME. Abiezer and Grace's burial plot is opposite the George Prescott lot beside a water tap and in the area nearest Negunticook Lake. A memorial headstone in Mount View Cem., Camden, ME reads "To the memory of CAPT. ABIZER VEAZIE Who Died Mar. 11, 1839, AE. 51 yrs. 8 mos. & 21 days." If that information is assumed correct, his calculated birthdate was 18 Jun 1787. Farrow398 has age at death as 51y 9m 21d but only says of his death date "about 1840." A transcribed death record802, stating a source of cemetery information from Mountain[sic] Cem., Camden, has age at death of 51y 8m 24d. Hillman800 has age at death of 51y 9m 21d from an unsourced document, states a death date of 11 March 1839 is given in Abiezer's probate records, says no official source can be found for Abiezer's birthdate and lists a birthdate of 14 Jun 1788. Hillman lists that birthdate as a 1787 date is too close to the birthdate of John (Abiezer's next older sibling). John's birthdate is late August or early September 1786, less than10 months from the calculated birthdate for Abiezer herein.

Interestingly, Grace Veazie, age 62, is living in the household of Nathaniel Hosman in Camden, 1850. Also in the household is Georgina Hosman, who will marry Grace's son Silas several years later. Dow469 has Grace's death date 1851 Dec 24. Farrow (History of Islesborough) has administrator of her estate appointed May 4, 1841. Other evidence, such as the fact she's alive in 1850, indicates this is likley an error. Her headstone in Mt View Cem., Camden, reads "GRACE Wife of Abiezer Veazie Died Dec 29, 1851 AE 62 yrs, 3mos." That would provide a calculated birthdate of Sep 1789. Both Farrow544 (no source provided) and Hillman800 (referencing an "Abiezer Veazie Bible") have a birthyear of 1790. As she gives her age in the 1850 census430 as 62, her birthyear given herein is 1789.

Bangor Hist Magazine388 has Deborah living in 1875. If she married George Cheever, she may have died4985 Sep 26, 1834, in Pittston, Maine, at the age of 49; may be buried in Highland Avenue Cem., Gardiner, Maine.

Litchfield History4985 has only that Cheever "came from Massaschusetts about 1810," and lived in Litchfield for many years.

Joseph's birthyear, calculated from his age at death (77) matches information in the Bridge Genealogy1794. In his death record1781 his parents are listed as Peter and Nancy, both born Boston. It is somewhat circumstantial that the Joseph Veazie who married1782 Rachel Bridge is the son of Peter and Nancy Veazie. For records cited, there is no conflict with birth, marriage or death dates. This Joseph appears to be the best candidate. Bridge1794 appears to agree and, due to numerous details I failed to uncover, appears to be reliable.

Joseph was apparently a successful baker. In 1850, he lists his occupation as 'none' and his personal value is $16000. He is listed in 1855 and 1860 as a baker and, in 1860, his real property is valued at $15777.

In the 1860 census487, that particular enumerator listed towns as well as states for place of birth. Rachel is listed (consistent with other records) as Wiscasset, ME, as does her death record1790.

The marriage record for John (his full name is given) and Anna states that both were "of Quincy" and they were married by Revd Anthony Wibirt, as recorded by Nottram Vesey, Town Clerk. The intention was recorded Feb 9 (src 945 1159).

The 1800 census for Quincy ("Jno P Richardson") indicates that John may have married previously as there are males in the household too old to be Anna's children. However, 2 of the children may be Anna's.

Shortly after his birth (src 937 2:30), "Eli son of Elijah Vesie Junr" was baptized on May 19 (src 944:2485). In 1850, Eli Veazie, age 74, a trader, is living in the household of his son George A Veazie. Polly Veazie doesn't appear there. In 1853, at the age of 77, Eli, widower and trader, died2613 of "disease of heart."

Sprague841 has Polly's maiden name "Croxford," as does the transcribed Mass. Marriages853. Those two references appear to be the only reference to a Polly "Croxford." The death record1774 for daughter Ann (Veazie) Hardwick lists Polly's (handwritten) maiden name as "Crawford" and Polly's birthplace as Boston. The death record1790 of Mary W Bliss, widow of "Eli C," lists her parents as Eli Veazie and Mary Crawford. The informant for that information isn't indicated. A possible clue to Polly's parentage may be the Sarah (AKA Sally) Crawford who, age 79 in 18554358 and age 82 in 18601759, resided in the household of Eli and Mary W (Veazie) Bliss in Chelsea. Could Sarah be Polly's sister?

Polly's Boston death record1755 lists her age at death 45, "family" Eli Veazie, 21 Charter St. She is listed as dying in "childbed." Her death notice was published in the Boston Daily Advertiser (www.genealogybank.com), Tue, May 13, 1823, p 2: "In this city, yesterday morning, Mrs Polly Veazie, wife of Mr Eli Veazie, aged 45.  Funeral this afternoon, at 4 o'clock, from his dwelling house, Richmond street.  The friends and relations are requested to atten without a more particular invitation."

Stephen W Veazie died5488 Sep 3, 1821, Boston, MA, at the age of 3 of measles. His death record lists his family as "Elijah Veazie" and place of interment as "21 Charter St." From his approximate birthdate and being of the family "Elijah Veazie," it is assumed he was a son of Elijah and Polly (Crawford) Veazie.

Though Elijah's mother is not listed in his baptism record, Beulah Weston is assumed from his father's marriage dates. AVB2786 has Elijah's birthdate Nov 20, 1777.  Elijah and Susanna (src 853 2:175, Boston Marriages 1751-1809, p 175) (intention reads Susannah) were married by Rev Daniel Webb. In 1840, Elijah is likely the male age 60-70 enumerated in the household of Loring Whitney, daughter Susannah's husband. In 1850, Elijah was living with his daughter Susannah, her husband Loring Whitney, and their children. In 1860, Elijah was living with his son Samuel C Veazie. Elijah at the home841 of his son Samuel C Veazie died at the age of 83 of old age. He was a widower and bootmaker at the time of death.

Although AVB2786 provides a birthdate for Susanna, it is without reference. Susanna's birthplace and maiden name is listed in daughter Susannah's death record. Boston Deaths950 has only the death of "Mrs Susanna Veazey" on Oct 15, 1824, aged 34yrs. That implies a birthyear of ~1790, so it is not certain that that record refers to the wife of Elijah Veazie. AVB2786 has that deathdate for Susanna (Cheney) Veazie. And, as corroboration, the Boston Commercial Gazette (www.genealogybank.com), Thur, Oct 21, 1824, p 2 reported in the "Deaths" column: "In this city ... Mrs. Susannah Veazie, aged 34, wife of Elijah V. and daughter of the late Dr. Samuel Cheney." It was similarly report on Oct 22 in the (New York, NY) Evening Post.

AVB also states Susanna is buried in Copp's Hill Burying Ground with the notation "I have seen the grave" attributed to C.R.V. "CRV" refers to Caroline Rebecca Veazie, Annie Veazie Bower's aunt, from whom AVB received most of the records and other information AVB used to write the family history. Much of the information herein attributed to Annie Veazie Bower was about her aunts, uncles and cousins.
Child 703. 
Rebecca B Veazie attended2763 Oberlin Collegiate Institute (Oberlin, Ohio) as a preperatory student in 1840. By 1843, she was in her fourth year2763 there, listed in the Female Department, Young Ladies' Course. It should be noted that Oberlin was founded "based on religious beliefs" in 1833 by Rev John Shipherd and Philo Stewart when they saw the lack of strong Christian princilples among settlers in the "West." Early in its history, Oberlin Collegiate Institute, as it was known until 1850, tuition was free as students were expected to contribute by helping build and sustain the community. Oberlin first started admitting women in 1837. AVB2786 relates that AVB's father left New Orleans and went to Jacksonville, FL, where his Aunt Rebecca B Veazie was teaching. Later Rebecca went to Jamaica as a missionary, contracted yellow fever, died, and was buried there. Some of Rebecca's possessions were sent back to Randolph (MA) in a small black trunk. That trunk "is now" in the possession of AVB's daughter. In AVB's possession were "Sear's History of the Bible" with Rebecca's name on the flyleaf, and a 3 volume Scott's Bible with the name William Hill in it. He and "Aunt Rebecca" were students at Oblerlin College, were engaged to be married and go out as missionaries, when he died suddenly and she was given his books. AVB also had a china cup with "Rebecca" on it, which Rebecca gave to Aunt Carrie, Caroline Rebecca Veazie being named for her aunt, when Carrie was 9 years old.

AVB2786 has birthdate Oct 4, 1781. His death was reported in the (Boston, MA) Weekly Messenger (www.genealogybank.com), Thur, May 17, 1821, p 3: "In Quincy, Mr. Stephen Veazie, aged 40."

In 1850, Abigail Veazie, age 62, resided159 with her daughter Harriet W Bailey, Harriet's husband Hanson, and family. In 1855, 1860 and 1865, Abigail Veazie, widowed (1850, 1865 census), resided2912 860 with William H and Mary A French.

Abigail (Glover) Veazie died1774 of paralysis in Quincy, MA, Jan 19, 1869 at the age of 83y 3m. The cited death record, however, lists her parents as Joseph and Mary Glover, both born Milton. The informant for the death record is not indicated. Her death notice5251 noted that she was the "widow of the late Stephen Veazie."

Although John's baptism record944 doesn't list his mother's name, Beulah Weston is assumed from the marriage dates of his father. AVB2786 has John's birthdate Sep 7, 1783. Apparently children Caroline, Martha, George and John Thomas were all baptized on the same date: July 28, 1811. Sprague indicates945 that (unreferenced) church records indicates John's deathdate as Oct 23. His death was reported in the Boston (MA) Morning Post (newspaperarchive.com) on Oct 29, 1833, as simply "DIED. In Quincy, John Veazie, aged 50."

Betsey's bapt records (src 944, 2678 and 10111) state only that her father was Thomas. Her bapt date is given as Dec 16? and Nov (?Dec?) 16 in those records. Betsey's death rec (src 855 149:243) states Betsy Veazie, widow, born Quincy,  died at the age of 73y 19d of typhoid fever. Her parents were Thomas and Mary. That would indicate a birthdate of abt Oct 1787. Betsey's parents were married Oct 12, 1769, in Weymouth (src 591 Weymouth V2:155).

AVB2786 has Charles' birthdate as Mar 26, 1788. This Veazie family in 1860 is variously indexed as Vearil, Veani, etc. Charles died a widower at the age of 89y 3m, having a fractured thigh for a year, and debility of old age.

Elizabeth Lopston Hardwick was baptised944 Oct 2, 1791, First Church, Braintree, MA, the daughter of Peter Hardwick. Elizabeth P Veasie[sic] died855 at the age of 70y 7m 11d of pneumonia. Her birth date is calculated from age at death.

Charles appears in several records as "Charles S" Veazie. He may be the Charles Veazie, jr., who, in 1843, legally changed his name to Charles Stewart Veazie.

Charles was a clerk in 1850 and 1855. In 1860, he was a shoe dealer. In 1870, he is listed as "no occupation." In 1880, Charles resided with his brother William and sister Mary, and was listed as "retired collector." Although the death record1774 for Charles S Veazie lists his parents as Charles and "Mary E.," it is assumed he's the child of Charles and Elizabeth, as that seems to be the best fit. It may have been assumed that his sister Mary Elizabeth was named for their mother.

In 1850 and 1855, Gustavus is listed only as "clerk." In June, 1863, Gustavus, age 44, merchant, registered3290 for the civil war draft, apparently joining the 42nd Mass Regiment, Company G(?). No further definite information was found for Gustavus Veazie. He may have died during the civil war.

Gustavus is accounted for in 1855 and 1863, in Boston, and may have resided in Boston in the interim. In the 1860 census for Boston, a Frank Veazie, age 44 and born in Massachusetts, resided in a public house, apparently run by William A Hathaway. Frank was listed as a cook. A Frank Veazie is mentioned several times in "History of the Forty-Second Regiment Infantry, Massachusetts Volunteers," by Charles P Bosson; Boston:1886. Frank was a non-combatant cook (i.e., not an enlisted man, mentioned as "Citizen") for the officers. Chapter XVII descibes adventures of Company G and Company C. Members of those companies had been taken prisoner and were held at Camp Groce, near Hampstead, Texas. On December  9, 1863, some three hundred prisoners left Camp Groce for Shreveport. They arrived several weeks later. Sometime in late March, 1864, prisoners from Shreveport were moved back to Texas. However, "Frank Veazie was sick" in a Shreveport Hospital, and "died the following May."

Whether that Frank Veazie was the Frank Veazie of the 1860 Boston census, or either was Gustavus F Veazie, is unknown.

AVB2786 has George's birthdate as Aug 6, 1790, which closely matches his calculated birthdate from age at death: 82y 10m, possibly AVB's source.

In 1830, John Quincy Adams, ex-president, was renovating5286 5287 his house. On Dec 29, 1830, George Veazie, "the Carpenter of Quincy who came in to see about the Posts which Mr Beale and I were talking," was consulted to do some of the work. Charles Francis Adams "discussed with him [George Veazie] many points in relation to the old House, and concluded by asking him to provide estimates for the Stone, after which [Adams] would talk with him." On Mar 26, 1831, Charles Adams went to Quincy to "find Mr Veazie and talked with him in regard to the Work to be done."

On Apr 8, "Mr. G. Veazie, the Carpenter came from Quincy and presented his Accounts for repairs made upon the House, which after consideration and discussion [Charles Adams] paid. [Those repairs had] been made in the most expesive way owing to [Charles Adams'] Father's trusting it entirely to the Workmen." Charles Adams recorded immediately after that entry that he had come to the conclusion that his father (John Quincy Adams) would have done better to have simply built a house.

Apparently the repairs were, indeed, extensive, as two years later, John Quincy Adams, on Jul 22, 1833, recorded5287 that his first visitor that day "was Mr George Veazie, with whom" he settled an account.

In 1860, George860 was a farmer, with value of real estate $6000, and $200 value of personal estate. In 1865 and 1870, George was listed as a carpenter.

George, married and a carpenter, died2613 of old age, at the age of 82y 10m.

Sprague841 has Sarah's death as Apr 9 (Christ Ch. Rec). Sarah, listed as married at the time of her death, the daughter of Henry and Sarah Hardwick, died1774 of "liver complaint." She died at the age of 57y 10m 3d. Her birth date is calculated from her death date and that age at death.

Mary C Veazie died944 1774 (prob) at home, of cancer1774 about 12 AM, at the age1774 of 66y 4m, after a severe illness of more than a year. Her death record1774 has her place of birth as Methuen, NH. Today (2016) Methuen is in Massachusetts, adjacent to the border with New Hampshire.

Dolly Madison Josselyn was born3272 May 12, 1809, to Jonathan and Jane Josselyn. She was a twin to James Madison Josselyn. She married first886 Oct 7, 1827, Pembroke, MA, Alexander Hilburn, AKA Hilborn/Kilborn. "Hilburn" is used in Alexander's probate records4256, as is the name of his widow "Dorathy P Hilburn." Alexander was "lost overboard," Dec 22, 1830, according to the town records886 of Nantucket, MA. In that record, his widow is listed as Dorothy, and his parents as Charles James & Mary (Chadwick) Hilburn. The cemetery monument840 in the Foye Family Ground, Rye, NH, has (from the image), all on the same stone: William Foye, died Aug 28, 1824, age 50; Hannah Foye, died Nov 14, 1803, age 27; and Hannah Foye, died April 14, 1850, age 69.

Reflecting that information, "The History of the Town of Rye, New Hampshire"5298, p 353, the family of William Foye, has William Foye married 1) Hannah Seavey and 2) Hannah Rand. Regarding children named Stephen, that history has Stephen, by William's first wife, bapt May 5, 1799, d age 4 years. In children by William's second wife - only "Stephen." It was not unusual for a child to be named the same as another child if the first of that name died young, before the birth of the second of that name.

Many of the records referenced herein indicate that Stephen was born about 1809 in Rye, New Hampshire. If Hannah (Seavey) Foye died in 1803, then she was not Stephen's mother. From that and the information above, pending other data to the contrary, it is assmed that his mother's maiden name given in his death record is in error, and Stephen Foye was the son of William Foye, of Rye, New Hampshire, and William's second wife, Hannah nee Rand.

Braintree records have marriage date for Stephen S Foy and Rhoda S Veazie as both April 1 and April 3, 1833.

Following Rhoda's death, Stephen (mechanic/carpenter) married second Jan 14, 1844, Clarissa B Hewitt, by Rev Jonas Perkins, Braintree Minister of the Gospel. The place of the marriage isn't clearly indicated in the Weymouth records and they were married by a Braintree minister. Lucy's brother Thomas P G Hardwick mentioned4521 in an 1865 affidavit that Lucy married John Faxon, "whom she now survives," and was living a widow in Quincy. In the 1865 census2932 for Boston, it appears that Daniel may have remarried following the death of his first wife, as "H. H." Bartlett, age 54, married, born Massachusetts, appears immediately below Daniel's entry. Daniel is also listed as married in that record.

Interestingly, in that 1865 census record Sarah F Hardwick resided with Daniel, along with "H. H.," and Daniel's mother, Hannah Bartlett. Daniel would marry Sarah F Hardwick in 1871 as his third wife.

At the time of his marriage to Clarissa Hardwick, Calvin was a widower. He is listed as a butcher.

In 1855, Adam Hardwick, age ~82, resided2912 with Clarissa and Calvin in Quincy. Also residing with them was William H Hardwick, age 10, Clarissa's nephew, the son of Thomas Price Hardwick.

Clarissa's middle initial is mentioned in an 1865 affidavit4521 by her brother Thomas Hardwick. Thomas mentions that she deceased "since" 1863, without children, and describes the provisions of her will and probate. Though Clarissa Wilmarth, dau of Adam and Sarah V Hardwick, died1774 in 1863, Clarissa L Wilmarth (her estate?) received4509 1/105 ($249.45) of the estate of Joseph Veazie.

The above-mentioned description4521 of Clarissa's will and probte by Thomas Hardwick is reflected in the probate records, Mass. In 1850, Adam, residing with Nancy and seven children, is listed as a butcher, In 1859, Adam Hardwick, a butcher, married, died in Cohasset at the age of 54y 9d.

His brother Thomas P G Hardwick stated4521 in an 1865 affidavit that Adam's widow was then living in Cohasset, Massachusetts, and provided a list of their children and residences as follows: Charles, of New Haven, Conn.; Lemuel, then in Kansas; George in California; William and Susan, of Cohasset; Samuel of Scituate; and Abby Ann, wife of John Harrington, of Weymoth.

Thayer4822 has Susanna md Judson Pratt, Sep 18, 1837. Sprague859 has a Susanna Thayer md Jason Pratt "of Randolph," same date. However, census records for Jason and Susannah Pratt consistently have incorrect age for Susannah (1850, Randolph MA: age 34, born ~1816; 1855 Randolph MA: age 36, born ~1819; etc.) No records were found for a "Judson Pratt" associated with a wife Susan or Susannah.

In contrast, Susan Denton appears with Daniel Denton in Braintree censuses with ages consistent with a birthyear ~1808 (1850,age 42; 1855, age 47). Further, in both 1850 and 1855, Daniel H Denton and Susan Denton resided adjacent to Elisha Thayer (her father) and Elisha S Thayer (her brother).The death record2258 for Susan Denton lists her as the widow of Daniel Denton, her maiden name as Thayer, and her parents as Elisha Thayer and "Susana" Veazie. From this, it appears that Thayer's information4822 is simply incorrect with regard to Susannah, the daughter of Elisha and Susan (Veazie) Thayer.

The first will bequeathed his estate to his wife (Susan Denton); the second will bequeathed his estate to Richard A Gage, with provisions for his wife Susan Denton to occupy the property if she desires; for the property to be sold or mortgaged, and the net annual income to be paid to his wife monthly. Further, the second will provided that, following Susan's death, that Richard Gage would receive the entire estate.

She was successful, as the Corning (NY) Journal reported March 29, 1877: Miss Wealthy M Green recovered $8000 from John T Briggs, seedsman of Rochester, for breach of promise. Unfortunately for Wealthy, Briggs requested a retrial, and in November 1877 (The Syracuse Standard) the award was refused. In that article, Wealthy is stated to be "of Rochester, formerly of this city [Syracuse]." Apparently the suit found interest throughout New York as various phases of the trial were reported in Niagara, Syracuse, Batavia, Oswego, Livonia, Nunda, Albany and Corning. The Syracuse Evening Telegram, Sept 23, 1899, just a month before Wealthy's death, reports that she and Mrs Lovecraft (certainly Wealthy's aunt Althea Veazie Lovecraft), both of Rochester, were guests in Syracuse (of Mr and Mrs William A Beach).

An 1864 affidavit4582 by James' mother Mindwell Veazie, mentions Mindwell's son "James H Veazie of New Orlean La."

A family history3031 (Rochester Daily Union & Advertiser, Feb 24, 1882) published in celebration of her 97th birthday, is related in an interview of Mindwell (Brown) Veazie. That article mentions the seven children of John and Mindwell Veazie. Among them: James H, born in 1814, died 1881. Further from that article: "The last named breathed his last in Natchez, Mississippi, where he had obtained considerable distinction and had been given the office of Judge at the hands of the people." That information coincides with information appearing in his obituary3076.

When and where James obtained his law degree hasn't, at this time, been determined, but, in 1850, he is listed in the census for Adams Co., Miss., as a lawyer.

The Mississippi Free Trader (Natchez, MS), Sep 20, 1844, reported that James H Veazie was appointed secretary, and appointed to a Central Executive Committe for the Democratic Association in the Parish of Concordia. The Daily Picayune (New Orleans, LA), Jan 11, 1853, reported the appointment by the President [Millard Fillmore] of James H Veazie as Collector of the Customs at Natchez, Miss., to replace Charles R Railey (or Bailey) who had resigned.  The same newspaper, Mar 12, 1859, reported that the death of Sheriff Vernon, as a result of an explosion aboard the steamship Natchez, who had been sheriff of Concordia parish [across the Mississippi from Natchez, MS], caused two pro tem appointments, one of which was Judge J H Veazie to be Clerk of the Court.

An article, Dec 3, 1867, in the Times-Picayune (New Orleans, LA), mentions James H Veazie, Esq., as the Assessor of Internal Revenue for the Second District of "this state," regarding the inforcement of a tax on cotton, cotton seed and ginned cotton, without consideration of the reduced weight of the cotton when ginned.

Mary Jane (Smith) Veazie died3090 Nov 21, 1880, in Natchez, MS, of pneumonia.

In addition, the wedding announcement3083 for Mary Jane Veazie mentioned "her brother, Mr. Jacob Brown Veazie.." The 1870 census3036 lists "John B Veazie," age 13, in the household of Mary J Veazie, age 51, along with Mary J Veazie, age 23. The 1880 census3034 for Natchez, MS, lists Jacob B Veazie, son of Jas. H. Veazie, age 23.

From that information is nearly certain that this child's name was Jacob Brown Veazie and not John Jacob Veazie. Jacob's birthdate may then be either Jan 11 or Jan 14.

In 1900, "Elithea LeGraff," born Aug 7, 1818, mother-in-law, is living in the household of Robert and Florence (Lovecraft) Salmon. "LeGraff" is likely the name the enumerator interpreted from the spoken name "Lovecraft."

Althea E Lovecraft died5264 of "senile debility" at the age of 86y 11m 13d. She was buried5264 in Mt Hope Cemetery, Rochester, NY, Aug 10, 1905, in section "All 65 R."

Aaron Lovecraft's family is mentioned3051 in an article "The Lovecraft Family in America" by R Alain Everts (accesed 2013, www.hplovecraft.com/study/articles/family-us.aspx ). Of possible interest to science fiction/fantasy buffs, Aaron Lovecraft was a great-uncle of Howard Phillips Lovecraft, the prolific writer of "weird fiction."

Everts3051 has Aaron's birthdate as 1817, and mentions his marriage to Althea Elizabeth Veazie, daughter of John and Mindwell (Brown) Veazie, in 1842. Everts lists the children of Aaron and Althea as Georgianna Francis (md Andrew B Myers), Frederick Aaron, and "several other children [who] died young."

Hillman800 references Mt Hope Cem. Records for another possible child, Mary M Lovecraft, born Nov 12, 1841; died Jul 15, 1846; but notes that her parents were not indicated, though the date fits well with other children. As Althea and Aaron were married in 1842, a child born in 1841 is unlikely, but is mentioned here for completeness.

Aaron's obituary5239 mentions that he was a member of the "well-known" firm of Lovecraft and Goodrich, dealers in clothing, and his lengthy membership in the Order of Odd Fellows; members of the Odd Fellows attended his funeral "in large numbers."
Child 831. 
Mary may be the daughter of Aaron and Althea (Veazie) Lovecraft. I.e., a "Mary M Lovecraft" is buried1822 in Mt Hope Cem., Rochester, NY. Other than her headstone appearing in the same section (section R), there is no indication of her relationship (if any) to the other Lovecrafts buried there. In 1900, Althea Lovecraft (enumerated as "Elithea LeGraff") was listed1832 as the mother of 5, 1 living. As 4 other children of Aaron and Althea have been confidently identified, Mary is a possible candidate for their 5th child. N.B., her birthdate is prior to the assumed marriage date of Aaron and Althea.
Child 832. 
In 1855, Georgia was enumerated2808 as Georgeanna. Everts3051 has "Their firstborn, Georgianna Francis(sic) Lovecraft was born in 1843, and at age 19, she married Andrew B. Myers. She gave birth to one child, George Francis Myers, and died shortly thereafter from complications."
Child 834. 
Everts3051 has "Several other children died young, but the firstborn son, Frederick Aaron Lovecraft was born in 1850. He died quite tragically after a fairly tragic life, a suicide in 1893." He was buried5264 in Mt Hope Cem., Rochester, NY, Oct 28, 1893. That burial record lists the cause of death as suicide, and his residence as "(N.Y. City) Vick PK."

Several newspaper articles, starting in January, 1894 (Rochester Democrat and Chronicle, Tue, Jan 23, 1894; www.fultonhistory.com,) related the contest over the will of Frederick A Lovecraft, brought by Mrs Althea Lovecraft, the mother of the testator, and Frederick Myers of Pittsburg, a nephew of the deceased. At the time Lovecraft wrote his will, he was "in delicate health, and of highly nervous testament." The will was written at a meeting of the Coney Island Jockey Club, named Henry S Kearney, Lovecraft's "bosom friend," as executor, to whom the entire estate was left. It was contested that Frederick was not of sound mind, and was under the "influence" of Kearney. Several witnesses (New York NY Press, Mar 30, 1894; www.fultonhistory.com,) testified to the apparent mental soundness of Lovecraft. It was also noted by one of the witnesses that, at the time of Lovecraft's death, Lovecraft owed him between $30,000 and $40,000. Named interested parties in the suit: Florence L Salmons, Althea Lovecraft, Martha A Chase, Luther A Chase, Francis Myers, Grace Meyers, Robert H Salomons(sic), and Colonel Henry S Kearney.

Nonetheless, on Apr 5, 1894, the Surrogate's Court of New York city determined4047 that the will had been properly executed and Kearney was named as executor. The probate record mentions "heirs at law and next of kin" as: Althea Lovecraft, Florence Salmons, and Martha Chase.

Huldah's obituary1840 states she died 1883 at the age of 78 years. In 1870, she is listed1881 in Aug as 65 years old, or born ~1805.

The obituaries1840 for Mrs Job Barnard mention surviving daughters Mrs G W G Kinney, Mrs F M Orton, and Miss Nellie Barnard, of Rome; Mrs Mary Thorne and Mrs Hattie Lewis, of Colorado. Also mentioned were three brothers and a sister - Thomas Veazie of Dresden, NY, John Veazie of Blossburg, Pa., Charles Veazie of Brockport, NY, and Mrs Cyrus Hayden of Havana, NY. "The late Henry Veazie, of Rome, was also her brother."

Job (AKA Jobe) Barnard was a relatively successful farmer1882 1883 in Oneida Co., New York. Job's headstone reads "Died Feb 11, 1870 Aged 66 yrs 2mos" from which his birthdate is estimated.

Shortly after his death, Huldah Barnard and G W G Kinney, Administrators, published5427 a notice for the sale of 131 acres of land, near Fish Creek. For particulars, interested parties were to apply at the "residence of the late Job Barnard, Lee, or at the office of Lewis, Soarles(?) & Kinney, Rome."

Mary's mother's obituary1840 mentions a surviving daughter Mrs. Mary Thorne. Hillman800 references Mary's obituary in the Roman (NY) Citizen, 28 Oct 1885, for her death date and location. Hillman states that obit mentions she left two sons.

Alpheus' headstone has deathdate Aug 22, 1873. His obituary2778 states he died "Friday, last, .." which would indicate Aug 29, 1873. However, that obituary was printed Monday, Sept 1, and was from information received from another newspaper. It may be that the original information was received on or prior to Aug 29, and Aug 22 would, therefore, be the "previous" Friday.

Alpheus' obituary2778 mentions that Alpheus was born in Williamstown, Mass. When he was 3 or 4 yrs of age, his parents moved to Rome, NY. In 1824, at the age of 15, he went to Rochester to learn the carriage making trade and was an apprentice there for 7 years. He returned to Rome in 1834 and married Sarah. In 1840, he moved to Dresden (NY) and engaged in carriage manufacturing. He later moved to Mount Morris and worked in carriage making until 1862, when he moved to Brockport. (in an 1865 affidavit4515, his sister Mary J Hayden mentions her brother Alpheus as living in Brockport) "There he worked alone and with his brother Charles in carriage making until 1870, when he retired on account of ill health. He died of inflammatory rheumatism. That obituary mentions survivors his wife and his children: Mrs Erastus Aldridge, Brockport; H H Veazie, Grand Rapids; C D Veazie, Titusville, PA; A Veazie, Jr, Milwaukee; and Clark H Veazie, Chicago, Illinois.

Sarah's maiden name comes from an obituary1843 which mentions her surviving brothers John and Charles G Hinckley. Another obituary4826 mentions that she died of heart trouble. The latter obituary mentions surviving sons: Clark B and Charles B of Brockport; Alpheus of Minneapolis, and Harry of Washington. Also, a surviving daughter, Mrs E Aldridge of Brockport.
Child 844. 
The 1873 obituary2778 of Alpheus Veazie (senior) mentions "A. Veazie, Jr., Milwaukee" among surviving children. He may be the Alpheus Veazie, trav. (traveling?) agent1735, in St Paul, MN, 1875.

In 1899, the remains of "Albert" Veazie were found4327 on October 29, in a dry streambed near Holstein, Iowa, by a man (John McLaughlin) who had been hunting. He testified that the remains had not been there six weeks prior, when he had been hunting the same ground. McLaughlin further stated that four days before the remains were found, he saw a team with some men drive on a run to the spot where the body was found, and, after a few minutes, drove away on a run. Other evidence indicated that "the said Albert Veazie" was in Chicago on August 5 and pawned a ring there. Word was received from "Mrs C H Veazie, Brockport, NY, a sister-in-law," to hold the body until her husband came. The referenced article did not mention whether the remains were identified as Alpheus Veazie, C H Veazie's brother.
Child 845. 
A grave record2796 for Evergreen Cem, Dresden, NY, has "Thos. G. Veazie Son of Alphus Veazie [died] 8/24/1849 [age] 1 yr 3 mo. The father's name, the location, and the birth date among the birth dates for Alpheus Veazie's children indicate Thomas was likely Alpheus' son.

Charles was a carriage maker.

Given the year of his death1822 and his residence1840 in Brockport, NY, in 1883, it seems likely he is the Charles Veazie listed in the New York death index5272 who died Feb 7, 1886, in Brockport.

Charles is mentioned4515 in the 1865 affidavit of his sister Mary J (Veazie) Hayden only as "My brothers Alpheus and Charles live in Brockport in [New York]."

The headstone inscription1822 for Laura Veazie says she was the wife of Charles E. She died at the age of 33y 5m 14d. Her birthdate is estimated from the date of her death and that age.

In the 1840 census4473 for Parma, NY, is listed 1 male < 5 years of age in the household of Charles Veazie.

In 1887, Mrs Harriet Veazie ran a boarding house1735 at 32 Clinton Place in Rochester, NY. Arthur H Veazie is listed as boarding at the same address. It is assumed they are mother and son. If so, by 1900, Harriet had removed to Brockport and resided1889 at 54 King St. there.

About November of 1919, the will of Harriet E Veazie was admitted4800 to probate; Frank C Rich, of Wolcott (NY), was executor; Henry E MacArthur, of Brockport, "for exr."  Hillman800 states that her estate record names a nephew Frank C Rich of Wolcott, NY, in November 1919; Hillman also surmises that Frank Rich was the son of George and Celia Rich. The Garland Cemetery (Monroe Co., NY) index (Libraryweb.org) has Cecelia Crippen as the wife of George Rich. Harriet, therefore, may be the sibling of George Rich or Celia Crippen.
Child 850. 
Arthur appears in the 1860 census2826 in the family of Charles and Harriet Veazie. He is listed as age 9/12 in that July enumeration.

The city directories1735 for Rochester, NY, list Arthur as various addresses, but he is listed consistently as a carriage trimmer. In the 1887 directory for Rochester, he was a trimmer, working "rear 264 E Main," boarding at 32 Clinton Place, also listed as a boarding house run by Mrs Harriet Veazie.

In 1891, "Veazie Arthur H Mrs" is listed1735 in the Rochester city directory, boarding at 21 N Union. Arthur doesn't appear in that issue of the directory.

In 1914, the will of Emma L Perrin Veazie Brown, who died in Buffalo (NY) on Aug 17, 1913, was admitted4802 to probate, leaving an estate of $6000. The will was contested by Arthur H Veazie, whether the decedent was married to Charles F Brown after its execution. Hillman800, citing  a deposition by Arthur in the estate records for Emma Veazie in Monroe County Surrogate Court files, and the article cited above provide an interesting story. Arthur had befriended Emma Perrin in Rochester in 1884. In 1886, he moved to Minnesota, and Emma followed him there. (Arthur H Veazie appears1735 in the City Directory for Minneapolis, MN, in 1888, 1890 and 1894, a trimmer salesman for M Roeller & Co. Arthur H Veazie, "carriage trimmer," appears in the Richmond, VA, City Directory, in 1897 and 1898) In 1889, they returned to Rochester, and decided to marry. However, the minister was on vacation so they decided to live together as if married; Emma took his name. In 1893, Emma left him and lived with Charles F Brown in Wilkinsburg, PA, for some 12 years. No record of marriage for Emma and Charles was established. She used the name Emma L Veazie in business matters and spoke of Charles as her friend. In the petition for probate, Brown claimed he was her husband. The county surrogate found that the woman never married either man. Brown received the bulk of the estate. By Dec, 1913, Arthur was a patient in Grahams Hospital in Rochester.

Hillman800, citing the Feb 1916 will of Arthur's mother, Harriet Veazie, states that Arthur had been an invalid for many years at that time.

There is a headstone1822 for Arthur H Veazie in the Parma Corners Cem., Parma, NY. No death is inscribed. However, Mt Hope Cem records5421 has Arthur Veazie, age 64, interred Mar 15, 1926; died of "locomotor ataxia," Genesee Hosp, Columbia Ave; remarks: "Taken to Parma Corners, N.Y. 4/1/1926."

Hillman800 has Henry Veazie born early 1814; married 1) Jane M ---, 2) Frances M ---, and 3) Mary W ---; and died after 1880 when that Henry Veazie last appeared in census records. Hillman concludes that that Henry was the son of Thomas and Mary (Polly) Havens based on his birthplace and ages listed in census records, which does fit well with birth dates and places for the other children of Thomas Veazie. However, that Henry Veazie was the son of Thomas' brother Benjamin Veazie, and Benjamin's wife, Polly (nee Darling.)

Thomas Veazie did, in fact, have a son Henry (H?) Veazie, as described in this profile. Hillman does not have this Henry Veazie, his wife or children.

An 1865 affidavit4515 by Mary J (Veazie) Hayden (Henry's sister), provides confirmation that Henry Veazie, whose wife was "Lydia A.," was the son of Thomas Veazie. In that 1865 affidavit, Mary J Hayden, identifying herself as the daughter of Thomas Veazie "formerly of Geneva [New York]," listed her siblings ( among them Henry), stating "all are now dead …" Mary Hayden stated further, regarding her brother Henry: "Henry died leaving a widow surviving him Lydia A. now of Rome NY and three children viz Helen Jane, Charles Henry and Louise Adelaide, all living of age except Louise Adelaide are all unmarried."

H H Veazie, age 35, merchant tailor, appears1901 in 1850 in Rome, NY. In that household are listed Lydia (ae 32), Helen Jane (ae 12), Charles H (ae 6) and Louise (ae 1) Veazie, along with 2 other individuals, Hetta Bake (ae 15) and George Budd (ae 15). George Budd is listed as a tailor, possibly Henry's employee. Several advertisements appear in the Rome (NY) Roman Citizen for Henry Veazie, tailor.

The image of the headstone840 in Rome, NY, for Henry Veazie (shared with his wife Lydia A Hayden) lists his death as Dec 19, 1852, at the age of 37y 3m 2d. His birthdate is calculated from that information.

Lydia Ann (Hayden) Veazie is identified as the daughter of Orange Hayden in Lydia's obituary4406. That obituary mentions surviving sister Mrs Mary White of Western, NY. The obituary4920 of Mrs Mary E White, Western, NY, states Mary was the daughter of Orange and Polly Hayden. Obituaries4517 4917 for Mrs Polly Hayden state she was the wife of Orange Hayden. Though circumstantial, it appears that Lydia's mother was the Polly Hayden mentioned in those obituaries.
Child 851. 
Helen's middle name is provided in an 1865 affidavit4515 by Mary (Veazie) Hayden, Helen's aunt. That document mentions Mary's brother Henry, wife Lydia, and the full names for their three children. In 1860, Helen Veazie, age 22, resided in the household of her uncle Thomas Veazie and his wife Julia. No further information.

Thomas' obituary1849 states Thomas and Mary were married 1860 in Corning. The year is doubtful as his first wife, Julia, didn't die until 1863.

In June, 1863, Thomas, age 43 (?), landlord, registered for the draft927 while resident in Dix, NY. Thomas was primarily a hotel entrepreneur. He worked at, owned and operated hotels in Yates County, NY; Seneca, Prattsburg, and Elmira, NY; and Wellsboro, Pennsylvania.

Thomas's sister, Mary J Hayden, mentions in an 1865 affidavit4515 that Thomas was (at that time) living in Jefferson [New York.] The obituary5463 for Thomas' wife, Julia, mentions her as the "wife of Thomas Veazie, of the Jefferson House." It's not clear whether Thomas owned or operated the hotel.

For the interested, the fultonhistory.com site will provide many newspaper articles regarding his movements and activities throughout the area of Tioga Co., PA, and Steuben, Chemung and Yates counties in New York.

Julia's obituary5463, published July 4, 1863, states she died in "Watkins, Schuyler Co., N. Y., on Thursday, the 18th ult." The Yates Co. Cemetery project1837 has Jun 19, 1863, perhaps her burial date.

Clues to Julia's parents, as yet unknown: in 1900, Anna Yates, born Mar 1822, single, with a relationship to head of household "Aunt," resided380 in Elmira, NY, with the family of Anna (Veazie) Burt, Julia's younger daughter. Anna Burt. Anna, son George J Burt, and Anna Yates  That Burt family resided in the same dwelling owned by Sarah H (Veazie) Havens, Julia's older daughter. In the censuses of 1855, 1860 and 1880, Ann/Angeline Yates resided with her "sister" (as enumerated) Jane Yates. In the later censuses, it appears Jane and Ann boarded single women in their home.

The 1885 obituary4575 of Miss Jane Yates states that she and her sister, Miss Angeline Yates, resided together, and "have been active in every good work," perhaps referring to the boarding of those single women.

The 1909 obituary4576 of Angeline R Yates states she died at the residence of her niece, Mrs A H Burt (Anna Veazie Burt). Survivors are listed as three nieces Mrs Sarah Havens of Elimira, Mrs A H Burt of Ithaca, and Cornelia Whitbeck of Pittsford, Michigan; one nephew, Volkert Whitbeck of Pittsford, Michgan. Sarah Havens and A H Burt are Sarah and Anna Veazie, daughters of Thomas and Julia Veazie.
Cornelia Elizabeth and Volkert Jacob Whitbeck were children 4577 of Jacob Whitbeck and Gertrude Yates. They died in Pittsford, Michigan, in 1915 and 1914 respectively. That information indicates that Julia had, in addition to Ann/Angeline and Jane Yates, a sister Gertrude.

Pending further information, Gertude, Julia, Ann and Jane Yates are shown herein as sisters, and daughters of (unknown male) and (unknown female) Yates.

His obituary4574 says he, the only son of Thomas and Julia Veazie, died of diphtheria at the age of 5 years. His remains were taken to Dresden for interment.

Thomas' obituary1849 mentions his marriage in 1860 to Mary Huke, dau of "Jabez Haven" of Corning. In 1850, Mary was living with her parents in Ulster, PA. In 1860, she resided with her parents in Corning, NY.

By 1865, she had been married and widowed as "Mary J Huke," "daughter," married once, now widowed, resided in the household of Jabez and Fanny Havens in Corning. Though her first husband hasn't been confirmed, he may have been George D Huke who is buried in Hope Cemetery, South Corning, NY. He may be the George D Huke of Geneva, NY, who enlisted in the Union Army, Sep 14, 1862, listed as married, and died of typhoid in Portsmouth, VA, Nov 5, 1863.

A headstone840 for Mary Havens Veazie in Spring Forest Cemetery, Binghamton, NY, has her birthyear (1842) but the death date is not carved. Whether she is, in fact, buried there hasn't been determined.

As with her husband Thomas, newspapers in Tioga county, PA, and Upper Tier region of New York are filled with advertisements and articles regarding Mrs Veazie and her cancer treatments and cures. While married to Thomas Veazie, Mary became a "specialist" in the healing of cancer, skin and blood problems. She continued her vocation nearly until the time of her death. After Thomas died, she moved to Binghamton, NY, and established a sanitarium there.

Her 1926 obituary1850 mentions surviving brother Harvey J Havens, and sister Mrs C J Moore. Other documents and census records confirm Mary's siblings as James Harvey Havens

The obituary1849 of Thomas Veazie of Elmira mentions survivors including a sister Mrs Cyrus Hayden of Havana, NY. The Havana (NY) Journal (fultonhistory.com), May 21, 1887, mentions that Mrs Thomas Veazie and Mrs Sarah Havens, of Elmira, visited Mrs Hayden on Owego St.  Those ladies would have been Mary's sister-in-law Mary Havens Veazie, Thomas' wife, and Sarah Veazie Havens, Thomas' oldest daughter.

Mary's obituary1859, published Tuesday, May 4, 1915, states she died "last Saturday" at the home of her son George E Hayden in Montour Falls (NY). Hillman800 has May 2, citing a death notice in the Utica Sentinel, May 2.

In 1843, Cyrus Hayden was appointed a delegate to the (Republican) County Convention (Rome NY Sentinel, Oct 17, 1843; fultonhistory.com.) In 1844, Cyrus Hayden was elected( Rome NY Sentinel, Tue, Oct 22, 1844; fultonhistory.com) secretary of the Democratic Association. The Utica (NY) Daily Gazette (Sat, Nov 6, 1847; fultonhistory.com) reported that, among others, Cyrus Hayden was elected director/trustee of a new bank in Rome, NY. From seveal sources: Cyrus was a banker and insurance agent, head of the firm Hayden & Son, working with his son Charles.

In 18501838 a James E Condit and (apparent) wife Sarah, both of appropriate ages and correct location, may be J Demott and Sarah (Veazie) Condit. In 18551894, a James D and Sarah Condit are located in Torrey, NY. They may also be J Demott and Sarah (Veazie) Condit.

In 18701895 and 18801897 J D Condit is a hotel keeper in Sparta. Daughter Clara is listed in both censuses. Also listed in 1870 is Sophia A Condit, b ~1860. The 1850 census1838 lists John and Sarah Veazie in the household of Thomas Veazie. The obituary3143 for Henry Page mentions a surviving sister, Mrs John Veazie of Havana, NY. That obituary mentions Henry's parents (and therefore Mrs John Veazie's parents) as Cyrus and Nancy Hillborn Page of Connecticut. The 1880 census3144 for Havana, NY, lists Sarah Veazie, wife of John Veazie, parents both born in Connecticut. The marriage date is a guess based on the appearance of John and Sarah in the 1850 census, and the birth of their son Henry about 1853. The 1855 census3145 lists both John and Sarah as resident in Yates Co., NY, for 20 and 28 years respectively. It is therefore likely they married in that county.

John's obituary3142 mentions his birthplace and date, his surviving brother Thomas of Elmira (previous owner of the Veazie House in Geneva), a surviving (no name given) widow, a son (no name), and a sister, Mrs Hayden, all of Havana. John is listed1838 3145 as a wagonmaker in 1850 and 1855. In 1860, he was1838 a bar tender. In 18702824 and 18803144, he was an hotel clerk. John died3142 of paralysis at his home in Havana, NY.

in 1865, Nancy Page, "moth-in-law," resided4353 in the household of John, Sarah and Henry Veazie, in Havana, NY.

The 1889 obituary3143 of Sarah's brother Henry Page states that, with his death, the only surviving child of Cyrus and Nancy Hilborn Page was Mrs John Veazie, of Havana, NY. That obituary further states that Henry was born at Litchfield, Conn., one of ten children. Early in 1818, the family moved from Connecticut to Western New York, a four day journey by wagon over rough roads, finally setting at Dresden, NY, on Seneca Lake.

Margaret's middle name is assumed from the birth record2522 for son George Provost Douglas which has his mother's name: Mary Louisa Veazie.

In an affidavit4511 deposed by Margaret's brother Provost, Provost states that his sister Margaret L was the wife of George Douglass "of the City of Albany [NY]" Complementing that information, "Margaret L Douglas" is listed4509 among the heirs of Joseph Veazie, in a group with her brothers.

In 1855, "Mrs M L Douglas" appears2869 as the wife of George Douglas, with son George P and daughter "L." Douglas. Residing as a separate family in that household were "Mrs A Veazie," Margaret's mother, and several of Margaret's brothers.

Margaret L Douglas died2651 June 9, 1893, of bronchitis, at the age of 74y 7m 21d. She was interred in the "Veazie & Douglas" lot (lot 42, sec 3) in Menands, NY. Her birth date is calculated from that information.

In 1870, Margaret L Douglas resided4830 in the household of her brother Provost Veazie. Also listed in the household are George P., age 24, and Louisa, age 22, Douglas.

George Douglas was a dentist in Albany, NY. The morality schedule for the 1860 census1855 records his death of consumption, in Feb 1860.

George's wife and three children are all buried in Menands, NY, lot 42, sec 3, as are many of wife Margaret's family. He doesn't appear among those burial records.

Henry's brother, Provost Veazie, mentions in an affidavit4511 that his brother married "Harriet Harnard." A marriage record1570 for Henry "Veasie" lists his parents as Henry "Veasie" and Harriet C "Harned." Hillman800 provides the date and place of their marriage, referencing a marriage notice in the Lansingburgh (NY) Democrat, Dec 5, 1850, p 2, col 6.

In 1850, Henry resided1856 in the household of his brother Provost, with his mother and brothers. In the 1864 affidavit4511 by Provost Veazie, he says of his brother Henry: "late of the City of Albany, deceased." Provost also mentioned that brother Henry married "Harriet Harnard" and they had a son "Henry." In the 1866 affidavit4700 of Henry's widow, Henriette C Keatings, she stated that she was the wife of Henry Veazie, that he died on or about Nov 21, 1857, and they had one child, Henry A Veazie, age 15 (in 1866).

Various newspaper articles4829 800 describe the unfortunate death of Henry Veazie. On Nov 16,1857, Henry jumped from the moving car of a train, slipped, and landed on his back. His left leg landed across a rail and was partially severed by passing railcars. During the next few days, doctors worked on the leg, eventually attempting an amputation as the leg had "mortified." However, in the evening of Nov 21, Henry died from the trauma.

In 1850, Harriet resided1856 with her mother and siblings in Albany.

In an 1866 affidavit4700 in support of the probate of the estate of Joseph Veazie, Harriette C Keatings deposed that she was the wife of Henry Veazie deceased; that she was now the wife of Edward Keatinge; that she and Henry Veazie had one child, Henry A Veazie; and that child was then (1866) fifteen years of age, living with her.

Edward Keatinge apparently died prior to 1870 as Harriette Keatinge appears in the census for Richland, South Carolina with daughters Harriet, Mary and Alice that year, and Edward doesn't otherwise seem to be found. Harriette C Keatinge, M.D., died4703 Nov 11, 1909, at her residence, 102 West 75th St., after a brief illness. Her funeral was held at St Stephen's P. E. Church on Nov 13. Members of the Homeopathic Medical Society of the County of New York were asked to attend, as Harriette had been a member, apparently having joined the Society in 1879.

The North Adams (MA) Transcript, June 30, 1948, carried a Ripley's Believe It or Not article featuring "Pioneer Woman Physician," Dr Harriette Keatinge - granddaughter of a woman physician, great-granddaughter of a woman physician, cousin of three woman physicians, and mother of a woman physician. Three of her uncles and a cousin were also physicians.

Newspapers of the time mentioned Dr Harriette C Keatinge several times. Before women received the vote, she was outspoken about conditions for women and children in the areas of housing, medical care, and legal status.

Hillman800 supposed this Henry Veazie to be the son of Thomas and Mary "Polly" (Havens) Veazie, based on Henry's age given in various records, and his birthplace listed as Massachusetts in some records. However, the probate records4509 for Joseph Veazie of Rhode Island, contain several affidavits which provide information not found elsewhere, identifying this Henry Veazie as the son of Thomas' brother Benjamin, and Benjamin's wife, Polly.

One of those affidavits4508, most important to this profile, was deposed in 1865 by Polly Veazie of Parma, NY, "widow of Benj. Veazie." She provides the birth date for her son Henry Veazie. Of their three children, excepting Martha "who died prior to 1860 without issue," states they survived her husband Benjamin.

Another affidavit4504, deposed in 1866 by John V Efner of Parma, the son of Mary (Veazie) Efner, also states that his mother's brother Benjamin left a widow, also of Parma, with one surviving child, Henry Veazie. Henry's sister, Caroline (Veazie) Smith, mentioned as alive in 1865 by Polly Veazie, died several months before Efner's deposition. Various cemetery inscriptions1822 in Parma Corners Cem., Parma, NY, coincide with other information to provide information for Henry Veazie, son of Benjamin and Polly (Darling) Veazie.

Henry's occupations were: 1850 - carpenter; 1855, 1860, 1865, 1870, 1875,1880 -pump maker. Henry's birthplace is listed in 2 census records as New York. In the majority of records that list his birthplace, it's listed as Massachusetts. The information an 1888 census1900 of inmates in almhouses and poorhouses, Erie Co., NY, for a Henry Veazie, fits exactly this son of Benjamin Veazie. Sadly, his reason for dependence is listed as "destitution."

In a 1865 affidavit4515 deposed by Mary J (Veazie) Hayden, daughter of Thomas Veazie, Mary states her brother Henry died leaving a widow "Lydia A." of Rome, NY, and three children, giving their full names. That Henry H Veazie, son of Thomas Veazie is profiled elsewhere.

After the death of Henry's wife Jane M in 1859, Frances appears in the 1860 census as Henry's wife, with Henry's sons Lorenzo and George in the household. Frances' middle initial is listed in the 1870 census.

Samuel's birthyear and Louisa's birthyear (both calculated from their age at death), the census and birth/baptism records referenced are consistent with that assumption.

An 1865 affidavit4513 by Samuel Veazie provides the information that Mary Veazie, Samuel's mother, married first John Murphy, and that he was their only child. Shortly following Samuel's birth, John Murphy died. His mother married second Harvey Efner. After his mother remarried, Samuel was adopted by "her brother, my uncle Samuel Veazie." Some genealogies have Samuel Veazie as the son of that Samuel Veazie and Rebecca Harrington. Without Samuel's affidavit, that assumption is logical, as several census records list this Samuel's birthplace as Massachusetts. In other census records, and in his death record, this Samuel's birthplace is listed as New York.

Per Samuel's death record2021, he died of "Old Age" at the age of 76 years, 8 months. That implies a birthdate of 24 October 1807. That record also lists his birthplace as Schoharie Co., NY. Efner's affidavit4504 provides a logical reason why this Samuel Veazie, though born in New York, resided in Massachusetts from (at latest) 1850511 through his death in 1884.

Hillman800 has birthdate as 15 Jul 1808, the birthyear apparently coming from Samuel's tombstone (1808). Perhaps the "15 Jul" is an error on Ralph's part, or an interpretation of other unreferenced data (e.g., Shumway Genealogy2032 has Samuel born Jul 15 1808 - without reference). As a footnote in Hillman's genealogy regarding this matter, he states Samuel's birthdate should be 24 Oct 1807.

Samuel worked all his life as a carpenter, as listed in the referenced censuses and in his death record.

In 1860, Elizabeth Shumway (Louisa's mother), age 82, born Connecticut, is listed497 in Samuel and Louisa's household. "Mrs. Shumway," age 87, a widow, born Massachusetts, is living 2034 with Samuel and Louisa in 1865.

Shumway Genealogy2032 lists first two children who died in infancy.

Louisa Veazie died2022 at the age of 84 yrs 6mos 16 da of "Billious Fever." Her birth date calculated from her age at death matches her birth record2026. Louisa was baptised2023 in the First Bapt Church, North Adams, in 1843.

In 1850, Charles, a clerk, and his father resided2870 in the household of James W Andrews in Troy. In 1860, Charles, a clerk, his wife Anna, child Mary, Charles' father Charles, and (likely) Anna's mother Nancy Pearce(sic) resided2867 in Troy. In 1870, Charles, Anna and daughter Mary, resided2868 in the household of Charles' father. Charles is listed as a real estate agent. In 1875, Charles H Veazie is listed4691 as retired. Residing with him were wife Anna and daughter Mary.

The Troy, NY, city directory1735 for 1887 lists a Charles H Veazie at "22 Seventh."

Anna A Veazie, "daughter in law," and "my friend Otis G Clark" were named executrix/executor in the will of Charles Veazie (NY Wills and Probate, 1659-1999; www.ancestry.com,) the father of Charles H Veazie. That will, dated Apr 17, 1866, mentioned "son Charles H Veazie and Anna H? his wife," and bequeathed to "son Charles H Veazie my gold watch and chain." Anna A Veazie and Otis G Clark were appointed executors Jul 9, 1872.

Anna's mother is likely Nancy Pierce, b ~1795, Connecticut, with whom she was living in 1850. In 1860, Nancy Pierce, b ~1790, New York, was living in household of Charles and Anna. In 1900, Anna is surely the "Carry H" Veazie, born Feb 1833, widow, with daughter Mary A Veazie, residing4693 at 1832 Seventh St., in Troy, NY. In 1905, "Ermina" Veazie and daughter Mary Bradt resided4695 at 1834 Seventh Ave in Troy, NY. In 1910, Anna A Veazie, with daughter Mary A Bradt, resided4692 at 1834 Seventh St., in Troy, NY.

Mrs Anna Pierce Veazie, widow of Charles H Veazie, died4897 Oct 6, 1918, in Troy, NY. She had been a lifelong resident of Troy, and was a member of the Second Presbyterian Church. That obituary mentions "A sister, Mary A Bradt, survives," which should read "A daughter, .."

The death certificate1774 for Marcia (Bates) Parry provides her birth date and place, death date and place, and her parents' names. The informant for her death certificate was Mrs William F Stoddard of Rockland, likely her daughter Alice who married William F Stoddard in 1887 in Hanover, MA, and with whom Marcia resided5200 in 1910 at 640 Hingham St, Rockland, MA.

In an 1867 affidavit4832 by Marcia's aunt Mary White, Mary stated that Mary's sister Abigail had a daughter Marcia Parry, wife of John T Parry, of Pembroke.

In the 1910 census5200 for Rockland, MA, Marcia Parry, who resided with her daughter Alice and Alice's husband William F Stoddard, is listed as the mother of 3, 1 living.

The marriage record4009 for John and Marcia (Bates) (which provides John's place of birth,) and the 1860 census5198, list John as a shoemaker. The 1855 census5197 also lists his birthplace as Lebanon, Maine. Several records list John's place of birth as New Hampshire, such as the 18655202, 18705201, and 18805199.censuses.

John's death record3271 (Rockland Deaths 1893), for which the informant is not indicated, lists his age at death at 81y 8m 8d; he died of apoplexy; his occupation: shoemaker; born New Hampshire to James and Betsey (Tuttle) Parry, both born New Hampshire. His birthdate calculated from that information indicates a birth year of 1812; his birth year, indicated from the ages he was listed in censuses from 1855 through 1880, appears to be 1808 or 1809. In 1850, Matthew was a clerk, perhaps working for his father who manufactured umbrellas. In 1860, he owned and/or ran an umbrella store and had a total worth of $54000. In 1870 and 1880, apparently following in his father's footsteps, or perhaps running his father's business, he was a manufacturer of parasols. In 1900, he had apparently retired as he was then a "Gentleman." In 1910, his occupation was "Trustee," perhaps again following in his father's footsteps as a trustee for The Committee of Relief of the Massachusetts Charitible Mechanic Association, chartered by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts. The charter states: "..the annual income of said Corporation shall only be employed for the purpose of relieving the distresses of unfortunate Mechanics and their families, to promote inventions and improvements in the Mechanic Arts, by granting premiums for said inventions and improvements ; and to assist young Mechanics with loans of money."
Per Mary's death certificate (967 1910/12 Deaths:433), she died, married, at the age of 78y 10m 29d of bronchitis (1 month, 9 days), complicated by a dilated heart. That certificate also lists her father, mother, and their places of birth. Her birthdate is calcuated from her age at death.

This Benjamin may be the Benjamin Gibson listed in the 1830 census for Painseville, Ohio, and the 1840 census for Perry, Ohio. In 1830, the household of Benjamin Gibson included 2 males, 20 & under 30; 1 female under 5; and 1 female 10 to 15 yrs. Hillman800 has birthdate Dec 22, 1822. William's headstone840 reads: "WILLIAM FORD / 1821 - 1902." In the 1900 census5216, William listed his birthdate as December, 1821. His birthdate is assumed from the combination of those data.

Taking a hint from the names and places of death (Wisconsin) for William's siblings Caleb, Benjamin and Elisha, it appears likely that this William is the William Ford who resided5213 in 1850 in Plymouth, WI. In that record, William is listed as age 28, an asheryman born in Ohio. Residing in the household are Lucretia, age 24, born Ohio, and Emma, age 1, born in Wisconsin. Additionally, the next 2 dwellings in order are the residences of Benjamin Ford, age 26, born Ohio, and Elisha Ford, age 21, born Ohio.

In 1881, a notice5221 by the U S Land Office, Larned, KS, dated Mar 9, 1881, listed two individuals, Alexander L De LaVergne and William Ford, who had filed notice of their intention to make final proof of continuous residence and cultivation of land to which they would make claim. William and Milton Ford were listed as witnesses to De LaVergne's claim. William Ford filed a claim for Homestead entry No. 3291 and 5728 for the "nw qr sec 10, twp 17, r 13 w." Witnesses for Ford's claim were R G Cummins, Samuel E Cummins, J K Humphrey and William Niblo, all of Great Bend postoffice, Barton County.

Lucretia (Mitchell) Ford's obituary5214 mentions surviving sister Mary N Vesey of (near) Cleveland, Ohio. That information provides the link to her parents which are identified from data for Mary (Mitchell) Vesey.

Edwin appears in some records as "Edward." E.g., Painseville Telegraph, Wed, Aug 18, 1847, "Married Painesville last Thursday, Edward Vesey, of Perry, and Miss Angeline Merriman, of Painesville."

Edwin's birthplace is provided4613 by his granddaughter Hattie (Trombly) Shaner. Hattie was the informant for Rosaline (Vesey) Trombly's death certificate, which lists Rosaline's parents and their birthplaces.

Edwin doesn't appear in censuses until 1850. The determination of Edwin's parents is an assumption made from his location in that year's census, his age, birthplace, and the birthplaces of his parents as listed in the 1880 census2184. I.e., he lived in Painseville, adjacent to Perry, OH, where Jonathan and Sophia raised their family. He was born ~1822; he was born in Ohio, his father was born Vermont, and his mother Connecticut. His birthdate fits well between the date of Jonathan and Sophia's marriage and their son Salmon's birthdate. Jonathan was born in Vermont and Sophia in Connecticut.

Edwin served800 in the 24th Michigan Infantry Regiment during the Civil War. That unit fought in Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville, Gettysburg, and other sites, and was selected as escort at the funeral of Abraham Lincoln.

George's death certificate2188 lists his occupation as mason. He was married at the time of his death. He died of Gravies disease and anemia, from which he had been suffering for several years.

His wife is likely the Sarah M (Allen) Vesey whose death certificate2188 states her (deceased) husband was George Vesey. Sarah died Dec 31, 1922, in Sturgis, MI, of pneumonia at the age of 81y 5m 7d. Shortly after Harriet's death, it was announced5382 that she had left $100,000 in her will for the establishment of a home for the elderly in Mishawaka, Indiana. That bequeathal was the result of a trust fund established by her husband Wallace Dodge, founder of the Dodge Manufacturing company, to establish an orphans' home, a public library or a home for old people, the choice to be made by his widow.

Wallace Dodge opened a manufacturing company in Mishawaka, Indiana, in the mid to late 1800s. That company grew to become the Dodge Manufacturing company. His company manufactured saw bucks, chopping bowls, curtain poles, etc. To solve a power transmission problem, Dodge and George P Hilton of Mishawaka invented and patented a wood split pully system, July 4, 1882, which he then began successfully distributing as a product. In 1899, Congress Representative Overstreet of Indiana introduced a bill to extend an additional seven years that patent "for the exclusive benefit" of Hilton and Hattie E Dodge, "widow of Wallace H Dodge." (Indianapolis IN News, Jan 31, 1899, p 1; newspapers.com)

His will, dated May 15, 1891 (Bremen IN Enguirer, Oct 12, 1894, p 1), included bequests to his widow which included his home, private effects, and an annuity of $5000; annuities to his mother, his sisters, and nieces; patents to the Dodge Manufacturing Company of Mishawaka; and $100,000 in trust to establish a home for children, a library or an old people's home, to be determined by his widow prior to her death.

In 1850, the family of James and Nancy Curtis resided2902 adjacent (enumerated consecutively) to George W Veasy, and a William Curtis, age 20, born Ohio, appears to be their child.

Emily married William Curtis in 1851. William died in 1863. Whether Emily and William had a son George is discussed below.

Following William's death, Emily appears2905 in 1860 as Emily Veazy, residing with her father, and her siblings Lucian(sic), Horace and Roxa.

Emily Curtiss(sic) and Robert Crooks were married2072 in 1861. There is some disagreement regarding the marriage date for Emily to Robert Crooks. History of St Joseph County5326 has April, 1860, but Emily was residing2905 with her father that year, enumerated June 12. Hillman800 has April, 1863, without specific reference. Hillman's 1863 year may have come from the 1900 census3181 in which Emily (enumerated as "Robert Crooks," mother-in-law, female, born Dec 1833, resided with her daughter Grace and Grace's husband Frank Finch. Emily's marital status is widowed, followed by "37" which is crossed out. That census year, the column following marital status was "years married." The crossed-out "37" may have indicated a marriage year of 1863, but then was crossed out by the enumerator as that column wasn't normally filled in for widows or widowers.

In 1900, though listed as "Robert Crooks, mother-in-law," Emily resided3181 with her daughter Grace, and Grace's husband Frank Finch. She is listed as the mother of 8, 4 currently living. Also in 1910, Emily T Crooks resided with Grace Finch, Grace's husband Frank J and their children Emily and Robert, in Mishawaka.

The informant for Emily's death certificate4633 was her daughter Grace, "Mrs F J Finch," of Mishawaka. The undertaker listed on that certificate was "Finch & Sprague," likely Grace's husband.

Mrs Emily (Vesey) Crooks died Mar 21, 1913, at 214 W 4th street, Mishawaka, Indiana. She was widowed (husband recorded as Robert H Crooks). The informant for her death certificiate was Mrs F J Finch, elsewhere identified as daughter Grace.

In 1870, a George Curtis resided2904 in the household of Robert Crooks, Emily, and their daughter Olive. George was age 18, engaged in farming, and was born in Indiana. With an estimated birth year of 1852, he could assumed to be Emily's son by her previous marriage. That same year, George Curtis, age 20, engaged in farming, born Indiana, resided2904 with William Curtis' parents, James and Nancy Curtis, and their son Horace. It's possible that those two persons were one and the same, as there are occurrences of one person being enumerated in separate households. Further, in 1850, a George Curtis resided2902 in the household of James and Nancy Curtis, with several other children, including (as mentioned above) William Curtis. The George Curtis in that record is listed as age 4 months, born in Indiana, and is assumed to be the son of James and Nancy. In 1860, George Curtis, age 10, resided2905 with James and Nancy Curtis, along with several other children. If Emily Vesey and William Curtis had a son born about 1852, a George Curtis of the appropriate age can't be found in that year in that vicinity.

It's not clear that this George Curtis is the son of William and Emily (Vesey) Curtis. George Curtis appears2904 in the household of Robert Crooks (Emily's second husband) in the 1870 census, along with Emily, and Olive Crooks. George is age 18, born in Indiana. The George Curtis, herein listed as the son of William and Emily (Vesey), is included only as a possibility. No further information.

A biographical sketch5326 of Robert H Crooks states he was born in Holmes county, Ohio, the son of James and Mary Crooks, both naties of Pennsylvania. He went with his parents to Noble co., Indiana, in 1841, where he lived for 7 years. They then moved to La Porte county and lived there until 1855, when they moved to St Joseph county.

Robert went to Illinois in 1857 and worked on a farm. He married Apr, 1860, Emily Vesey, dau of George Vesey of Penn township.

Consistent with the sketch mentioned above, other records indicate Robert resided with his parents and his brother James W Crooks in Kankakee, IN, in 18505327, and in Mishawaka, IN, in 18602903.

Following their marriage, Robert and Emily, and their 4 year old daughter, resided2904 in Penn Twp.

On the morning of Oct 30, 1898, Robert H Crooks hanged himself at his home. For some time he had been regarded as rather queer in his actions. He had seen his son-in-law, Frank Cook of Mishawaka, the evening before, and told Frank that he would probably never see him again. Mr Crooks had made similar remarks before and no particular notice was taken. His suicide was apparently due to ill health, "together with a diseased mind."

In the 1900 census3181, the birth date for Anna M Eutzler is listed as Dec 1835. Her death certificiate4633 has Mar 16, 1837. Her age listed in various census records indicate December, 1835, is more likely. The informant for that death certificate4633 was Enos Eutzler of Mishawaka, IN. She died of cerebral thrombosis.

In 1910, Annie M Eutzler, age 73 and widowed, resided4663 with her son Enos, and Enos' family.

The family5326 of George Eutzler came to St Joseph Co., IN, in 1831, and was brought up on a farm. In 1850, George, age 22, and a farmer, resided2902 with his parents and siblings. In 1860, he still resided2905 with his parents and his wife Anna, and his children Elizabeth, Enos, and Erastus. He continued to farm in Penn Township until his death.

Although the death certificate4633 for George Eutzler provides his birth date as Jun 2, 1830, other records indicate an earlier year is more likely. I.e., census records more consistently indicate 1829; in 19003181, enumerated June 8 and 9, George gave his age as 71, and birth date as June, 1828. Howard5372 has June, 1829. The birth date given herein is a combination of June 2 from the death certificate, and the year given by Howard.

At the time of his death4633, George was married and a farmer. The informant for that certficate was Enos Eutzler of Mishawaka, IN. George died of Brights(?). Indiana Deaths2063 has his death date as Dec 21, 1906. That appears to be a transcription error, as 1908 is the date given in the image of his death certificate4633, as well as his headstone840.

In the 1860 census2905, enumerated June 14, Erastus' is listed as age 3/12. His birth date is estimated from that record. Erastus doesn't appear2904 with the family in 1870, and is assumed to have died young. Hillman800 has Erastus died Aug 18, 1866, aged 6yr, 5mo, 1dy, buried with his parents in Hollingshead-Eutzler Cemetery, referencing "Saint Joseph County Cemetery Inscriptions," South Bend Genealogical Socity. Howard5372, published in 1907, mentions (p 934) that Erastus was deceased. Howard mentions Erastus as their "second child," which is an error, possibly intending second "son."

On May 15, 1937, Roxy Eberhart (of 4429 Vincent avenue south) returned from the hospital5316 on her ninety-first birthday. She had been confined for 3 months with a broken hip. Sadly, Roxy R Eberhart died5315 on May 18, 1937, at the age of 91, at the home of her daughter Mrs Sabra Cooke, 4429 Vincent avenue S. She had lived in Mishawaka (Indiana) before moving to Minneapolis 25 years before.

In 1850, Frederick resided2902 with his parents in Penn township, St Joseph county, IN.

The obituary4661 for Fred G Eberhart, "Sr, " states Mr and Mrs Eberhart had four children, two suriving him.

In a biographical sketch4661 (p 371) for Fredrick George Eberthart, Jr., the author states that his father Fredrick G Eberhart was the original pioneer of Penn Township. A biographical sketch, p 674, Memoirs of Indiana5314 for George Frederick Eberhart provides further information for the family.

Edwin appears in some records as "Edward."

At the time of his death, Edwin's residence5229 was 326 S Monroe St, Spokane, WA, and his marital status was "married." The Spokane (WA) Press, Jan 3, 1905 (www.newspapers.com), in an article about lightning strikes in Spokane, reported that "Mrs E A Vesey, at Monroe street and fourth avenue," while standing on the porch, was knocked down and rendered unconscious when lightning struck a tin pan in her hand.

As Edwin's children were born in Montana, it appears that he was living in or near Butte, Montana, in the 1880s. Edwin A Vesey, "of Butte," purchased land5359 in section 15 of township 20 from the Northern Pacific railyway about Nov 1875. In 1884, among "overland passenger" arrivals5356 in Carlin, CA, is mentioned "Mrs M A Vesey, Butte City, Mont." That is likely Edwin's mother, having visited Edwin.

In 1891, it was reported5361 that "Eeward" Vesey, "of the Combination gambling house" became the father of twins, a boy and a girl. In 1893, the inquest5362 for George Hunter, who had committed suicide at a boarding house, was reported on. Among the witnesses was E A Vesey, "manager of the Combination gambling house," who identified the body and Hunter's handwriting.

In 1898, a court case in the District Court at Missoula, MT, was reported5360 as the "case of Vesey vs Drinkwine." Niether the litigants or the subject of the session was mentioned.

An obituary5352 for Edwin A Vesey mentions his address as 326 S Monroe, Spokane, WA, and that a wife and two grown children survived him.

In 1900, Mary Vesey was listed2392 as the mother of 4, 3 living. As "Eaward" Vesey was the father of twins, a boy and a girl, born Nov 2, 1891, it is assumed that son Patrick, elsewhere identified as born Nov 2, 1891, in Butte, Montana, was a twin, and a daughter died in infancy.

In the references listed for locations for Lydia, all but one clearly list "L," "Lydia," or "Lydia C" for a female living in the household of Sylvester Treat. In the 1880 census2052 "Allie H Treat," age 49, is listed as Sylvester's wife. She and both her parents were born in Vermont. For that reason, Hillman800 concludes that Lydia either died or was divorced from Sylvester, and he had remarried. However, the Goshen Daily News2046, May 10, 1886, reports "Sylvester Treat, brother-in-law of our fellow townsman, J. B. Vesey, died at Spring Valley, Minn., on the 6th instant." As Lydia (now Mrs. Lydia C Howard) did not die unti2056 1909, it is obvious, given other information about Lydia, that, for whatever reason, the 1880 census enumerator misheard or otherwise mis-reported Lydia's name.
 
Her will, described in the Goshen Democrat4614 and Fort Wayne Journal Gazette2047, states her estate was valued between $35000 and $40000, provided for cash bequests of $2000 each to (the heirs of) Benjamin W Vesey, John B Vesey, Miss Emma Rice, Lydia C Love, William H Vesey, and William J Vesey, in trust for John H Vesey. After the distribution of the cash bequests, the remainder to be divided equally among "the three brothers of Mrs. Howard": Horace J, John B and Benjamin Vesey (to be divided among Benjamin's heirs, as he had deceased.) However, in October, 1909, it was reported that there was a codicil with the will and the beneficiaries of that codicil had not been notified2047. The will proper left 160 acres in Bloomfield township to Horace J, Benjamin W, and John B Vesey. The codicil modified that provision to specify that the land was to go to Horace J Vesey, and, at his death, to go to William H Day and Amanda, his wife. The codicil also named beneficiaries of $1000 each to Alice Paxton Cox, Lydia Treat Ingalls, and Sylvester Treat Vesey. Judge Dodge decided the codicil should be probated. The referenced articles are a wealth of information regarding relationships and names of the Veseys in that part of Indiana at the time.

Lydia is buried with her brother Horace and Horace' wife Helen. On a VESEY monument below Horace' and Helen's names: "LYDIA TREAT HOWARD 1826 - 1909."

Whether the following articles refers to this Sylvester Treat is unclear - "Announcements", Goshen (IN) Democrat, Apr 1, 1863: "SYLVESTER TREAT will be a candidate for Constable in Elkhart township at the ensuing April election."; "Goshen 37 Years Ago," Goshen (IN) Mid Week Times, Feb 3, 1899: "At the township election held April 7th … Sylvester Treat [elected] constable."

Elizabeth's birthdate and place are mentioned4655 in her obituary. That article also mentions that she came with her parents (from Vermont) to Elkhart Co. (IN).

Eli's birthplace is indicated in most records as Indiana. Howard5404, in a biographical sketch of (son) Edward E Paxson, has Virginia, stating that Eli removed to Elkhart county in 1835.

Eli is absent from the 1850 census, likely due to his adventure with his brother-in-law, Benjamin W Vesey, as they hiked and rode horsecarts to California during the gold rush. After that, Eli was primarily a farmer, though, in 1880, he is listed2074 as grocer, and his sons John and Charles were also listed as grocer/clerk in grocery store. The obituary4655 for Mrs E W Paxon(sic) mentions that Mr and Mrs Paxon(sic) were married Nov 5, 1847; they lived in Jefferson Township until 1879, when they moved to South Bend. Following Elizabeth's death, Eli married2072 second Cecelia E Bliler, her second marriage. Hillman800 has her maiden name "Slick." In 1900, John Bliler, stepson, is living2077 in the household of Eli W and Cecelia E Bliler.

Horace' middle name is listed4633 on his death certificate, for which the informant was Mrs Chas Sears, probably his daughter Maggie Vesey Sears. His birth date and place is also listed on his death certificate. Horace was a farmer and fruit-tree grafter4633 in Lagrange County, Indiana, for most of his life. In 1907, several members of their family gathered2946 to celebrate the golden wedding anniversary of Horace and Helen. In the announcement of the gathering, Horace is mentioned as the uncle of W J and Allen Vesey (sons of Horace's brother Benjamin) of Fort Wayne. Attending the celebration were Mr and Mrs Allen Vesey (Horace's great-nephew); Allen's father (and Horace's nephew) John H Vesey; Mr and Mrs B W Vesey (Horace's brother), Mr and Mrs W J Vesey (previously mentioned) and daughters Margaret, Sallie and Catherine; and W J Vesey's sons Richard, William and David.

Son Wililam's passport application in 1920 states his father was then residing in Pocahontas, MS. In 1895, J B Vesey reported3153 in a letter to the Goshen Mid-Week News, that he had just returned to Chicago from a 3 months' stay on his ranch in Lake Co., South Dakota., a ranch consisting of 1370 acres. He had threshed 11,000 bushels of grain, and large quantities of other crops. John stated that the country could not be surpassed for farming, though water was sometimes difficult to get without much expense. The History2068 of Elkhart County, Indiana, states that John B Vesey moved with his family from Ohio to Middlebury, IN, in 1838. At the age of 16, John attended the Ontario Collegiate Institute (Lagrande Co., IN). He then was a deputy sheriff and tax collector, and a teacher in the common school. He married in 1860 Miss Alice Newell. He was, in general, a farmer.

To add to the mystery of the indications of marriages, a John B Vesey petitioned3154 for divorce from Angeline R Vesey in Elkhart Circuit Court in late 1857.

However, the 1900 (surname "Vesley") and 1910 censuses list Margaret A Vesey as the wife of John B Vesey. Another candidate for the John B Vesey of that marriage has not been determined. The above information is provided solely as information. No assumption or conclusion is made that John B Vesey was married to any other than Margaret Alice Newell, as many references (primarily newspaper articles) during the 1890s and later mention explicitly or implicitly that John B Vesey's wife was "Margaret A."

Edgar was variously chief of police, sheriff and marshall in and around Goshen, Indiana. However, in 1915, he pleaded guilty2089 to extortion in the levying and collecting of fees in police courts. As a result, he was fined $25 and sentenced to five days in jail.

Mary was buried840 in Village Cem., Shirley, MA. A WEARE monument, just below Susan Veasey Weare (Mary's sister), is listed: "Her Sister / 1849 M Eldora V Hanscom 1941." Mary's middle name is assumed from that information. Further, the Mass. Death Index796 records "Hanscom Mary Eldora (Veasey) [town] Boston [year] 1941."

In 1920, Mary E Hanscom resided5413 with her sister, Susan E Weare, in the household of Charles H Weare.

Massachusetts Deaths and Burials database2271 lists a "Mary E Hanscom," daughter of Frank and Mary Hanscom, who died 3 Feb 1889 at the age of 1. No location or further information is listed, so it is not known whether the individuals are the Frank and Mary Hanscom of these profiles.

Frank's parents' names (Nathaniel H and Mary Hanscom) are given in the marriage record2228 for Frank and Mary "Veasey."

Frank Hanscom was a clerk4410 residing in Boston, 1874, a member of the Adelphi Masonic Lodge.

In 1880, Frank (son-in-law) and Mary E Hanscom (daughter) resided770 in the household of Mary's mother, Mary A "Vesey."

Frank died before 1920, as Mary E Hanscom, residing with her sister Susan E Weare in the household of Susan's husband Charles Weare, is listed5413 that year as a widow.

Augsuta Hilton "of Thomas" was baptised5995 Jun 9, 1793, in the First Church of Falmouth (now Portland, Maine).

An intention of marriage [ fhl film #12021, item 1; dgs 7595805; Record of intentions, marrage returns, v. 4 1814-1855. p 3 of the original] was published in Portland, 1814: "John Hunt entered his intention of marriage with Augusta Hilton both of Portland - Oct. 15th 1814." The (Portland, Maine) Gazette [genealogybank.com], Mon, Nov 14, 1814, p 3, reported: "Married … In this town, by the Rev. R. Payton, Capt. John Hunt, to Miss Augusta Hilton."

Augusta may be the "Augusta Hunt" who published a card of thanks [Portland (Maine) Advertiser, Tue, Jan 26, 1830, p 1]: "A Card. The undersigned begs the Gentlemen to accept of her thanks in their attentions in removing her goods when in danger, by the fire in Middle Street, on Wednesday evening last. Jan. 15. Augusta Hunt."

McLellan4586 has John Hunt md "Augusta (Hilton) Shaw, widow of Capt. Sam'l Shaw," certainly an error, likely confusing Augusta with her mother, Rachel (Veazie) Hilton Shaw.

Regarding John Hunt, McLellan4586 states John was a sea captain, and "died in New Orleans many years since, leaving his wife and one daughter."

Mary J (Shaw) Smith died2204 a widow on Apr 22, 1892, in Portland, ME, of apoplexy and uraemea at the age of 84y 3m 28d. Her birth date is calculated from that information. That record lists her parents as Samuel Shaw and Rachel Veazie.

Peter Wendal Smith was born2204 in Gorham, Maine, to Col. John T and Mary Smith.

At the time of his marriage2204 to Mary J Shaw, Wendell was a resident of Portland. In 1850, Wendell is listed4587 as "Sheriff of county." Wendell may be the "Wendell L Smith," age 40, born Gorham, ME, "Sheriff," who, during the Mexican War, enlisted4588 June 6, 1846, in the Maine 1st Regiment. His residence was Middle Street, Portland. The regiment and company is listed as "1st Regiment, Wendell P. Smith's 'G' Company," with a term of enlistment of 1 year. Whether his experience in the Mexican War is the source of the rank "General" which is listed in several documents is a result of that enlistment has not, at present, been determined. The Portland, ME, city directory, 1846 (www.ancestry.com), in the Military section, mentions Wendell P. Smith, Colonel, as a field officer of the Portland Regiment. The Maine register and business directory 1856, 56 (www.ancestry.com), mentions Major General Wendell P Smith, of Portland, under "Fifth Division."

Gen. Wendall(sic) P Smith died2204 at the age of 56 of paralysis.

Bangor Hist Mag398: "went west and died." He did go west, probably about 1838, as daughter Sarah was born in Maine, 1836, and daughter Addie was born in Green Bay, Wisconsin, 1840. He is probably the John Veazie in Brown County, Wisconsin Territory in 1840. Andres' Nebraska history554, in the biography of Charles B Veazie, states that Charles was born in De Pere, Wisconsin, which is in Brown County, and moved to Bangor, Maine, in the spring of 1848. John and Caroline Veazie appear346 in Bangor in 1850 with Wisconsin-born children. In 1860, Caroline is listed343 as a widow.

Of Caroline, Bang. Hist. Mag.388 has: "of Eastport, ME" That brief mention of Eastport may be significant with regard to Caroline's parentage. Caroline's possible relationship to Lucy A Low and Lucy's father Daniel Low is discussed below.

In various census records, Caroline's birthplace is listed as Maine, and "NH." In the 1870 census344, her birthplace is listed (unusual) as "New Haven Conn." As records indicate most frequently "N H," including records for several of her children which indicate the place of birth of the mother, perhaps the 1870 indication of "Conn" was an assumption by the enumerator.

Caroline Veazie's death was noted [ Bangor Daily Whig & Courier [Bangor, Maine] 20 Jan. 1890: n.p. 19th Century U.S. Newspapers. Web. 3 July 2019. ] as: "In this city, Jan. 19th, Caroline C., widow of the late Capt. John Veazie, aged 79 years, 10 months and 30 days." Her birth date is calc'd from her age at death.

A clue to Caroline's parentage may be indicated in the 1910 census for Saco, Maine, in which Sarah C Veazie (Caroline's oldest daughter), age 73, listed as "niece," resided in the household of Stephen F Shaw, a widower, age 79, born in Massachusetts. In 1856, Stephen F Shaw, age 25, married3272 in Belchertown, Massachusetts, Miss Lucy A Low, age 24, born Eastport, Maine, her father listed as Daniel Low. The 1900 census for Saco, Maine, lists Stephen F Shaw and wife Lucy E Shaw. Lucy's birth date is listed as Jan 1831. A death record2489 for Lucy A Shaw, who died Dec 29, 1904, in Saco, Maine, lists Lucy's parents as Daniel Low and Lucy Adams King. Her age at death was 73y 11m 12d, indicating a birth date of about Jan, 1831. The informant for that death record isn't indicated.

Though there are several candidates for Lucy Low's father, the 1850 census for Columbia, Washington Co., Maine, perhaps 60 miles southwest of Eastport, Maine, lists the family of Daniel Low, age 44, a lumberman. Besides (perhaps) his wife Sophrona, age 38, residing in the household is Lucy A (Low), age 19. If Lucy Low were Caroline's sister, Lucy's birth date would be late. Perhaps Daniel Low was, instead, Caroline's brother. Further research needed.

Samuel was a Civil War veteran, having enlisted 20 Sep 1861 at Bangor, ME, in Co. G, Second Maine Regiment. ancestry.com has enlisted 25 Oct 1861, Co. H, and mustered out 20 May 1863.

Samuel's information recorded at the Togus (ME) Hospital for Veterans lists his birthplace as Bangor, ME. The censuses for 1850 and 1860 list his birthplace as Wisconsin. Wisconsin is more likely as his parents would likely have provided the census information.

Samuel was admitted twice to the Togus Hospital with bronchitis and cystitis, apparently contracted contracted in Providece, RI. Those entries give "Miss S. C. Veazie," of Bangor, as his nearest relative. The hospital entry records his death in the Government Hospital for the Insane in Washington, DC. As the cause of death was pulmonary turberculosis, it may be that the accompanying fever caused brain damage. Whether a result of his condition or an enumeration error, the 1910 census lists his birthplace as New Jersey, his parents both born in Germany.

Mt Hope Cem. (Bangor, ME) records2988 have his place of death as Dayton, Ohio. Without knowing the informant for the cemetery records, the hospital records604 are preferred.

Jones P Veazie was a successful merchant. Sometime before 1870344 he had retired and the value of his real estate was $20,000; his personal value was $100,000. Jones P died in Bangor at the age of 63y 8m 14d.

Mary Jane's birthplace is listed802 in son Samuel's death record. Mary Jane (Winslow) Veazie is listed4386 in the cemetery records for both Samuel Winslow and Sally (Johnson) Winslow. From the coincidence of Mary's birthplace (Topsham, ME) and the burial location for Samuel and Sally (Johnson) Winslow, and the name of the daughter of Mary and Jones Veazie: Sally Johnson Veazie (perhaps reflecting Mary's mother's name), it is assumed that Mary Jane is the daughter of Samuel and Sally (Johnson) Winslow.

The New York Times, 17 Apr 1882 [newspapers.com] reported that on April 16, in Bangor, ME, "Mrs Susan P Veazie, a wealthy widow of this city, died suddenly this morning. She had been slightly ill for two weeks, and through the mistake of a druggist poison was administered to her instead of medicine. Death ensued in half an hour." Also, Bangor Daily Whig & Courier, Mon, Apr 17, 1882; issue 89: "DIED. In this city, April 16th, Mrs. Susan T. Veazie, widow of the late Jones P. Veazie, aged 43 years. Funeral Wednesday from late residence. Burial Private."

John W Veazie, Esq., of Bangor, and Mrs Amanda S Sproul, of Veazie, were married4387 by Rev G W Field in Veazie, ME. That marriage announcement stated that Mr. Veazie has changed his residence to Veazie. Later that year, John and Amanda Veazie appear in the census416 for Veazie, ME, with sons Benjamin P Sproul, Horace H Sproul, and Fred Sproul. Those 3 children were by Amanda's previous marriage to John B Sproul.

In 1850, John, occupation "none," resides with his wife and children, with Anna Bartlett (Maria's sister?) in the household.

In 1860, John's vocation is "merchant," and in 1870, John W Veazie, is listed as a lumber dealer with real estate valued at $100,000 and personal estate of $100,000. He apparently inherited and carried on the successful business of his father.

John W Veazie died4389 of pneumonia a few days after returning from Yankton, (South) Dakota, where he had resided for the previous five years. His obituary mentions surviving son Alfred, daughter Mrs Annie Veazie Forsaith, and grandchildren. Neither of his wives, either deceased or surviving, are mentioned.

Articles in The Atlantic Reporter (Vol. 24, 1892, and Vol. 30, 1895, West Publishing Co., St Paul; Paine v Forsaith, et al), which reported various decisions of courts in New England, discuss the disposition of John W Veazie's estate. On 27 Feb 1879, "fully intending to retire," John legally assigned (for the sum of $1 each) to his son Alfred and daughter Annie all his estate, and, among other provisions providing for his widow, etc., that they pay to him $5000 a year. Indeed, in 1880, John W Veazie is listed as a farmer.

All would've been well (perhaps) but son Alfred (who had registered his will prior to being assigned his portion of John's estate along with several codecils) and daughter Anna Veazie Forsaith predeceased their father. Because of the various changes and provisions made to their wills by both John W Veazie and his son Alfred, their widows, children and grandchildren fought over the apparently considerable sums from 1892 to, at least, 1895. If the reader is interested in the subtleties of law, the Atlantic Reporter articles cited above may prove to be interesting reading.

Bangor Daily Whig & Courier, Fri, Feb 15, 1879; issue 39: "DIED. In this city, Feb 13th, of croupal diphtheria, Mrs. Marie Bartlett Veazie, wife of John W. Veazie, Esq., aged 66 years. The funeral will take place at the family residence on Broadway on Sunday at 2.30 o'clock P.M. Relatives and friends invited to attend." Bangor Hist. Mag.388 has death date Feb 18, 1879. Newspaper date is preferred as date on newspaper page verified.

Amanda's maiden name is given the death record2489 for Amanda S Veazie, wife and widow of John Veazie. Her birth date is calculated from her age at death.

Amanda married first in about 1859 (estimated from the age of son Benjamin) James B Sproul. James and Amanda had516 (at least) 3 children - Benjamin, Horace and Forest (AKA Fred).

Lucy is identified in various records and publications as Lucy, Luceina, Lucinda, and Louisiana. Lucy's date of birth, as calculated from her age at death840 would be Jan 21, 1804. Groves5443 (preferred) has Luceina "Coombes," dau of Fields Coombs, born Jan 21, 1805.

Her headstone840 reads: "Lucina / Wife of / Robert Trim / died Jan 9 1873 ./ Ae 68yrs 11mos / & 19 days."

"Robart" Trim "2d" was born5443 in Islesboro, ME, Jun 22, 1803, the son of James & Mary Trim. Farrow544 has the wife of James Trim as Mary Thomas, likely from an Islesboro marriage record with the same date (Groves5443, p 21) which reads: "December 13d 1792 James Trim & Pollye Thomas Borth of Isleborough is Marrid." As seen elsewhere in this and other genealogies, "Polly" is seen frequently as a nickname for "Mary."

Robert Trim was a relatively successful farmer, working a farm outside of Bucksport, ME, the majority of his life. His wife died in 1873 at the age of about 69 and he continued to work the farm. About 3 years later, following the death of her daughter's husband, Orrin P Thayer, Robert's daughter Melissa moved to her father's farm to keep house for him, and to receive the farm when her father passed away. She brought with her, her daughter Josie B Thayer, age 4 years. According to gathered information3302 printed in the Bangor Daily Whig and Courier, on Friday, Oct 13, 1876, Robert Trim, daughter Melissa Thayer, and Melissa's daughter Josie, were murdered, and farm buildings set fire. Neighbors noticed the flames but the fire was too advanced to enter the buildings. Later, charred bodies, assumed to be Trim and Melissa were found. The remains of young Josie were never clearly identified.

The motive for the murder may have been a sum of money supposed to have been on the farm, possibly from the settled estate and insurance of the late Orin Thayer. One Captain Smith was arrested for the murder, and later convicted. The description of the inquest and trial does not seem to clearly indicate he was, in fact, involved in the crime.

The death of Sampson Coombs ( Groves5443, p 52 is listed under the birth information for his children. The death record2489 for son William lists his father's occupation as sea captain.

The 1840 census for Islesboro lists 2 females under the age of 5 years in the household of Sampson Coombs. That may indicate an unidentified daughter of Sampson, other than Julia.

Farrow3292 has Sampson's wife as Experience Whitman. The death record2489 for son William Coombs lists his parents as Sampson Coombs and Experience Whitmore. Experience' birth place is also taken from that record.

Hill has Experience Coombs, following Sampson Coombs' death, married William B Young. Hillman's information is corroborated by the 1860 and 1870 censuses, and by the headstone840 of Experience S Young, "Wife of William B Young," in the Whitmore Cem., Verona, ME.

In 1850, Experience Coombs appears5423 with 3 children (Franklin, Julia, and William) in the household of John and Mary Wetmore, likely her parents. In 1870, Experience Young appears as the wife of William B Young, with her son W W Coombs.

Farrow544 has "Jairus" (same birth date) as Sampson's son. It may be that Farrow is in error, or that "James" in the birth record is a mistranscription of script "Jairus." As several other close relatives are named "Jairus," that name is given herein.

In 1850, "Franklin" Coombs, age 16, appears5423 with Experience (age 36) and Julia (age 8) Coombs in the household of John and Mary Wetmore (likely Experience's parents.) From the names and ages, it is assumed Franklin is the son of Experience, and Franklin is Jairus' middle name.

Farrow544, p 162, has a headstone transcription (Islesboro cemetery, east side, upper end) which reads: "Capt. J. B. Coombs, died in Havana, July 14, 1873, aged 40 years, 1 month, 14 days." As a birth date calculated from that information closely matches the birth date of Jarius (James?) F Coombs, and assuming the middle initial "B" is a mistranscription, it seems likely that these two persons are the same.

Thatcher Coombs was a mariner and sea captain. He died prior to 1860, when his wife is listed480 a widow.

Thatcher Coombs appears in the 1840 census400 for Islesboro, ME, with 1 male < 5yrs, 1 males 30-40 yrs, 1 female < 5 yrs, and 1 female 30-40 yrs, in the household.

In 1850, Thatcher, wife Almyra, and children Marquis T, Fostina, Sylvina and Preston Coombs, resided484 in Rockland, ME. He is listed as a mariner, with a personal value of $350.

Farrow3292 has Thatcher Coombs' wife as "Elnora."

In 1860, Almyra Coombs resided480 in Rockland, ME, with children Fostina, Sylvena, Daniel P and Fields F Coombs.

Margaret Coombs is included herein as a daughter of Thatcher Coombs solely because Farrow544, p 187, mentions her. As explained below, it is likely Thatcher had no daughter Margaret.

Farrow544, p 187, has (without reference), in the family of Thatcher and Elnora Philbrook Coombs, their second child as Margaret F., b September 27, 1839. Groves5443, p 58, has "Marquis F. Coombs Born Sept 27th 1839," in the record of children of Thatcher and Almira Combs. A "Margaret" is not mentioned.in that record or in Groves' index. Further, the 1840 census400 lists only 1 female under 5 yrs in the Thatcher Coombs household, which may be daughter Almira.

It's possible that Almira died before 1840; Margaret and Marquis were twins; Margaret is the female < 5 yrs in the 1804 census; and Margaret died before the 1850 census. However, as Farrow does not mention Marquis, it seems more likely that Farrow mistranscibed script "Marguis" as "Margaret" from some record, and Thatcher Coombs had no daughter named Margaret.

It might appear that Isaac married his housekeeper, Sabury E Cole who appears in his household in 1860 as "domestic"; in 1870, Sabrah C Veazie appears in the household with Isaac and Isaac's son Laban, listed as "keeping house." However, in 1880, a Sabra Cole, age 75 and listed as "widowed," is a pauper inmate in the poorhouse run by David Dearborn in Corinna. Unless Isaac had divorced Sabra, it appears that the 1870 enumeration is misleading and Isaac and Sabrah were never married. Lucinda and Mary Ann may have died before 1850 as Lucinda, who would have been age 15, and Mary Ann, who would have been age 12, do not appear in the 1850 census for Corinna. Isaac is listed as a widower in the 1880 census. In any case, Sabrah may be the Miss Sabrah Cowan whose intent to marry Jonathan Cole was published 1824 Jan 26 in Corinna; a Sabra Cowen is also listed in Maine Marriages (familysearch.org) marrying Ichabod Cole in Corinna, 10 Feb 1824.

John's death on 17 Feb 1848 was reported385 "near Limington."

William T Folsom "of Augusta," Louisa's brother, was the administrator326 for John H's estate, "Limington." On August 1, 1850, it appears that Folsom recorded a judgement related to the administration of the estate against "S. Veazie" for nearly $550.

In a rare occurrence, Louisa and children appear in two census records in 1850. On 14 Aug, Louisa, Nancy, Sewell and Edward are enumerated in Augusta, probably their home. On 26 Aug, Louisa T, Nancy A, Sewell L and John E are listed in the household of Louisa's brother Robert H Folsom, along with their parents Jeremiah and Nancy, in Vienna, ME, perhaps visiting.

Laban spent his life farming, perhaps successfully, as he is a "Retired Farmer" in 1870 at age 57, and the Elmira death records list his occupation as "speculator."

Laban's birth record103 provides his birthdate. His death and age at death379 are listed as Dec 24, 1877, and 66y 7m 5d, indicating a birth date of May 19, 1811. The birth record data is preferred.

Laban's death notice5273 (Dec 27, 1877) reads: "Laban Veazie, formerly a resident of Caton, died in Elmira, Dec. 24, aged sixty-six years."

The death records379 for Elmira, NY, record Lucy's parents as Abja? And Grace, last name illegible or not given. Lucy's age at death is listed as 58y 5m 26d. Her birthdate is calculated from that age and her death date.

Stephen, Jr., spent most of his life farming. He may have been involved occasionally in the occupation of his brothers-in-law Dominicus and James Sewell, as in 1880 he was a clock-tinker. In any case, if the size of cemetery monuments are an indication of success, then Stephen was at least moderately successful at his endeavors.

In addition, in his will369, executed by his sons S. G. Veazie and C. H. Veazie, Stephen left to his daughter Martha Huchins $150, to Charles Huchins (mentioned in other administrative documents as his grandson) $150,  to his daughter Eva A Cram $250, to his son S. G. Veazie $500, to his son C. H. Veazie $500,  to his son F. M. Veazie the interest on $300 during the life of his (Stephen's) wife - thereafter the money to be his own, and to his wife Sarah the use of his house and lot in Caton Center, and the use of about $1800 during her life, after her death to be divided equally among his children, providing Sarah releases her right of dower to it. This amounts to over $3600 in bequeaths, a respectable sum in 1881.

Sarah's headstone in Caton has her deathdate as Oct 3, 1907. The register of her death gives the cause of death as "paralysis." At the time of her death, as related in her obituary4669, she had been a resident of Caton, NY, for 51 years. She was survived by Mrs Eva A Cram of Olean, F. Melvin Veazie of Elmira, and Charles H Veazie of Cooper's Plains. She was a member of the Baptist Church.

Sometime between 1880 and 1888, Martha and Dominicus moved to Covington, PA, not far south of Caton, probably to be near their son Edgar.

On 18 Sep 1888, The Wellsboro (PA) Agitator reported238 that "Mr D Sewell," age 72 years, died at Covington, PA, on 22 Aug. The Corning (NY) Journal (fultonhistory.com), Oct 11, 1888, in the Caton (NY) Local Matters column, reported that "Mrs Martha Sewell, widow of the late D Sewell, of Covington, formerly of this place, is visiting relatives here." On 16 Nov 1892 (Wednesday), the Wellsboro Agitator237 reported in "Matters At Covington" that "Mrs D Sewell" died on Monday at age 77 years, leaving 2 sons, E. P. and Albert Sewell.

In 1840, a Dominicus Sewell resided322 in Corinna, Maine. Whether that was the Dominicus Sewell of this profile isn't clear. Among the males In the household were 1 60-70 year old male, and 2 males age 20-30, of which Dominicus may have been one. There was 1 female 15-20 years of age, which might have been wife Martha, though she would've been 24 years old in 1840. Hillman800 suggests the oldest male may have been Dominicus' father. Corinna records (Book C p 1) lists deaths of Dea. Dummer Sewell, 28 Oct 1848, and Thomas R H Sewell, 25 Nov 1851. One of those may have his father and the other an uncle.

Dominicus' brother James married wife Martha's sister Mary Jane.

While in Maine, Dominicus was a farmer. After he moved to New York State, he peddled and repaired clocks and worked as a jeweller.

In 1851, Alden and Elizabeth, newly married, emigrated to Caton, NY, along with his brothers Stephen and Laban, and his sisters Martha and Mary Jane.

Although Alden's occupation in 1865 is listed as jeweler, other indications are that he spent his life farming.

Some time between 1865 and 1870,  perhaps due to the death of Elizabeth's father between 1860 and 1870, Alden and his family moved to Limington, ME, where they lived probably until their deaths. Elizabeth's mother was living with them in Limington, Maine, 1870 and 1880. Sadly, in 1880, Olive Lord is listed as "blind."

The enumerator for the 1900 Limington, ME, census entered the town of birth (if born in Maine) for each indivdual and their parents.

Alden and Elizabeth had 3 children, though only 2 can be accounted for. In 1900, the census for Limington lists Elizabeth Veazie, age 82, mother of 3, 2 still living (prob George and Herbert), as a widow in the household of her son, Herbert. In 1910, she is listed as the mother of 3, only 1 still living (Herbert).

Elizabeth probably died before 1920, as Herbert is listed as a head of household in Cornish, ME, with no other family members.
The Annual report of the municipal officers of the town of Limington, 1911-1912 reports the death Mar. 20, 1911, of Elizabeth Veazie, aged 83 yrs., 2 mos, 28 days.

Prior to his death, James E Felker had intended to marry Mrs Jessie M Mace. Information regarding a decisision5950 by the Supreme Judicial Court of Middlesex County, Massachusetts, Jan 7, 1920, indicates James had purchased a certificate (type not mentioned) from the A. O. U. W., and had designated Jessie Mace, "intended wife," as beneficiary. After his death, Jessie Mace took action against the Grand Lodge of the Ancient Order of United Workmen to receive the benefits of that certificate. Defendents were Herbert H Felker (certainly James' brother), and Frank W Woodman. The court decided that the phrase "intended wife," though lacking other documentation, was sufficient evidence of the intent of James Felker, and the case was found for the plaintiff. The Boston Globe reported5951 on Jan 9, 1920, that Jessie M Mace was to be paid $2000 by the Grand Lodge (A.O.U.W.) as a result of the court case.

On March 3, 1845, John Veazie, stating that John Veazie late of Islesboro, Waldo County, deceased, left Lauriania Veazie, a minor under 14 years of age, and requested5194 (Waldo Co. Probate Records, Vol 16, 1844-1847) the Probate Court at Belfast, Maine, appoint James Skinner of Islesboro, or some other suitable person as guardian. On the same day, Jonathan Thayer, Judge, appointed James Skinner as guardian under a surety of one hundred dollars. As the entries immediately following that entry mention children of Naomy(sic) Veazie and the late John Veazie of Islesboro, it is assumed that the John Veazie who requested guardianship was Lorana's brother, and the "late" John Veazie was their father.

"Mrs Lorania Roberts," listed in Islesboro family records5443 for James H Veazie (her nephew), died May 28, 1860. A cemetery inscription395 has May 29. Lorana's death in May, 1860, is also listed in the 1860 census397 mortality schedule for Islesboro.

N.B. Records for Stephen Loring Veazie's family (births, deaths, etc.) variously indicate Camden and Rockport as the place of the event. Those places, in a practical sense, may be considered the same. Loring Veazie (as he seems to be called in most references)  had the occupation of house carpenter and ship's carpenter. In 1860, "Loring S. Veazie," age 41, house carpenter, is listed in the household of Moses H Gragg in Boston. Dow469 and Hillman800 have death date as Jan 30. He was married at the time of his death of pneumonia.

Catherine's birthdate is calculated for her age at death: 89y --m 6d. Dow496 has death date 20 May but that may be a typo as he elsewhere has birthdate as listed herein. Items consisted of  a homestead in Rockport Villiage in Camden (lot 60 by 60, $375); various pieces of furniture, bedding, glassware, tools and tool chest, and farm equipment ($75.32); and notes to be received ($202.33); the total value was appraised at $652.65.

Hillman concludes that Sophia's parents were Caleb and Susan P Young: Sophia was born ~1823; Joseph Veazie, the (orphaned) son of Joseph and Sophia, resided with Caleb and Susan P Young in Camden, Maine, in 1860; Caleb Young was the only Young family in Camden in 1840 with a female of the appropriate age to be Sophia.

The Memorial2809 to Hon John Alden has Moses H Gragg md to Martha C Veazie. Given the information from her birth record, she was actually 66. She died of uterine cancer.

Abiezer's headstone840 has birthdate 1832. Abiezer may be the "Abiezer Vezey," age 18, laborer, residing in 1850 in the household of William Brown, Camden, Me. Abiezer enlisted4325 May 17, 1861, in the (Maine) Co C, 4th infantry, and served 4 months; he enlisted Mar(?) 1, 1862, in the (Maine) Co B 1st Cavalry, and served 3 years, 6 months and 15 days as a teamster1007, being discharged Aug 1865. In 1877, he was a teamster1735. The Rockland City Directory4326 (in addition to his death record) provides his death date. His death record2936 in Malden, MA, states he died of hemmorhage, was a quarryman, resident of Rockland, ME, and was buried in Rockland.

His obituary5256 stated that "Abizer" Veazie died in Canton Hall, Malden, where the Edwin Libby Post 16 of Rockland, Me., was entertained by the Hiram G Berry Post 40 of Malden. He was seized with a hemorrhage, and expired in a few minutes. He was a citizen of Rockland, where he had, for a number of years, run an extensive truck business. He was survived by his widow, and a sister. He had served "during the war" in the Maine Cavalry.

The death record2204 for Freelove D Veazie lists her parents names, including her mother's maiden name. Her birthdate is calculated from her age at death and matches her headstone inscription840. In 1850, Freelove Richards, age 22, b Maine, resided with her mother Margaret Richards, widow, age 55, b Maine, and Israel M Richards, age 16, farmer, b Maine. Geneal. Reg. of Several Ancient Puritans, Vol III, by Rev Abner Morse, p 83, provides Freelove's middle name.

Silas Parker Veazie, perhaps having emigrated to California to find his fortune, is likely the "Parker Vesey," age 25, born Maine and a miner, who appears as head of household in Cascade, CA, in 1860. Two other miners reside with him. In a footnote p 515 of Hist of Camden and Rockport is mentioned that Georgia Hosmer married "S. P. Veazie." They were married2726 in Yuba Co., CA, in 1871. By 1880, Silas, a farmer, and Georgia Veazie, had 3 children born in California, and were living in Marysville, CA, where they appear through the 1910 census. Silas is listed as widowed in the 1910 census. He died4894 that same year, Sep 23, at the homestead in Marysville where he had spent the last 50 years of his life. His gravestone840 has September 28.

Thomas Marsten Jordan was a carpenter and farmer. After moving from Maine to Minnesota sometime between 1850 and 1857, Thomas and Lavina settled in the Monticello area just northwest of Minneapolis, where they remained through 1885.

Joseph's birthdate is calculated from his age at death, 60y 1m 15d. His death record1781 (MVR V276:114) is on a page labeled '1874.' However, pages before and after that page are labeled '1875." His full name is given in one of his death records1785. He died at home, 11 James St.  Wife Fanny was living at that address2265 in 1890.

Joseph Veazie was an exchange broker, listed in census records with personal values of $16000 (1850), real estate $100,000/personal $8000 (1860), and real estate $15000/personal $20000 (1870).

Joseph Veazie was not always successful in his investment endeavors. He is likely the Joseph A Veazie mentioned in an 1891 newspaper article (Bradford PA Era, July 16, 1891) describing him as the originator of the Shawmut (PA) coal mining venture. In the 1860s and 1870s, the town of Shawmut was one of the leading soft coal mining towns in Pennsylvania. Joseph A Veazie convinced a number of Boston capitalists that the coal field had no equal. Several thousand acres in the Mead Run area of northwestern PA were purchased, and coal mining was begun. A connection with the Sunbury & Erie railroad was required which, unfortunately, had to run over a large mountain. Due to the excessive grade, a series of about a dozen switchbacks needed to be built. To make a long story short, the coal arrived at the market at little more value than its cost to produce and deliver. Eventually, the $400,000 mortgage on the Shawmut property was foreclosed.

Joseph's death record1781 lists him as married at the time of his death. Fannie's birthplace and maiden name are given in son Joseph's death record1790. Fannie's birthdate is calculated from her age at death1781: 80y 9m 18d. She died of organic heart disease.

Fanny S Veazie signed her will5288 Jun 8, 1897. She left her estate to her children Winchester Veazie, and Alice R Veazie, "both of Boston." [those were her only surviving children - bjv] In an unusual statement, she wrote: "I hereby declare it is my intention that the children of my son Joseph deceased shall take nothing under this will." She named her son Winchester as executor; the will was witnessed by May S Hornby, Ellen Sullivan, and Catherine W Faucon. The will was proved Jul 5, 1901.

In 1850, Mary is living1758 in the household of Eli C Bliss and his wife, her sister, Adaline. Two years later, she would be married to Eli.

In 1865, following Eli's death, Mary, now widowed, was head of household4355. Residing with her were  (step-)daughter Florence, (step-)daughter Lucy McNear, Lucy's husband Samuel McNear, grandson George McNear, and stepsons Eli and Charles. In 1900, at the age of 91, Mary resided1763 with her widowed son Eli in Chelsea, MA.

Mary W Bliss died5289, probably in Chelsea, MA, as the peition for administration lists 325 Chestnut St, Chelsea, as her last address. The petitioner was Francis W Veazie, "nephew of said deceased." The petition was submitted May 10, 1901, and registered Jun 3, 1901.

That petition5289 contains a long list of heirs-at-law and next-of-kin. Each name was accompanied by a residence and relationship. Mainly nieces and nephews, the list also mentioned children of her niece Ellen (Veazie) Dixey, her niece Anna (Hardwick) Flint, her niece Mary (Hardwick) Tilden, and her nephew Fred Hardwick.

William died of "liver complaint" and was married and a shoemaker at the time of his death.

Mary Dunham's middle initial is listed in the marriage record. Her birthplace is listed as Middleborough in Edmund's and William Eli's birth record. In 1850, George Dunham, age 40, perhaps Mary's brother, is living in the William Veazie household. If so, that is a clue to Mary's parents. George is likely the George Dunham, born 15 Jun 1810 to Calvin and Hannah Dunham (Mass. Births & Christenings, 1639-1915, familysearch.org), in Carver, Massachusetts, a town adjacent to Middleborough, Mary's birthplace. Further, an 1869 death record (Mass. Hillman800 has death month "Jun," probably a typo. The Boston Death Index1755 lists the death of two children: Sarah C, age 21 days, and William Henry, age 5 months, "family" of George A Veazie, 21 Charter St. As other records indicate George's parents. Eli and Polly Veazie, lived about that time at 21 Charter St., it is assumed George is living at the time with his father, and George and Hannah are the parents of those children. Their births also account for a relatively long period between the births of George Jr in 1836 and Adaline in 1841. In the 1847 Chelsea City Directory1735, George A Veazie was a shoe dealer, 136 Hanover B, home Chesnut (near? Cary's Farm). He is listed in 1850 as a "dealer." After that date, his occupation was a shoe dealer.

George was named executor in the will5499 of his father Eli Veazie, signed Mar 9, 1952, and appointed executor when the will was proved, Apr 25, 1853.

He died2756 in 1893, having suffered from an attack of "grip," from which he never recovered. He engaged in the shoe business as a young man with his father. Although his obituary mentions his ten children, in fact, he and Hannah had twelve children, two of whom (William Henry and Sarah C) died in infancy of the croup.

Hannah's parents Thomas, b Denmark, and Mary (Bliss), b Boston, Couse are given in her death record855, 456:519. Her birthdate is estimated from her age at death, 77y 1m 18d. A birth record1767 lists son Philander's mother as "Hannah B Wellman." She died of "valv. Dis. Of heart."

AVB2786 relates that Susannah is the sister with whom "grandfather, Samuel C Veazie, lived after his mother's death, when he was 8 years old."

In 1850, Susannah's father Elijah was living in Loring's household. It is likely Elijah was living with them in 1840, as (besides entries accounting for Loring, Susannah and daughter Susan) a male of age 60 to 70 lived with them. At present, there appears to be no record or document that establishes Elijah Veazie as the son of Elijah and Susanna (Cheney) Veazie. However, the circumstantial evidence is convincing. In particular, Annie Veazie Bowers (AVB is used for this reference2786), the daughter of Samuel Cheney Veazie, provides a personal account2786 of this branch of the Veazie tree, with details regarding her "uncle" Elijah Veazie, Jr. AVB also mentions cousin "Dr Henry Veazie" of Louisiana, this Elijah Veazie's son. Other information indicates this Elijah as "Jr.," his birth in Boston in a year that fills a "gap" in the established birth years of the children of Elijah and Susanna Veazie, and his marriage to Mary Dickman in Boston.

AVB2786 provides Elijah's birthdate. Anne Veazie Bowers provides information such as:

A. A genealogy of Elijah Veazie and Susannah Cheney prefaced with "Now I will tell you what I know about the children of Elijah Veazie and Susannah Cheney, father's aunts and uncles."

B. An obituary of which AVB states: "[Ella B Veazie] sent father [Annie's father Samuel Cheney Veazie] this clipping, dated Aug. 14, 1921, taken from a Kansas City newspaper, telling of Dr. [Henry Augustus] Veazie's death." AVB provides a quotation of that obituary which states in part that Dr Veazie had died in New Orleans,"according to word received by his cousin, Miss E. B. Veazie.."

Note that Ella B Veazie lived for many years in that city. Further note that the death of Dr Henry Veazie was of importance as he was relatively well known thoughout the country due to his extensive work treating victims of, and investigating the cause of, yellow fever. An epidemic of same swept the lower Mississippi Valley in the late 1800s and newspapers across the country ran articles mentioning Dr H A Veazie of New Orleans. In any case, Henry Augustus Veazie is otherwise established as the son of Elijah and Mary Elizabeth (Dickman) Veazie, making Elijah Ella B Veazie's uncle and, therefore, likely the son of Elijah and Susanna as mentioned above.

Elijah's marriage record2712 to Mary Dickman lists his name as "Elijah Veazie jr." They married in 1837. Sometime before the birth of son John K Veazie in 1846, Elijah and Mary moved to the Deep South. In 1865, Elijah formed a partnership2737 in New Orleans, LA, with Artemon Hill, to be known as Hill & Veazie, No. 6 Chartres, near Canal, in the business of coal oil and lamps. That partnership was dissolved2739 in August, 1872, when David Hill (son of brother of Artemon?) announced his retirement. Elijah was to continue the business in his own name, liquidating the affairs of the old firm. Elijah Veazie, of "Mass.," was among those listed in a newspaper article (Time-Picayune (New Orleans, LA), 15 Mar 1868) that begins "Major Gen. Winfield Scott.. General: We, the undersigned, being Northern and Western men by birth, now residing and doing business in New Orleans…" The article continues with approval of his [post-war] actions and wishes for his further success.

Elijah died2625 in New Orleans in 1886.

Mary's middle and maiden names are listed in son Henry's birth record2713 index. Mary died at the age of 51 years and 10 months. The funeral2738 took place at 202 Annunciation street on Oct 23. Her obituary adds invitations to friends of the family, and those of the firm of Hill & Veazie, the business Elijah had formed in partnership with Artemon Hill.

Samuel's middle name and birth date is provided by AVB2786. Sprague841 has only b 1816. Although AVB's information is without reference, it should be noted that Annie was Samuel's granddaughter, had access to family history information collected by Caroline Rebecca Veazie (dau of Samuel and Caroline), and from her aunt Ella B Veazie, Samuel C Veazie's cousin.

Samuel was a bootmaker by trade, and retired sometime before 1900. He died1800 in Randolph, MA, at the age of 86y 1m 27d. His birthdate calculated from that information matches that from Annie Veazie Bower2786, perhaps from the same source.

An intention of marriage2375 was filed Feb 2, 1834, for Caroline E Stetson and Ephraim F Thayer. The certificate was not issued. Caroline died1800 in Randolph of cerebral "softening" at the age of 83y 4m 25d. Her parents, including her mother's maiden name, are listed in her death record.

Samuel died880 at the age of 17y 7m. Randolph deaths1800 has Leonard Veazie, d Feb 27, 1854, age 18y. His residence at that time was Pleasant St; he died of consumption, was single and a boot maker.
Child 1342. 
Caroline Rebecca doesn't seem to be in Randolph in 1880. She is likely the Caroline Veazie living in 1880 in the household of Henry Mirx(sp), City of Oregon, Illinois. AVB2786 states "Aunt Carrie" taught both primary and secondary grades in Illinois. AVB remembers Carrie mentioning the towns of Rochelle, Oregon and Polo. Carrie had also been appointed Superintendent of Schools in Ogle Coutny, IL, to complete the term of a man who had died. At the end of the term, she refused to run for the office herself, as she thought a woman could not win the election. AVB says Aunt Carrie lived in Samuel C Veazie's old home in Randolph when AVB visited there for the first time in 1909. "Aunt Carrie" was a retired school teacher and had invited AVB (a teacher with one year's experience) to visit her and "see the objects" of interest in the old home. Aunt Carrie had the idea that AVB should be the one to care for her in her dotage and eventually take over the old home. However, Annie went to Iowa to teach. AVB visited Aunt Carrie several times from 1916 through 1922. In 1918, AVBdid take care of Carrie while a broken arm mended. Sometime before 1925, Caroline moved to Iowa to live with her father. Caroline Rebecca died single. Hillman (Veazie Genealogy) has her death date as 8 Apr 1925; Sprague: Sep 8 1925; AVB: Sep 9, 1925; image of headstone840 Sep 8, 1925. Carrie was a teacher most of her life. AVB: Aunt Carrie was never robust but had a brilliant mind, call jokingly by her friends the "Walking Encyclopedia."

Wife Mary, daughters Fannie, Alletta and Kate, and sons Benjamin, Clarence and William (Willie) were registered1801 in Randolph Almshouse as paupers in January, February and March of 1869. One might think that Benjamin had passed away by that date. However, Benjamin's great-great-granddaughter2589 has a post card (an image of which is in this author's possession) from Benjamin's daughter Emma, dated Oct 13, 1879, after she was married and living in Cambridge, MA. Benjamin was living in New Orleans, and the card reads in part:".. Was very sorry to hear of your sickness and hope you will improve as the cold weather comes on .." Other infofrmation from that source2589 indicates Benjamin, for unknown reasons, left his family and traveled through the south, to New Orleans and Jacksonville, FL. As early as 1866, Benjamin was traveling with son Walter C Veazie in Missouri and Kansas. With that information, one finds in Jacksonville, FL, in 1870, a Benjamin G "Viesey," a retail grocer, born ~1825 in Massachusetts. In 1872, a newspaper listing2740 for letters remaining at the New Orleans post office includes "Veazie B G."  A "B. G. Veazie," born ~1821, died in New Orleans in 1879. Research indicates that an epidemic of Yellow Fever ran through the lower Mississippi valley, heavily in New Orleans, in 1878. That, perhaps, may be the illness which took Benjamin's life. The notice2741 of his death has his address as 152 St. Joseph, assumed to be New Orleans.

Benjamin's death was recorded in the Lafayette Presbyterian Church records4987. A handwritten entry reads: "Nov 11th 1879  Veazie Benj. G. [age] 58 [Disease] paralysis [facing page][place] 152 St Joseph Mr(s?) Landry's 2 P.M. [Cemetery] Girod [Remarks] Uncle of Dr. H. A. Veazie "Hero of Grenada" - 1878 - epidemic." The remarks refer to Benjamin's nephew, Dr Henry A Veazie, who, during the Yellow Fever epidemic that swept through the South, traveled from New Orleans to Grenada, Mississippi, to treat an outbreak there.

Benjamin was buried4987 4988 in Girod Cem., in tomb "RHS" (right hand side?) 5-A. His death date appears variously as Nov 94988, Nov 102625, and Nov 114987. His death notice2471 was published Nov 13.

Several of the birth records for Julia's children list her maiden name and birthplace. A birth record2070 for "Julian" Curtis lists her birthdate as Jan 13, 1827, her father as Amos Curtis and her mother as Roxana. Another birth record2787 which lists the children of Amos Curtis and "Rosanna his wife" lists "Juliann" Curtis, born Jan 15, 1827. Both records are transcriptions. Her death record lists her age at death: 21y 4m --d, for a calculated birth date of Mar 1832. That is unlikely as she had a child in 1847, which would have been at the age of 15.  In 1850, the only individually enumerated census in which she appears, she is listed as age 25 (born ~1825), indicating the 1827 date listed in the referenced birth records is more likely correct. Her death record1800 lists her father as Amos Curtis. Her mother is not listed. She died of typhoid fever (not in childbirth) just a few days before the death of daughter Mary.
Child 1351. 
Mary (in her birth record1799 she is unnamed) died exactly 2 months after birth. Her death record1800 lists cause of death as "teething." It was not uncommon to list teething as a cause of death even as late as the early twentieth century. Teething, of course, did not cause the deaths. In some cases, it may have been the treatment that was the cause of death - leeches, cauterizing, application of mercuric compounds, etc.

Mary's maiden name is listed in daughter Kate's birth records1799. Her parents' names, including mother's maiden name, and their birthplaces, are listed in her death record1800. In 1869, Mary and children Fannie, Alletea, Benjamin G [George], Clarence, Kate and Willie were all living in the Ranoolph Almshouse3212, having all been registered early in 1869.

 Mary Veazie's death record1800 and her obituary5250 indicate, sadly, that she died Dec 29, 1879, by hanging (suicide) at the age of about 45. The latter notice reads: "Mrs Benjamin Veazie of Randolph, about 45 years old, daughter of Isaac Thayer, committed suicide by hanging on Monday. No cause is assigned for the act." Her desparation could be understood as her husband appears to have left her about 1866, and she and her children had been living in the Randolph poorhouse since that time. She may have given up hope in life when she perhaps had learned of the death of her husband in  New Orleans, Louisiana, the previous month.

Alletta, at the age of 7, was registered1801 in the Randolph Almshouse, Jan 26, 1869. In 1870, Alletta was living with her mother and siblings in the Randolph Almshouse. In 1880, Allie Veazie was a servant in the household of Adoniram? Smith, boot manufacturer. In 1898, Alletta is again listed1801 as supported in the (Randolph) Almshouse, registered as a pauper, Jun 1896. In 1900, she was living on the Randolph Town Farm, Timothy O'Leary, superintendent; Margaret O'Leary, matron. She ceased to be supported1801 in the Almshouse in Aug 1900, being removed to the Taunton Insane Asylum. In 1910, Alletta was an inmate at the Grafton Colony of the Worcester State Asylum. The Grafton State Hospital, Grafton, Massachusetts, was operated from 1901 to 1973. Because of its significance in the treatment of the mentally ill and architecture, the hospital area was accepted to the National Register of Historic Places in 1994.

Aletta B Veazie appears in the Mass. Death Index796 as dying in 1918 with separate entries for Randolph, MA, and Worcester, MA.

William L Veazie doesn't seem to appear in records after 1870875.
Child 1357. 
In 1870, Clarence was living with his mother and siblings in the Randolph Almshouse. In 1880, he was residing in the household of Daniel Field, Oak St, Brockton, MA. Clarence was listed as a servant (farming). He is listed in the 1884, 1887 and 1888 city directory for Brockton, MA, boarding at 97 Oak, occupation cutter. Clarence B Veazie died2718 in 1907 near Bolton, Kansas, a laborer, single, age 41. That record lists his residence as Brockton, Mass.
Child 1358. 
Although enumerated as "Katie A" Veazie, age 1 in 1870, Randolph Births1799 lists Katie Ayers Veazie born Sep 15, 1867, to Benjamin & Mary  F (Thayer) of Randolph. Temple2699 states that Mable May, dau of Isaac Moulton May and Mary A F Rich, was born Sep 15, 1867; adopted Dec 1, 1874, was the daughter of Benjamin and Mary F Veazie. That adoption (the name of the child was "Mabel May") was recorded2701 June, 1875. And, indeed, in 1880, Mabel May, age 12, is enumerated2700 as the adopted daughter (relation: "Ado[.?] Daugther") of Isaac M and Mary A F May, in North Brookfield. Unfortunately, it isn't clear whether Kate Ayers Veazie is the same person as Mabel (nee Veazie) May. In any case, it may also be that Kate/Mabel was not the daughter of Benjamin as Anne Veazie Sonner2589 has letters written from Benjamin to daughter Ella from New Orleans in 1867, and, as early as 1866, he was traveling in Missouri and Kansas.

Lemuel was a shoe dealer159. Although the 1891 Mass. death index entry2271 for wife Lucy (Veazie) Dwelle lists Lucy as married at the time of her death, it's more likely Lemuel died prior to the 1860 census860 as Lucy appears as head of household in that record, and Lemuel doesn't seem to appear in any records after the 1855 census.

Charlotte died4225 at the age of 26; her death was reported in the Columbian Centinel (Mass.), Aug 10, 1829. The estimates of her birth and death dates are estimated from that information.

Lucy was baptised989 at the West Church of Boston, Jul 17, 1814. That record lists her birthdate, and parents as Mr George Veazie & Sarah his wife. Hillman800 has her deathdate as May 2, referencing Mass Vital Recs, 1841-1910, which is a mistranscription, as that is the date of record, rather than the death date, per examination of that citation.

In 1870 and 1880, Lucy resided862 with her daughter Angeline (Angie), in the household of Angie's husband, Francis P Loud, and children.

A search for Julia's daughter Zella Wiltsie resulted in finding Julia Aldridge (of the correct age), wife of Erastus Aldridge, with Zilla Wiltsie (of the correct age), in 1880 in Brockport (Sweden). Although Zilla is listed as "niece" to Erastus, it is assumed she is, in fact, his step-daughter. Julia's obituary1890 states she married Erastus in 1871, "or thereabouts."

Jame was a farmer by trade.

Erastus Aldridge was a produce and grain dealer in and about the Brockport/Sweden area of New York, near Lake Ontario. The Rochester Democrate and Chronicle, Sun., March 29, 1896, reported that Erastus had been found dead in a warehouse of his firm Aldridge & Dailey, apparently having committed suicide by shooting himself in the chest. He had told his wife the previous Thursday that he was going to Pittsford on business for the day, perhaps to remain the night there. Due to his extended absence, a search was made. John Dailey, son of Erastus' partner William Dailey, had to force out a key that had been left in the lock on the inside to get into the warehouse. There was Aldridge was found, lying on his side, shirt drawn up and grasping a 38 revolver in his right hand. It was assumed that the market was going against him, and he had taken his own life as it seemed to weigh on his mind.

Erastus' will, signed 8 Nov 1875, Brockport, Monroe County, N.Y., mentions wife Julia H Aldridge to be sole executrix. He also states that his mother, Mrs Keziah Aldridge, is to be supported by Julia as an obligation during her natural life, "in all respects as I myself am bound."

Erastus' wife Julia (Veazie Wiltsie) is listed1889 as a widow in 1900.

Harrison died4983 at the age of 69. His funeral services were held at the Masonic Temple in Detroit.

Among the quotations is, from the Oct 4, 1874 issue, the report of the marriage of Charles D Veazie of Parker City, Pa., and Mathilda Meising of Tutsville, Pa. They were married by Rev James A Robinson, rector of St Luke's church.

Charles enlisted2938 Sep 24, 1863, Geneva, NY, in Co D of the First NY Cavalry. He was discharged in West Virginia, Jul 20, 1865. The cause of discharge is listed as "M. C." with a disability of "Rheu" contracted "Since Wa." His deathdate is given in that military history record. He is listed as a widower, his residence as Niagara Falls, NY, and his nearest relative his brother Harrison H Veazie, address "Masonic Temple," Detroit, MI. In 1880, Charles was an hotel keeper in Titusville, PA.

The marriage announcement4340 for Matilda and Charles, mentions her as "of Titusville." In the 1880 census, Matilda H Veazie, age 26, lists her  parents as both being born in Germany. Matilda Meising is listed4341 in Titusville, PA, residing in the household of John and Louisa Meising, both born Prussia. Apparent siblings listed in that record: Pter, Annie, Theressa, Benjamin, and Matthew.

It appears that soon after 1880, Charles and Matilda were divorced, as Matilda married4079 Aug 2, 1881, in Manhattan, George W Everitt. George and Matilda appear in the 1910 census2264 for Brooklyn. That record indicates it was a first marriage for George, and Matilda's second marriage. She is also listed as the mother of 1 child, none living.

Mrs Matilda H Everitt died4342 at the age of 59, while visiting in Wilkes-Barre, PA, from blood poisoning. She had scratched a finger with a pin, treated it with household remedies, fell ill a few days later, and died as a result of that blood poisoning.

The Gettysburg (PA) Times, Mon., 23 Jul 1923, under the heading State News, reported:York. - Clark H Veazie, or Bridgeport, N. Y., and Miss Mary E Wisman, of this city, were married at St. Matthew's Lutheran Church here Saturday evening, the Rev. Dr. William E. Brown officiating.

In 1891, Clark H Veazie is listed1735 in the Rochester, NY, city directory as proprietor of a carriage repository at 336 and 338 E Main, his house at Brockport. On page 935 of that directory is a half-page advertisement for the Cortland Wagon Co., 336 and 338 East Main St, Clark H Veazie, Gen. Agent.

Clark's obituary1966 relates that he was for many years engaged in the wagon and carriage business in Brockport and Rochester. He was later a traveling salesman with the York Body Corporation for 25 years. He attended Brockport Collegiate Institute; he was a member of the Monroe Lodge of Masons.

Mary's tombstone1969, in a group under the WISMAN monument, reads "MARY E. WISMAN  WIFE OF CLARK H. VEAZIE  1875-1950" In that group, among several, are Lewis N Wisman (1849-1935), Kate Smith Wisman, wife of L.N. (1854-1910), and Chas. E. (1872-1929). From that information her family was determined.

Following her rather short marriage to Clark (he died just 5 years after their marriage), Mary lived in York, PA, perhaps to be near her family. In 1937, a York (PA) newspaper article mentioned Norman S Wisman of East Philadelphia St, and his sister, Mary E Veazie of West Market St, left to travel to the West, and would spend some time "at their former home in Illinois." The reference to a home in Illinois isn't clear.

Charles' middle name is provided in an 1865 affidavit4515 by Mary (Veazie) Hayden, Charles' aunt. That document mentions Mary's brother Henry, wife Lydia, and the full names for their three children. Mary also mentioned that Charles was not married (1865).

A headstone840 in Rome (NY) Cemetery reads: "Charles H / Son of / Henry & Lydia Ann Veazie / Died in St Louis MO / November 14 1869 / Aged 25 yrs 10 mos / 10 Days / Amelia P / wife of Charles H Veazie / Died at St Louis MO / October 10 1868 / Aged 24 years 8 mos & [illeg] days." Rome Cemetery interments4516 list Charles Hayden Veazie, interred Nov 14, 1869, in Section D, lot 49. That interment list also has Amelia D Veazie, wife of Charles H., d. St Louis MO, Oct 10, 1868, at the age of 24y 8m 16dys. St Louis, MO, death records5457 has Charles H Veazie died Nov 15, 1869, at Planters House.

Charles may be the "Veazie, Charles H., Rome, N. Y. 1861. Residence, Rome," listed in "Cazenovia Seminary, 1825 to 1875, Its History - Proceedings of the Semi-Centennial Jubilee - General Catalogue, Cazenovia, N.Y., MDCCCLXXVII," printed by Nelson & Phillips, 805 Broadway, NY, (www.ancestry.com) p 638, First Fifty Years of Cazenovia Seminary.

Interment records4516 for "Amelia D Veazie," state she died Oct 10, 1888, in St Louis, MO. The image of the headstone840 for "Amelia P," wife of Charles H Veazie, has her death Oct 10, 1868, in St Louis, MO. The former would have her birth year as 1864, which isn't correct as she was married to Charles in 1867. Her age at death is given in the interment records as 24 yrs 8 mos 16 dys. The image of her headstone has 24 yrs 8 mos & 11(blurry) days. Data from her headstone is preferred. Her birthdate is calculated from that information.

That also suggests that Lillian was likely born in Missouri.

That information identifies her as the Louise Veazie, age 1, in the 1850 census1901 for Rome, NY, in the household of H H and Lydia A Veazie. In addition, the headstone840 in Rome Cem., Rome, NY, has "Louise A Veazie," wife of Henry D Stevens, with birth and death dates. Mrs Stevens died3139 of a complication of diseases, and been ill since June of the previous year. She was a member of the Zion Episcopal Church and Sunday School, and sang in the choir. Her husband and mother survived her.

Henry D Stevens is implied as the husband of Mrs Henry D Stevens in her obituary3139. In 1880, Henry D and Louise V Stevens resided1866 in Rome, NY. He was a bookkeeper. In 1900, Henry, born May 1843, widowed and an insurance agent, was a boarder3141 in the household of Adelbart Adams in Rome, NY.

Sarah was born ~1844, as in 1850 she is enumerated as age 6. In 1860: age 15 (b ~1845). In 1870, age 23 (b ~1847). In 1875, age 29 (b ~1846). In 1880, age 35 (b ~1845). In 1900, age 49, b Jan 1851. In 1910, age 59 (b ~1851). Sarah Havens listed1857 in the Woodlawn Cem., Elmira, is listed as age 63 and the time of her death, May 15, 1912 (b ~1849). The birthdate given herein is a combination of the 1850 census information, in which she is age 4, and the 1900 census in which she lists her birthdate as Jan 1851. Sarah lived with her parents in 1850 and 1860. In 1870, she and husband Newell Havens are living in the household of her father and his second wife, Mary (Havens, Newell's sister). In 1890 and 1891, she lived1735 in Elmira, running a boarding house. In 1900 Sarah was a widow. Sometime after 1910, she moved to live with her sister, Anna Burt, in Ithaca, as she died2804 at Anna's home in 1912.

Newell appears variously as "Newell S," "S Newell," "S N," and most combinations thereof. Newell lived with his parents in 1850 and 1860. About 1868, Newell married Sarah H Veazie, the daughter of Thomas and Julia (Yates) Veazie. Perhaps 8 years earlier, Newell's sister Mary had married who was to be Newell's father-in-law. Interestingly, none of the many newspaper articles found regarding the Veazies and Havens mention this unusual relationship. In 1870, Newell, Sarah, and son Clarence Havens are living in the household of Thomas and Mary (Newell's sister) Veazie and their daughter (Sarah's sister) Anna. Clarence Havens is age 1. In 1875, Newell S N Havens, wife Sarah H, and sons Clarence and Harry, were living in the household of Thomas and Mary Veazie. Newell, age 29, born in Pennsylvania, was an hotel clerk. In 1877, S N Havens became F G Churchill's partner2799 in the Wellsboro (PA) Gazette newspaper. Also noting that event, the Corning (NY) Journal (fultonhistory.com), May 17, 1877, noted that "Newell Havens, late of the 'Pickwick' Restaurant in this village, has purchased the Wellsboro Gazette establishment." In 1880 in Wellsboro1848, PA, S N Havens, age 33, listed as editor of the Wellsboro Gazette, has in his household his wife Sarah, their sons Clarence, Harry and Thomas, a servant, and Newell's mother Fannie. In 1881, Havens sold2799 his interest in the newspaper to Herbert Huntington. The Havana Journal, Sat, Nov 19, 1881 (fultonhistory.com) reported that S N Havens, having sold his interest in the Wellsboro Gazette, had leased and would run the Seymour House at Blossburg, PA. By 1884, Newell had apparently moved back to Corning as he is mentioned in an article2802 as "formerly of Corning, Wellsboro and Blossburg." That article relates the event of a man attacking a young woman, trying to throw her out of a fourth story window at the Armory of the 26th Separate Company. The Company, which was drilling at the Armory, ran up the stairs and stopped the attack. The man was Havens, who had been drinking heavily for several days, he had met the girl at Wellsboro several years previously, and he and the girl had been quarreling. Havens admitted that he had neglected his family "much of late." That article also mentioned that Havens had "lately" rented the hotel in Pine City [NY, near Elmira] and was running it. As a result of the incident, both Havens and the girl were arrested, each fined $10 and spent the night in jail. Newell likely died prior to 1890, in which year he doesn't seem to appear in records and wife Sarah is running a boarding house1735 in Elmira. In 1900, Sarah Havens is listed as a widow.

A death notice2806 mentions the decease of a son of "L. Newell Havens," of Blossburg, formerly of Corning. The Journal learned that the son's name was Clarence Vezie[sic] and he was about fourteen years old. In 1875, Clarence was enumerated as "Clarence V."

Harry's middle name is assumed from mention of "Harry Gorden Havens" among the "heirs at law and next of kin" in a legal notice2803 for the estate of Mary J Veazie (Samuel Newell Havens sister). One wonders if Harry is the Harry Havens of whom the Elmira (NY) Daily Gazette and Free Press (fultonhistory.com), Mar 31, 1897, reports the trial for alleged burglary. The jury could not agree, the jury was dismissed, and the case turned over to the June term of county court for a second trial. That newspaper article mentions: "Thoughout the trial the widowed mother of the young prisoner" sat inside the witness railing, watching with intense interest the proceedings which might take her son from her. Harry Havens testified that he had stopped at the (apparently) site of the burglary on his way home, had fallen asleep in a chair, was awakened later by his mother and laid down on a bed. Mrs Sarah Havens, the devoted mother, the last witness called, related that her boy came home in a drunken stupor; she awakened him and he had laid down of the bed. The Elmira (NY) Telegram, July 4, 1897, reported that Harry Havens, in his second trial for the burglary, had been found not guilty. In 1900, Harry, single and occupation printer, was living with his mother and brother Thomas J Havens. Harry should not be confused with the Harry G Havens, born Aug 1871, NY, enumerated in Elmira in 1900, 1910, 1920, etc. In 1900, that Harry G Havens' father, William, is listed in the household. The 1912 obituary for Sarah Havens mentions surviving son Harry G Havens of Elmira.

His death notice in the Wellsboro (PA) Agitator reads, in part: "His widow will be remembered as Miss Anna Veazie, formerly a resident of this borough (Wellsboro, PA)."

In the Elmira city directory1735 in 1891, Anna is listed as "Burt, Anna H., widow George, jr." at 119 Penna Ave, the address at which George appeared in previous directories. In 1900, Anna, a widow, and son George J Burt resided380 in Elmira in the household of Sarah H Havens, Anna's sister, the widow of Samuel Havens. Anna was a dressmaker.

In 1910, Anna and son George resided4518 in Ithaca, NY, where Anna ran a boarding house. In 1920, Anna resided4572 with son George, his wife Sarah, and their son John, in Naperville, IL. In 1925, Anna resided4519 in son George's household in Rochester, with George's wife Sarah, and their son John. A 1926 newspaper article4520 mentions that George Burt, son John, and Mrs Anna Burt, of Rochester, were spending a few days with Mr and Mrs T J Havens (Anna's nephew Thomas Jabez Havens)  of Elmira Heights, and that Anna would spend the summer there.

The obituary4571 for Aura (Veazie) Burt mentions a surviving son, George J Burt, at whose home in Rochester she died.

Reliable identification of George's father is a bit of a mystery. His obituary1854 says his widowed mother married as his second wife ex-Governor (of NY) Lucius Robinson.  Lucius Robinson in the 1870 census for Southport, Chemung Co., NY, documented elsewhere as his retirement location, lists his wife as Ellen, age 42, born (~1828) in Connecticut. The 1860 census for Albany1855 has in the household of Ellen Burt, age 28??, born in Connecticut, George J Burt, age 8. In 1850 in Albany1856, before George's birth, are James and Ellin Burt of the appropriate ages. Anna is listed1735 in 1891, after George's death, as the "widow of George, jr." If George's middle name is James, that 1850 census may list his parents. In any case, it seems likely that his mother was Ellen, born ~1825 in Connecticut.

George must've been somewhat athletic, as the New York Times© reports, August 12, 1883, of the Watkins Regatta that George J Burt was entered in amateur races: double-scull race, George J Burt and John Galligan, of Elmira, NY; and senior single (George J Burt, of Elmira, NY). John Galligan was entered in the junior singles. The Elmira (NY) Morning Telegram, 1907, in a "25 Years Ago" column, reported that George Burt and Ben Andrews were to row a boat race on the Chemung, Sept 5, 1882. Characterized as a "man of much promise" by the Corning Journal1854, George is stated to have ended his life through "the use of cocaine and other stimulants."

Records indicate Sarah's birthyear variously as 1839 to 1845. Indicated herein, July, 1844, is taken from the 1900 census1832.

Sarah's obituary3309, which depicts Sarah at the age of 99 and the oldest resident in the vicinity, relates a previous interview with her (she related the same story two years prior.) In that interview, she said she had been taken to Washington as a bride by her husband in 1861. When asked if she was ever in the White House, she replied, "Oh, yes, indeed," that she had attended a reception given by Mrs. Lincoln, and had shaken hands with Mr. Lincoln. However, that story is likely apochryphal. Though her obituary gives her birthdate as July 4, 1839, all records currently found indicate a date closer to 1843 or 1844. On July 28, 1860, the earliest indication of her birth, she is listed1858 as age 17, therefore born ~1843. In 1870, she is listed1863 as age 26, therefore born ~1844. In the 1900 census, she gave her birthdate as Jul 1844; daughter Helen is listed as age 30, born Jan 1870.  As late as 1930, she is listed as age 88 (therefore born ~1842), and had married at the age of 20. That information implies she would have been married in 1862 at the earliest. However, as mentioned above, she appears in the 1870 census as Sarah Hayden, age 26, still living with her parents in Rome, NY. Her daughter, Helen Scofield, doesn't seem to appear in records that year.

In 1875, Sarah C Hayden resided4707 with her parents, several of her siblings, and her daughter Nellie V Scofield. In 1880, Sarah C Hayden resided1866 with her mother and several of her siblings. Her marital status was "D" (divorced) and Nellie V Scofield, Sarah's daughter and grandchild of Mary Hayden, resided with them.

Charles' deathdate is assumed from the 1900 census1832 in which Sarah Scofield is listed as a widow.

Charles' obituary3310 provides a lengthy sketch of his life. He was born in Dresden, NY, and, in 1868, he married Nellie Austin in Albion, Michigan. Except for 3 years spent in Michigan, he lived in Rome, NY.

Charles was prominent in city affairs, serving as superintendent of the water department for 17 years, as alderman, city treasurer and a member of the election board. He worked with his father in banking and insurance in the firm of Hayden & Son, continuing those pursuits following his father's death. His father was the first superintendent of the water department of Rome, having that position from 1872 to 1878, at which time, Charles was appointed to the office, filling it for 17 years.

He was a member of the Zion Episcopal Church, Roman (Masonic) Lodge, the Rome Commandery, Knights Templar, and various other organizations.

Ellen (Nellie) M Austin was the daughter of James C4709 and Rachel1858 Austin. She was born4709 in Parma, NY, about 1845.

Nellie M Hayden died4709 following an iillness of 10 days at the home of her daughter Mrs Bert Baker, in Rome, NY. She was one of the founders of the Dorcas Guild of the Zion Episcopal Church and was, for many years, active in that church.

Fred was a painter. Apparently Frederick and his first wife, Clara Waterman, were divorced between 1892 and 1898, as Clara appears in the 1892 census4745 with Frederick and family, and Frederick married1860 Margaret Haley in 1898.

It is highly probable that Clara W Hayden, the wife of Frederick V Hayden, is the daughter of Henry F and Sarah E (Mead) Waterman. Though there is no single document that establishes Clara was their daughter, there are several documents providing circumstantial evidence that is most easily explained by that assumption. The primary reference supporting that conclusion is the 1892 obituary4783 of Mrs Henry Arnold of New London, NY. She died at age 50, indicating a birth year of about 1842. That article does not mention Mrs Henry Arnold's name, but it does mention her survivors: her mother, Mrs. Sarah Waterman of Albany; sister Mrs C F Hayden of Schenectady; sister Mrs A Harrison; and a brother Charles Waterman of Albany. If one assumes that "Mrs C F Hayden" is a typo for "Mrs F V Hayden" or "Mrs C W Hayden," either form indicating Clara W Hayden, the wife of Frederick V Hayden, that is circumstantially supported by the 1892 state census4745 for Rotterdam, NY. Rotterdam is immediately south of Schenectady, NY, providing a coincidence of date and location for "Mrs C F Hayden" of the obituary, and Clara Hayden who resided in the household of Frederick Hayden in that census. In addition, one finds in the 1860 and 1870 censuses for Rome, NY, the family of Henry F and Sarah E Waterman, and residing with them, Clara W Waterman, age 7 in 1860, and age 17 in 1870. Other children residing with them were: Mary C Waterman (1860, age 18), Charles H Waterman (age 16 in 1860, age 26 in 1870), Thomas A Waterman (1860, age 16), and Abby J Waterman (1870, age 9).

Further circumstantial evidence includes: the 1870 census (Verona, NY, very close to New London, NY) and the 1880 census (New London, NY), in which Mary C Arnold, born ~1842, is listed as the wife of Henry W Arnold (1870) and William Arnold (1880). That information does not conflict with the possibility that Mary C Arnold is the Mrs Henry Arnold of the 1892 obituary cited above.

The June, 1894, obituary4786 for Sarah E Mead, states she was the wife of the late Henry F Waterman. She died in Albany at the age of 73 years, and "formerly lived in Rome (NY)." A Feb, 1895, legal notice4785 in Albany, regarding the late Sarah E Waterman, lists Sarah's executrix as Abbie J Harrison. An 1886 marriage notice4784 noted that Miss Abby J Waterman, of Rome, married in Rome, Charles W Harrison. That is consistent with the assumption that the "Mrs A Harrison," sister of Mrs Henry Arnold, is Abby J Waterman, daughter of Sarah Waterman of the 1870 Rome, NY, census.

Several other references provide even more indications. In 1897 (Albany NY Times-Union, Mar 26, 1897) noted that Frank W Hayden had forfeited a bond for using cancelled postage stamps; Abby J Harrison and Charles C Schemerhorn was named as sureties for the forfeiture. An Abbie J Schemerhorn appears as the wife of Charles Schemerhorn in the 1900 census for Albany, NY. "Abby Schemerhorn," relation to head of household "Aunt," appears in the 1920 census for Schenectady, in the household of James Hayden and family. James is otherwise identified as the son of Frederick and Clara W Hayden. In 1907 (Amsterdam NY Evening Recorder, Nov 12, 1907; fultonhistory.com), the birth of a daughter named Clara Waldo Waterman Hayden to Edwin C Hayden was announced. Edwin is elsewhere identified as the son of Frederick and Clara W Hayden.

The Amsterdam NY Evening Recorder, Thur, Apr 3, 1902, reported that Mrs Clara W Hayden of Albany had married Charles W Mereness at the house of the bride's sister, Mrs Charles Schemerhorn, in Albany. However, the 1908 obituary4749 for Clara W Hayden makes no mention of that marriage.

Using the principle of Occam's Razor, that the simplest explanation for data is often the best, the simplest explanation for the information cited above is that Clara W Hayden is Clara W Waterman, daughter of Henry F and Sarah E (Mead) Waterman.

It should be noted that a genealogy4748 for the descendants of Robert Waterman lists the family of Henry Franklin and Sarah Eliza (Mead) Waterman with similar information. However, that genealogy is without references, is incomplete with regard to names and numbers of spouses and children, death dates and locations, and differs in some regards with the information cited above. This author felt the need to independently determine information regarding Clara W (Waterman) Hayden.

Frank may be the Frank N Hayden who appears in the 1900 census for Schenectady, NY, born Mar 1871; married 4 years; wife Anne, born May 1871; daughter Clara, born Mar 1898. No further information.

Jesse T Hayden died4746 after a long illness with consumption at the age of 19 years and 8 months.

Following Frederick's death, Margaret may have married4790 Ralph A Lehner. The November, 1905, wedding announcement states that Mrs Margaret Haley Hayden of Utica, formerly of Rome, would marry Ralph A Lehner of Utica "early in December." Conflicting with that announcement, a marriage license1728 for Frank J Cole and Margaret Hayden (nee Haley) was sworn to June 19, 1909, in Utica, NY. That license application lists Margaret as age 39, born in Rome, NY, to James and Marcella (Craven) Haley. The application also states that it would be the second marriage for Margaret; her former husband was dead; she was not previously divorced.

Florence Virginia Hayden and John C Ames were married by Rev F F Rice. Miss Margaret Weed was maid of honor; Albert B Palmer, the husband of Florence's sister Julia, was best man.

Both John and Florence Ames are buried840 in Frederick, Oklahoma.

Florence appears in records variously as "Virginia," "Florence," and "Florence V." She appears primarily as "Florence V."

In 1860, Virginia Hayden, residing1858 with her parents Cyrus and Mary J Hayden, is listed as age 2. However, in 1900, residing4751 with her husband John C Ames and daughter Mary, Florence V Ames is listed as born Dec 1861.

She apparently died after 1920 and before 1930, as husband John appears in 1930 as a widower.

John was a life insurance salesman, as indicated by the 1900, 1910, 1920, and 1930 census records.

In 1930, John, a widower, resided4753 with his daughter Virginia in the household of his son-in-law Lorance F Dean. The obituary4755 for John Ames mentions surviving daughter, Mrs Lorance Dean o Winters, Texas.

A newspaper article4757, in a column "What's In a Name?" provides a general biography of Dr Julio Ames. Without reference, that article mentions that Dr Ames and Esther Ann Crawford had two children, Mary and John; John married Florence Hayden, sister of the late George Hayden of Montour Falls. That article also states that Julio Ames resided in Missouri at the beginning of the Civil War in 1861, implying that son John may have been born in Missouri. Most references indicate he was born in New York state, but, in 1910, he is listed1286 as born in Missouri.

A clipping4754 from an unknown, undated newspaper relates the story of the family and descendants of Judge John Crawford of Dix, New York. Judge John Crawford and Mary Catlin, daughter of Judge Phineas Catlin, had a daughter Esther Crawford. Esther married Dr Julio Ames, resided in Montour Falls, NY, and had a son John. John and a friend Frank Severn "both became blind about the same time although John Ames was blinded in only one eye from a jackknife accident. [John] is now entirely blind and at the age of 92 is a resident of the Masonic Home in Guthrie, Oklahoma. He was a New York Life Insurance salesman for many years."

Julio (physician, born Vermont) and Ester(sic) Ames resided2824 in Montour, NY. Residing with them were John C Ames, age 8, and Mary M Ames, age 10. In various census records, the birthplace for John's father is listed as Vermont. The obituary4755 for John Ames states that he resided in the Masonic Home at Guthrie for many years and died at the age of 96.

The above information makes it probable that John's parents were Julio Ames and Esther Crawford.

George and Belle were married by clergyman Francis F Rice. Witnesses were Mrs Lena Aldrich and Byron Bastian.

George was a machinist and life-long resident of Montour Falls, NY. He was a member of the Chester Giles Hook and Ladder Company, and past chief of the Montour Falls Fire Department. He was also a member of the Montour Falls I.O.O.F., and the Montour Falls Methodist church. He was employed by the Cronk and Carrier Company for 40 years. He was survived4777 by his widow, Belle; two sisters, Mrs Sarah Scoffield of Rochester, and Mrs Albert Palmer of Lansing, Mich.; two step-daughters, Mrs Harry Lunger of Rochester, and Mrs H J Head of Endicott; one son [step-son?], Norman Hayden of Frankfort. [Norman Hayden appears in the 1900 census4776 as the son of John and Lucy Hayden, Binghamton, NY.]

Belle appears in records variously as "Belle," "Lucy," and "Belle L." Belle Hayden (nee Knowles) marriage to George Hayden was her second marriage1728. As indicated in the 1900 census4774 for Binghamton, NY, listed as "Lucy," she married4774 first, about 1891, John Hayden, born December, 1867, in New York. Three children appear in that census: Iva M, Norman F and Ruth E Hayden. The names of their children are significant because, following Belle's marriage to George Hayden, George and Belle appear with or in the household of Belle's children.

That is, in 1920, George and "Bell" Hayden, listed as father- and mother-in-law, resided in the household of Harry J and Ruth Head. Ruth's age is consistent with the 1900 census for Ruth Hayden. In 1930, Iva M Blanding, divorced and listed as "daughter," resided4772 in the household of George E and Belle L Hayden in Montour Falls. Iva's age is also consistent with the 1900 census for Iva M Hayden. The 1925 state census, which doesn't explicitly list resident or family relationships, for Montour Falls, NY, lists Iva Blanding, "step-daughter," just below George E and Belle L Hayden.

Mrs Belle Hayden of Montour Falls, NY, is mentioned as sister-in-law in the 1949 obituary4776 of Julia (Hayden) Palmer.

The 1900 census334 has both Henry's parents born in New Jersey. In 1900, he was a bank clerk, his name being recorded as "Veacie," and he and Sophie resided in a multi-family dwelling at 121 West 104th. In 1905, his name is listed4512 as "Veazey," he was a bank clerk, and he and Sophie resided in a mult-family dwelling at 137 Edgecoombe Terrace. In 1910, Henry, still living at 137 Edgecoombe, is a widower, and a clerk at a broker's office.

The 1900 census334 indicates that Sophie immigrated in 1885. Sophia died Oct 17, 19054624. Her obituary includes a touching tribute: "The trial was hard, the pain severe. Rosalie's death date is provided by a 1916 memorial notice4525 by the children of Rosalie Smith. That notice reads: "In Memoriam. In loving memory of Rosalie Smith, who died April 28, 1914. We think of our Dear Mother and our hearts are sad with pain. Oh this earth would be a heaven could we hear her voice again. Just two years ago she left us - how we miss her loving fare. In 1870, George was a farm laborer. For the rest of his life, he was a farmer. George died1904 at the age of 73 years.

Mary immigrated1909, prob from Scotland, in 1880. She married first, perhaps around 1887, Jerome A Nurse. Following Jerome's death in 1898, she married second around 1899, George Veazie. Several years following George's death, Mary married third Oct 10, 1931, Harvey Spafford of Mexico, NY, she being at that time of Cleveland. Harvey Spafford's obituary ( Mexico NY Independent, April 18, 1935) states he was born in Lindquist, Ontario, Oct 23, 1863. He died April 12, 1935 at his home in Prattham.

Mary's maiden name is not clearly known. The obituary of her son George J Veazie states he was the son of the late George and Mary Lamb Veazie. The marriage records1916 for her daughter Esther Jane Veazie list her mother as Mary Vanet or Vanett. Unfortunately, a census search for appropriate ages and locations yields a Mary Vanette, age 17, born Scotland, in 1885 in Glyndon, MN, as well as a Mary Lamb, age 19 in Barnesville, born Scotland, the same year. Interestingly, that Mary Lamb is listed in the residence of David Vannett, born Scotland. However, several of the children of David Vannett were born in Minnesota from 1876 to 1880. As Mary Lamb/Varnett immigrated in 1880, that associaton is tenuous.

Somewhat strangely, considering her marriage to Harvey Spafford after George Veazie's death, "Mary R 1868 - 1953" appears on the same stone and just below George Veazie's inscription.

Erwin was baptized2023 in the First Bapt Church, North Adams, 1857. That record lists his deathdate. It has mentions "aged about 60 years moved to Cleveland Ohio, was a widower age 77 yrs in 1918 at Cleveland." In 1920, Erwin, age 78, is listed287 as a widower in the same rooming house in which he and Helen resided312 in 1910.

In the 1865 census, Erwin resided2034 with his parents, and is listed as a soldier. Later he was a traveling salesman, perhaps for a shoe company.

Erwin died3306 of cerebral hemorrhage, complicated by arterio sclerosis. The informant for his death certificate was Bernhard [sic] Veazie, 234 Oregon Ave, Ph(Pittsburgh?) PA.

In 1870, Helen lived4435 with her grandmother, Eliza B Barker. Helen's tombstone840 reads: "VEAZIE Helen Barker Wife of Edwin T Veazie 1851-1916."

Bernard is rather elusive with respect to record references. Although he appears in several city directories, some of which are referenced for his locations, he was found only in the 1920 and 1930 censuses. In 1912, he resided1735 at 219 W 8th Av in Cincinnti, OH. He is listed as "supt n w c," at Highland Av and Dorchester Av. In 1920, he was in Beaver Falls, PA, working as a machinist at a steel mill. He lists himself as married then, but no wife is in evidence. In 1922, "Bernhard" Veazie, of 234 Oregon Av, "Ph," PA, was the informant for the death certificate3306 of his father, Erwin T Veazie. In 1930, he is living with the Horace Kegg family as a lodger, and working as a carpenter. In 1921, Bernard and two other men received a patent2036 for a collapsible seat (appears to be intended to be constructed of wood). In 1950, he visited2037 his cousins Charles and Clifford Veazie of 36 State Street (North Adams) and returned to "his home in Pittsburgh."

Bernard died of a cerebral vascular accident at the age of 85. At the time of his death, he resided at 208 Comrie Ave, Braddock, PA, his occupation: "Pres. Associated Lumber." His death certificate states he was married, but the Spouse field of the certificate contains only a question mark.

It appears that he married sometime before Jul 1950 as The North Adams (MA) Transcript, Jul 5, 1950 (newspapers.com), under "Personal Paragraphs": Mrs Bernard S Veazie of Pittsburgh, Penn., is the guest of Mrs Mae Bean of 111 Main St. The same newspaper reported, Jun 27, 1949, under the same heading, that Bernard visited Mrs Mae Bean at the same address. Mary F (Mae) (Veazie) Bean was Bernard's first cousin.

Hillman800 provides Charles' middle name (without direct reference). Charles' primary occupation was as a carpenter and lived for many years at 12 Veazie St in North Adams, Massachusetts.

Charles enlisted3192 in Adams, MA, as a private with the First Regiment, Mass. Cavalry, Co. B, Jan 4, 1864, for a term of 3 years. In 1865, Charles is listed2034 in the census as a soldier.  Charles died at the age of 64y 7m 13d of cancer of the tongue. He worked as a carpenter all his life. Following his death, his widow "Lizzie M Veazie" of 27 Veazie St, North Adams, MA, applied as a widow for his veterans pension, which she collected until her own death in 1917.

Other than her marriage record, Charles' Veazie's wife was known as Anne or Anna. At the time of her 1866 marriage4009 to Charles Veasie(sic), Sarah Ann Baxiter, age 18, was a resident of Adams, MA. Anna died at the age of 18 during the birth of Harry.

In 1910, Mary A Bradt, widow, lived4692 with her mother in Troy, NY.

In 1923, Mary (who was living at Seventh Avenue and Fulton Street) presented4699 a portrait of her great-great-grandfather, Platt Titus, to the Troy Savings Bank. Platt Titus was one of the original managers of the bank, and the bank having been established at a meeting held at Titus' inn in the early 1800s.

Census records4693, his obituary4694 and several newspaper articles state Addison was an undertaker. The obituary4901 of Addison's mother, Mrs Henrietta Bradt, mentions that she was the mother of the late Addison E Bradt, an undertaker, who resided about "eight years ago" at St. Paul's Place.

Though the record of his marriage to Annie Kate Jenkins lists his name as William Henry Ford, he appears in most other records as Henry or Henry W Ford.

Henry appears in the 18601744 and 18705217 censuses in the household of William and Lucretia Ford. He is also mentioned in his mother's obituary5214; Lucretia Ford died "at the home of her son, H. W. Ford, in Homestead township."

Several census records list Anna's birthplace as New York, and the birthplace of both her parents as Wales. Also, Anna is listed in several records as Anna K and Annie K. Further, the 1870 census5217 for White Oak Township, Missouri, lists the family of John and Catharine Jenkins, and, among several children in the household, Anna K, age 13, born New York. Though circumstantial, it appears to be highly probable that the Annie K Jenkins who married William Henry Ford in 1875, in Henry Co., MO, is the daughter of John and Catharine Jenkins.

The 1870 census5217 for the family of John and Catherine Jenkins, in addition to Anna K, lists a child Meredith Jenkins (male), age 17, born in New York. In 1860, Eli Trombly was a laborer working for Edwin Vesey. By 1870, Eli had married Edwin's daughter Rosaline and had a farm adjacent to Edwin's. Following Eli's death, Rosaline lived with her son Milton and his wife Blanche.

Rosaline died4513 at the age of 77y 5m 24d, at home in Summerfield Twp, Michigan, of paralysis. The informant for her death certificate was Mrs Joseph Shaner (her daughter) of Petersburg, Mich.

"History of Monroe County, Michigan" (Talcott Enoch Wing, pub 1890; New York, Munsell & company; archive.org) has: Eli served during the Civil War in the 18th Michigan Infantry Regiment, Company K. Mrs Grace M (Crooks) Finch committed suicide4633 in the residence of her son-in-law Edwin Sommer (see info for daughter Emily's death below), dying of asphyxia by illuminating gas. George's middle name is given on his WWII draft registration170 card. The 1880 census (enumerated June) for Penn Twp, IN, lists George's age as 11/12, and indicates his birth month as July. The 1900 census, in which he was living with his mother, lists his birthdate as Jul 1880. George was a salesman and secretary for a lumber company. In 1942, he resided170 with Mrs Edwina Vesey, 1306 E Broadway, Logansport, IN. He worked for John I Shafer Hardwood Co., in Logansport.

George William Veazie died3186 suddenly in Nashville, TN. The cause of his death is listed3185 on his death certificate as unknown, but his obituary3186 says heart attack. He was D.O.A. at St Thomas Hospital in Nashville. The informant for his death certificate was Geo. William Vesey Jr. His death certicate lists him as married. George and wife Edwina had left from Logansport, IN, on Thursday (Mar 1 1951) for St Petersburg, FL, to spend a month there. They had gone as far as Nashville, stopped for the night in the Noel Hotel and were going to visit friends. At 9:15 PM at the hotel he apparently died of a heart attack. George had been associated with the John I Shafer Hardwood company since 1918 and had been secretary-treasurer since its incorporation in 1920. He moved to Logansport in 1939, apparently following the death of his second wife. Survivors were: his widow Edwina; George W Vesey, Jr., South Bend; Mrs Thomas Hutchinson, Butler, PA; four grand-children and two step-daughters. He had been a member of the Tipton Masonic lodge, the Mizpah Shrine Temple in Fort Wayne, the local country club, the Chamber of Commerce, the Elks lodge, and the Market Street Methodist church.

Edna L Parrett(sic) lived3181 with her parents in Penn Twp., IN, in 1900. The marriage license application2072 for George W Vesey and Keziah Smith states it was George's second marriage, and his first marriage was dissolved by death, May 29, 1910 (date of Edna Vesey's death2063).

Guy's middle initial appears on his headstone840. The Benton Harbor News-Pallidium (newspapers.com), in several articles, relates that, on January 12, 1898, one of Guy's legs was amputated due to complications from a gunshot wound he received while hunting with friends. Blood poisoning had set in. In 1900, Guy resided4450 with his parents and sister Grace in St Joseph Township, MI.  On Jul 18, 1904, Guy (a resident of Chicago, IL) married1523 in St Joseph, MI, Marie Neth, the daughter of August Neth. Guy and Marie had a daughter4455 Marie in 1905. Shortly following daughter Marie's birth, in July, 1905, Guy became seriously ill, as reported in the News-Palladium (Benton Harbor, MI, newspapers.com), Jul 14, 1905: "Mr and Mrs L L Vesey were called to Chicago last night by a telegram announcing that their son Guy was seriously ill." He had contracted typhoid fever4458 from which he later recovered physically. However, the fever had affected his mind and he became violent. He was examined for mental instability, was jailed, and eventually admitted to the Kalamazoo State Hospital (for the insame). He resdied there for the rest of his life. His World War I draft registration221, dated 1918, indicates he resided at the State Hospital, and was disqualified for reasons of mental deficiency.

Sometime following his admission to the Kalamazoo Hospital, Guy and Marie were divorced. Marie apparently remarried, as the 1934 obituary4448 for Guy's father Lucius mentions a surviving daughter-in-law, Mrs Mary Hunt. Marie Hunt appears in the 1920 census in Chicago2113 as the daughter of Gustie Neth. Mary's daughters Marie (nee Vesey), age 14, and Madeline, age 7, resided with her.

She is listed as the spouse of Edward A Vesey, residence West 927 4th ave, and as Marie C Vesey, bookkeeper "Hazelwood Co.," with the same residence listed. No other information regarding Marie Kingsley has, at this time, been found.

Witnesses were Fred Fleming of Belmont St, Portland, and Margaret F May, Daniels St, Vancouver. Paul was single, occupation painter; June was single, and a waitress. They were both residents of 11 W 12th, Portland, OR.

The marriage license3345 for Paul P Vesey and June McNair is dated Sep 16, 1915, Clarke Co., Washington. Both Paul and June are listed as residents of Portland, Oregon, at that time.

In 1900, Paul resided2392 with his parents, and his siblings, Sadie and Edward Vesey. In 1910, Paul resided5364 with his brother Edward, and with his mother Mary, and sister Sadie Flatt.

In 1917, Patrick Vesey, home address221 E 19 - 4 Ave, Spokane, WA, was an elevator operator at the Van Nyse Building, at the corner of 7 and Spring streets, Los Angeles. He was married with a dependent wife. Although he recorded his birthdate as Nov 4, his birth registration has Nov 3; additionally, his father was reported5361 on Nov 3, 1891, to be the father of twins, a boy and a girl.

In 1940, Patrick is listed2764 as a clerk for a railroad. June is listed as a photostat machine operator, "Gum."

Patrick's WWII draft registration170 lists him as an employee of the Southern Pacific RR Co., 4th & Berry St, San Francisco. "Person who knows address:" June Vesey. They resided at 50 Golden Gate Ave, San Francisco, the same address at which they appear in the 1940 census.

The marriage certificate3345 for June's marriage to Paul Vesey lists her parents' names, including her mother's maiden name. However, that record lists her mother as "Nancy" Graham. A 1976 obituary5365 for Elizabeth Reynoldson states Elizabeth was born in August, 1889, the daughter of William and Rachel (Graham) McNair, and Elizabeth was survived by brothers William and Fred, and sisters Lillie Knott "of Forestville, Calif.", Mrs June Vesey "of San Francisco," and Mrs Dale Wilton. The 1900 census5366 for Cuming Township, Nebraska, lists the family of William F and Rachel McNair. Among the children listed are Bessie (Elizabeth?), born Aug 1889; Hettie J, born Aug 1894; William, Lillian (born Feb 1897) and Fred. A Lillian Nott, born Feb 2, 1897, Nebraska, parents' surnames listed as McNair and Graham, died in Sonoma Co., California, Jun 1, 1986. A lengthy biographical sketch2253 of William J Vesey, starting page 582 of The Pictorial History of Fort Wayne Indiana, Vol 2, includes a genealogical sketch of his lineage back to William of Braintree and a description of the immigration, emigrations and history of the Vesey branch of the Veazie/Vesey family. William's full name is listed in the marriage record2072 for her daughter Sarah (Sallie) to Cecil Max. In other newspaper articles by Fort Wayne newspapers, Sarah announced that there would be no attendants at the wedding. That may have been because there was no room as the description of her wedding (Fort Wayne Journal Gazette Oct 12 1911 p9) takes up a newspaper column, a list of the relatives and guests comprising nearly one-half that length. Among those mentioned as Sarah's relatives and guests: her sisters Margaret and Catherine; Mrs. Sarah J Vesey, grandmother; aunts Mrs Allen J Vesey and Mrs John Vesey; Mrs Pearl Max and Mr Harold Max of Muncie; Mr William H Vesey (prob her first cousin once removed, son of John B Vesey) of Chicago; and brother David Vesey, having come from Ann Arbor to be present.

Maggie's full maiden name is listed in the marriage record2072 of daughter Sarah (Sallie) to Cecil Max. Her obituary in the Fort Wayne (IN) Weekly Sentinel, Apr 13, 1910, relates that she had appeared ill on a streetcar before disembarking and seating herself in a drugstore. She then collapsed and was taken to the rear of the store. Dr McKeeman was summoned from his home next door, but arrived to find her dead. Attorney A J Vesey, brother-in-law, was summoned as it was believed that Judge William Vesey, her husband, was out of town. In fact, William was called and arrived with his brother. The body was removed to the family home at 2602 Thompson Ave.  Mrs Vesey was only 47 years old but had been suffering from arterio-sclerosis for some time. She was the daughter of Judge David Studebaker (and Harriet Evans), born in Decatur, educated at Decatur and the Fort Wayne M E College and married Judge Vesey in 1882. The children of Judge and Maggie Vesey are all mentioned in the obituary. Maggie was an authority on flowers and she and her husband had established greenhouses as the firm of W J and M S Vesey.

Margaret's middle name is given in The Pictorial History of Fort Wayne2253. In 1920, Margaret and her sister Catherine were rooming in an hotel in Louisville, KY. Margaret's occupation was General Secretary of the YWCA, and sister Catherine is listed as an actress at Camp Taylor. Margaret's 1992 passport application2243 states her occupation as General Secretary of the Young Womans Christian Association, and she will be traveling to Argentina, Brazil, Chile and Uruguay for YWCA work. The identification portion of that application was made by her grandmother Sarah W Vesey of Fort Wayne, IN. In 1930, still a secretary for the YWCA, Margaret and another secretary of the YWCA, Anna Seeburg are boarding in Mount Vernon, NY, where there is still today a YWCA. In 1940, Margaret is residing back in Fort Wayne, a social worker for the American Red Cross. Her sister Catherine Kamke, divorced, is living with her.

George's birthdate is calculated from his age840 at death: 71y 1m 30das, from his headstone. A history2054 of Johnson Twp (LaGrange Co., IN) mentions that his father, born in Ohio, and mother emigrated from Ohio to Johnson Township in April, 1851, a few months after their marriage.

Sylvester was a farmer in Milford Township, Lagrange Co., Indiana.

Following the February, 1909, death of his first wife, Edna, Sylvester became despondent4610. Fearing that he would attempt to take his own life, the family stayed close by Sylvester. Early in the morning of Feb 21, 1909, Sylvester and his brother-in-law, Charles Sears (husband of his sister Margaret), went to Charles' barn. Charles was called back to the house. Later, when Sylvester did not return to the house, the family became concerned and Charles hurried to the barn to find Sylvester in the haymow. Sylvester had ingested carbolic acid and was found unconscious.

Though his suicide attempt had left him in critical condition, Sylvester recovered. In May, 1909, Sylvester was named administrator4614 of the estate of Lydia C Vesey-Howard, his aunt. The estate had an estimated worth of $35,000 to $40,000. The administration was somewhat contentious as there was a codicil to the will, beneficiaries to whom the codicil was not favorable made a showing, the codicil was not probated, and the beneficiaries of that codicil were not notified of the probate.

In October, 1909, a judge ordered4616 the codicil to be probated. The will proper had distributed about $20,000 to a number of persons, and bequeathed 160 acres of land to Horace J, Benjamin W, and John B Vesey. The codicil modified that bequeathal to provide that the land was to go to Horace J Vesey, and, following his death, it was to go to William H and Amanda Day. The codicil also named several beneficiaries to receive $1000 apiece.

Edna's maiden name is listed in daughter Lottie's marriage record to Vern Cline. Edna's death certificate states she was never a resident in the city (Chicago) and lists her place and time of death as 'Illinois Theatre Bldg' at about 8:40PM; cause of death: organic heart disease. She died at the age of 45y 4m 5d. A death notice4615 state that she and Sylvester, while enroute from Lagrange to Minnesota, had gone to the Illinois Theatre in Chicago to see a performance of "Seven Days." Soon after the couple was seated, Mrs Vesey was stricken with heart failure and died within 20 minutes. Other unreferenced stories (on the web) state she was running for a streetcar when she collapsed and died.

Edna's birthplace was provided by information in the death certificate4612 of her son Wenzel Vesey, for which the informant was Wenzel's wife, Mabel Vesey.

In 1900, William's occupation was chemist. In his 1918 passport application645, conveniently for genealogists, he lists his residences and dates: Goshen, IN, 1862-1892; Chicago, IL, 1892-196; New York city, NY, 1916 to date (1918). In his 1920 passport application645 for a trip to Cuba, he stated his occupation as 'shipping.' That application lists his birthdate, birthplace and father. In the 1930 census, William is listed by his full name in a rooming house in the same block of West 80th Street where he and son John B Vesey were located in 1920.

In 1925, Belle B Vezey (sic) resided with her daughter Esther V Whiteside, and Eshter's husband Horace E Whiteside.

In 1940, Belle Vesey was an inmate at Willard State Hospital, Ithaca, NY. Mt Hope cemetery records5421 has Belle Vesey, interred Sept? 27, 1943; age 79, died of chronic myocarditis, Willard, NY; remarks: "crematory, scattered 9-28-43."

Following husband Wenzel Vesey's death, Mabel, a widow, appears1713 in the 1930 census, residing at 16587 Linwood in Detroit, MI.

The 1962 obituary3158 of Mabel's brother Lloyd mentions surviving sisters Mrs Mabel Gutteridge of Detroit, and Mrs Irene Ewing of Pasadena, California.

Horace Oscar Breiding was born4603 Apr 15, 1880, in Berlin, Waterloo County, Ontario, Canada, to Philip Breiding and Sarah Ann Reist.

Mabel and Horace were divorced2072 March 19, 1908. A newspaper article (Goshen IN Daily Democrat, Mar 19, 1918) states that Horace O Breiding was granted a divorce from Mabel Vesey Breiding that afternoon. Horace then married second Lillian Belle Baker, on Jun 15, 1908, in Goshen, Indiana. Lillian Belle was born Mar 16, 1885, in Middleburg, Indiana, the daughter of Jacob Baker and Amanda Hamming(?).

At the time of Horace' 1918 draft registration, he resided at 212 So Cottage Ave, in Goshen, IN, and was a cashier for the New York Central Railway. He listed his nearest relative as his wife "Lillian Belle." His WWII draft registration170 card lists his birthdate and birth place, and his address as 105 N Orchard St, Kendallville, Indiana. He was still employed by the New York Central Railroad in Toledo, OH, and Horace worked at the freight office on Oak St in Kenallville.

Horace' birth record4603 lists his birthplace as Berlin, Waterloo, Ontario, Canada. The name Berlin was changed to Kitchener during World War I due to the enmity of the non-German residents within the city and throughout Waterloo County.

Wenzel's middle name is listed221 on his WWI draft registration card. Wenzel resided with his parents in 1900 and 1910 in Milford, IN. In 1917, Wenzel lists221 his occupation as Superintendant of the pyrometer and electrical department of the Ford Motor Company, Highland Park, MI. Walter appears to have enlisted5420 at least twice, possibly a third time, during the Civil War. Walter L Boynton, with named dependent "Minor" Laura M Boynton, served4053 in Co 3 of the Maine Infantry. He filed as an Invalid, Jun 13, 1879; and  again on May 1, 1916, under class "Minor" from the state of Massachusetts. The latter filing was likely done by Laura following Walter's death earlier that year.

In 1850, J R Smith, a tailor, resided346 in Bangor, ME. Listed in that household were Ellen Smith (age 37), Henry R Smith (age 1), Sarah Veazie (age 76), and Adison Russell (age 15, also a tailor). In 1860, Sarah Veazie, Helen L Smith and Henry R J Smith, resided826 in Portland, in the (apparently) boarding house of Sarah L Dow, "landlady," among several other residents. In 1861, Charles B Veazie enlisted328 in the First Maine Infantry, Co G554 or Co H328. He received a disability discharge328 in March or May 1863.

Charles B Veazie is described in Andeas' History of the State of Nebraska as a hardware merchant in Fremont, partner in Pilsbury, Veazie & Co., dealers in hardware. In 1910, Charles is listed602 as widower. One of his obituaries2732 mentions that he died at the age of 89; he would have been age 90 on April 27 (1930.) He was the oldest member of the McPherson Post, G. A. R. (Fremont, Neb.), and was treasurer for 44 years of the Equitable Building and Loan association. He went to Fremont "51 years ago" (as of 1930), became a hardware merchant, retired in 1920, and, for 59 years, held membership in the Masonic Lodge.

Samuel Jones Veazie lived with his parents in 1850 and 1860. In Aug, 1863, he registered for the Civil War draft3290: residence Bangor, age 24, occupation: "Gentleman," single, born Maine.

Samuel died of "cerebral appoplexy" in Bangor802, married. His birth date is calculated from his age of death (55y 8m 1d) in that record.

In the 1870 census344, Julia Veazie was listed as age 28. A Julia Veazie died2987 Oct 24, 1870, at the age of 33. Though the age differences seems significant, this may be Samuel Jones Veazie's wife.

Emma is listed3149 in the Michigan death certificate index, mother of Alfred Wyman Veazie, as Emmaline Jane Wyman. Emma may be the Emma J Wimon/Wyman who appears as (likely) the daughter of Jane Wyman in Lincolnville, ME, in the 1860 and 1870 censuses. Jane Wyman (the mother) is a wdiow in 1860. Also listed in that 1860 census is (likely) a son (brother to Emma) Francis C Wyman, age 6. In 1900 and 1910, Emma and son Alfred Veazie ("Emerline" in 1910) resided224 in Bangor, ME. As late as 1912, Emma J Veazie, widow of Samuel J., is listed515 in the Bangor City Directory.

"Amer. Biog."2986 provides Edward's middle name. In 1900, Edward is listed as widowed (4yrs). In 1910, he is married to Annie L Merritt with Annie's daughter Lottie S Quimby (by her first husband Frank E Quimby) in the household. Both Edward and Annie are listed as being married twice.

In 1900, Edward's occupation is not listed. In 1910, his occupation is "Own Income." In 1920, at the age of 70, his occupation is "none."

Edward and Amos Veazie are listed2899 in Mount Hope Cem. records as the son of Edward Veazie, buried in the same lot as Edward W Veazie. From that information, and the marriage dates for Edward W Veazie, it is assumed they are sons of Edward and Mary (Morgan) Veazie, having died as infants.

The marriage record2204 for Edward W Veazie and Anne L Quimby, the second marriage for both, lists Anne as born in Bangor, and divorced. Her father is listed as Joseph E Merritt and mother only as "Watson."

Little, Geneal. & Fam. Hist. Maine, incorrectly lists Wildes Perkins Walker Veazie, born April 3, 1870, as the son of John Walker Veazie, son of Gen. Samuel Veazie. The 1870 census lists "Willie" Veazie, born Apr 1870, in the household of Jones P. and Susan Veazie. The 1880 census for Bangor lists "Wildes P W Veazie," age 10, as "son" of Susan T. Veazie, widow. The Bangor (Maine) Whig and Courier (newspapers.com), Mar 6 1893, mentions a new company formed in Bangor, for the cure of opium, tobacco and liquor habits by the "Houston" system. Among the new officers listed was W. P. W. Veazie, secretary and business manager. In Apr, 1893, an advertisement for the cure of liquor, tobacco, opium and morphine habits, at an establishment at 200 Essex Street, Bangor, mentions that particulars should be inquired of W. P. W. Veazie, Secretary of the company (unnamed).

Also, in 1893 (www.cfbdatawarehouse.com), Wildes was the head coach of the University of Maine football team (The Maine Black Bears) and compiled a 0-5 record. That year the Black Bears scored a total of 24 points; the opponents a total of 122 points. The History of Harvard Law School3124 provides information for Wildes: father dealer in lumber; offices, 30 Pine St, NYC; special partner in form of A. H. Bickmore & Co., bankers.

Mary's middle name is provided by Hillman800, referencing "Maine Marriages, 1892-1966." Mary's obituary2984 mentions her children Mrs Edward O Hausburg [Doreen] of Elsmere, Mrs Phil Allen of Menlo Park, CA, and Wildes Walker Veazie of White Plains, NY. Her death place is assumed to be Delmar, NY, as the obit mentions the funeral service to be held at the Tebbutt Chapel in Delmar. His birthdate is listed1711 in the Maine birth index, which lists her father as Roscoe F Morgan and mother as Angelia. Census records indicate Mary's birthyear from 1851 to 1854, and the 1900 census has her birthdate Jan 1873.

In 1880, Mary, age 6, resided with her parents in Surry. In 1900, Mary M Veazie, wife of Wildes Veazie, resided in Brooklyn with son Walker and daughter Dorren Veazie.

Maine Biographical Sketches2986, p 156, lists the marriage date for Louise and T Lloyd Hollister. The referenced newspaper announcement3131 of their wedding gives Louise's full name. Louise Lord Veazie and T Lloyd Hollister were married at the home of Louise's brother Wildes Veazie. Louise's niece, Doreen Veazie, was maid of honor. John Hollister was best man.

In 1880, Louise was living with her widowed mother, Susan T Veazie, and her brother William T Veazie. In 1900, she resided with her brother William, and her aunt Etta C Townsend. She married3131 Jun 24, 1903, at the Brooklyn home of her brother Wildes, T. Lloyd Hollister. Thomas Lloyd Hollister was a lawyer in New York City. On Dec 13, 1906, Hollister was arrested3128 in Bloomfield, NJ, on a charge of embezzlement, preferred by Louise's aunt Etta C Townsend. He was committed3130 to the county jail in New Jersey as a result. Etta Townsend said Hollister had collected the money, but concealed the fact and deposited the money to his own account. Halsey Barrett, Hollister's lawyer, said that Hollister had taken his 15 month-old son from the Franklin St house and secreted him. Hollister would not reveal where the child was located. It was alleged that Hollister had threatened his wife. Hollister claimed there was a conspiracy against him by his wife and family.

Hollister later explained3132 that he had been arrested and jailed on Dec 13, 1906. The charge was laid before the Grand Jury, the charge was dismissed and Hollister was released. Hollister claimed the whole trouble had been instigated by Louise's brothers Will T Veazie and Wildes P Veazie, and by Louise's aunt, Etta Townsend. Louise had wanted a divorce but Hollister refused. He asked to have their son Thomas, and after Louise refused, Hollister had taken the boy and left him with a woman in Jersey City. Young Hollister was returned him after a day.

Louise V Hollister, head of family and listing herself as "widow", resided3127 in New Jersey with her son Townsend Hollister, her aunt Etta C Townsend, and a house servant. Mrs Louise V Hollister married3129 Jun 17, 1911, at her home in Bloomfield, NJ (while in sickbed with inflammatory rheumatism,) Dr. Charles Harold Gilbert. They were married by Rev. William T Willcox of the Westminster Presbyterian Church, Bloomfield. That article states Louise had divorced Thomas Lloyd Hollister 5 years previously. The (Hiawatha, Kansas) Brown County World (newspapers.com), Aug 4, 1911, relates, perhaps apocryphally, that Louise Veazie Hollister had divorced Mr. Hollister because "he would not kiss her when he left."

The Boston (MA) Globe, Aug 25, 1920 (newspaperarchive.com), reports that Mrs Louise V Gilbert of Watertown, filing for divorce, claimed that her husband, Charles H Gilbert of Quincy did not support her and also treated her cruelly and abusively; they were married Jun 16, 1911. On Sep 28, 1920, the Boston Globe reported the continuing saga of the divorce request. Mrs Gilbert claimed that her husband beat her and threatened to break her bones. Charles Gilbert filed counter charges, testifying that she was a victim of hysteria, melancholia, frequently lost her temper, and at least once every 30 days threatened to shoot him. He denied all charges about striking her and threatening her. On Feb 1, 1921, the Boston Globe reported that Dr Charles H Gilbert was found in contempt for failing to pay $12 a week alimony to Mrs Louise V Gilbert, pending a hearing on libel for divorce. The case was continued two weeks with the understanding that Gilbert would pay the money, including arrears of $204, or go to jail.

The Boston Globe (Nov 4, 1922) reported that a divorce had been granted Sept 20, 1920, to Louise V Gilbert of Watertown on the grounds of cruel and abusive treatment. Dr Charles H Gilbert, a Quincy physician, was, however, jailed until further order because he failed to meet alimony payments. That article relates that Mrs Gilbert had been treated by Gilbert, he serving as a nurse while she was ill, and that after their marriage, she supplied the funds for his course in a medical college.

Maine Biographies lists "T. Lloyd Hollister of New York City" as the husband of Louise L Veazie, daughter of Jones Perkins Veazie, giving the date of their marriage. In 1900, one finds Thomas Lloyd Hollister, born Jul 1869, occupation "Law," boarding355 in the household of Daisy Bunker. That census lists his birthplace as Missouri, his father's birthplace as New York, and his mother's Illinois. From that information, one finds Lloyd Hollister, born ~1870, in the household3133 of J. I. (born New York) and Anna (born Illinois) Hollister.

In 1906, Thomas Lloyd Hollister, a lawyer of NYC, was arrested3128 in Bloomfield, NJ, on charges of embezzlement preferred by "his aunt, Mrs Etta C Townsend." For other information on this incident, see notes for Louise Lord Veazie.

Although Louise lists herself in 1910 as widowed, T Lloyd Hollister is mentioned as a surviving son of John Isaac Hollister in John I. Hollister's obituary3134.

The wedding announcement3129 for Dr. Charles Harold Gilbert to Louise V Hollister states he was an assistant bacteriologist of the College of Physicians and Surgeons of Boston. That article also states that, as children, they knew each other at Bangor, Maine, where Mrs Hollister's father established the First National Bank. Charles' WWI draft registration221 lists his nearest relative as Louise Veazie Gilbert, and his occupation as physician. Given his birthdate and residence in Massachusetts, it's likely that he is the Charles Harold Gilbert, son of Jerome and Eva A (Clark) Gilbert, that married3135 Jul 11, 1900, in Plymouth, MA, Merriam Atwood Bartlett, dau of Peleg S B and Hattie M (Atwood) Bartlett. That record lists his age as 23, and his birthplace as Lawrence. In 1880, Harry Gilbert, age 3, resided3136 in Lawrence, MA, with his widowed mother, his aunt Ellen Clarke, his grandmother Celia Clarke, and his sister Elizabeth Gilbert.

The Bowdoin (ME) College catalog3123 provides a concise biography for William Townsend Veazie: Investment (bond salesman), NY, NY, 1901-03; Business, Brownsville, TX, 1904-08; Fruit grower Jerome, ID, 1908-24; Pottery bus., Chicago, IL, 1924-38; retired 1938-45, Chicago. Member of Delta Kappa Epsilon.

The engagament announcement2746 for Clara to William mentions her parents as Mr and Mrs Gustav Hottinger. The 1910 census3122 for Jerome, ID, lists Clara's parents as both born in Austria. One then finds the family of Gustav (b Austria) and Katherine (b Germany) Hottinger, married ~1872, in the 1900 census867 in Chicago, with daughter Clara, b Aug 1884, Illinois. Other children (all born Illinois) listed are Anna, b Mar 1874, and Arnold, b Dec 1890. A Gustav Hottinger married2120 10 Sep 1871 in Chicago, Catherina Rons(sic). The birth index entry2121 for Klara Hollinger(sic) lists her parents as Gustav and Katharina Rauss Hollinger.

Clara's obituary5986 mentions deceased spouse William T Veazie, and surviving siblings Lena Petersen and Arnold Hottinger. Also mentioned are surviving children Kay Veazie, Margaret Keller and Billie Teasley.

Kay Veazie is mentioned as a surviving daughter in the 1964 obituary5986 Clara (Hottinger) Veazie.

Though indistinct, Ellen's age in the Jan 1920 enumeration3125 for Canyon Side precinct, Idaho, appears to be 4 1/12 years. The 1940 census1389 for Chicago lists "Billie L," age illegible, as a daughter of William and Clara Veazie (indexed as "Deazie"). Because the age is not clear in that record, it's not clear whether that daughter is, in fact, Ellen. Billie Teasley is mentioned as a surviving daughter in the 1964 obituary5986 of Clara (Hottinger) Veazie.

John Alfred Veazie attended Harvard561 for 2 years (1859-1860) but did is listed as "No degree." In 1860, he resided343 with his parents and is listed as "student at law." Around that time, he traveled for his health, to Europe as far east as Constantinople, returning via Marseilles and England. He worked in the law office of George W Ingersoll of Bangor. Whether after or previous to that work, he served as Aid de Camp and Orderly Officer from 1858 through 1860, on the staff of Maj. Gen. John L Hodsdon. He then studied in the law office of Rowe & Bartlett, and was admitted to the Penobscot Bar in 1860. That fall, he married Etta Hodgdon (various spellings), the daughter4328 of the previously mentioned Gen Hodsdon. Alfred frequently worked for his grandfather, Gen Samuel Veazie, assisting at the Veazie Bank, and eventually worked there as a cashier.

Following the death of Gen Veazie in 1868, Alfred and his cousin Charles V Lord were appointed executors for the estate. Alfred was chosen President of the Veazie Bank, and continued in that position until his death.

In 1870, residing344 at the Penobscot Exchange (hotel) in Bangor with wife Etta and daughter Alice, Alfred was listed as "bank president," with real estate valued at $150,000, and personal estate value of $50,000. About that time, he began visiting Bar Harbor, ME, and, about 1872 or 1873, built a house there.

Many details of his life are provided in an extensive obituary4328 and memorial published the day following his burial. On July 28, 1879, at his home in Bar Harbor, he went riding in the afternoon, and, about 8 o'clock that evening, went to his room, to read a newspaper as he commonly did. Shortly after he retired, his wife checked on him. He had a wet cloth over his forehead and complained on a severe headache. She bathed his head for some time, but the pain did not diminish. She urged him to see a physician, but he refused, stating it was unnecessary. He then seemed to drop off to sleep, but when his wife raised his arm, he was unresponsive. A physician was called and, at 10:15 PM, declared that Alfred had passed away. He was age 41y, 11m and 3d.

His will was dated Dec 16, 1871 [Maine Wills and Probate Records, 1584-1999, Hancock Co., Estate Files No 3598-3654; www.ancestry.com], shortly before the birth of his son Alfred. That will mentioned only his wife and daughter. On Nov 19, 1872, Alfred filed a codicil to his will, stating "had born to us a son to whom we have given the name of Alfred," and provided that son Alfred should share equally "in every respect & alike with our daughter" in the trust created by his will. His wife was apparently with child at the time of his death as a daughter "Annie" Veazie, born February, appears in the household345 of Etta Veazie in the 1880 census for Bangor, enumerated Jun 1 of that year. Etta is listed as widowed, and also residing with her are daughter Alice and son Alfred.
From 1882 to 1892, Etta is listed in the Bangor City Directory as "widow of Alfred."
Child 1653. 
Alfred was boarding at his mother's house (Etta H. Veazie, "widow of Alfred"), 129 Union, 1891-1892. His death record2204 indicates he died at the age of 26 of typhoid fever, a law student at the time of his death. His obituary4981 states that Alfred had gone to Dawson City [Yukon Territory, Canada] in the spring of 1898, and had bonded a large number of claims, intending to work them "next year." While in Canada, he contracted typhoid fever; returned home a few weeks before his death when his health began to fail; and never recovered. That obituary mentions that he was a brother of Alice Veazie Towle, "a well-known actress."

Melissa Bloomfield Veazie was born99 in Corinna, Maine, Feb 13, 1830, the daughter of Isaac and Lydia (Knowles) Veazie.

John Emerson Reynolds married109 first Martha A Dearborn in 1843. Martha A Reynolds is listed in the Reynolds household346 in 1850, just below John E Reynolds. She probably died before 1853 as John married second Melissa Bloomfield Veazie in that year.

In 1850, Nancy is living with her mother. In 1860, following her mother's death, Nancy is living with her uncle, William T Folsom. In 1865, she has emigrated to New York, and is listed as "niece" in the household of her aunt, Sarah C Folsom Veazie. In 1870, Nancy Richards, age 28, born Maine, appears as the apparent wife of Damond[sic] Richards with children Edward and Jennie.
Nancy's marriage to Damon is by inference. A legal notice in the Binghamton Press106 mentions "Jennie Richards Houlden," grand-daughter of Louisa Veazie, and Clarence Richards, great-grandchild of Louisa Veazie. The cited census records identify Nancy A Richards with the proper birthdate, child Jennie Louise and grandson Clarence Richards, the son of Nancy's son Edward.

Nancy's precise birthday is indicated by a birthday announcement3068, Wed., Sep 21, 1904: "..relatives of Mrs Damon Richards gave her a very pleasant surprise Saturday, it being her sixty-third birthday."

The Richards apparently emigrated from England some time after 1828 as Damon's parents were both born in England as was his brother Robert W Richards who born abt 1828. Prior to his marriage, Damon apparently lived with his parents.

His obituary3069 lists his parents as Mr and Mrs Robert Richards, daughter Jennie Cook, son Edward J Richards of Caton, brother George Richards of Caton, sister Mrs Therista Gordon of Corning, and Mrs Lucietia Canfield of Waneta, Erie County, Pennsylvania; and nephew Herbert R Starner of Corning.

A genealogical chart prepared by George S Veazie lists Emma Veazie, death 1929, married to John Huston, no children. She is, perhaps, sadly, the Emma H Huston the census records381 for the Utica (NY) State Hospital (for the insane) list as a patient from 1880 through 1920. The 1910 census for the hospital lists Emma as born in New York and both her parents born in Maine.

The records379 held by Woodlawn Cemetery, Elmira, NY, list Emma H Huston, death date 22 Jan 1929, as the wife of "J. W." John W. Huston is listed immediately below her entry. John W Huston in the Elmira 1900 census, is listed as a merchant and married for 27 years, but living in a boarding house, his wife not listed. In 1910 through 1930, John W Huston is listed as widowed.

Martha was bequeathed $150 by her father in his will.

Martha's obituary166 mentions that she is survived by one son, Charles V. Hutchins, who tenderly cared for her during her painful illness.

The name Hutchins also appears in various records as "Huchins." For this family, Hutchins seems to be more prevalent.

John Hutchins was identified as Martha's husband by George S Veazie77 in a genealogical chart.  Though John appears as Martha's husband in the 1860, 1865, and 1870 censuses, little information other than an approximate birth year, occupation as a carpenter, and the name and age of his mother151 is found. However, a John R Hutchins appears in the 1855 New York state census3064 in the household of Abram B Breese and his wife Nancy H Breese. John, listed as "brother-in-law," is of the correct age, and he is a carpenter. That record indicates he was born in Delaware Co., NY.

His name, birthyear, occupation, and location in Caton make it nearly a certainty that Martha's husband John R Hutchins was the brother of Nancy H Brees. With that assumption, the obituary3063 of Nancy Huchins Brees provides John's parentage. The referenced article states Nancy Huchins Brees was born in 1824 in Harpersfield, Delaware Co., New York, the daughter of Stephen and Martha Huchins.

Charles is bequeathed $150 in the will of his grandfather Stephen Veazie369. Because he was less than 21 years of age, Charles A Ricker of Corning was appointed his guardian for the purposes of the probation of the will. The 1880 census150 for Corning lists Charles A Rickers, Justice of the Peace.

In 1891, Charles is living with his mother, Martha, in Corning at 153 E. Second St. After Martha's death, Charles, in 1910, is living in the Mills Hotel in New York City, working as a street car motorman. His 1916 obituary4323 states he died at that hotel, at which he was a clerk.

Eva moved with her father from Maine to Caton, NY, in the family emigration in 1851-1852.

To establish Henry's parentage: consider-
In 1855, Henry is living104 with his brother Duty Cram. In 1865, Phebe Cram is living with her son Duty Cram. Caton cemetery headstones establish Isaiah and Phebe as husband and wife. Web resources indicate that Phebe Cram was born Phebe Dakin. Henry, per the marriage record641, was "of Meadville, Pa, formerly of Caton."

In 1850, Henry doesn't appear349 in the household of his parents in Caton, NY. He may be the Henry Cram, age 12, b NY, residing455 in 1850 with Robert and Polly Cook and family in Lawrence, Tioga Co., Penna. In 1860, Henry resided104 in Caton, NY, with his brother Duty S Cram, his mother Phebe Cram, and several of his siblings.

In 1859, oil was discovered in western Pennsylvania, and oil wells and refineries were established in that region, continuing through the 1870s. By 1870, Henry had married93 Eva Veazie, and Henry and Eva resided96 in Oil Creek, Penna., where he was an "oil supt." Residing with them were two "oil miners," Melvin Veazie, Eva's brother, and Eugene Cook. That Eugene Cook may have been the Eugene Cook, son of Robert and Polly Cook, with whom, as mentioned above, a Henry Cram had resided in 1850.

In 1880, Henry, Eva, and their sons Harry and Burt, resided97 in Beaver, PA. Henry was listed as an oil producer that year.

Between 1880 and 1886, Henry and family moved to Olean, NY. The Corning (NY) Journal, Thurs, Oct 14, 1886 (fultonhistory.com) mentioned that Mr Henry D Cram, formerly of Caton, residing then in Olean, was in town (Corning) the previous day, having attended the meeting of the (Knights Templar) Grand Commandery; he had oil interests in the "Bradford field." Henry's obituary4670 relates that Henry, a native of Caton, was a resident of Olean, NY, and had, for nearly 20 years, engaged in the oil business. On Oct 3, 1887, Henry was "at his oil wells," boarding at the home of a Mr and Mrs Siggins and family. After dinner, the group went out to gather chestnuts in the adjacent woods. A tree, whose roots had been undercut by excavating of the adjacent road, fell over, striking Henry and killing him instantly. His funeral and burial took place on Wed, Oct 5, 1887. He was a member of St John's Commandery, Knights Templar, of Olean, and was buried with Masonic ceremony.

Gustave was at various times a shoemaker, and a dry goods merchant at the Veazie store in Coopers Plains (Erwin Twp), NY.

His name is given on his headstone as "Gustavus." He is mentioned in records variously as Stephen, Gustavus, Gustave, and Stephen G. Predominantly it is Gustave. Stephen Gustavus and brother Charles Horatio were executors369 of their father's will.

His obituary3327 states that he removed from Caton to Coopers Plains about 1880. Later, he went to Bolivar, Allegany Co. From there he moved to Kansas where he bought a farm. However, because his health was failing, he returned to Corning, NY, in the fall of 1887.

Gustave died at the age of 42, of consumption.

Anna Rocelia Bowman Veazie appears variously as Rocelia, Roselia, Rosalie, Rozelia, and Anna R.

Rocelia was a witness to the will369 of Stephen Veazie (Stephen Gustavus' father) in 1881. Rocelia lived with her parents until her marriage. The Warren (PA) Evening Democrat, Sept 20, 1895, mentions that Mrs S G Veazie and Miss Nettie Veazie, of Elmira, were guests of Mrs G W Thompson, Hazel Street. Following Gustavus' death, she ran a boarding house (1900) in Horseheads, NY. Rocelia, sometime between 1900 and 1910, moved to Joplin, Missouri, and lived with her son-in-law Bernard Healy and her daughter Nettie. She died437 in 1920 at her daughter's home, 116 Pearl St, Joplin, MO, of cerebral hemorraghe. She is buried in Elmwood Cemetery, Caton, NY.

Charles was born1711 in Mt Vernon, Maine.

Soon after his birth, his parents and siblings, along with several uncles, aunts and cousins emigrated to Caton, New York.

Early in life, Charles was a farmer, later becoming a successful merchant running a general store in Coopers Plains (now known as Erwin), NY. C H Veazie built a general merchandise store in Coopers in 1880. He ran the store for about 20 years, after which it was handled by several men including Arthur Bideler [cousin to his wife Alice] and D W Barkley [the father of son Max Veazie's wife, Hyla]. C H's son Fay became proprietor in 1914 and continued the business until 1949, when Fay sold the property to Maynard Watkins of Riverside, NY. The store housed the Coopers Plains Post Office starting in the early 1900s. Charles and his brother Stephen G. Veazie were executors369 of their father's will. C H, in his older years, apparently had heart trouble1693 and passed away in the morning while doing his chores. His family plot in Coopers Plains Cem (Erwin, NY) has a large monument on the reverse of which are listed the names of his wife and children. Headstones for several members of the family are arrayed to the left and right of that monument.

Alice was born1063 Sep 9, 1848 (her obit3007 has Sep 10), in Coopers Plains, NY, to David and Anna (Matteson) Bideler. She lived in Coopers her entire life. She was devoted to her family and active in the Coopers Plains Baptist Church.

Melvin is listed as single190 in 1880 and a widower193 in 1900. He was married sometime after June 1880 to Alice Norman, with whom he had two children: Alice and George. Wife Alice died3003 in April, 1889, at the age of 35 years. Daughter Alice died ~1890. Son George lived in the Elmira area, and was an architect. Melvin lived with his parents early in his life. In 1870, he is listed in Oil Creek, Pennsylvania, residing with his sister Eva (Veazie) Cram and Eva's husband Henry. Both men were engaged as "oil miners." By 1880, Melvin had returned to Caton and resided with his parents, now a machinist. Still in Caton in 1900, residing with his mother and his son George, Melvin had married, his wife Alice had died, and he was then a day laborer. In 1910, he resided in Elmira with son George and was a house painter. He boarded in Elmira with Fred and Anna Knapp, in 1920 as a factory foreman, and in 1930, age 78, no occupation listed.

A genealogical chart77 prepared by George S Veazie, the son of Melvin and Alice Norman Veazie, lists Alice Norman as his mother. That chart lists her death date as 1890. However, she apparently died3003 in mid-April of 1889. The Corning Journal, Apr 25, 1889 reports: "The Elmira Star mentions the death of Alice Norman, wife of F. M. Veazie, aged thirty-five.  She leaves a son.  The burial was at Caton." Her birthplace is listed variously as New York193, Pennsylvania207 and Virginia261.

As no records regarding Alice Norman's parentage have, at this time, been found, the most likely candidates for her parents, based solely on Alice's birth year3003 calcluated from her date at death, and guessing that Alice lived in the Steuben county area prior to her marriage to Melvin Veazie, are George M Norman and Amanda C Knott. Alice (AKA "Allace') appears with George and Amanda/Maude Norman in 1860 (Big Flats, Chemung Co.), and 1870 and 1880 in Elmira. Amanda's maiden name is assumed from the 1880 census, Elmira, in which Robert H Knott, brother-in-law, is listed in the household. An 1850 census for Elmira lists Amanda and Robert Knott (of appropriate ages to match mentioned census records) in the household of Alvin and Sabiney Knott.

The genealogical chart77 prepared by George S Veazie lists Alice Veazie, daughter of Melvin and Alice Veazie, born 1880, died 1890. It's likely that Alice was born a bit later than 1880 as father Melvin Veazie was listed as single in the 1880 census (Caton, NY) enumerated June 12.

The headstone22 for Aurilla Sewell reads: "Aurilla / Wife of Arthur Veazie / Died / Oct 12 1867 / Aged 24Ys 10M's & 12 Days." Her birthdate calculated from that information would be Nov 30, 1843. However, the town records103 of Corinna, Maine, which list Mary Aurilla Sewell as the daughter of Dominicus Sewell (mother not stated), born 24 Dec 1842. A birth year of 1842 is consistent with census records.

Arthur's birth record1711 lists his name as "Wm Arthur Veazie." Arthur enlisted 7 Aug 1862 as a private at Elmira, NY, with the 107 NY Infantry Regiment. His military records give his birthdate as 1 Jan 1844. He served 2 years, 10 months and 15 days and was discharged at the end of his service 15 Jun 1865. During the war he received a gunshot wound in his left thigh. It's possible that sometime before 1865, Arthur was married and widowed, as he is listed in the 1865 census as widowed. His army records don't reflect that marriage, however. He married Aurilla Sewell in 1867 and was soon widowed. Aurilla was Arthur's second cousin, as Arthur's grandfather, Abiezer, was the brother of Aurilla's grandfather Stephen.

After Aurilla's death, Arthur married4524 Dec 23, 1868, Marion Hill Hoyer, the daughter of Henry and Julia A. Minor Hill. Marion married first Edward Hoyer, with whom she had two daughters, Nettie and Minnie. In 1870 and 1880, Arthur and Marion are listed with step-daughter Minnie.

According to his military records, he apparently abandoned Marion in New York state when he returned to Maine. In 1898, his medical record lists him as a widow and, as his nearest relative, his brother Joseph Veazie of Rockland, ME. In 1900, he is listed as married but his wife isn't in evidence. In 1910, he is listed as widowed.

Albert is likely the "A. D. Sewell," who, in 1900, age 53 and widowed, born Maine, father born "England," mother born Maine, is working at the sawmill of Elias Huslander (wife Julia) in Shippen, PA. Shippen is not far from the Wellsboro, PA, area where Albert's brother Edgar and his family were residing.

In 1900, Albert is listed235 as a widower. In 1910, he is listed432 as divorced. Whether he remarried and divorced between 1900 and 1910 isn't (at this time) known.

In 1906, according to the Wellsboro Agitator, he had unclaimed mail at the post office.

Albert died431 of tuberculosis in the Tioga County Home (almshouse) in Charleston, PA.

Edgar's middle name is listed in the marriage record2200 of son Burton to Zora Coe. Edgar lived with his parents until his marriage in about 1882 when he apparently moved to Bradford Co., PA. Edgar Sewell's occupation190 242 244 was as a barber and he practiced his profession in various locations around Wellsboro, PA. He was apparently active in his vocation, his politics and his recreation.

In 1885, per the Troy (PA) Gazette-Register, Edgar Sewell of Covington was in Elmira "getting improvements for his barber shop."

In 1886, the Wellsboro Agitator reported that, at a meeting of the Republican County Convention in Mansfield (just north of Covington), E. P. Sewell had received 2 of the 12 votes cast for the member from Covington of the Vigilance Committee (two others received 10 and 4 votes respectively).

Edgar may have been an enumerator for the 1890 census as the Wellsboro Agitator (May 27, 1890) lists "Bloss - Edgar J. Sewell, Arnot" in the Official List of Tioga County Census Enumerators. Arnot is just south of Blossburg.

In 1903, the Wellsboro Agitator reported that a dwelling in Gaines (near Wellsboro, Blossburg and Covington, PA) occupied by Mr. and Mrs. E. P. Sewell and owned by C. H. Rexford, had burned of an unknown cause. All the furniture on the second floor and part of the first was lost. The house was well insured but the coverage for its contents was light.

In 1905, E. P. Sewell, a prominent barber in Gaines, was arrested by the game constable for having taken undersized trout. Four trout, each 4 1/2 inches long, were presented to the Justice, their heads and tails having been removed. Several sworn witnesses testified that the trout must have been longer than six inches when caught and Mr. Sewell was dismissed for lack of evidence.

In 1908, Edgar apparently moved his business to Wellsboro itself, as the Wellsboro Agitator reported that he had opened a barber shop in the VanValkenburg Building on Crafton Street.

As reported in the Troy (PA) Gazette-Register and even the New York Times, a typhoid epidemic swept the county in 1912. The entire family was infected and hospitalized. Russell (Burt's son), Laura, Edgar, Burt and Mrs. Burt Sewell are among the sufferers in the hospital in the first week or two. Edgar and Laura's daughter Cora was the first victim236 in the area. Not 4 weeks thereafter, son Barton was claimed by the disease. It is likely that Edgar himself suffered brain damage as a result of typhoid, a common result of the infection at the time. In 1920 and 1930, he was institutionalized269 at the Mahoning (PA) State Hospital for the Insane.

Edgar died4989 in the Robert Packer Hospital, Sayre, PA, of bronchial pneumonia. He had also suffered from a fracture of the femur. His residence at the time of his death is listed as 932 S Main St, Towanda, PA.

In the 3 census records in which Laura Sewell appears, she lists her birthplace and the birthplace of her parents as: NY/England/England; Michigan/Canada-English/NY; and Mass/Mass/Ire. Searching for various possibilities for her parents, one finds that Laura may be the Laura Myers, age 18, born Michigan, daughter of Abram (age 64, born "PennNY") and E. (age 61, born Ireland) Myers of Lawrence, Tioga Co., PA, that appear in the 1880 census.

Sadly, following his husband's institutionalization, Laura lists herself as a widow in 1920.

On May 10, 1919, "Mrs E P Sewell" purchased4990 2 gravesites in Glenwood Cemetery in Troy, PA.

Charles was a teacher in Caton, NY, and some articles refer to him as "Professor" Sewell. E.g., the wedding announcment2999 for Charles and Mary mentions "Professor Charles Sewell and Maggie McIntyre were married at the residence of the bride's parents.."

Charles Sewell died5275 Dec 12, 1892. His obituary reads: "Prof Charles E Sewell died at his residence in Caton Centre, Monday forenoon, Dec. 12, aged forty-four years. He was a nephew of Stephen Veazie, of Caton, deceased. He was a first class school teacher, and had taught in Caton for several years."

Mary's maiden name is listed in the wedding announcement2999 of her marriage to Charles Sewell.

Following Charles Sewell's death, Mary L Sewell married David C Marcy; The Corning (NY) Journal, Jan 10, 1894, mentioned the marriage in Caton having taken place on Jan 3, officiated by Rev L D Ayers.. Consistent with that announcement, the 1900 census lists Mary and David C Marcy as married six years. Mary's son Mark Sewell is listed in the household. Mary is listed in that record as the mother of 2, 2 living, Nellie and Mark Sewell. The 1900 census indicates Mary was born in Pennsylvania as were both her parents.

In 1913, Mr and Mrs David Marcy of Caton hosted4890 the Richards Family Reunion. The "Richards" were likely the family of Damon Richards and Nancy Veazie, as the families of the Richards, Sewells, Veazies, Harrisons, etc., all resided in the Caton area, to include northern Pennsylvania.

In 1926, according to the (Corning, NY) Evening Leader, Aug 11, 1926 (fultonhistory.com), Mr and Mrs David C Marcy, of Main Street, South Corning, NY, attended the annual Woodford family reunion (of which Mrs Marcy was a member) at Jackson Center Church.

Mary lived with David Marcy in Caton, probably until her death201 4889 in 1938. David died in 1961. Both are buried in Caton.

The 1870 census3000  for the McIntyre famiy lists Mary's sister "Bell" McIntyre, age 2, i.e., born ~1868. Nellie Sewell, in 1900 and 1905 is listed as "niece" in the household of George H and Minnie B Knapp. In 1900, Minnie is listed as born Feb 1868. It appears that Minnie's middle initial was for "Bell," as The Evening Leader (Corning, NY), Sep 3, 1917, mentions that "Mrs Minnie Knapp of Buffalo" had been the guest of her sister, Mr D C Marcy. Interestingly, census records consistently list Mary's parents as both born in Pennsylvania. Minnie Knapp's parents are consistently indicated as born in Pennsylvania (father) and New Jersey (mother). Minnie may have been a stepsister to Mary. Mary's obituary4889 mentions a surviving sister, Mrs Minnie Shafer of Buffalo (NY). Other survivors mentioned were a daughter, Mrs Helen Downs, Caton; grandchildren Doris and Delbert Sewell, Painesville, OH; and niece Mrs Jane Thorburn, St. Helen, MI.

George was born in Caton, NY, to Alden and Elizabeth (Lord) Veazie. He lived with his parents through 1880. In 1882, he married Jennie (Sarah J) Staples in Lynn, MA. He was a farmer. He died2004 in Buxtin, ME, a farmer, married, of peritonitis and typhoid fever, aged 48y 4m 8d. His birth date is listed in that record.

In addition to Jennie's marriage record to George, the marriage record2484 for son Ralph to Grace (Bowers) Gates lists his mother as "Sarah J Staples," born Limerick, Maine. Sarah lived with her parents in 1860 and 1870. In 1880, she is residing with her sister Susan C Young, Susan's husband John W Young, and their con Frederick W Young. She is, in that record, listed as Jennie S Staples, "sister-in-law." Sarah is a widow in 1900. She may be the Sarah Veazie, age 53, a widowed housekeeper in the household of Richard Grant in Saco, 1910. She can't be found in the 1920 census. Jennie's marriage record ("Sarah J Staples") lists her as the daughter of Cyrus K and Olive H C Staples.

Flavilla is listed variously as Elizabeth, Elizabeth F, Flavilla and Flavilla E.  Flavilla's birthplace is listed in son Johnson's death record2489.  In 1850, Elizabeth was living with her parents. In 1860, Elizabeth Lane was living with Timothy Lane, her first husband, and their son Johnson. Flavilla married second, 1868, Richard Atwood. She appears in the 1870 and 1880 census records with Richard Atwood. However, she and Richard apparently were separated or divorced sometime between 1880 and 1900, as she appears in the 1900 census as Flavilla Lane, "mother," in the household of her son Johnson Lane and Johnson's wife Minnie in Brewer, ME, on Union St. That record has Flavilla's birthdate as Jul 1837. She is also listed as "widowed." However, Richard Atwood was, in 1900, living in Bangor with his daughter (by his first marriage) Mary A Patten. Flavilla E Lane died age 69y 6m 23d, AT 101 Union St, Brewer, ME, probably at the home of son Johnson, as Johnson and wife Minnie are listed in the 1910 census at 101 Union street, Brewer.

Timothy's birthplace (Frankfort, ME) is listed in his son Johnson's death record2489. His 1863 Civil War draft927 registration in Frankfort, lists his age as 31 (born ~1832) and birthplace. In 1850, Frankfort, ME, Timothy Laine(sic), age 19, is listed in the household of Nathaniel and Lucy Laine. His parents, Nathaniel Lane and Lucinda Rolfe, were married2317 Jun 24, 1837. Timothy doesn't seem to appear in records after the 1863 draft registration. His wife Flavilla E Lane married Richard Atwood in late 1868.

Hillman800 incorrectly has Timothy as the son of John and Rebecca Lane, born 1827 in Vinalhaven. A Timothy Lane appears in several later records, consistently born ~1827, in or around Vinalhaven. That Timothy Lane likely appears in the Civil War draft registrion, born ~1828, in Vinalhaven.

In 1850, Richard has in his household his wife Rachael, daughters Mary A and Abby, and son Frederick. In 1860, Richard, wife Ann [Rachael - see below, bjv], daughter Abby and son Frederick are living in Brewer, ME. Daughter Mary had married 6 Nov 1866, Mark H Patten. That marriage record lists Mary's mother as Ann R Atwood. In 1870, Richard and Flavilla have in their household Frederick, Hattie and Edwin Atwood (Richard's children), and Nathaniel Lane (Flavilla's child). Richard is listed as a lumberman. In 1880, Richard and Flavilla, living in the household of Samuel and Frances (Badershell) Veazie (Flavilla's cousin and his wife), have in their household Johnson Atwood (Johnson Lane) and Fred Badershel (Frances' brother). In 1900, at 301 Maine St., Bangor, ME, Richard was living with his daughter Mary A Patten, and is listed as single. Richard Atwood died of stomach cancer at 301 Main St, Bangor, a lumberman, son of Eldad and Ruth (Eldridge) Atwood.

Damage to Dunbar's stock was $100. Of historical interest, that article reports that the "Holly system" [using high pressure pumps vs bucket brigades - bjv] was used for the first time and worked well.

Isaac's parents, including his mother's maiden name, are listed in the marriage certificate4264 for his marriage to Edna. His birthplace is listed1774 on the death certificate for daughter S Edna Veazie; Edna P Veazie, was the informant for the certificiate.

In 1850, Isaac, age 2, b Maine, resided493 with his parents in Monroe, ME. Isaac, age 12, resided343 with his parents in Bangor, ME, in 1860.

Isaac enlisted in the U. S. Navy as an ordinary seaman aboard the USS Ohio, Jan 5, 1864. During his service, he also served aboard the USS Flag, and USS Princeton. He was honorably discharged at Philadelphia, PA, Feb 14, 1865.

Apparently continuing his occupation as a mariner, he was lost at sea4264 about Feb, 1877. He was apparently aboard the schooner "John W Welt," of Waldoboro, ME, bound out of Beaufort, SC, for Waterford, Ireland, about Jan 5, 1877. In the months that followed, numerous vessels reported passing the "John W Welt," foundered, damaged and awash, no personnel aboard, in the vicinity of 48N 25W, mid-way between Nova Scotia and England.

Edna resided4265 with her parents in 1855. Following husband Isaac's 1877 death, she resided4267 in 1880, and4266 in 1900, with her widowed mother in Essex, MA. In 1910, Edna resided4908 with her brothers Abram P (head) and George W Sargent, her sister Mary A Sargent, and daughter Sarah, in the Lankershim District of Los Angeles county, CA. By 1920, Edna had returned to Massachusetts and resided4909 as head of family in a rented house on Eastern Avenue in Essex; her sisters Mary A P Sargent and Grace G Lander resided with her. In 1930, those 3 sisters resided4910 on Pickering St in Essex; Mary Sargent was then head of family.

Capt. Lycurgus P Gilkey died5434 Mon, Jan 6, 1902, at the home of his son-in-law, Mr F L Clayton, 1916 Mount Royal Terrace. He was 67 years old and died of Bright's disease. Gilkey was a master mariner, and had commanded and/or owned several vessels: the Argentine, of Bangor; the Nevada; the brigs Clara Jenkins and Josie Gilkey; and the schooner Belle Hooper. He sold the Belle Hooper about 1892, and spent his summers in Maine, and winters in Baltimore. About 1900, he bought a home in Vineland, NJ. He was survived by his wife, Mrs (nee Sprague) Gilkey, and two daughters, Mrs F L Clayton and Mrs Lelia E G Pike, of Baltimore. Gilkey was a Knights Templar, and a member of the Eureka Lodge, Royal Areanum.

On Jan 24, 1902, S Josephine Gilkey was given administration of the estate of Lycurgus P Gilkey, "late of the County of Cumberland, who died intestate," was granted by the surrogate court of Cumberland Co., NJ.

Farrow2976, pp 282-283, provides Josephine's birth date and parentage. She appears variously in records as Sarah, Sarah J, S Josephine, and Josephine. Her full name is assumed from that information.

Samuel was a master mariner. A passport application645 (Feb 12, 1920) lists his father, his birthdate and birthplace, as well as other interesting information. That application was for travel to France, the object of the visit to be to "bring back to the United States the American schooner Lucia P Dow." A testament letter included in that application states that it was "urgent that Captain Veazie be away at the earliest moment as the vessel is laying in the port of Marseilles with full crew on pay … detained by reason of not having a Master to bring her to the United States, the former Captain" being ill. Prior to the date of the application, Samuel had never resided outside the U.S., "except as master of an American vessel." He listed his occupation as "Ship Master" on that document.

For the sake of interest, the 891 ton, four-masted schooner (with engine) SV Lucia P Dow, built Rockland, ME, in 1919, was scuttled off Back Cove, Halifax Harbour in 1960.

History of Islesboro2979 provides Zylpha's middle name. Following her father's death in 1854, Sylpha J Hatch is living (1860) with her mother Ann C Hatch, and her sister Lizzie.

The marriage record for Albion Veazie, residence Bangor, ME, and Annie G West, residence Belfast, ME, lists their parents' names, though not their mothers' maiden names. It was the second marriage for Annie, and her parents are listed as Nehemiah and Caroline Abbott. They were married by John W Packard, Esq, Justice of the Peace. The marriage was registered Feb 10.

However, there is confusing information regarding Annie's two marriages. The 1870 census2552 for Belfast, ME, lists the family of Nehemiah and Caroline W Abbott. In that household, among others, appear Carrie B Abbott, age 43, and Annie G Abbott, age 17. Annie G. Abbott married Oct 20, 1878, in Belfast, ME, Walter H West [reference "Belfast, ME, Vital Records to 1892," americanancestors.org (New England Historic Genealogical Society]. In 1880, Belfast, ME, in the family448 of Caroline W Abbott, widow, appear Carrie B Abbott, daughter, age 43, Walter H West, "son-in-law," age 27, and Anne G West, "daughter," age 27. An Image of a gravestone, listed in Belfast Cemetery, Belfast, ME (findagrave.com) has, sharing the same stone, Carrie B Abbott, born Apr 10, 1837, and Anne G West, born Mary 15, 1853, died Oct 8, 1884. That appears to be the same Carrie B West and Annie G (Abbott) West cited in the censuses mentioned above.

Walter H West married Oct 16, 1897, prob Belfast, ME, Hannah J Jordan [reference "Maine Marriages Index, 1892-1966, 1977-1996," americanancestors.org (New England Historic Genealogical Society)]. Images of headstones in Belfast Cem. Appear to match that information.
The possibility exists that Albion did, indeed, marry Annie G (Abbott) West; her headstone had already been created with her surname "West;" and, following her death, her headstone death date was added to that existing stone. Note, in particular, that the headstone of Carrie Abbott and Anne West do not appear to be directly associated with Walter West's headstone.

In 1870, Albion was a clerk in a store. In 1880, Albion, perhaps following in his father's footsteps, was a ship broker.

His obituary4827 mentions that Albion's funeral services were held at the residence of his father, Capt. Albion P Veazie, and the attendance was large. No other mention of family was made.

Annie's parents are identified in her birth information3295, and in the marriage record1755 for Annie G West and Albion Veazie.

Annie was living with her parents in 1870. She married3295 first Oct 20, 1878, in Belfast, Maine, Walter H West. Anne and Walter (b ~1853 Maine) resided448 in the household of her widowed mother in 1880.

It appears that Annie and Walter were divorced sometime soon after the 1880 census, as Annie G West married Albion Veazie, Jan 30, 1882, in Boston, Mass. Walter H West married3258 Oct 16, 1897, Hannah J Lunt (in one record) or Jordan (in another record).

It appears clear that Edwin, son of Fields, married Lovina Marshall as Farrow indicates, as Edwin and Lovina Coombs are listed in the household of Betsey Coombs (his mother) in 1860.

Lucretia Veazie Coombs is listed variously as Lucretia, Lucretta, Lukie, etc., in records. In 1860, she was living with her parents. In 1870, 1880 and 1900, she and Edwin Coombs are listed in Islesboro. In 1910, she is a widower with, in her household, niece Josie (Fairfield) Farrow and Josie's husband William, and grand-niece Emily Farrow. In 1920, she was living in the household of John Farrow, niece Josie (Fairfield) Farrow's father-in-law. In 1930, she, now 79 years of age, was living in the household of Oliver Boomer, niece Josephine's second husband. She and Edwin apparently had no children.
Edwin Coombs: both Farrow and Gen Hist Maine state that Edwin Coombs, son of Capt Fields Coombs, married first Lovina Marshall (Farrow - Jan 29, 1860, Gen. Hist. has "Louisa"), and married second Augusta M Veazie (Farrow - Sep 25 1864). In addition, Farrow has, in his genealogy of the Veazies, that dau. of John and Maria (Sprague) Veazie, Lucretia S. Veazie married "Edwin Coombs," and dau. of same Naomi A. Veazie married "Edwin Coombs." Now, there are two Edwin Coombs listed in the 1870 census for Islesboro, one with Lucretia Coombs (age 21) in the household and the other with no apparent wife but 3 children in the household: Ada (age 13), Jacob (age 10) and Martin (age 8 months as of 19 Jun). Unfortunately Ada, Jacob or Martin Coombs don't seem to appear earlier or later in census records.
Edwin and Lucretia Coombs appear in the 1870, 1880, 1900 and 1910 censuses for Islesboro. In 1900, Edwin has a birthdate of Oct 1837, which is the birth date Farrow gives for Edwin, the son of Capt. Fields Coombs, though, as mentioned above, he states that he married Augusta M Veazie.
Farrow also lists an Edwin Coombs, son of Isaac and Althea (Palmer) Coombs, born Apr 28, 1837, just a few months earlier than Edwin, son of Fields. No indication of marriage.
From the census records, it's clear that Edwin Coombs, born Oct 1837, was married to Lucretia. Either Farrow had Edwin, son of Fields, married to the wrong woman, or he gives the incorrect birth date.
It appears clear that Edwin, son of Fields, married Lovina Marshall as Farrow indicates, as Edwin and Lovina Coombs are listed in the household of Betsey Coombs (his mother) in 1860.
Now, in 1850 in John and Maria Veazie's household are Naoma A (age 7) and Lucretia (age 1 month as of Aug). In 1860, in John and Maria's household are Augusta (age 17) and Lucretia (age 10). This genealogy assumes that Naoma A is Augusta and married Edwin Coombs, son of Isaac, not Edwin, son of Fields.

As late as 1957, Charles and Margaret were living1735 at 105 Park, Montclair, NJ. He worked as a mechanic in Newark. Records indicate that Charles and Margaret had no children.

In 1900, Margaret is listed as immigrating in 1890 and was living with his brothers and sister, all of whom had immigrated between 1888 and 1900. She was a stitcher in a corset factory. She is likely the Margaret M Reidy in 1910, age 32, corset shop inspector, a lodger in the household of Arthur Stanhope.

Celia E (Felker) Woodman died5947 Nov 5, 1881, aged 33yrs 5mos 15dys. Her birthdate is calculated from that information.

In 1880, Warren, Lucelia and Frank Woodman are living in the household of Eleanor C Woodman, his widowed mother. From that start his parents were determined. In 1850 and 1860, Warren lived with his parents. On Nov 10, 1862, at Searsport, ME, Warren enlisted in Col K, Maine 26th Inf Regiment. He was mustered out Aug 17, 1863, at Bangor, ME. In 1870, he was again living with his parents. Warren Brown Woodman died2813 in Rosario, Argentina, of heart failure, at the age of 87, "as nearly as can be ascertained." His son, Frank Warren Woodman, of Quincy, Mass, and his nephew Charles Warren Woodman of Portland, ME, were notified by mail, Jun 17, 1931. The file regarding his death comprises some 32 pages of documents and correspondence. A funeral for Warren was conducted at his home in Rosario, by the Episcopalian minister, Rev A W Allen, attended by many of the Consul staff. Warren was a veteran of the Civil War and a pensioner thereof, and the coffin was draped and covered by the American flag. A Mr Gibbons, an attorney of the firm Gibbons & Rodriguez in Argentina, was authorized to take actions for Warren's estate, and, apparently, powers of attorney were received from Charles and Frank Woodman. Letters back and forth from Argentina and the United States detailed difficulties in export of money. These were difficult times in Argentina, following the crash of 1929, and political coups had been the norm there. An apparent difference between Argentinian paper money and U.S. funds transformed some $15000 (paper) to payments to Frank and Charles on the order of $450 and $125 respectively (U.S. funds). That reduction was a result of the application of some (perhaps questionable) fees amounting to some $7000 for "Death Duites and Fees" and other claims by doctors, tailors, rent, tombstone and cemetery care. The remainder of $8000 was apparently in what the attorneys characterized as "paper," which, when converted to U.S. funds, was as indicated above. Correspondence also indicates "difficulties," in a letter dated Sep 7, 1934, in receipt of letters of administration from the widow of Frank Woodman, Mary H Woodman, of 30 Beebe Road, Quincy, Mass. Eventually, transfers were made and a further balance due of $490 U.S. currency was made to the estates of Frank and Charles Woodman (who had apparently died in the interim.) The estate was finally considered liquidated in September, 1934.

His middle name is listed2508 in the birth certificate index2508 for son Albert. That birth index entry lists William's birthplace as Madison, Georgia; his age at that time was 24. Census records indicate his parents were both born in Vermont. In 1910, William's sister, Georgia Martin, born Georgia, age 57 and widowed, resided with William and Della. Given that information, one finds in the 1870 census for Medfield, MA, Lizzie H Norton, age 37 and a widow, born Vermont, with children Georgia, Alice and Willie. In that record, Willie is age 14, born in Georgia.

In 1850, Lucy J Veazie resided430 in the household of Herbert and (her mother) Jane Hewett. Herbert was her mother's second husband.

In 1860, apparently following the death of her husband, Lucy and her children are living in Rockland. In 1880, Following her marriage to George O'Leary, she and George are living in Vinalhaven, none of her children in the household. In 1900, Lucy is listed as the mother of 5, 4 then living. The child who was not living may well be Augusta as no other records for her can be found.

Joseph's middle is assumed from the marriage record4009 of Josephine Morton to James A Lyons. Her parents are listed as "Washburn Morton" and Lucy Veazie. He is, in several records, otherwise listed as "Joseph W" Morton. He is likely the Joseph Morton, age 26, listed in the household of Thomas and Nancy Morton, in Camden, 1850. Joseph likely died before 1870, as wife Lucy and children appeared in Rockland without his apparent presence.

George's middle initial is listed in Lucy J O'Leary's death record2204. That record also indicates that Lucy was married at the time of her death, her spouse George D O'Leary. In 1880, George "Olary," age 45, granite cutter, and wife Lucy, age 44, lived in Vinalhaven, Maine, a town on an island off the coast opposite Rockport and Camden. Although they are both listed as born Ireland, both parents born Ireland, it is likely Lucy is Lucy Jane Veazie. The 1900 census2485 lists George, a granite quarryman born in Canada, as immigrating in 1868. That record lists his age as 53, born May 1847. Lucy, his wife, is listed as age 59, born Dec 1840, born in Maine and both parents born Maine. In spite of the discrepancies in birthdates, it is likely Lucy is Lucy Jane Veazie as they are listed as married 28 years, which matches the referenced marriage record, and George's occupations in 1880 and 1900 are so similar. In 1930, where Lucy appears as Eugene's wife, Lucy, age 46, was listed as married at age 41, 5 years previous. Eugene's memorial840 lists his wife as Lucy Barbo Boothby.

In the 1850 census2326 enumerated 31 Aug, Eugene was age 10/12. In 1860, the enumerator conveniently listed not only birth states but birth towns. His full name is listed in the Dartmouth College Geneal Catalogue907. He graduated Dartmouth in the class of 1875 and received a degree of Doctor of Medicine. He served2335 the community of Hammond, Wisconsin, as a doctor and as county coroner.

Alice's full maiden name is given840 on her gravestone. Alice apparently ran a hotel at their residence in Hammond as several censuses list her occupation as landlady-hotel or proprietor-hotel, and several lodgers are listed in the household those years.

Samuel worked as a shipyard carpenter in 1870. He married in Rockland, ME, in 1876, Miss Sophia Burgess. The marriage apparently did not last long as Hillman800 references a quitclaim dated Nov, 1877, in which Sophia uses her maiden name. Samuel married Mar 6, 1880, Frances C Carleton, and, in 1880, Samuel appears married in the household of Isabella Carleton with Fannie C Veazie, age 23. That marriage did not last, either, as Fannie married in Camden, ME, Jun 22, 1893, Mason K St Clair. In 1900, Samuel, divorced and now a master mariner, resided in Rockport, ME, in the household of Alonzo and Millie Rankin. In 1910, Samuel, then 62 years of age, (still) divorced, was a ship's carpenter in a shipyard, resided in Rockport with Millie Rankin, widowed, now his housekeeper. Hillman800 mentions Samuel's will, dated Aug 9, 1913, in which Samuel leaves his entire estate to Permelia Rankin.

In the marriage record2204 for Samuel F Veazie to Sophia Burgess, the only information recorded regarding Sophia is that her name is prefixed by "Miss" and she was a resident of Camden, ME.

Fanny was christened in Rockport, ME, Jul 15, 1857, the daughter of Elbridge E and Isabella P Carleton. In 1870, she resided488 with her parents in Camden. She married in 1880, Samuel F Veazie. She married3258 in 1893, Mason K St Clair. Fanny, husband "Madan K" St Clair, and their son Ernest R, resided in Rockland in 1900.

The birth record825 for son Edward Reed Veazie lists his father's birthplace. In 1870, Edward may be listed both in Camden, with his father and mother, and also in the household of his uncle Samuel M Veazie in Rockland. In 1877, he was a salesman1735 at 325 Main, residing at 1 Maple, perhaps the residence of Samuel M Veazie. Genealogy611 of Matthew Fuller has married 1860, obviously an error, perhaps typographical.

The birth record825 for son Edward Reed Veazie lists his mother's birthplace. In 1892, Mary resided4326 at 31 Middle st, Rockland. In 1920 and 1930, Mary F Veazie is living with her son Edward R Veazie. In 1935 and 1938, in the Rockland directory, Mary F Veazie, widow of Edward L, resides 31 Talbot Ave, the same address given for her son, Edward R Veazie. In 1940, Mary F Veazie, age 87, resided with son E R Veazie, mayor of Rockland.

Arthur's birth record1711 lists his name as "Wm Arthur Veazie." Arthur enlisted 7 Aug 1862 as a private at Elmira, NY, with the 107 NY Infantry Regiment. His military records give his birthdate as 1 Jan 1844. He served 2 years, 10 months and 15 days and was discharged at the end of his service 15 Jun 1865. During the war he received a gunshot wound in his left thigh. It's possible that sometime before 1865, Arthur was married and widowed, as he is listed in the 1865 census as widowed. His army records don't reflect that marriage, however. He married Aurilla Sewell in 1867 and was soon widowed. Aurilla was Arthur's second cousin, as Arthur's grandfather, Abiezer, was the brother of Aurilla's grandfather Stephen.

After Aurilla's death, Arthur married4524 Dec 23, 1868, Marion Hill Hoyer, the daughter of Henry and Julia A. Minor Hill. Marion married first Edward Hoyer, with whom she had two daughters, Nettie and Minnie. In 1870 and 1880, Arthur and Marion are listed with step-daughter Minnie.

According to his military records, he apparently abandoned Marion in New York state when he returned to Maine. In 1898, his medical record lists him as a widow and, as his nearest relative, his brother Joseph Veazie of Rockland, ME. In 1900, he is listed as married but his wife isn't in evidence. In 1910, he is listed as widowed.

The headstone22 for Aurilla Sewell reads: "Aurilla / Wife of Arthur Veazie / Died / Oct 12 1867 / Aged 24Ys 10M's & 12 Days." Her birthdate calculated from that information would be Nov 30, 1843. However, the town records103 of Corinna, Maine, which list Mary Aurilla Sewell as the daughter of Dominicus Sewell (mother not stated), born 24 Dec 1842. A birth year of 1842 is consistent with census records.

Marion Reed, and her twin brother Myron, were adopted by Henry and Julia A Hill sometime before 1850. In the census that year349 "Miran" and Marian Hill, born age 11 with a bracket connecting their names (often used by census enumerators to indicate twins), resided with Henry and Julia A Hill in Caton, NY. In 1855, Myron Read(sic), age 15, "adopted," born Steuben Co., resided with Henry and Julia Hill in Caton. In 1860, Marion Reed, age 21, resided with Henry and Julia A Hill in Caton.

Both Joseph and Mabel were residents of Rockland at the time of their marriage. It is assumed they were married there.

In 1860, with both his parents dead, Joseph, age 7, lived in the household of Caleb and Susan P Young, his grandparents. In 1870, Joseph, apprentice to shoe and book maker, is listed in the household of Abner Bills, a boot and shoe manufacturer. In 1877, he was a foreman1735 at 255 Main st, and resided at 2 Corson lane, Rockland, ME. In 1892, he was a boot and shoemaker4326, with a shop at 7 Myrtle (Rockland, ME), with a house at 6 Berkeley. In 1900, 1910 and 1920 he is listed as a shoe or boot maker, or cobbler, with his own shop. In 1920, Joseph, listed as a widower, has listed in his household his son Fred, Fred's wife Grace, and Fred's daughter Katherine. Suspiciously, there is an 1880 census listing in Rockland for Joseph Veazie (teamster) and wife Abbie S., both age 27, but both born Canada and all parents born in Canada.

Though Abbie's death record2489 lists her father as Ichabod W Tinkham, the 1860 census2897 (Sarah A Pinkhim in the household of Ichabod W and Sarah E Pinkham), and the 1900 census228 (Sarah E Pinkham, mother-in-law to Joseph J Veazie) confirm the correct spelling of her surname.

Mabel married2317 first in Rockland, ME, 1896 Dec 23, Oscar A Tolman, the son of Isaac H and Ava J (Arey) Tolman of S Thomaston. That record lists Mabel's age, birthplace and parents. In 1910, Mabel Tolman was living3022 with her parents, listed as married for 10 years. However, she and Oscar must have divorced as Oscar married "H G Latty" or "Lamb" in 1907. Oscar married Eva F Springer in 1929.  The 1930 census for "Mabel E Veazie," age 52, lists her as a widow, married first at age 19, or about 1897. It appears that Adella's marriage to Jason did not go well. Although Adella, husband Jason, and son Clarence appear with the surname Studley in 1880, Adella and Clarence appear in other records as "Veazie." E.g., by 1879, she appears in the Portland, Maine, city directory as "Veazie," a teacher. In 1892, she resided4326 with her mother Freelove D Veazie "widow of Abiezer" at 235 Rankin, Rockland, ME.

On Apr 21, 1896, Adella F Veazie of Rockland, Maine, petitioned [Maine Wills and Probate Records, 1584-1999, Knox Co., Estate Files, No. 4052-4075, 1896; www.ancestry.com] the Judge of the Probate Court, Knox County (Maine), to be appointed administrator of the estate of Freelove D Veazie, of Rockland, who died 26 March, 1896. Adella stated that she was the daughter and the only heir-at-law of the deceased, and the deceased left no widower. Among the witnesses to the petition was "S W Veazie," assumed to be her uncle, Sewell Watson Veazie. She was appointed administratrix the same day.

Clarence R Studley appears in the 1880 census with father Jason and mother Adella F Studley. However, his death record and headstone have the name "Veazie." Clarence' death record2204 lists his father as "Studley" and mother as Adella F Veazie. The Boston Globe, Oct 15, 1893, relates his death: Rockland, ME, Oct 14 - he was a son of Mrs Adella F Veazie, a teacher in the public schools, but made his home with his grandmother, Mrs Abiezer Veazie, Rankin St. He was missing for a considerable time and a search was made. He was found hanging from a rafter in a barn. Though aged 12 years, he was remarkably bright and was a member of the high school at the time of his death.

The 1850 censu lists "Thos M Jordan Jr" in the household of Thos M Jordan. Like his father, he was, at that time, a carpenter. By 1860, Thomas, a farmer, had married Rebecca Lee, and was living in Lee, Maine, where they were married.

He apparently remained behind in Maine for a few years, perhaps until Rebecca's death, when his father and his brother Charles moved to Minnesota between 1850 and 1857.

He may have purchased land adjacent to his father near Greenleaf, MN, in 1869. In any case, in 1870, Thomas, farmer, is living with his parents in Minnesota. There is a child Mary in the household, likely hias daughter Edna M.

Thomas and Maria/Hannah, following their marriage in 1871, remained in Minnesota through 1885.
Rebecca's parents may be Nathan and Mary A Lee as, in 1860, Thomas, Rebecca, Frank and Emma (Edna?) are farmers living next door to Nathan and Mary. Rebecca died sometime before Aug 1871, when Thomas married Hannah Maria Russell.

Samuel Patterson Starrett emigrated to this country from New Brunswick, Canada, in 1853 and settled in Monticello, Minnesota in 1858, living with his parents, Harvey and Margaret Starrett.

In July, 1861, he inlisted as a corporal with in Marquette County, Michigan, with the First Infantry Regiment of Michigan, Company I. While in battle, he was shot and blinded. He was taken prisoner and was detained at Libby Prison in Virginia. He was exchanged, and, on 14 Aug, 1862, after just 1 year and 17 days of service, at David's Island in New York Harbor, was given a disability discharge. The Special Schedule for Surviving Soldiers, Sailors and Marines states Samuel was "wounded in the face causing loss of both eyes."

He returned to Minnesota and married Jane Lydia Jordan, descendant of Rev Robert Jordan, an early settler of New Hampshire, and Reverend Samuel Veazie, infamous minister of Duxbury and Hull, Massachusetts.

Samuel and Jane had three daughters, who resided with them for most of their lives. Though blind, he served as Postmaster in Anoka for some five years. He and Jane remained in Anoka until their deaths.
Child 1821. Frances, listed variously as Fannie or Fanny, lived with her parents from the time of her birth until their deaths. In 1930, she is living with Carrie Piper, her (divorced) sister and head of household. Fannie was a music teacher from before 1895 to some time before 1910, when she is listed as housekeeper, perhaps for her aging parents.

Fanny got a little press coverage - the St Paul Globe [p 21], Dec 16, 1900, reports that "Miss Frances Starrett, of Anoka, was in the city Saturday."

Alice lived with her family from her birth to (at least) 1930. Following her father's death, she is living (1920) with her mother and sisters. In 1930, she is still living with her sisters, Carrie now the head of household. She was a teacher in the public schools from (at least) 1895 to 1930.

Alice was active as a teacher and member of the Teacher's Club in Minneapolis. The Minneaplis Journal (Minneapolis, MN) mentions her several times in that regard. Mar 2, 1901 [ibid. p5]: an officer or member at a Teachers' Club reception held at the Minneapolis Commerical Club. On Sep 2, 1905, that publication lists her as one of the "ladies who will teach in the Minneapolis public schools." Nov 12, 1904 [ibid p 5]: reception given for members of the Teachers' Club. July 8, 1902 [ibid p 6]: assignments for hostesses at the Teachers' Clubrooms at East High School, Wednesday, Alice Starrett in charge.

Sep 8, 1904 [ibid p 5]: among the "girls" from Anoka who have left to teach school, Alice to Minneapolis. Oct 26, 1901 [ibid p 5]: hostess at a Teachers' Club reception. Jul 11, 1902 [ibid p 5]: hostess at a reception at the University, attended by thousands. Sep 5, 1906 [ibid p 2]: among those who "returned to Minneapolis to resume teaching."

May 7, 1904 [ibid p 3]: Alice M Starrett, teacher on staff at Madison School. Jun12, 1903 [ibid p 15]: same. Apr 13, 1906 [ibid p 25]: among teachers taking their vacation in Anoka. May 1, 1906 [ibid p 4] Alice M Starrett, B Fifth Grade teacher and a list of her students at Madison School. Dec 4, 1903 [ibid p 8]: among teachers visiting their parents in Anoka. Jordan722 lists the first child as "J. Gale." That kind must have died young as s/he does not appear in later records. Rose's obituary722 and the 1900 census indicate she did have 5 children. Four of the children were alive in 1900, but she was pre-deceased by her son Roy.

Rose lived with her parents from her birth until she was married.

Lorenzo, born in Vermont, moved with his family to Buffalo, Minnesota around 1857. He enlisted in the Army in April of 1861, and served during the Civil War with Company A of the Third Minnesota Volunteers from October of that year to February of 1863. One record indicates he was discharged for disability.

He and Rose lived generally to the north and west of Minneapolis, finally in Buffalo for the latter part of their lives. Lorenzo was a farmer and county surveyor.

He applied for a Civil War disability pension in December, 1889. Possibility war-related, though that's not clear, he contracted gangrene in late 1905 and, following amputation above the knee, died at the age of 74.

Joseph's obituary, Boston Advocate, 4 Mar 1897, provided by Harvard Archives561, states he was a widely know engineer in "this part" of the country, was employed by the US Government for 40 years, was a prominent member of the American Society of Civil Engineers, and was survived by a widow and eight children. In a handwritten attachment to Joseph's Harvard Records561: Thomas J Finn adds that he graduated from Harvard College (Lawrence Scientific School) in 1857, was born in Boston to Joseph A and Fannie S Veazie.

Joseph died1790 of a cerebral embolism at the age of 56y 10m while residing at 22 Grove, Chelsea. He was a civil engineer. His mother is listed as Fannie Rogers, b Boston. The ASCE (American Society of Civil Engineers) announced1796 Joseph's death in 1897. He had been elected Member May 3, 1876.

In several records, Samuel is listed as a silversmith. Following Lucy's death, Samuel married4009 second Aug 28, 1875, in Chelsea, MA, Eliza A Kent, also her second marriage. Eliza was born ~1832 in Tamworth, NH. Her parents are listed only as John and Joanna, with no indication of Eliza's maiden name. Circumstantially, it is likely that Eliza was the Eliza Ann Nutter, who married4009 Jun 21, 1863, in Boston, MA, Franklin Kent. That Eliza Nutter was also born ~1832 in Tamworth, NH, and her parents are listed as John and Joanna.

In 1880, Samuel and Eliza A McNear resided in Readfield, ME. He is listed as a silver smith, unemployed for 12 months; she is listed as a dry goods merchant. As the children of Samuel and Lucy, George and Martha, would have been about 16 and 9 years of age respectively, but do not appear in that record, it may be that they both died prior to that year.

Samuel died802 in Readfield, ME, of apoplexy, at the age of 68y 9m 14d. He is listed as married, born in Wiscasset, buried in Massachusetts, and occupation silver smith.

George was involved during his life with teaching and composing music. In 1855, his occupation is listed as "tuner." In 1860, 1870, 1880, and 1900, he was a music teacher. His father's obituary2756 mentions him as superintendent of music in the Chelsea public schools. In 1910, he was a music editor. George's obituary2744 describes him as a composer of light operas and a member of the faculty of the New England Convervatory of Music. His death certificate1762 lists him as a retired music teacher. An internet search will result in many references to his work, including seveal songbooks and hymnals. Many newspaper articles regarding church services list "Veazie" and "George Veazie, Jr" as the author of hymns listed.

Anna was living with her parents and siblings in 1850. Anne died1790 at the age of 56y 11m 28d of "marasmus." Her birthdate is calculated from her age at death.

Her obituary3193 states Elizabeth, wife of Prof George A Veazie, died just 10 days after her marriage of a brief illness. She apprarently took cold on their honeymoom to the White Mountains where they encountered extremely cold weather. She was a Chelsea public schools teacher previous to the marriage, and left a 14-year-old son as well as her widowed husband.

George and Grace had no children. She is listed in both the 1900 and 1910 census as the mother of none.

Mrs. R Grace Veazie was the informant for George A Veazie's death certificate1762. Her full name is deduced from the marriage record: R Grace Leger, and the 1900 census1763: Rebecca G Veazie.

Grace died perhaps before 1940 as she doesn't seem to appear in the 1940 census.

Yarmouth town records (src 1755 val 19 p 222) list (some of) the children of Philander and Sally Crowell. That record lists Randall's middle name as "Hallet." Randall worked as a grain dealer or clerk in a grain store most of his life. Randall died855 (MVR v1909/99 p136) at his home of dropsy, at the age of 75y 11m 6ds. At the time of their marriage (MVR v182:154) Eli, age 23, was a periodical dealer, They were married by John H Twombly, clergyman, Lynn, MA.

Eli enlisted1993 in Co. H, Mass First Inf Regiment in May 1861 as a private. He mustered out 23 May 1864. The record states he was wounded during service. A muster record (fold3.com) for Eli Veazie, Private, Co H, 1 Reg't Mass Infantry, dated "Jan & Feb, 1864," lists him as absent with the remarks: "Wounded at Battle of Locust Grove Nov 27, 1863. In Hospt. at Alexandria, Va." Another muster roll for Eli, dated "Mar & Apr, 1864," remarks: "Discharged at Washington, C.C., Mch 23, 1864 for disability - from wounds rec'd at Locust Grove Nov 27 1863, per order Gen. Augur."

His discharge papers (fold3.com) include a hospital card for Eli Veazie, age 23, nativity: Mass, single, residence Chelsea Mass; (father) Geo A Veazie, Chelsea, Mass; Private, Co H, 1st Mass Inf.; admitted Dec 5, 1863, from the field. His diagnosis: "Amputation of three first fingers & removal of matacarpal bones of left hand (on field)." The cause of the wound is difficult to decipher, but may be "Mine Error," on Nov 27, 1863. The treatment: "Simple dressing," and the result: "Discharged March 26th, 1864. Wound (closed), hand totally disabled."

The certificate of disability for discharge for Eli Veazie states he was wounded at the battle of Mini? Run Va, Nov 27, 1863, by Mini Vall, and "an amputation of 1st, 2nd & 3d fingers at the carpo-metacarpal articulation was performed on the field." There was also a loss of some of the carpals. He was evaluated at the 3 Div. General Hospital, Alexandria, Va. The examination results on that certifiate state the would was received in battle at Mini-Run, engaged at Bull Run Fair Oaks, and Williamsburg - "not suitable to enter as re-enlist." Signed, Edwin Bentley, Surgeon, U.S.Vols., in Charge.

In 1870, an Eli Veazie appears in the census1996 for Jacksonville, FL, enumerated June 17, a grocers clerk. His wife Bessie is not listed in the record. On Sept 3 of the same year, Eli, a clerk in a dry goods store, along with Bessie, are living1995 in Smithfield, VA.

In the 1880s and 1890s, Eli Veazie is mentioned in various newspaper articles (as well as the 1880 census1761) as the truant officer for Chelsea, MA.

On his death certificate (MVR 1906/29:219), his age at death was 63y 9m 28d, and C N Butler, MD, writes he died of cerebral hemmorhage. At the time of death, Eli was retired. The informant for that record was his wife. He was buried Woodlawn Cem., Everett, MA, Aug 14, 1906. His age at death, 63 yrs, 9 mos and 28 days, is used to calculate his birthdate. Hillman800 has Oct 1845, apparently from the same source - typo? Cemetery informaton1994 has Eli b 1843. His civil war profile1993 has him born "abt 1841."

It appears Eli and Bessie had no children.

Bessie lived with her parents apparently until her marriage. She died (MVR 1906/29:278) of intestinal tuberculosis. That record lists her father as Edward Rich, b unknown, and mother as Eliza Rich, b unknown. There is no informant recorded.

The Daily Picayune (New Orleans, LA), Mar 18, 1876, reported Henry A Veazie of Louisiana among the graduates in medicine from the University of Louisiana at Grunewald Hall on Baronne St (New Orleans). In April, 1876, H A Veazie, MD, was elected as a visiting physician for the ensuing year by the board of adminstrators of the Charity Hospital. In 1878, he elected a surgeon at the same institution.

His obituary4856 mentions that Dr Veazie was said to have been the originator of the theory that yellow fever was transmitted by mosquitos. "The United States public health service, it was said, took up his teory(sic) and demonstrated its correctness." He was survived by two sons: John V Veazie, a ball player in the Southern league; and Henry A Veazie, an employee of the local sewerage.

In the 1880 census1716, Elijah is listed as a farmer. His obituary2357 relates that he volunteered in the Civil War but was rejected. His daughter, Annie Veazie Bower relates2786 that her father had, indeed, volunteered for the Union army, but had been turned down "because he was too small." 

He then went west with his sister2786, Carrie Rebecca Veazie, initially visiting their Aunt Hannah (nee Stetson)(Canterbury) Johnston, their mother's sister in Rochelle, Illinois. Hannah and her husband, James Johnston, both having lost their spouses, had some 8 children: 3 of his, 2 of hers, and 3 together. As a result, Elijah and Carrie did not remain there long. Elijah got a job on a farm, and Carrie went back to teaching.

Elijah worked on a farm for a while, and learned to harness, drive a team, and ot milk cows. Elijah, having learned leather-working from his father back in Randolph, MA, then hired out to a German shoemaker named Earnie. The Earnies had no children, were fond of Elijah, and wanted him to take over the shop some day. However, Elijah's cousin, Walter Veazie, who had succeeded in enlisting as a bugler in the Union Army, was discharged and came to visit Elijah.

They decided to leave Illinois and "work their way down the Mississippi to New Orleans." Elijah told his sister Carrie he would "meet her in Randolph in 5 years."

They went as far west as Clarinda, Iowa, and to Tarkio and Chillicothe, Missouri. Whether Cousin Walter accompanied him further isn't known. But Elijah went on to New Orleans and visited his Uncle Elijah and "Cousin Henry," presumed to be Dr Henry Augustus Veazie, Uncle Elijah's son. From New Orleans, Elijah went to Jacksonville, Florida, where his Aunt Rebecca B Veazie was teaching.

Elijah worked in the Crowell and Ross Shoe Store in Jacksonville from Aug 27, 1869, to June 28, 1870, at $62.50 per month, according to his account book2786, repairing shoes and waiting on trade.

The "5 years" he had promised his sister were up, and he returned by boat to Massachusetts. Having said that the "West had got into his blood," he returned to Illinois. According to Elijah's diary2786, on Aug 1, 1871, he and Dave Spalding (his Aunt Hannah's son-in-law, husband of her daughter Emma) left Byron, Illinois, for West Bend, Iowa, driving 34 head of cattle. Other diary entries include: "Spent the winter of 1873 and '74 in Ft. Dodge, Iowa"; "March 1874, rented a farm northwest of West Bend," which he called the Henry Place; and "March 14, 1874. Traded Uncle Jim a note for 100 bu. Of oats. March 19. Bought a mule from Uncle Jim for $70 cash." The "Uncle Jim" mentioned is presumably the husband of his Aunt Hannah (Stetson) Johnston.

Elijah worked near West Bend for 6 years before moving to Pochahontas County, where he bought a farm, persumably July 12, 1880, the date of the deed which his some Samuel later held.

Elijah was one of the earliest settlers of the county. He was at times a farmer and shoemaker.

The information for Amber May Woodard was initially provided in correspondence to Doris (McGowan) Veazie, 4 Nov 1971, by Josephine(Viggers) Veazie, Samuel Carlton Veazie's wife. Much of that information provided the basis for further research, as referenced. The Spencer (IA) Reported, Wed, Dec 3, 1919, led off in column 1 of page 1 with an article relating the attempted murder in Webb, IA, of Mrs Amber Veazie of Pocahontas Co. She was at her father's home at the time when Lem Bailey, a farmer near Webb, pointed a gun at her and fired. The shot missed both Amber and Lem's father-in-law Carleton Woodard. Bailey struck Woodard, age 80, on the head with his gun, and Woodard's daughter Amber "fought like a hyena" for him. Bailey testified that his father-in-law's household "had been picking on him and his wife." Apparenlty Carleton Woodard had put Bailey's wife and her baby out of their (rented) house. The article further related that Carleton Woodard was the defendant in a sensational divorce case eleven years previous, having found Woodard guilty of inhuman treatment of his wife. A month or so after the divorce, the couple remarried. Mrs Woodard had since died.

Walter's full middle name comes from handwritten records4422 in possession of Walter's great-granddaughter, Beverly Cantrill.

Walter is listed in his birth record as "Nathan Walter." All other records referenced have him as Walter or Walter C. In 1862, Walter enlisted1993 at the age of 18 as a private in Co. E, Massachusetts 35th Infantry, Grand Army of the Republic2682, in Randolph, MA. He was mustered out at Alexandria, VA, on 9 Jun 1865. In 1870, he was a laborer in Chillicothe, Missouri. The same year in the same town, Elva Hewitt was living with her father, a house carpenter, her mother and siblings. About two years later, Walter and Elva were married. By 1880, Walter was running a boarding house south of Pueblo, Colorado, in Huerfano Co., with coal miners as his boarders. He was still living in or near Pueblo in 1885. Several articles (newspaperarchive.com: Lawrence, KS 1887, 1891, 1894; Great Bend 1895) mention Evangelist Rev Walter C Veazie speaking at various religious functions. By 1895, he was spoken of as "of Topeka." He is also, in several articles, called "State Evangelist." For a definition of that term, one finds the 1927 report for Congregational Missionary Society (books.google.com), p 138, lists Rev Walter C Veazie as "State Evangelist." In addition, a Rev L P Broad was the "General Missionary" for the Congregational Church in 1885 (Annual Session of Congregational Ministers and Churches of Kansas, books.google.com). It may be that name is the source of Walter Broad Veazie's middle name. Rev Veazie also spoke at YMCAs, and Methodist, Presbyterian and Baptist churches, a "Bible scholar of eminence." In 1900, he and his family were enumerated in Topeka, Kansas, no occupation listed for him that year. From 1910 through his death, Walter was a clergyman, a pioneer2682 of the Congregational church. In 1916, he was the presiding minister at his son Carl's marriage to Edith Church in Spirit Lake, Idaho. Continuing his vocation, he lived in or near Seattle, Washington, from 1920 (or earlier) until his death. His referenced obituary2682 is only one of many published in newspapers throughout the northwest U.S.

In 1900, along with Walter, Elva and their 3 children, Viola "Hywitt," "mother," is living in the household. It is assumed that is Elva's mother. Several weeks after Walter's death, on May 23, 1931, Elva May Veazie, widow of Walter C Veazie, filed  for Walter's civil war pension. Following Walter's death, Elva lived in Washington, DC, with her daugher Ella V Keplinger and her husband Peter.

Emma's obituary (Boston Herald, Jan 27, 1932, p 13; genealogybank.com) mentions "Mrs Emma Veazie Arnold" as widow of George A Arnold; born in Randolph in 1849, daughter of Benjamin G and Sally Curtis Veazie; graduate of Bridgewater Normal school; taught until her 1877 marriage; leaving 4 daughters: Mrs Rufus S Miles of Columbus, OH, Mrs Charles F Chase of New Britain, CT, Mrs Charles F Duten [Dutch] of Winchester, and Mrs Huntley Abbott of Scarborough, NY; one son Robert V Arnold of Ridgewood, NJ; a sister Miss Ella B Veazie of San Francisco.

"Emma F" is this child's name in her birth record. In 1850, she is listed as Eunice. In 1860, she is "Emma." She may be the Emma Vezie, age 20, attending school, residing in Bridgewater, MA, in the household of Sally Washburn.

In 1920, Emma resided4857 with her daughter Margaret in the household of Margaret's husband, Hunley Abbott. In 1930, Emma was living with her daughter Mabel and Mabel's husband, Rufus Miles, in Columbus, OH.

The headstone840 (from the image) of Emma Veazie Arnold has her birthdate as Oct 24, 1849. The Randolph VR are preferred.

In 1850, George is enumerated in Aug as age 3 months. The 1877 marriage record4009 for George and Emma lists his occupation as "Asst Librarian." In the 1880 census2706, he is listed as Asst Librarian, law library. In that year, several law students are boarding in the household.

The 1893 publication of the Harvard Law Review2710 lauds John H Arnold and his brother George A Arnold, Librarian and Assistant-Librarian respectively, in their twenty-first year of service to the library, for improving the library to a condition which makes it as perfectly adapted to its purpose as any library in the United States.

George died1774 Dec 29, 1893, in Cambridge, of pneumonia. His birthdate is calculated from his age1774 at death: 43y 10m 3d, and matches the birth date appearing on his headstone840 (from the image.) His death was reported2711 the following day in the Boston Evening Transcript.

Ella's middle name, and biographical details, are provided2786 by Annie Veazie Bower, page 15. 

From her birth1799 through 1860, Ella lived with her parents. In 1868, at the age of 17 but listing herself2070 as age 18, Ella married2070 James Stiles of Vermont, in St Johnsbury, VT. However, "Ella Veazie", b ~1850, was enumerated559  in 1870 in Boston, residing at the Young Ladies Christian Associatioin, a seamstress.

Ella appears in many city directories with various occupations. In Denver, 1885 and 1886, she is listed as a draughtslady for E P Brink.  E P Brink was a successful architect firm at that time. Interestingly, Ella was enumerated twice in the 1900 census2722 for Seattle, Washington, at the same address (1115 1/2 First Ave): once in June, and a second time in September. In September, the enumeration was clearly for the Grand Pacific Hotel. In June, she was a "lodger" and a Harry C Watkins was listed as "Head" several lines above. In those records, her occupation was listed as "General Agent," and "Agent, Advertising." She is also listed as an advertising agent in the San Francisco City Directory, 1903-1904.

In 1908 and later, Ella B Veazie is listed as an osteopath, residing primarily in Kansas City, Missouri. In 1909, Ella B Veazie is listed in the Journal of the American Osteopathic Association (books.google.com), Volume 8, July 1, 1909, graduate of the American School of Osteopathy, Kirksville, Missouri, practicing at 521 Commerce bldg, Kansas City, Missouri. At one time, The Osteopathic Medicine Digital Directory (www.ostmed-dr.com, no longer available) listed an entry for an article by Ella B Veazie, "An osteopathic student's experience," apparently a letter.

The 1868 marriage record2070 of James Stiles to Ella B Veazie lists his age as 24, a resident of St Johnsbury, Vermont. His place of birth and his parents are not indicated in that record.

He is likely not the John C Stiles, age 23, b Athens, son of Gideon Stiles and Fanny E Davis, who married2070 S Ella Perham, Nov 24, 1868, in Rockingham, VT.

In 1920 and 1930, she was a dressmaker/sewing in her own home. Fannie W and Orville P Fletcher are listed in the Taunton, Mass., City Directory from the 1920s to 1940 at 29 Jennie Lind (St), the address where they appear in the 1930 census. Interestingly, 29 Jenny Lind does not appear in the 1940 census for Taunton.

Daniel was baptized2724 Jan 8, 1862, by R Duncan, United Church, Pownal. He lived with his parents in Taunton, MA, in 1870. In 1880, Daniel, a burnisher, was living with his mother, a widow, in Tauntion. At the time of his marriage to Fanny Veazie, Daniel was a carpenter.

Following their divorce (sometime between 1894 and 1900), Daniel married2726 second in 1907, in Los Angeles, California, Julia Hyde, the daughter of Joseph W Hyde and Harriet Fiero.

In 1900, P Orvell Fletcher, b Apr 1894, is residing with his mother Fannie Fletcher in Taunton, Massachusetts. Fannie is listed as divorced. The Taunton (Mass.) reocrds3211 lists Orville Palmer Veazie, born Apr 12, 1894, the illegitimate son of Fannie Veazie. It's not clear whether Daniel Fletcher was Orville's son. P Orville Fletcher lived with his mother until (at least) 1940. In the censuses from 1900 through 1930 Orville's occupation is listed as "none." He and his mother appear in the Taunton, Mass., City Directory at 29 Jennie Lind (St) from the 1920s to 1940. Orville may be the Orville Fletcher who died in Taunton in 1940 (Massachusetts Death Index, 1901-1980, www.ancestry.com).

George's birth record1799 lists him as Benjamin G. Most other records have George, George B, or George Benjamin as his name. The marriage record for George and Gertrude lists his full name. In 1880, following his mother's death the previous year, George B Veazie, servant, was living in the household of George L and Emma E Howard in Randolph, Vermont. In 1900 and 1910, George is listed with wife Isabelle. In 1920, following Isabelle's death, George and Gertrude were living next door to the family of Gertrude's father and mother. By 1930, George and Gertrude had divorced and were living just a few doors apart in that year.He was listed as a carpenter.

The death record4979 for Belle R Veazie provides her birth date and place, and her death date and place. Her birthdate calculated from her death date and age at death matches the information appearing on her headstone840.

In 1900, Belle is listed as "Belle R." In 1910, "Isabelle." The Fitchburg (MA) Sentinal, May 2, 1908, reported that Mr and Mrs George B Veazie (of Fitzwilliam, NH,) recently went to Vermont to be present at the 50th wedding anniversary of Mrs Veazie's parents. In the 1918 marriage record for George Veazie and Gertrude Sheldon, George is listed as widowed.

The death record4979 for Belle R Veazie, wife of George Veazie, and daughter of J W Ferris and Helen M Smith, lists her death as Aug 20, 1914, in Elliot City Hospital, Keene, N H. She died of acute nephritis at the age of 50y 2m 1d.

The marriage record2484 for Gertrude and George Veazie lists her birthplace as "Loyinton, ND." Other records, including her death certificate, have South Dakota as her birth state. It appears that Loyalton, South Dakota, was intended. In 1930, following her divorce from George, Gertrude and son Sherman were living apart from George. That year, William Lane, laborer odd jobs, born ~1871, was boarding in her household. On Dec 2, 1935, Keene, NH, Gertrude married2484 William F Lane, son of John Lane and Delia Reed. In 1940, Gertrude and William Lane were living in Walpose, NH. Soimetime before her death, she married (unkn) Albee, as her death certificate2412 lists her name as Gertude S Albee. J H Temple, in "Geneal Reg of North Brookfield Families2699" states that Mabel May, born Sep 15, 1867, daughter of Benjamin and Mary F Veazie, was adopted Dec 1, 1874, by Isaac Moulton May and his wife, Mary A F Rich. That coincides with the name change2702 in North Brookfield, MA, on Dec 1, 1874, of Mabel Wallace Veazie to Mabel May. Also, the Worcester county probate index2703 lists an adoption of "Mabel W Veazie" in 1874. Note that there is no (apparent) birth record for a Mabel Wallace Veazie to Benjamin and Mary Veazie. There is, however, an entry in the North Brookfield birth register, in 1874 (note the date), for Mabel May, born Sep 15, 1867, by adoption, listing Isaac M and Mary (A Rick) May. That birthdate is the same as listed1799 for Kate Ayers Veazie. See notes for Kate. There is no indication that either Mabel or Kate was born a twin and it seems probable that Mabel and Kate Veazie are the same reason, though the reason for changing her name from Kate to Mabel is not known. As many records list Mabel with maiden names Veazie and May, she is listed separately in this genealogy.

Following her adoption for the Mays in 1874, she appears in 1880 in the household of Isaac M and Mary A F May, in North Brookfield. Six years later, Mabel married2701 Fred L Harding. By 1900, Fred and Mabel had had 5 children, only 4 of whom were living then. Their youngest child, Raymond, had died at the age of only 2 months. In 1910, Fred and Mabel still lived in Portland. Residing in their household were Chancy, Leo, Leo's new wife Ethel, and Hazel. In 1920, after Fred's death, Mabel was lodging in the household of Joseph Lamb in Portland. She was working in a furrier store.

Fred was the son of a Master Mariner, Frederick A Harding, and Helena F Harding. His mother's maiden name was also Harding. Fred was a butcher, meat cutter and manager of a meat market. In 1900, he and his family lived in North Brookfield, MA. Sometime between 1900 and 1910, he and Mabel moved to Portland, ME, where they lived until his death. Margaret's middle name is listed on her 1921 passport 2275 application. That application states her birthplace, birthdate and the name of her father, "George L Veazie." Included with that application is a letter written by Margaret, Lansdale, PA, Oct 26, 1921, on the letterhead of Gillinder & Sons, of whom her husband is listed as President. Her interest in genealogy, besides her DAR lineage2276 entry, is demonstrated in that letter by the discussion of her family history, mentioning that her ancestors landed in Salem, MA, in 1630 and settled in Boston and Braintree. She also mentions she is a DAR going back to "Elija Veazie Jr." She also discusses her childhood, mentioning that she left Boston when she was 5 years of age; her grandparents were dead at the time of her birth, except one grandfather who died when she was 3 or 4 years old; and (in 1921) she has no blood relatives that she knows of. She also mentions her husband, Frederick R Gillinder, deceased "the past fifteen years."

In 1860, "Frederic" is living with his parents and 5 siblings. By 1870, he was a glass manufacturer with a real estate value of $10000, was married2279 to Harriet (---) and had a daughter Laura. In 1880, he, Harriet and Laura were still living in Philadelphia. By 1900, Fred had remarried to Margaret and is listed1381 as immigrating in 1856. In an 1880 passport application645 for "F R Gillinder" of Philadelphia, he gives his birthplace as England and birthdate of 7 Dec 1847. His death certificate, 1906, lists his age as 60. From various records, it appears that a birthyear of 1846, as listed1381 in the 1900 census, is probably most accurate. Fred was a successful glass manufacturer.

In Clark Veazie's obituary1966 and during the disposition1965 of his will, worth some $79,000 (in 1928), she is mentioned as "Sallie Veazie Sullivan of Brooklyn." In the 1920 census360 Sallie V Sullivan is the wife of William S Sullivan. In 1930, Sallie Sullivan was living alone, still listed as married. Hillman800 states by 1951 she had married a McGlone, her surname as listed in Monroe County Surrogate Court records for the disposition of her father's estate. She died in 1985, probably having lived in the New York City area. The same plot is listed840 for Edward Geore McGlone (no image of headstone).

Hillman800 states Sally married by 1951, --- McGlone, as she is listed in the disposition of her father's estate that year, residing at 364 Loncoln Place, Brooklyn, NY. The 1940 census3197 has Edward and Sally V McGlone, residing Lincoln Hall, Lincoln Place, in Brooklyn. Edward was a detective policeman, working for the police department. Edward's WWI draft registration221 lists his birth date and place. Given that location and date, one finds in 1900 in Brooklyn, Edward McGlone, b Feb 1896, the son of Peter and Sarah McGlone. Peter's occupation was special police. On May 2, 1918, Edward enlisted in the U S Navy at the Navy Recruiting Station, NY, NY, and served 193 days as a Seaman 2 Class. By 1930, Edward's mother Sarah was widowed792. Edward's occupation was then a detective for the city. As mentioned above, in 1940, Edward and Sally had married and were living in Brooklyn. In 1942, Edward registered170 for the WWII draft. He worked for the New York Police Department and resided at 364 Lincoln Place, Brooklyn. The New York (NY) Age, Sat, Nov 5, 1949, listed Capt amd Mrs Edward McGlone (he was in command of the 128th precinct) among the attendees of the Fourth Annual Ball and Beauty Pageant of the Negro Press Photographers. The New York (NY) Age, Sat, Oct 28, 1950, reported that Capt Edward G McGlone of the 28th precinct was promoted to Deputy Inspector and transferred to Washington Heights.

An additional indication4544 that Carrie Smith married Hugh Travers is provided by The Lockport (NY) Journal, May 22, 1902 (fultonhistory.com): in the Ridge Road column - "Mrs Carrie Travers of Lockport spent Sunday with her parents, Mr. and Mrs. B. W. Smith."

Lizzie died4533 Friday, Sept 8, 1944, at home as a result of a heart attack she had suffered the previous night. She was survived by her husband Milo N Smith, daughter Mrs Robert Meyers, son Clayton B Smith, a brother Frank Michaels, and sisters Mrs D C Miller and Mrs William Malcom.

Frances Veazie Hubbard was apparently called Frankie all of her life. Just a few years after her birth, she is listed as "Frank.." in the only census1908 where she appears with the surname Veazie. She is listed as "Frankie" (or something close) in all the censuses referenced. Her obituary1938 says she was born to Mr and Mrs "Joe" Veazie in Leon, NY. However, the association of George Veazie with the Hubbards indicates clearly that Frankie Hubbard was the daughter of George and Betsey Veazie - George and Betsey resided1908 in Leon, NY, in 1880, with daughter "Frank.." listed. There seems to be more than meets the eye with Earl Chester Vesey. In 1900, he is living with his parents, his brother Wayne and his father's cousin, Harry G Vesey (son of Reed and Marion (Glines) Vesey. In 1910, he is boarding with Henry Powell and family in Chicago, a city collector. In 1917, per his WWI draft registration221, he is living at 605 Clinton Ave. That consistently appears as the address of Clarence and Clara (Main) Rafsnyder in Oak Park. In fact, in 1920, he is living681 with the Rafsnyders (enumerated as "Earl Chester Besey[sic]"), 605 Clinton Ave, an accountant listed as Nephew. In 1930, still living with the Rafsnyders, he is then listed as adopted son. N.B., his father didn't die until 1946. During the war years (World War I), several articles in the Oak Park (IL) Oak Park Leaves newspaper mention Earl as the "son" of Mrs Rafsnyder, and writing his "mother," Mrs Clarence Rafsnyder, from Europe where he served with the army in various capacities. He was continuously promoted from Private to Sargeant during those years. Clara B Rafsnyder nee Main, does not appear to be a relation of the Vesey family. The exact circumstances of that relationship are yet a mystery. He was buried in the veterans cemetery in King, Wisconsin.

Florence lived with her family from her birth through, at least 1930. In 1930, she is living with her widowed father. In a bit of an oddity, if the Cook County marriage index is correct (i.e., Florence and Earl were married in 1933), the 1940 census2124 lists "Florence Baer" at 421 S Oak Park Avenue, an office clerk for a can manufacturer. Sometime about 1917, Wayne joined2128 the American Expeditionary Force, Co. C, 120th F. A., as a soldier (unidentified) writes home from France that Wayne Vesey and he were detailed to a signal school somewhere near the front. Wayne, a "Red Arrow" man, return home2128 to Sheboygan, WI, in May, 1919, now a corporal. In 1920, he was among the veterans who formed the Plymouth American Legion post and was appointed the first Commander. Wayne doesn't seem to appear in the 1930 census. His wife Alma and their two sons were in that year living with her parents, Hugo and Ida Reinhold. That may be due to a charge (Aug 1930) of car theft ("operating an automobile with consent of the owner") for which he was placed on probation. In Aug 1931 it was reported that he violated probation and was sentenced to 12 to 15 months in the state prison at Waupun. Sometime early in the 1930s, Wayne and Alma were divorced, as she is listed2106 in 1940 as divorced, and Wayne appears with wife Florence (maiden name undetermined) and a son Roger. Wayne continued his association with the American Legion as, in 1940, he was again elected Commander of the Post.

A brief but interesting (syndicated) newspaper article (www.newspapers.com) appeared in several newspapers on Mar 7, 1925. That article, titled "Death Ends Suit," relates that the husband of Mrs Julian D'Evermonde shot and killed himself in Los Angeles one hour before he was to appear in court to ask to have his wife's divorce decree set aside. Mrs D'Evermonde was, in fact, waiting for his appearance in the courtroom when she was told of his death. Considering Julian's death date (Feb 24) and location (Los Angeles), it seems highly likely that the Julian D'Evermonde of the article was the husband of Alta Brown.

William and Bessie were married at her parents' home at 8 P.M. They were married by Rev. Theodore Hahn, pastor fot eh English Lutheran Church of the Redeemer. Miss Lydia Kemp and Dr. Lyle Tucker were the attendants. After the wedding, the couple left for Michigan, and would spend some time with the bride's sister in Sturgis. At the time, William was a florist.

William's middle name and Jr. suffix middle name are given in The Pictorial History of Fort Wayne2253. In 1910, William is listed as a greenhouse florist. The history2253 of Fort Wayne mentions that William carried on the florist tradition of the family. In 1914, W. J. Vesey, Jr., of Detroit, joined with J E Smith (Wyandotte), and Charles H Maynard (Detroit), to form the Flower Growers corporation of Detroit (Detroit, MI, Free Press, Jun 2, 1914; newspapers.com.) In 1915, William is listed1735 in Fort Wayne, IN, as manager of "Vesey's," the family floral company. In 1930, William and Bess lived in Shreveport, IN, and he was a salesman for an oil company. In 1935 and 1936, William and Bess resided in Wichita, KS. William was a manufacturer's agent. In 1940, William and Bess resided in Springfield, MA, and William was an auto supplies salesman. William's 1942 WWII draft registration card170 lists his residence as New Haven, CT, and his employer as Western Auto Supply Co., of Springfield, MA. It appears William and Bessie had no children.

Indications of Bessie's birthdate vary. In 1900, she is listed as "daughter" in the household of Christian and Louisa Witte as born May 1886. The marriage record for Bessie and William Vesey lists her birthdate as Jul 31 1888. In 1910, Bessie Vesey is age 20 (~1890). In 1930, Bessie is listed as age 34 (b ~1896). In 1940, Bess is listed as "Bess Ann Vesey," age 49 (b ~1891). Though William and Bess were not found in the 1920 census, Mrs Bessie Vesey is listed1735 in 1919 in Fort Wayne, IN, boarding at 729 Columbia Ave. William is not listed in that city directory that year.

Elmer and Catherine were married by J F Porter.

In 1920, Catherine and sister Margaret were rooming at an hotel in Louisville, KY. Catherine is listed as an actress at Camp Taylor. Camp Zachary Taylor was established as a training camp for WWI soldiers in 1917 and was closed ~1920. In 1940, Catherine, divorced, is living with sister Margaret Vesey, on Hoagland in Fort Wayne. It appears that Catherine and Elmer had no children.

The Fort Wayne (IN) Journal Gazette, Apr 9, 1916, reported that Elmer W Kampe had accepted the position of salesmanager for the Federal Securiteis and Investment company. That article mnetions that Kampe was formerly employed by the Journal-Gazette and was well-known among real estate men in Ft Wayne. The Fort Wayne (IN) News, May 11, 1917, reported that Elmer Kampe, advertising manager of the Daily News, received notice to report at the Indianapolis training camp for the Officers' Reverve corps. At the time of Elmer's 1921 marriage to Catherine Vesey, he was in advertising. Less than a year after their marriage, Elmer's mother died (Ft Wayne News Sentinel, Mar 6, 1922) at the age of 57, due to a heart attack and failing health. In 1930, Elmer and Catherine lived in South Bend, IN, and he was a commercial salesman. It would appear that Elmer and Catherine were divorced sometime after 1932 (when they appear in the Ft Wayne, IN, city directory, and before 1937, when Catherine V Kampe, no reference to Elmer, appears in the Fort Wayne, IN, city directory,) as the cemetery plaque for E William Kampe (1895-1949) is shared by Dorothy L Kampe (1906-1962). It is assumed Dorothy was E William Kampe's wife. Catherine Kampe is listed in the 1940 census (Ft Wayne, IN) as divorced.

They were married by J M Barkley, Minister; witnesses were G D Murray and Elizabeth Fenlayson?, both of Detroit.

Wenzel and Mabel were first cousins, once removed, both descendants of William Vesey, Jr (1801-1872). That is, Wenzel was the son of Sylvester Treat Vesey, Mabel's first cousin. This was Mabel's second marriage, and Wenzel's first marriage.

Wenzel's middle name is listed221 on his WWI draft registration card. Wenzel resided with his parents in 1900 and 1910 in Milford, IN. In 1917, Wenzel lists221 his occupation as Superintendant of the pyrometer and electrical department of the Ford Motor Company, Highland Park, MI. In 1920, he and wife Mabel resided1557 in Detroit, MI, listed as an electrical engineer. Residing at the same address that year was his cousin Lloyd Vesey, Lloyd's wife Catherine and Lloyd's brother Vern.

Wenzel died4612 at the age of 39y 10m 16d, of edema of the lungs. He was an electrical engineer for the Ford Motor Car Co. Mrs (Mabel) Vesey was the informant for his death certificate.

Mabel was married first in 1902 to Horace Breiding. Following their divorce, Mabel Vesey, status divorced, appears2090 in the 1910 census in Goshen, Indiana, residing with her mother Fanny, and Fanny's second husband, Henry Vesey (the brother of Mabel's father Edgar Vesey).

A news article (Goshen, IN, Weekly News Times, Jul 11, 1913) mentions that a position of sales lady under the employ of Miss Blanche Davis, milliner, was made vacant by the departure of Miss Mabel Vesey, "who is now in Brownsville, Neb."

Following husband Wenzel Vesey's death, Mabel, a widow, appears1713 in the 1930 census, residing at 16587 Linwood in Detroit, MI.

The 1962 obituary3158 of Mabel's brother Lloyd mentions surviving sisters Mrs Mabel Gutteridge of Detroit, and Mrs Irene Ewing of Pasadena, California.

Esther's middle name is given in the Annual Register (books.google.com) for the University of Chicago, 1912, listed as a graduate of Englewood High School. She married3168 at the home of her parents, Mar 31, 1913, Horace Whiteside, then coach at East High School, Waterloo, IA. She and Horace had met while both were students at the University of Chicago. In 1925, Esther's mother Belle B Vezey (sic) resided with her and Horace in Ithaca, NY. She and Horace lived for many years in Cayuga Heights, NY, while Horace taught law at Cornell University. Esther V Whiteside is mentioned in several newspaper articles as a contributor to art exhibits in the Ithaca area. Horace's biography3169 mentions that she died in 1950.

Horace' middle name is given on his birth certificate. His biography3169 mentions that he was a direct descendant of John Morton, signer of the Declaration of Independence. He graduated3169 from the University of Chicago, 1912. The Waterloo (IA) Evening Courier, Jan 13, 1913 (newspaperarchive.com), reported that Horace Whiteside, a graduate of Chicago University had been hired as instructor of physics and physical training at East High. He taught and coached there3169 for two years,

The marriage3168 of popular East High (Waterloo, IA) athletic director Coach Whiteside was announced with some fanfare. Later, an unusual announcement3167 of the marriage of Coach Horace Whiteside relates that he had tried out in 1909 for the University of Chicago football team under Coach Stagg [now known to be one of the greatest innovators in the history of college football]. Stagg took Horace on as left guard. In that first year, news was received of the marriage of the previous left guard. Soon thereafter, Horace became acquainted with another UC student, Esther Vesey, and a romance began. Horace graduated ~1912 and, as mentioned above, became a coach at East High School in Waterloo. News was then received that the left guard who had succeeded him on the UC football team had married. Recognizing fate, Horace returned to Chicago and married Esther.

He then became3169 athletic director and instructor of Greek at Earlham College. In 1916, Horace is listed1735 as director physical training at Earlham College in Richmond, IN. During WWI, he served as Captain in the 67th Artillery, Coast Artillery Corps overseas, eventually attaining the rank of Major. He then entered Cornell University Law School, graduating with a perfect A average, to this day unequaled. In 1920, Horace is listed as an instructor at Cornell. In 1925, Horace was an assistant professor of law. In the academic year 1926-1927, he was3169 the Ezra Ripley Thayer Teaching Fellow at Harvard and received the degree of Doctor of Juridical Science. In 1930 and 1940 he is listed as teacher/professor at a university.

Horace' obituary3164, dateline Ithaca, Jun 11, states he died "yesterday" (Jun 10 vs Jun 9) at the age of 65. His deathplace is from another obituary in the (Troy, NY) Times Record, Jun 11, 1956. The Kingston obit article mentions that he was a professor of the Cornell University Law School; he graduated from that school in 1922 with a straight "A" average that has never been equaled. Whiteside had been associated since 1939 with the Wall Street firm of Whitman, Ransome, Coulson and Goetz, was a consultant to the New York State Law Revision Commission until 1955. Horace graduated from the University of Chicago in 1912 and served in France in World War I as an army captain. He was survived by his widow and a daughter from a previous marriage.

Horace was apparently an inveterate golfer as many articles in New York newspapers list him in the reports of golf tournaments, winning and placing in many of them.

Following wife Esther's death in 1950, he married in 1951 Ruth Kinyon, who survived him. Ruth Kinyon Whiteside Fisher was a member of a gastronomic society, Chaine des Rotisseurs, Bailliage de Naples. She apparently remarried following Horace' death.

About Apr, 1930 (enumeration date not listed on record), Freddie Vesey is listed as the son of Loyd(sic) and Katharine Vesey, age 4y 5m. In 1940, he was living with his parents in Angola, IN. It appears that Nellie Veazie traveled4912 4913 to Canada about 1920, through the "port" of Quebec, from England in 1881 [that appears to be original immigration information, not related to the 1920 visitation]. She returned to the U. S. from Vancouver, Canada, to Seattle, Washington, about Nov 24, 1920, via the Great Northern Railyway (#355). The passenger list indicates she was born in Fenstock, England. On both the passenger list and on her Alien Certificate she gives her age as 53. Though that indicates a birth year of ~1867, that Nellie Veazie is listed as a rooming house keeper of New York, NY.

She was a widow, and only "Personal Effects" is listed for the Informant. Her birthplace is listed as New York, and name of father "? Beagle," apparently a mistaken interpretation of Veazie from, perhaps, some written document. Her residence at the time of her death was 1720 Buena Vista St.

The genealogy chart prepared by George S Veazie has Laura Veazie married to John "Hoyt," with a son Gust H Hoyt married to Ida Lynaham. Records since found indicate his last name was spelled "Hout."

The 1900, 1910 and 1920 census records are consistent with regard to the birth places for his parents: father born New Jersey; mother born Pennsylvania. From that information, it seems probable that he is the John Hout, age 2, that appears4849 in the 1860 census for Poland, Ohio, in the family of Aaron Hout, age 29, born New Jersey; and Persina Hout, age 26, born Pennsylvania.

The 1900 census4842 for Parkersburg, WV, lists information that conflicts with other data for John and Laura. In that record, John and wife "Lavina E." are listed as married just 2 years, the second marriage for both. However, their birth dates and places, and the information for son Gusta Hout, who appears as their son, is consistent with other information. E.g., the birthplaces for his parents, etc., are consistent, as well as his occupation as "oil land leaser." It is assumed that "Lavina E" is, in fact, Laura E. (Veazie).

In 1910, John S and Laura Hout resided4845 in Bartlesville, OK, where John was an oil producer. In 1914, John S Hout (wife Laura) appears1735 in the Tulsa, OK, city directory, listed as "oil," residence 608 N Cheyenne Ave. In 1920, John S and Laura Hout resided4844 in Lexington, Kentucky, where John was an oil producer for an oil company.

The Jan, 1929, obituary4848 for wife Laura Hout mentions that her husband died "two years ago" in Texas. In fact, John died2997 on Jul 18, 1927, in Bexar Co., Texas.

Max lived his life in Coopers Plains, NY. He worked as a collier and as a station agent for the Delaware, Lackawanna and Western Railroad in Coopers. Max is listed as a director of the First National Bank of Painted Post circa 1922 ("Pioneer Days and Later Times in Corning and Vicinity, 1789-1920," Uri Mulford). Max served for 20 years as Justice of the Peace in Coopers, was a graduate of Cook Academy, and became a telegrapher for the Delaware, Lackawanna and Western Railroad for more than 40 years. He also served as station master for that railroad at the Coopers station. He was a life member of the Montour F & A M lodge. He died unexpectedly at his home.

The 1900 census has Hyla's birth year as 1877. One of her own handwritten family lists654 has 1878. Her obituary has 1879, as does her headstone in Coopers Cemetery. In her marriage record dated Apr 16, 1908, her age was 30. Considering enumeration dates, her ages as given in censuses consistently indicate 1877. Herein, her birth day is given as Oct 3, consistent with her family list and the 1900 census. However, her birth year is listed as 1878, as she recorded herself644. Prior to her marriage, Hyla worked as a clerk in her father's store in Coopers Plains. In December, 1907, following the death of Benjamin Pierce, the previous postmaster, and just prior to her marriage to Max, she was appointed postmaster for Coopers Plains. In May, 1908, just following her marriage and perhaps due to her name change, Hyla B Veazie was again appointed postmaster for Coopers.

In Dec, 1928, she suffered severe injuries when she fell through a trap door at the (Coopers Plains, NY) Methodist church hall. (Steuben Farmers' Advocate, Bath, NY, Dec 5, 1928; fultonhistory.com)

Hyla died of cancer in Falls Church, Virginia, at the home of her daughter Alice Lucille Veazie Skalnik.

Veazie," located in the Iowa Loan and Trust Building, appear in the Des Moines Register newspaper (newspapers.com) in 1909. In 1910, those advertisements where placed by "O. C. Veazie & Co.," same address as mentioned above. Later that year, similar advertisements appeared with only "Call Veazie" followed by a phone number. In early 1912, advertisements for building lots began appearing, by "O. C. Veazie, Owner." Similar advertisements continued through 1914. In April of 1914, an article (advertisement?) appears, describing O C Veazie of the Iowa Building Company, who was building houses in various locations. Veazie was described as "formerly [the] manager of the Realty Clearing House Co." In 1916 appeared an advertisement for "Veazie Apartments," located at 28th and Ingersoll. The agent for the rentals was "Iowa Bldg. Co."

Otis married Laura Kinney in Des Moines, in 1912. Otis Veazie's WWI draft registration card221, Jun 1917, states that he is a widower and supports a child and both his parents. By 1920, Otis had married Halleen Elizabeth Haworth. In Jan, 1939, Halleen was granted a divorce2690 from Otis. In 1940, Otis was living with A M and Rosa Farris in Fort Worth. He was listed as a real estate building contractor, divorced. His death certificate2683 lists him as married, lists his father as Marcellus Veazie and his mother as Sabrina Parker (his grandmother's name). Otis died of congestive heart failure. That certificate indicates he did not serve in the armed forces.

The death documents2813 regarding the death and disposition of the estate of Warren B Woodman, Frank's father, mention the adminitratrix of Frank's estate (1934) as Mary H Woodman. In 1940, Mary H Woodman, at the same address mentioned in the Warren Woodman documents, has her son Harold Mills living with her. Perhaps not coincidentally, Harold was living with Frank as a lodger in the 1930 census. Harold Mills birth record1767 lists his parents' names, including his mother's maiden name: Alexander Mills and Mary H Robbins.

Frank's middle name is listed on his WWI draft registration card and in the documents2813 regarding his father's death. At the time of his marriage to Blanche Ford, Frank was a conductor. That was likely his uncle Herbert H Felker, who lived in Searsport in 1910 and 1920. In 1930, at age 53, he was widowed and a road salesman (traveling salesman?). His address at that time was 30 Beebe Road, Chelsea, MA, and Harold Wills, age 16, was boarding in his household. As it turns out, Frank would, sometime between that date (Apr, 1930), marry Harold's mother. One of the documents2813 concerning the disposition of his father's estate is a letter, dated Sep 7, 1934, from the American Consulate in Buenos Aires to the Secretary of State in Washington. That letter mentions the appointment of Mrs Mary H Woodman as administratrix of the estate of her deceased husband, Frank W Woodman. Another letter, same date, from the Vice Consul in Buenos Aires, Argentina, to Mrs Mary H Woodman, 30 Beebe Road, Quincy, MA, informing her regarding remittances from Frank's father's estate.

In 1930, Mary, a maid for a private family (probably Suel and Grace Lawrence), is listed as married, but, as Alexander doesn't seem to otherwise by found, and Harold Wills is boarding with Frank W Woodman, Alexander may have died by that time. In that 1910 census, Joseph was the manager of a town farm, which was likely a "poor farm" as, along with Joseph, Henrietta and their children, there were listed several elderly people and a mother of 2 children (no husband in evidence). Joseph died of maxillary cancer. At the time of his death, he was married and had been a resident of Vinalhaven for 43 years, his previsous residence being Camden.

Henrietta's birthplace is listed in the marriage record for daughter Nina to Frank Brown. In 1920, Henrietta may be the Henrietta Morton, age 58 and a widow, listed as a servant in the household of Harrison F Hicks and his wife Edith. In 1930, Henrietta was living with daughter Nina, and Nina's husband Frank H Brown.

Addie and Howard were married by R A Colfitts, Vinalhaven; intention filed 1901 Nov 15.

In 1860, "Elmira," age 1, is listed with Joseph and Lucy. In 1870, Adelie J, age 10, is listed. She married Abram Lindsey in 1878. In 1880, she and Abram Lindsey, a granite cutter, were living in Vinalhaven, Maine. By 1900, it is probable that Abram and Addie were separated, as Addie was living in her own household in Vinalhaven, and Abram and sons were living in Milford, Massachusetts. A year later, Addie (Morton) Lindsey married in Vinalhaven, Howard D Larkin. By 1910, Addie and Howard had divorced. Addie J Larkin continued to reside in Vinalhaven, ME, though 1930.

Abram was a granite cutter by occupation.  In 1910, Abram, a granite cutter in a stone shed, was listed as divorced. In 1917, he died of pulmonary tuberculosis at the Central Maine Sanatorium. He was buried in Fairfield, ME. His death record lists his father as Henry Lindsey, born in Lubec, Maine; mother unknown. His parents may be the Henry and Margaret Linsey listed in Lubec, Maine, in 1850. Henry was born New Brunswick, and Margaret was born Ireland. His death record lists his age at death as 62y 11m 3d, which implies a birthdate of December of 1854. The 1880 and 1910 censuses indicate (from his age) 1852.

Howard married2608 first Feb 21, 1887, in Woods Harbor, Nova Scotia, Moravilla Abbot, the daughter of David and Isabella Abbot. In 1910, Howard, a divorced fisherman, was living with the family of Crowell and Lois Hatch in Vinalhaven. He is likely the Howard D Larkin who, per Nova Scotia Vital Records, 1763-1957, familysearch.org, died in 1917 in Yarmouth, Nova Scotia.

In 1920, in Yreka, Siskiyou Co., California, Amelia P (unkn), age 35, b California, parents both born Alsace (French), is listed as the wife of Carlton F Boothby, age 43, b Wisconsin. In 1918, per his draft registration card221, Carlton is living in Hilt, Siskiyou Co., CA, and his wife is Amelia P (same adr). In 1900, Amelia Kappler, b Jan 1884, is listed in the household of her parents in Etna, CA. Considering the remoteness and proximity of Hilt, Yreka and Etna, the probability that Carlton's wife is Amelia Kappler approaches a certainty.

In 1930, Amelia Boothby is listed as a widow. Sometime after that date, she married2346 Fred Walker, her husband at the time of her death. The referenced funeral home record lists her father as Charles Kappler and her birthplace as Aetna, California. Her gravestone is of an identical style to Carlton's stone.

In 1900 and 1905, Harold is living with his parents in Hammond, WI. By 1910, he was working as a laborer on the farm of John and Patrick OKeeke in North Dakota. Sometime shortly thereafter Harold became Booth Howard, stage actor. The first hint of his new career occurs in 1917, shortly after his marriage to Mable Ruth Griffith. On his World War I draft registration221 card, he reports his occupation as "dramatic actor," his employer being Richard Kent, through the N.D. headquarters in Bismark. The next indication of his career uncovered is his gravestone840 in Hollywood Forever Cemetry, Los Angeles, CA which reads "BOOTH HOWARD (below that-) HAROLD H. BOOTHBY 1890-1936." A bit of searching for information under his "new" name uncovers such items as an article in the Perry (Iowa) Daily Chief, Oct 27, 1915, reporting Strong Drama At The Grand Tonight. "Trail of the Lonesome Pine," a play that will appeal to all. Olga Worth, playing the lead as June Tolliver, and "Booth Howard" as Dave Tolliver, are actors of exceptional talent. On March 31, 1916, the Opera House Reporter, Estherville, Iowa, noted that "Booth Howard is resting at his home in Hammond, Wis," after a season of 27 weeks with "The Trail of the Lonesome Pine." Enroute to his home, he visited with friends in Chicago, Milwaukee and Menominie. The April 17 edition of the same newspaper carried an advertisement for BOOTH HOWARD, Late of "The Trail of the Lonesome Pine" inviting offers for Repertoire or Stock, with an address of the Hotel Gardiner, Hammond, Wis. The Opera House Reported noted October 27, 1916, that Booth Howard had joined the Richard Kent company "last week" in North Dakota. In 1920, Booth Howard is found lodging with several other theater actors in Somerville, Massachusetts. The Boston Globe, January 18, 1920, noted of the Somerville Theatre that "Business Before Pleasure," a comedy, would be the attraction for the week. Booth Howard and Henry Crosson would play the primary male leads. By January 27, the Somerville Theatre featured "Way Down East," a comedy-drama with excellent impersonations by Elsie Bartlett, Booth Howard and others. In January, 1921, The Joplin (MO) Globe theatre page described the musical comedy "Irene," Booth Howard listed among the players. "Irene" went on to play in Cedar Rapids (Cedar Rapids Evening Gazette, Feb 16, 1921), again with Booth Howard in the cast. Later that spring, Booth played in "Irene" as it toured Ohio - Hamilton, Lima, and Sandusky. "Irene" played in Bradford, PA, in April, and it was noted Booth Howard was "a good actor and decidedly pleasing" in appearance and manner. The Daily Kennebec (ME) Journal featured an ad in May, 1921, for "Irene," listing Booth Howard among the "stars" of the cast. Jan, 1922: "Irene" was playing Fort Wayne (IN) with Booth Howard playing Robert Harrison. Same month: Canton, Ohio. March: Ogden, Utah. May: Bismarck, ND, and Helena, MT.

In 1925, he played an "important role" in "The Gorilla," Middeltown, NY. Of the same play in Cumberland, MD: "An excellent cast - in fact a superlative cast," with "Booth Howard as Arthur Marsden, "one of the best actors of the younger generation. His suavity, artistry and general demeanor made thie part stand out among fine parts." Feb, 1926, "The Gorilla" played in Lima, Ohio. In March, the Zanesville Signal ran an ad for "The Gorilla," billing it as the "Funniest Show on Earth," and Booth Howard is in the cast. Same show, April, 1926, in Titusville, PA. Later in April: Olean, NY. Sept, 1926, he played in "The Green Hat," in Bridgeport, CT. Nov, 1928, he played in "Cradle Snatchers" in San Antonio, TX.

By the early 1930s he was acting in motion pictures. The Syracuse (NY) Herald (Nov 22, 1932) reports that Booth Howard had joined the cast of "Hot Pepper," the latest of the screen adventures of Captain Flagg and Seargeant Quirt. In 1933, Booth had a roll in "Trick For Trick," a Fox Studio melodrama. In 1934 he played a leading role in "Mystery Liner," a story of ghosts and murders aboard an ocean liner. According to IMDb, an internet movie database site (www.imdb.com), Booth Howard appeared in some 29 titles from 1932 to 1936. According to Turner Classic Movies (http://www.tcm.com/tcmdb/person/89550%7C23553/Boothe-Howard/) Harold died October 4, 1936, in Los Angeles, when he was struck by a car and killed while returning from his own birthday party.

However, the 1880 census for Camden, ME, where she resided with her parents, lists her age as 2. The 1910 census for Lowell, MA, lists a Grace E Banks, a boarder, age 32, single, a bookkeeper in a jewelry store, born Maine, parents born Maine/Maine. There is, indeed, a Grace Evelyn Ford in the (ancestry.com) California Death Index, b 25 Jan 1878, Maine; died 24 Jan 1953, Alameda, CA. Grace E Ford appears as the wife of William H Ford in the 1920, 1930 and 1940 censuses for Oakland, California. She was born ~1878 in Maine; both parents born Maine. That William H Ford was born ~1869, New Hampshire. Becky (Dow) Burnham, the daughter of Dow469 relates that Grace married, moved to Oakland, CA, and her father visited them there before he (Dow) went overseas in WWII in October 1944. There is no indication of children of the union of William H and Grace E Ford.

William's obituary mentions surviving wife Grace E Ford; sisters Mrs Daniel Murchie and Mrs Charles MsFarlin; and brothers George, Clarence and Harry Ford. Services were performed at the California Crematory. The 1920 census for Oakland, CA, lists William's parents as born in Massachusetts and New Hampshire, respectitvely.

The reason for her adoption is likely due to the death of her parents when she was young. Henry Timmerman died1790 Mar 9, 1886, at the age of 36y. Ella D Timmerman, nee Googins, widow of Henry, died Nov 24, 1892. Carrie would have been only 9 years of age when her mother died. In the 1920 census1719, Caroline Smith, living in the household of Elijah and Amber Veazie, is widowed, with last name Smith. She has a son Elijah V Smith, Elijah's grandson. By 1930, Caroline has married Aaron Bishop and young Elijah Smith has died. The 1940 census1721 lists Caroline's midden name.

The 1920 census1719 lists Elijah V Smith's father's birthplace as Pennsylvania. In that census, Carrie (Veazie) Smith, living in her father Elijah's household, lists herself as a widow. However, Stoddard is listed as marrying2374 27 Mar 1918, Katherine Zeck, in Mallard, Iowa. He appears in Iowa censuses with wife Katherine (Catherine) throguh 1940.

It's not entirely clear why Aaron listed his parents as John Percelle and Fannie Bishop in the marriage index2139 for his marriage to Carrie. In 1900, Aaron is living with his uncle Oliver Bishop (born Jun 1874), Oliver's mother (Aaron's grandmother) Mallissa Bishop (b Jan 1835) and Oliver's uncle (Melissa's brother) George Hamner. Given that information, then his mother is likely the Fanny S Bishop, born ~1875, living in 1880 in the household of Malissa Bishop, widowed, b ~1834. In that household is also Jefferson O (Oliver?) Bishop, son of Malissa, b ~1873. Newspaper articles2372 mention "brothers" Elton and Byron Faux of Patterson (Madison Co.), Iowa. Then perhaps his mother is also the Fannie Faux, wife of Thomas J Faux, with (among other children) sons Elton and Byron, living in Madison Co., Iowa, 1900 through 1930.

Annie was born Sept 1, 1889, in Washington Twp., Pocahontas Co., IA, to "E Vezie" and "Alma Woodard Vezie." In the 1910 and 1920 censuses, Annie is listed with parents Elijah and Amber, listed as a school teacher. She attended Tobin College in Fort Dodge and Moody Bible Institute (Chicago). At the time of her death, she had 10 grandchildren, and all her siblings, but one sister, Caroline (Veazie) Bishop, survived her.

Much is known about Annie and her relatives as she wrote a family history2786, a portion of which (copy) was provided to the author by Annie's distant cousin. That history solved several "mysteries" about Veazies who couldn't definitively be connected to the family without Annie's information.

In 1900, David is listed as "D Howard." In other records he is listed as "David H." David served in France during World War One, having enlisted1681 in the Army 21 Sep 1917, and released 10 May 1919. In 1880, Elva is enumerated as "Elva M." In 1885, she is listed as "Maude." Her death certificate4594 has "Elva Maud" Bartholomew. Her gravestone840 has "E. Maud" Bartholomew.

Elva died4594 at the age of 30y 4m 9d, on Jan 3, 1904, in Denver, Colorado, of myelitis, with a contributory cause of congested liver. She had suffered from the myelitis for about 4 months.

Noyes was born1551 May 11, 1871, in Mound City, KS, to Noyes E and Cornelia (Kellogg) Bartholomew. He attended Washburn College in Topeka, KS. He first married2508 4421 4422 Feb 5, 1895, Elva Maude Veazie. They had two children: Roy and Lola May.

Following Elva's death in 1904 at the age of 30, Noyes married4423 second, about 1907, Opal C ---, with whom he had 3 children: Noyes, Lloyd and Clara. This marriage is considered to be very likely. Beverly (Lambert) Cantrill, the granddaughter of Peter and Ella, provided2779 the marriage date and location.

Ella's birthdate and birthplace, which coincide with other records, are provided by Veazie family records4422.

A California death index527 entry lists Ella V Keplinger, b 23 Aug 1879, Colorado; her mother's name was Hewitt. Her cemetery listing840 lists her middle name. A 1937 passenger list2766 lists her place of birth, but not her birthdate. Her address at that time was 3901 Conn Ave NW, Wash., DC.

Peter's birthdate as listed on his WWI draft221 registation card is Nov 20, 1878. Other references, including the 1900 census, indicate 1876 is more likely correct. In 1885, Peter was living near Williamstown, KS, in the household of his grandmother Sarah Keplinger, age 80, his widowed mother (listed only as "M"), and many of his siblings, including Louis Keplinger, age 16. In 1895, a P Keplinger, age 18, along with L Keplinger, age 27, both born Kansas, is listed in the Kansas state census, Jackson Co., Holton. He is likely the Peter Keplinger, born Nov 1876, brother of the household head L T Keplinger, born Dec 1868, Kansas. That matches nicely with the 1895 Kansas cenus mentioned above, and a California Death Index entry for Lewis I Keplinger, b 4 Dec 1868, Kansas, mother's maiden name Chapman. In 1880, Peter R Keplinger is living in the household of his grandmother Sarah E Keplinger. Among those also enumerated in that record are his mother "Melinee," widow, his brother Lewis T, and his sisters Ann and Lura B.  During the Spanish-American War, Peter joined2761 Co D, 22d Reg, Kansas Infantry, May 6, 1898, and was discharged Nov 3, 1898. In 1905 (Class of '04), Peter graduated2397 from Colorado College (Colo Springs) with a bachelor of philosophy. He had attended the Colorado State Normal School for 2 years; then he attended Colo College for 2 years. At Colorado College, he was the secretary of the Apollonian Club, a literary society, perhaps the oldest non-fraternal society in Colorado. He graduated2763 from the University of Michigan with a Master of Sciene in Forestry, Class of 1908. Peter worked for the U S Forest Service most of his life, as an instructor, forester and adviser. Peter, wife Ella and daughter Elva are listed as registered voters745 in Los Angeles, CA, in 1948 and 1950, residing at 15227 Greenleaf Street. Wife Ella applied5637 for his headstone Jan 3, 1958. The headstone was to be shipped to Forest Lawn Memorial Park, Glendale, CA. Ella's application lists his date of birth as Nov 20, 1876, as does the California Death Index527.

Div. thesis on the subject of "The Interpretation of the Book of Jonah" (1910). In 1918, Carl's occupation221 was Minister of the Congregational Church in Wallace, ID. Rev Carl H Veazie is mentioned2682 as pastor of the First Congregational church in Tacoma, son of Rev Walter C Veazie, a pioneer of the Congregational church.

In 1900 and 1910, Walter was living with his parents. Walter's full name is given in his 1914 passport645 application. At the time, his residence was New York City and he was a student. In June, 1917, he was single, still in New York and a teacher221 at Columbia University.

Walter married4996 Orpha Dee Crawford, Jul 21, 1917, in Franklin, PA. The next year, Walter, of 530 W 123 St, NY, NY, was inducted4204 into the U S Army, NY Div 135, Mar 18, 1918, at the age of 25, became a Corporal on Jun 5, 1918, and was transferred to Camp Hancock, GA, where he was honorably discharged Nov 6, 1918.

In 1919, Walter Broad Veazie is listed2396 as a Second Lieutenant in the Officers' Reserve Corp of the US Army, address New York University, NY. In 1920, he, Orpha and his 3 sons were living in Queens and he was an assistant professor of natural history.

Walter married Hazel M Milner in 1925. Walter and Hazel M Veazie were divorced4202, Jan 3, 1930, Boulder, CO.

In 1930, he is listed2394 in the census (enumerated April 18) as a widower, living in North Boulder, CO, a professor at the University of Colorado.

www.e-yearbook.com, University of Colorado (Boulder, CO), Class of 1944, lists Walter B Veazie, Head of the Department of Philosophy, "erudite in many fields of the arts and sciences." That reference states he had been of the University faculty since 1923, received both his B.A. and Ph.L. from the University of Columbia. In 1940, still a university professor residing in North Boulder, he was married to Eunice, and 2 of his sons, Walter and Ralph, and daughter Enid, are residing there. Unsourced cemetery information840 has Walter and Eunice married in June, 1929. That seems unlikely as Eunice didn't appear in the 1930 census, and Walter is listed that year as widowed. The Review of Metaphysics, Vol 16, Iss 3, Mar 1963, lists (secure.pdcnet.org) Walter as Professor Emeritus of Philosophy of the University of Colorado, retired in 1961. A general search, both publications and newspapers, will yield several references to his rather eclectic academic career and publications in the field of philosophy.

In 1900, Orpha Dee Crawford resided4201 with her parents, Ralph and Ada A Crawford, in Franklin, PA. By 1910, the family had moved to Salt Lake, and Orpha resided there2383 with her parents.

In 1917, Orpha D Crawford is listed1735 in the Salt Lake City directory as a teacher at South Jordan School, boarding at 3 Hebaus Flats. That directory also lists Ralph W Crawford, residence 3 Hebaus Flat.

Orpha's maiden name appears in a 1917 marriage announcement4996 for her marriage to Walter B Veazie "of New York city." That announcement stated "Miss Orpha Dee Crawford, daughter of Mr Ralph W Crawford of this city [Salt Lake]," to Walter B Veazie took place Sat, July 21, at the home of Opha's uncle, Mr Thomas J Barr, at Franklin, PA.

James Thomas Barr appears in the 1880 census for Phillipsburg, PA, in the household of  James and Serepta Barr, along with Aldie A Barr, his sister. In 1920, J Thomas Barr appears in the census for Franklin, PA. He appears variously in records as Thomas J, James Thomas, and J Thomas Barr.

Another newspaper clipping4182, Sep 5, 1917, Westfield, NY, relates that "Miss Hewitt" had received an announcement of the marriage of Doctor Walter B Veazei of Columbia University, New York, to Miss Orpha D "Mitchel"(sic) of Franklin, Pa.

It appears Orpha died before 1925, as husband Walter B Veazie married Hazel L Milner in June of 1925.

Following Hazel's divorce from Walter Veazie, sadly, Hazel Veazie, divorced, was listed2681 in 1930 in the Mount Airy (mental health) institution in Denver, CO. In 1940, Hazel Milner, divorced and apparently having changed her name, was an inmate5001 in the Colorado State Hospital in Pueblo, CO.

Hazel may be the Hazel L Milner listed in the 1900 census for Taylor, Iowa, daughter of Maggie M Milner. Hazel's birthdate is listed as Jan (or Jun?) 1894.

Anne Veazie Sonner provided Eunice's maiden name as "Barthes," having asked Enid Veazie Wood, Eunice's daughter. From that information her parents were determined. Eunice lived with her parents until her marriage to Walter Veazie.

Eunice maiden name is also mentioned in the marriage record4999 for Eunice to Walter B Veazie.

Mabel's middle name is listed4009 in the record for her marriage to Rufus. Their marriage announcement4861 in the New York Times mentions that Mabel was a graduate of Radcliffe College, Class of 1900.

Mabel died sometime before the enumeration of the 1940 census for Columbus, Ohio, as Rufus is listed that year as widowed.

"Family Histories"4862 has, regarding Rufus Edward Miles, son of Evelyn Luella (Makepeace) and E B Miles, he was born in Worcester, Mass. He graduated valedictorian from the Worcester, Mass., High School, and B.A., Amherst College, 1899. He was a member of the Phi Beta Kappa society. At graduation, he received the Hitchcock fellowship, and spent a year in post-graduate study in history and political economy. He received an M. A., Amherst, 1902.

In the 1907 announcement4861 of his marriage to Mabel Arnold, it was mentioned that Mr Miles was an "Amherst man." An article in the Brooklyn Daily Eagle, Dec 30, 1908 (newspapers.com) mentions Rufus E Miles, class of '99, among those who attended the annual Christmas dinner of Amherst College alumni in Brooklyn at the University Club.

In 1910, Rufus was director of municipal research in Cincinnati. He was a member of Cincinnati's delegation to the Conference of Ohio Municipalities to be held in Columbus, OH, Jan 24, 1912 (Cincinnati OH Enguirer, Jan 23, 1912; newspaperarchive.com) In 1918, Rufus was Secretary221 of the Ohio Efficiency Institute, and, in 1920, Rufus was a director of public efficiency. In 1930, he was a director of research. In 1933, he was appointed4190 by President Roosevelt to a committee of three Ohioans to the President's public work progress in the state. Rufus had, at that time, been the secretary-director of the Ohio Institute for 19 years, but might not accept the appointment due to ill health. In fact, the same newspaper reported on Aug 1, 1933, that Rufus Miles had resigned from the Ohio Advisory Board for the Public Works, of which he had been a member, and former Governor Vic Donahey was named to replace him.

Rufus and his second wife, Jean Weidensall, are buried in Hope Cemetery, Worcester, MA.

The Christian Science Monitor (Boston, Mass.) (fultonhistory.com), Nov 9, 1912, announcement was made that Miss Ruth S Arnold, for two and a half years general secretary of the Salem (Mass.) Young Women's Christian Association, has resigned to take a position in Bristol, Conn., with the Associated Charities. That article noted that, during Ruth's tenure in Salem, the association had moved from two rooms in an office building to a home of its own on Brown Street.

Ella died4938 Dec 5, 1972, at the Hawthorne Nursing Center in Charlotte, NC, of pneumonia in the right lung. The informant for the death certificate was Mrs Charles T Main, II, 4801 Howland Lane, Charlotte, NC. She was cremated at the Bowman-Gray School of Med, Winston Salem, NC. That death certificate lists her parents as George A Dutch(sic) and Emma Veazie Arnold.

Charles married2120 first, Jun 20, 1911, in Chicago, IL, Faith B Sturtevant. Faith Barrows Sturtevant was born Apr 2, 1883, Grinnell, Iowa. They had children Elizabeth and Marjorie Dutch. Sometime before 1929, Charles and Faith (apparently) divorced, as findagrave.com has an unsourced entry for Faith Barrows Sturtevant Dutch who died in 1953.

Also mentioned was that the reception following the wedding would be held for a hundred guests at the home of Mr and Mrs Everett L Kerns on 79th street.

Charles committed suicide1774 by hanging at his home. His wife Mrs Bessie R Hobart was the informant for his death certificate. At the time of his death, he was a clerk at the Custom House. The Boston (MA) Daily Globe, May 14, 1895, reported that Charles A Hobart was chosen from the civil service list to fill one of two positions at the Boston custom house which were vacated when two clerks got into an altercation during business hours and were dismissed from the service. Around 1910, he began to suffer from nervous prostration4139 and became despondent about his ill health. His work suffered and he went on a leave of absence from his job as customs clerk around Christmas of 1912. On the morning of Apr 30, 1913, he rose to start the kitchen fire. Sometime later, concerned that she heard no activity, his wife went to the cellar and found her husband hanging from a rafter. She cut the rope and ran for a doctor, but attempts to revive him were futile.

The index of Maine Marriages114 has "Mandie" Veazie of Hudson marrying "Trenont Bubier" of Hudson. It appears likley that both names are transciption errors for "Maudie" and "Fremont Boober" as Fremont Boober is listed in the 1930 census for Hudson, ME, age 26, as widowed.

Maud's first husband may also be the Fremont Boober, born 1900 per World War II enlistment records, who enlisted in 1942, divorced with dependents.

Munro graduated from Painted Post (NY) High School in 1932, and was a 1939 graduate of Alfred (NY) University. While at Alfred, he pledged the New York Beta chapter of the Theta Kappa Nu fraternity. During the Great Depression, Theta Kappa Nu was hit hard, and, in 1939, Theta Kappa Nu merged with the Lambda Chi Alpha fraternity. The New York Beta chapter became the Kappa Sigma chapter of Lambda Chi Alpha.

Munro received a Master's Degree in Glass Technology from Penn State University in 1940. In 1951, he received a Master's Degree in Executive Management from M. I. T. in the Sloan Fellowship Program.

Munro first worked for Owens-Corning Fibreglas at the insulation factory in Newark, OH, and later at the technical center in Granville, OH, as Manager of New Glass Development. White in that position, he registered several patents for glass composition and glass preparation techniques.

Munro was a member and Past Master of the Center Star Masonic Lodge No. 11 in Granville, and both he and Doris were officers in the Granville Chapter No. 384 of the Order of the Eastern Star.

A letter from Jane's father to "Wally" (likely his cousin Waldemar Veazie) lists his daughter Jane as "Jane VZ Nelson." With that start, one finds, in 1960, a tourist card2198 for Jane Veazie Nelson lists her parents (Maurice and Jean Scott Veazie), and her address as Flaggy Meadows Rd, Gorham, ME. In 1961, the city directory1735 for Westbrook, ME, lists Clifford V Nelson, wife Jane V, on Flaggy Meadows Rd. Gorham and Westbrook, Maine, are adjacent communities in the greater Portland area. The History of Islesboro2979 supplies the date of the marriage.

In 1960, Jane Veazie Nelson returned from a visit to Brazil. The notice of the issuance of a marriage license for Rufus Tilden and Imogen(sic) Lawrence appeared4239 on Sep 13, 1916, in the Brooklyn Daily Standard Union newspaper. Rufus and Imogene were married at the home of Malcolm Lawrence, Imogene's father, with Rev Dr Henry C Swentzel officiating.

The wedding announcement4242 for Rufus and Imogene provides Rufus' middle name, as does the card4243 summarizing his military service.. In June, 1917, Rufus resided221 in Brooklyn, NY, a contracting engineer (Tilden & Co) with dependent mother and wife. On Dec 13, 1917, Rufus was called to active service4243 as a 1st Lieutenant "Engrs." from the Officers' Reserve Corps training camp in Plattsburg, NY. He served with the 25th Engineers until his honorable discharge Jun 16, 1919. During his service, he was promoted to Captain, and served overseas from Feb 27, 1918 to May 23, 1919, primarily in the Meuse-Argonne offensive.

Rufus was active as a civil engineer, primarily in the state of New York, until his death.

In 1920, Imogene was a stenographer for a lawyer's firm, likely one of the several lawyers in the Lawrence family of New York at that time. The 1919 obituary for her brother, Parker Vesie Lawrence, mentions a surviving sister, Mrs Rufus S Tilden. The 1925 obituary4248 for her father mentions surviving daughter Mrs Imogene Tildren of Port Washington, L. I. The New York state census4263 that year lists Rufus, Imogene, and Imogene's sister Christine Lawrence, at 100 Stuyvesant Pl, in New Brighton (Staten Island), NY. Imogene is listed as treasurer for a carbon company. The 1925 city directory for New York lists Mrs Imogene Tilden, stenographer for Union Carbide & Carbon Co., residence 100 Stuyvesant Pl. That same directory lists "R S Tilden," with a residence of 135 East 43d St.

Probate notices for Malcolm Lawrence's estate, as late as 1927, mention Imogene L Tilden among the heirs.

It's not clear whether Imogene and Rufus were divorced sometime after 1927, or Imogene changed her surname back to Lawrence, or simply used her maiden name after that date. Several passenger lists (familysearch.org) record Imogene Lawrence, born (Feb 10) 1886, in Brooklyn or New York, NY, residence in Port Washington, NY, in 1932 (before Rufus' death), 1934,  and 1937. The 1937 passenger list has Imogene's address as 86 Irma Ave in Port Washington, which is the residence of Rufus mentioned in his 1933 obituary4240. In 1940, Imogene Lawrence, age 54, resided4261 alone in Port Washington, NY, a widow. She is listed as a secretary at a law office.

The obituary4262 for Imogene Lawrence states that interment was to be in Fercliff Cemetery. However, an Imogene Lawrence was buried4206 Oct 15, 1954, in Green-wood Cem., Brooklyn, NY, in the same section as Malcolm R and Imogene A Lawrence. It is assumed this is the same woman.

An April, 1959, issue of the Ninety-Nines (International Organization of Women Pilots) (http://www.ninety-nines.org/pdf/newsmagazine/195904.pdf) listed Constance Hardwick Luehman in the "99 Memberhip List" in the Middle East Section (Washington, DC), with an address in Alexandria, VA. She is later in the newsletter described as an enthusiast and prospective member, a member of the Mats Flying club.

In 1975, Constance Hardwick Luehman wrote a letter (examined at Quincy, 2016, by Bruce J Veazie) to the Quincy Historical Society, including a certificate dated April 1857 from John Quincy Adams, secretary of the school committee to Martha Ann Veazie (Constance' grandmother.) H. Hobart Holly of the Quincy Historical Society responded4226 to her, providing a brief description of her Hardwick line. He also stated that the John Quincy Adams who signed the certificate was the grandson of President John Quincy Adams.

Paul served4237 as an Army Air Corps officer (originally at Drew Field in Tampa, FL). He then worked for the Chevrolet Division of General Motors in Michigan for 30 years and Indian Shores, FL. He retired to Indian Shores (FL) and served as Mayor of Indian Shores. He was survived by 3 sons and a daughter.

Minna's obituary3210 provides much information on her life. She went to Plant High School (Gainesville?); graduated from Florida State and Cornell. At the time of her marriage, Paul Hardwick was an officer in the Army Air Corps at McDill AFB in Tampa. She and Paul resided most of the time (since their marriage?) in Michigan, visiting their home in Indian Shores in the winter. Surviving Minna were her husband, four children: Rick Hardwick; Paul Hardwick, Jr.; Dave Hardwick; Sherry (Hardwick) Gallagher; and five grandchildren.

The Oshkosh (WI) Daily Northwestern, Sep 1, 1937, mentioned that Arnold Miles, assistant director of the American Municipal Association, would be a speaker at the 39th annual convention of the League of Wisconsin Municipalites in Fond du Lac.

In 1940, Arnold, wife Alice and son Michael resided2114 in Chicago. He was an environmental? Researcher for "Am. Municipal Association." Arnold published several articles and papers regarding subjects such as municipal insurance, how police catch criminals, and the impact of airports on municipalites.

He and his family moved to Washington, DC, where he worked the rest of his life as an adviser in and for government organizations. Arnold's obituary4878, which appears in papers throughout the country, describes him as a government organizer. At the time of his death he was head of the budget bureau's government organization branch. He was a specialist on government organization and administration, and had a hand in the 1947 creation of the Department of Defense and unification of the armed services. He advised the Hoover Commission on reorganization of the government, 1947 - 1949. He died at the age of 48 of lung cancer at George Washington Univsersity Hospital.

Arnold shares a headstone840 with wife Alice (Morrissy) Arnold.

The headstone840 for Alice Arnold has inscribed "nee Morrissy" below her name, and "Grand Daughter of John & Alice Beamish." From that information, her parents and grandparents are identified from the obituary4880 of her uncle Harrington John Beamish, and the obituary4879 of her father, Thomas W Morrissy. Her uncle's obituary mentions that Harrington was the son of John and Alice Beamish, and Harrington left a surviving sister, Mrs Tessa Morrissy of Elkhorn. In 1932, Rufus, unmarried, was aboard4189 the S. S. President Roosevelt, sailing from Southampton to the Port of New York. The Rufus Miles in that listing resided at the same address at which Rufus resided in the 1930 census2709. That passenger list alos provides his full birthdate and birth location. Later that year, a newspaper article (East Liverpool, OH, Evening Review, May 27, 1932; newspapers.com) mentioned that Rufus, of Antioch College, Yellow Springs, O., won second prize in a college level essay contest "How Can Colleges Best Promote Peace?"

By 1940, Rufus had married4188, was living in Arlington, VA, and worked at administration assistance for CCC (possibly the Civilian Conservation Corps which operated from 1933 to 1942). That census records his residence in 1935 as Columbus, OH. In 1951, Rufus is mentioned in a newspaper article (Evening Review, Sep 10, 1951) as the Assistant Federal Security Agency Administrator. His career in government appears to have continued as, in 1957, he presented4192 a retirement plan to the House Appropriations Committee as director of administration for the Department of Health, Education and Welfare. In a May, 1966, newspaper article4193 regarding federal bureaucracy, Rufus, mentioned as retiring several months before from the Department of Health, Education and Welfare, stated that open defiance of superiors in government agencies is rare, but non-cooperation was too much in evidence, and respect for administrative loyalty had deteriorated during his 30 years of federal service.

In the 1970s, Rufus was president of the Population Reference Bureau in Washington, DC. In the 1980s, Rufus was a senior fellow at the Woodrow Wilson School of Public and International Affair at Princeton, having served some 31 year in government service.

His 1996 obituary4860 mentions that his first wife, Nell, died in 1988. He was survived by two daughters from that marriage, Barbara Miles and Mary Patten; and his second wife, Elizabeth Klaer Miles of Ithaca, NY.

Joel grew up in Lincoln, NE, and attended Pius X High School there. Several newspaper articles indicate that Joel was a good athelete, on the baseball diamond and on the basketball court. He attended the University of Nebraska (Lincoln) and played basketball under Joe Cipriano. Cipriano (as of 2015) was the winningest coach in history at the school.

Joel's contributions to Nebraska basketball were notable. He walked on as a freshman at NU and quickly earned a basketball scholarship in 1962. A 1964 newspaper article describes a Big Eight conference opening game, Nebraska vs Iowa State, in which, late in the game, Joel Kortus drew a foul and sank both foul shots to ensure the Huskers' victory. The following week, an article entitled "Nebraska Surprises Missouri" was subtitled "Cool Kortus Does It Again," and described his repeat free throw performance with 41 seconds left in overtime. The following week, Joe's shooting from the floor was credited with holding off a late run by Oklahoma to ensure the Cornhuskers win. A few games later, Joel sprained his ankle early in the Kansas State game. For several games thereafter, Nebraska's game were described in terms of Nebraska playing "without Joel Kortus," or "without the services of Kortus." In 1965, as a graduating senior, Joel, along with Coach Cipriano, and 3 others, were presented watches by the Elks Lodge at a basketball banquet. (Nebraska) Governor Morrison also make the group Admirals in the Nebraska Navy. A 1977 article about NU's basketball history in which Cipriano mentions contributions by players Terry Novak and Curt Hedberg exceeding all others - except, stated Cipriano: "Joel Kortus … was the only other Lincoln player who did so well."

Joel went on to teach and coach at Tacoma, WA. Another Lincoln (NE) Star newspaper article at the time beings with "If you've lost track of Joel Kortus, he's alive and well and living on the beach at Puget Sound, raising a family and coaching Franklin Pierce High School's basketball team in Puyallup, Wash." Joel is described as one of Cipriano's "most prized pupils."
